London, Nov. 20,—There have just ar-
rived in London from Liege the Misses
Rosa and Josefa Blazek, who are, no
doubt, the most extraordinary examples
of human abnormality in existence.

Probubly no physiological curiosity of
equal intefest has been seén in this
country since Eng and Chang, the Sia-
mese Twins, visifed London in 1869 be-
fore. settling down in a southern state
of America, where théy married two
gisters, who reared healthy, normal
families.

The physical condition of the Misses
Blazek differs little from that of the
late Siamese Twins. The bodies of the
laiter were connected near the chest;
in the case of these young women the
adhesion occurs for some distance up
the side, terminating slightly above the
waist.  Their heads are not quite on a
level, Josefa being somewhat the taller
of the two. Altho the girls of necessity
spend their lives gide by gide, they can-
net look into each other’s faces.

It directed
that a “‘cut or incision” should be made in
bis hody to afford- absolute proof of his
death, This proviso was the more remark-
able in view of the mystery attaching to
the death of the father of the last two
kings of Saxony. The world was informed
that King John died from the: effects of a |

James' Gazette, that the old king be- |
camesenamored of a yonng lddy whose mar-|
riage filled him with frenzy. He summon
ed bis sons, Atbert and George, and assvred
them that he' ywas' slveady dead, and that
the time had come for him to be buried in
a monastery which he named. In one of his
paroxysms of violence he stabhed and
killed one of RIF ofiders. 'The doctors cer-
tified him hopelessely insane. Thereupon,
so this extraordinary story 'runs, the king
was, declared dead. In reality the old king
survived for some years, a close prisoner
in the monastery in which he had suggest-
ed that he should be buried,

HOW SCANDAL HAS FLOURISHED.

In the late Dominion elections the
Conservatives had a majority of eight,
In the provineial -elections held two
years ago the Liberals had a majority
of. two. Perhaps this difference be-
tween the strength of the Laurier gov-
ernment and the strength of thie Ross
government is accounted for by tHe
electoral frauds committed to keep Mr.
Ross In power.

The average Ontario elector has voted
in provincial as he has in federal elec
tions. And yet two elections, one fed-
eral and the other provincial, held with-
in ‘the past two years, show that Hon.
G. W. Ross is stronger by ten seats
{han Sir Wilfrid Laurier. The evidence
has been coming out in sickening quan-
tities, and the revelations in Belleville
are the natural climax of the long serles
of frauds perpetrated by the friends of
the Ross government.

Tt is commonly charged by apologists
for the Ross government that, bad as it
is, the Cpnservatives are as bad or
worse. The answer to this charge 1s
that the Liberals have been in power in
Ontario for over thirty years. In all
that time they have been the custodi-
ans of the hallot boxes. Not a Con<
servative in t province has had ofil-

The ‘same may be
#aid of the ballot boxés.used in federal
elections since 1896. During the past
cight yedrs, therefore, every ballot box,
whether in a federal or a provincial
election, has been guarded and manned
by Liberal officials. How well this
trust has been fulfilled we observed in
the provincial by-elections in West
Elgin and North Waterloo, in: the fed-
eral by-elections of West Huron and
Brockville, and now see in the revela-
tiong at Belleville,

All the ballot box frauds of recent
years must have been committed by
Liberals, for the good and sufficient
reason that the boxes and the ballots
have been in exclusive charge of Lib-
erals, Enough scandal has been brought
home to the Liberal party to prove its
unfitness for office. The Belleville out-
rage, with all its bare-faced rascality, is
rot a stidden development. It is the
finished product of perhaps less desper-
ate but equally effective crimes against
the sanctity of the ballot. It is the|
growth of the practice of condoning|
electoral wrong and allowing the wrong-
doers to escape. Hon. J. M. Gibson!
is largely responsible for the protec-?
tion accorded the perpetrators of fraud |
and corruption in Ontario, and it was
his prostitution of the office. of attor-
ney-general that paved the way for the
Belleville frauds. His conduct has been
{rfamous, a violation of his high dath
of office. His contempt for his official |
duties can only be explained on the
theory that he knew the frauds to be
perpetrated ‘in the interésts of the gov-
ernment. :

A feeble show of virtue was made In
connection with the investigation of the
Toronto civic frauds. A few
convictions were secured, but for some
reason, probably in consequence of the
advice of Sir William Mulock and At-
torney-General Gibson, justice was de-
feated by the liberation of the culprits.
No effort was made at the civic in-
vestigation to reveal the chief crimi-
nals. Justice exhausted her energies
in convicting some of the lesser sin-
ners. Ne soener was this acecomplish-
ed than a pardon agitation began and |
finrally triumphed. The protection ac-
corded the perpetrators of fraud in
West Elgin, North Waterloo, West Ei-
gin and Brockville and the pardoning
of the men convicted of fraudulent acts
in Toronto are responsible for the dar-
ing frauds attempted at Belleville. The
minister of justice, the attorney-general
of -Ontario, and The Globe, which have
shielded the authors of electoral 'an_
lainy, are the foundation upon whica
the: structure of election scandal hags
been reared.

. CHOICE OF TWO PATHS,

Just mow the inter-imperial preferen-
tial movement, so far as the transoce-
anic states are concerned, is in a state
¢f suspended animation. Thelr attl-
tude is one of expectancy; they are all
intently waiting to see and know what
the mother country is going to do. For
undoubtedly Great Britain is the crux
of the situation. The other self-goyern-
ing states of the empire have practically
made up their minds on the question.
All are willing and ready to co-operate
in creating and dev g inter-imper-
fal trade, recognizing =8 they do that
not only are the market conditions
favorable but that they are each afford-
ing outlets for their respective indus-
tries, promoting commerciall growth
and powerfully aiding in the upbuilding
of the common empire.

Pritish free import defenders dre na-
turally inclined to fight shy of this re-~
markable demonstration of the strength
of the imperial feeling. It places them
in the unpleasant dilemma of having to
sacrifice one or other of the professed
objects of their desire—fiscal orthodoxy
and imperial loyalty. They do, indeed,
attempt to reconcile them by maintain-
ing that any other honds than those of
simple sentiment and affection would
inevitably lead to quarreling and dis-
sension. In this it is difficult to follow
the nexus of their reasoning. For the
assumption is that intep-imperial trade
will be of universal benefit—will, In-
deed, liké mercy, bless both the stale
that gives and the sta_té that takes—
besides adding infinitely to the stabi-
lity and integrity of the empire in that
it will make the empireself-sufficing
and establish it securely upon a basis
of mutual dependence and support.

Not long ago it was distinctly charged
that the Australian states had neithgr
meade any distinct offer of a preference
nor given any indication of their wishes
in that direction. The British labor
federation committee also addressed a
strong letter to Mr. Watson, the ex-
federal labor premier, deprecating the
action of the Australian labor party
in pronouncing in faver of Mr. Cham-
bérlain’s proposals. The effect of these
doubts and remonstrances has been to

elicit a response which places beyond |

question the fact that a decisive ma-
jority of the Australian people favor
a preferential arrangement. A great
meeting of Melbourne citizens held on
Nov. 16, by large majorities passed re-
solutions approving of preferential ar-
rangements and urging parliament to
give the matter immediate attention.
These resolutions were moved by the

president of the chamber of manufac- |

turers and the president of the Trades
Hall, and were supported by ex-Premier
Deakin and ex-Premier Watson, the
latter declaring that there was practi-
cal unanimity on the preferential ques-
tion in Australia. There was room on
the preferential platform, he said, for
both protectionists and free traders.
it is clear enough that if the mother
country is not prepared to accord the
other imperial states a preference in
her markets other nations will have no
hesitation in doing so. ‘This- movement
in support of the closer union of the
empire is being watched with the clos-

est interest by other and rival nations|
because they need no prophet to tell}

them whatever facilitates that union
strengthens the empire and makes for
ts increased power and authority. Re-
ciprocity is now being agitated in the
United States, and among the first
arguments adduced is that it will tend
to weaken Canada’'s connexion with

the other British states and incline her |

to ‘unite her destiny with that of the
republic. If political reasons have no
weight in Britain, where they should
be paramount, they are ever present
to her trade rivals and possible ene-
mies, who see if she does not the vast
consequences which in either case will
follow. Britain, as the present predomi-
nant partner in the empire, has two
roads now open, one leading to disin-
tegration and decay, the other to union
and renewed vigor of life, and fateful

A. in the early part of the cenfury are
necessarily somewhat disjointed, how=-
ever it is interesting to note that up te
the fourth decade of the century, im-
migration to what is now Canada ex-
ceeded that which entered the United
States. In the years 18209 there zre
recorded in British North America
some 126,616 arrivals, while the Unit-
ed States reports only 71,911 (large
numbers of Scotch settled in Nova
Scotia and other British provinces in
that decade).

The preference of immigrants, how-
ever, for B.N.A. first began to yleld to
that of the United States in the closing
five years of the third decade, which
were years of great political unrest
thruout the Canadas and other Bri-
tish provinces. The decade 1840-9 show-
ed that there had arrived in B. N. A.
428,376, and in the United States 674,731,
From that time.on the immigration
toward America has been preponder-
ately to the United States, the decade
1850-9 showing B. N. A, 258,460 immi-
grants, and the United States 1,351,664.

Thus in the past 80 years there has
been an average considerably wmore
than than 200,000 per year arriving on
this continent. Taking 15 as the aver-
age age, and it would doubtless be
higher, it is a fair estimate that the
expenditure on one’s bringing uP would
not be less than $500. at least his effi-
cieney at 15, which he thus takes to
his new sphere of life, is worth that;
this annual transfer, the result of im-
migration, represents a value of  at
least one billion dollars. In the year
1902, out of a total of 800,000 immigrants
to America (somewhat less than 80,000
of whom came to Canada), it has been
ascertained that some 88,3456 had In
money with them at least $30 each, thug
showing 'in part the transfer of cash
in these annual movements.

Both ministers tried to ad-
dress the congregation.

far as cancer research Is coneerned.

When the fund first began its work can-
cer had been: dlscovered in fish, but now
thousands of members of the finny tribes
supposed to be suffering from the disease
are sent every year to this laboratory.

In addition. to the fish specimens, there
is the emormous work of examining huone
i dreds of cases of supposed cancer in mice,
| rats, rabbits, guinea pigs, dogs,

horses and many other anlmnals.

During the past year 30 cases of cancer
have been discovered, and, as only about
one true case occurs in every 150 specimens
examined, the amount of work done in the
laboratory is very great.

The discovery that fish were lable to.
cancer solved several problemd, one of !
which’ was the question of the liability of
warm-blooded animals to the disease,

WILL HELP RELIEF MEN.

Street Raflway Will Introduce Me-
thod to Benefit Employes.

The street railway employes are
somewhat excited over a proposed
change in the running hours of the
relief men. There has always existed
considerable dissatisfaction among the

relief crews on account of the long
period of the day, sometimes extending
to fourteen and sixteen hours, during
which they are required to be ready for
duty, in order to get in six or eight
hours' time. In order to remed ythis
grievance the company has had an
official visiting different cities of the
United States and inspecting the sys~
tems in use among other street rail-
way concerns. The result of this offi-
cial's report will be seen in the system
to be put in operation on the cars run-
ning from the Dundas-street barns on
Monday next. It is stated that more
cars will be placed on these routes,and
that none of the regular men will suf-
fer by the change, which will¥give the
relief men eight or nine hours' steady
work daily. The latter, of course, wel-
come the experiment.

Among the regular men, however,
some uneasiness exists in regard to
the satisfactory working of the pro-
The regulars have al-
ways insisted on getting in their nine
or ten hours’ work within twelve hours
at the outside and view with suspicion
any new idea that may interfere with
their hours of work.

A man dressed as a beggar who had a
baby on his arm and carried a basket ap-
proached an officlal standing outside the
town ball, and banded the basket to him,
suying that he had found it in the street.

The official took the basket, which con-
tained a heavy cbject wrapped in paper,
and was about to enter the town hall to
place it in the lost luggage, departinent,
when he noticed smoke issuing from the
bagket.

Considerably. alarmed, he threw it into
the middle of San Fernando-street, along
which a good many people were passing at
the time. It instantly exploded, terribly
mutilating these who happened to be in
the .immediate vicinity, and throwing
others down.

A great hole was torn in the ground by
the explosion, and windows in the neigh-
borhood were shattered.

AMERICAN WHEAT MARKETS, ‘
. American wheat markets have been
reactionary the last two weeks, and|
stl]l display an unsteadiness that might
easily mean still lower prices. It is
beginning to be realized that some
pressure #s being put upon prices to
bring the actual article out of the
farmers’ hands. That this is success=
tul is obvious by the increase in the
visible supply, which is mow 5,000,000
bushels in excess of that of last yéar.
Shipments from Russia and other ex-
porting countries are still on a Scale
equal to all the demands of the Burd-
pean markets. The latest estimate of
the visible supply of Argentine puts
the amount at 13,000,000 bushels, with
practically a néw crop ready for harv-
est. Russians shipments show ﬁo signs
of falling off and are said to be due
to the absence of the ysual grain loans
owing to the demand for money by the
Russian government to carry on the
present. war,, The Canadian demand
for flour is providing a paying marknot
for domestic millers; Winnipeg wheat
at 91 cents leaving a profitable mar
jin at the current .price of rlour.
If the estimated surplus of Canadyan
and United States wheat is to be /ex-
ported, the output for the next ‘seven
months will have to increase consid®
a.biy in ‘proportion to those of the firs
five:months of the present market year.
The only incentive to bring this about
at present in sight is an inducement in |
jowered prices, and on this eventually';
will depend the trend of wheat quota-
tions for some time to come,

SMALL FARMS NEEDED.

As the epoch of free homesteads be-
comes a provision of the past, the ne-
cessity of small farms is intensified.
The pioneer who acquired a large tract :
of land and raised ordinary stock in 4n
unscientific manner _ has had his hold-
ings divided and sub-divided among
posterity. In this country, wherz fhe
inhet“lta.nce, without -special provision,
is equally distributed among  the des-
ceridants of the decedent, the tenden-
ey is to divide large estates into small
holdings. The field of exploitation in
agriculture is now in the direction of
increased production, rather than the
acquisition of large farms. It is the
only possibility presented to agricul-
ture, and as large estates become sub-
divided the fertility of the land in-
ecréases by the process of intensive
farming. This evolution is destined 1o

rogress, as it is the only methodq of

provement of land productiveness.
The erd of high farms, owing to their
unprofitableness as contrasteq with
small estates, will soon be eliminated
from agriculture.

The steady increase of population
and the number of people who desire
to operate their own farms will has-
ten the disintegration of large estab-
lishments. The era*of better farming
has materialized thru the paternal su-
pervision Jof the department of agri-
culture, The establishment and main-
tenance of agricultural colleges and
experiment statlong“vin every province
has stimulated lnl}nsiﬂed agricultura

THE WORN OUT FARM.

A year ago a farmer,  Mr. Jogeph
Thompson of Carleton Place, issued a
challenge to the Dominion and pro-
vinelal governments, the Agricultural
College at Guelph, to professors and
lecturers on scientific agriculture. He
says: ‘“We have experiment farms and
their value can scarcely be over-esti-
mated, but we would like to see the
government buy a poor farm, which
is run out for /want of labor and the
buildings sadly in need of repair. Let
them put a mortgage on it for half its
value. Then let some expert by xood.
management pay off the mortgage,
principal and interests, pay for extra
help, redeem the land, renew the build-
ings and at the same time provide a |
fair income for himself. We doubt his |
ability to do so.” This is a stiff pro-
position to wundertake. Most likely
many attempting to work out the pro-
position would fail to come out ahead,
yet the failure of many is no proof
that it cannot be worked out. There
are many instances of farms in Michi-
gan -and Ohjo that ten years ago were
worn out and the buildings in a dilapi- |

Tanning. Sheep Pelts,

We have an inquiry from a subscrib-
er asking how to proceed to tan shaeep
pelts with the wool on for rugs, rob2s.
ete. For most purposes a very Z004
way is to salt the pelt on its flesh side
as .,mmn as it las been removed from
the sheep and folded to cure, whieh
will require several days. Tt shouid
then be unfolded and the flesh side
given a preparation of a solution made
by dissolving alum in water and allow-
ing it to remain several days to get
the fibre.

The -flesh) .is_then removed from the
pelt with an oid. dull knife and it s
ready to wash and knead, Tt should
be thoroly washed by the aid of some
good soap 80 that the wool is left per-
fectly white and the skin clean. Then
the skin should be taken out and left
to become partially dry. when it should
be kneadedq until it is perfeetly Ary
g0 as to prevent its becoming hard and
stiff. The more kneading it zets while
drying the more pliable it will be when
finished.—Exchange.
