A VERY LIVELY WEEK ON |

A Great Amount of Liquidation—--i'he Effect of the Passing of
Toledo and Detroit United Dividends --- Steady Recovery

* Looked For.

(Montreal Witness, Friday.)

There has been a tremendous amount
of liquidation of securities on the local
stock exchange this week, and, as a con-
sequence, prices have slumped very sev-
erely. Following the passing of tl® To-
ledo dividend, which had been at the
rate of two per cent per annum, the mar-
ket was suddenly stricken with panic by
a similar movement in the stock of De-
troit United. There had, in the latter
case, even been talk of an increased divi-
dend, and not a few financial authorities
had recommended that course, but in-
stead of the higher rate, the existing divi-
dend was wiped out, and the revenue-
receivers were found just that much short
of their expectations. The market was
first surprised, then demoralized, and fin-
ally thoroughly disgusted that such bare-
faced manipulation could be so carried out
in this age of supposed civilization. It is
openly declared by the Detroit press that
geveral of the executive officers had sold
all their holdings previous to the dividend
gassing declaration being made public;

ut this, of course, cannot be verified
here. They were probably only selling
short to profit by the fall that would cer-
tainly occur. There ehould, however, be
some form of investigation made at the
earliest possible moment by the .share-
%olders, with a view to probing the real
intentions of the board of directors. It
is very likely that the board of directors,
as a whole knew nothing, and cared less,
about what happened to the shareholders’
interests; that is, if the position of the
local member is any criterion. It is not
clear how the latter gentleman can con-
tinue to hold his seat on the board, and
{f he will resign, and admit of a successor
who could find time to attend the meet-
ings, there will be no complaint at that
course from the large number of share-
holders who have been so seriously and
suddenly crippled. Mr. Thompson, the
Mayor of Detroit, gloats over the debacle,
with. ‘an I told you so, and serve you
right, and predicts that Detroit stock
will never again reach its former high
price. That may be so, but Mayor
Thompeon’s implied threat that the prop-

erty of the company may be renderecl
valueless is on a par with his forme:
vaporings. If the company under new
and more efficient management should
consent to inaugurate three-cent faves, fcr
which Mr. Thompson and his backing are
agitating, the road and its stockholders
might some day be more prosperous than
ever.

Detroit United stock closed a week &go
today at 63. On Tuesday the price had
fallen to 28 1-2, and a tremendous amount
of stock came out at the decline. After
the first rush of selling was over, the
price reacted to around 35 to 38, at which
range liquidation has been contintous
throughout the remainder of the waek.
Sentiment was badly shaken, znd other
standard securities, that appeared to
have, from all reasonable deductions,
reached ‘rock-bottom,” were. carried down
in sympathy and drastic sell{n!' was the
order of the day, until the -attractive low
prices brought a certain amount of natur-
al support. It was surprising to see points
drop off the market value of stocks that
were in no way associated wita the ‘for-
eign’ traction group, but this was due
to the necessities of holders who had to
put up more and more margin on fallin
stocks. There was also a lot of selling os
account of traders desiring to shift their
accounts from one source tc another
which offered more speculative advant-
ages. Such stocks as Halifax Railway,
Laurentide, Bell Telephone, Hlinois "rac-
tion, which are held mainly on accourit of
dividend revenues, were sold so that the
more active issues could be picked up at
exceptionally low prices. This gave the
appearance of a general settling moveinent
caused by lack of confidence in the fin-
ancial situation, but was really an exhib-
it of confidence that the speculative future
still holds something good for those who
have the nerve to purchase the lowest-
priced stocks of today. The ma rket shows
a tendency to shake off the depression of
the past few days, and theve will no
doubt be a steady, if slow, recovery in
the general list during the remainder of
this month.

MARINE NOTES

He
was quite ready to talk oh the subject.
He had become, he said, thoroughly dis-
gusted with the manner in which manu-
| facturers were used in this city and meant
to have a copy of this advertisement pub-
lished in the newspapers in Montreal, To-
ronto and Halifax. It was, he admitted,
a severe arraignment of the city in view
of the efforts being made to induce in-
dustries to locate here, but he had fully
considered his action and had consulted
his lawyer on the point.

The chief ground of complaint which
Mr. White put forward was the permis-
sion lately given by the city council to
the St. John Railway Company to double
track Union street. The White Candy
Company, he explained, have occupied
their present building for nine years, hav-
ing bought from Wm. Peters. Some years
previous to the purchase the street rail-
way moved to double track Union street,
but were blocked by a petition from the
property owners. This action of the coun-
¢il on their petition was considered by
these men to constitute a right which was
recently taken away without due notice.

The whole of the property in the block
is in the hands of the men who signed
the successful petition years ago, Mr.
White continued, and when it was known
that the council had in ‘contemplation this
vear giving the street railway the coveted
privilege, he prepared a protest against it
and, after obtaining the sgignatures of
most of the property holders and store
keepers in the block, eent the document
to the board of works committee. This, he

éorder gave it as his opinion that the city,
having given permission, could not take it
back.

Just previous to the last meeting of the
| common council Mr. White said he had
| his lawyers, Bustin & French, draw up a
[ letter to the aldermen reiterating the pro-
itest against double tracking the street
| and asking for the privilege of being heard
| in the matter. This letter, he said, was
[carried by a delegation consisting of him-

self, Robert Ledingham and E. Clinton

Brown to the council chamber. Mr. White
! says he delivered it to an alderman who
"ga\(e it to the common clerk. He is under

the impression that the letter was mever
read. At all events he is satisfied it was

never considered.

“Why,” eaid Mr. White; “I have the
personal assurance of many of the alder-
men that they did not know anything
about the move to grant -the street rail-
way company permission to double track
the street. Ald. Baxter said the minutes
of the meeting at which it was decided
showed he was there but he did not re-
member any reference being made to it.
Ald. Sproul claims to have no information
at all on the subject and expressed him-
self very indignantly on the ground that
ag he represents Prince ward, through
which a part of the track lies, he ought
to have been given a chance. Ald. Kelley
and Pickett likewise professed ignorance‘x
of the matter.”

“Now, that justifies the assertion that|

the common council will not only not| &t

hesitate to sacrifice existing rights but
will refuse to hear objections when pre-
sented in the proper way. I further claim
that their action in this matter has seri-
ously interfered with our facilities for do-
ing business. This is apparent when it is
known that we often have three or four
teams standing at our door. The space
was narrow enough before, but since the
double track has been laid it will be al-
most impossible without tying up the
whole traflic of the street.

“We are not allowed to6 dump coal on
the sidewalk—that has been pretty clearly
proved and if we have to put it in the
street a further difficulty will be created.
Then again, when the snow comes, there
will be further trouble. Mr. Biown tells
me that every time the snow plough pass-
ed his place before, the salt and slush
were dashed up against his windows dis-
figuring his property. Now the snow will
be pushed right on to the sidewalk, but
we cannot drive over the sidewalks be-
cause if we do we will be fined. Some say
that the only thing to do is to remove the
snow right after each fall, but this is not
always possible.

“T feel that the wrongs done us cannot
now be remedied, but if the puplication of
our advertisement ensures better treat-
ment for others in future it will do good.

“As for the other reasons set forth in
the advertisement, the valuation put on
the building we occupy is more than we
paid for it and is excessive. I claim. that
all machinery, not ours in  particular,
ought to be exempt from taxation as it is
merely the tools with which the manu-
facturer makes his living and a tax on it
is unfair, as the jobber or merchant ear-
rying the same line of goods is simply
taxed on stock.

“All kinds of labor is very scarce here.
I do not claim this is a condition peculiar

‘to St. John, but we feel it here perhaps |

more than in other places because our|
young men, instead of learning trades, are |
going out west in'large numbers all the|
time. -

“T am not aware that the cost of fuel
is higher here than anywhere else, but
my object in calling attention ta it is that
an impression to the contrary has gone|
abroad.” {

At this point Mr. White was asked just |
what the advertisement meant. “It‘
means,” he replied, “that if we can sell

beyond the control of or possibility of in-
terference from the St. John city council.
We don’t owe St. John anything; we have |
been seventeen years here and nine-tenths
of our business is dome with outside
points. When the merchants of the city‘
come to us it is merely for emall supplies |
to tide over till orders can arrive from
other cities.”

A Safe and Sane Criticism
of Recent Developments
in Wall Street.

(N. Y. Evening Post.)

It has probably perplexed some well-
meaning readers of financial gews, that
conservative criticism, in the m}dst of the
uproar.in the Wall Street market, should
have drawn from the week's events dis-
tinctly optimistic conclusions. To simple
souls, there is something erratic in the
fact that when, as in December, 1905, and
August, 1906, prices on the Stock Ex-
change were mounting skyward, the com-
ment from such quarters should have
been unanimous that the financial situa-
tion was ominous, whereas, in the face
of markets collapsing under such forced
liquidation as this week’s, the opinion
should be boldly pronounced that this is
a time for optimism. It is unfortunately
true that a good part of current critic-
ism on finance is seemingly based on the
theory that rise in stocks is always right,
and that the higher they go the more ad-
vantageous to the community it is. Con-
versely, of course, a decline on the
Stock Exchange, from the most extrava-
| gant level of prices, is pronounced a cal-
amity.

Neither critics of this sort nor the peo-
ple who take their criticism seriously, can
comprehend the attitude of an intelligent
observer of events. For their benefit, it
may be worth while to say today, with
the utmost plainness, that the ‘“Harriman
boom’ ’of last autumn, like the excited
rise of April, 1901, was one of the most
alarming events in our financial history of
a generation past, and that the pending
liquidation of the speculative accounts
which built up last year’s aerial structure,
like the similar forced sales of rich ex-
ploiters in 1903, is evidence of returning
safety. Whatever may be said of the
speculating public, there was every reason
for the prudent investor, in 1906 and 1901,
to turn his securities into cash and flee
from Wall street. Today, as in 1903, mat-

“Canada has always bulked high in the |
imagination of the other members of the
imperial family. The first need of atten-
tion is its own national spirit; the second
is men, not merely hundreds of thousands
of men, but millions of men, men to fill
up and make strong the land. Now, this |
question of men is the very kernel of the
whole thing, It is only human to desire
that our land shall be filled by the in-
crease of our own flesh and blood; that
the multiplying generations shall succeed
in filling it without improvement from
the outside. But we of the new genera-
tion, we of the younger nation as I say,
we have neither the patience nor the time
to wait on these slow methods. The
world has filled up, is filling up, and
there are in the world a hundred nations
that perhaps do not look upon us with
the eyes of awe and reverence that we
look upon ourselves.

“T know that many people consider it
is wrong, almost wicked, to recognize a
fact like that. But the worst use you
can make of a fact is to deny it. But,
even, if all the nations were to live to-
gether in universal love, there is a law
from which there is no escape, and that
law says that if a nation holds territory
or resources which she does not develop,
these resources will be developed by other
nations. The material result of that de-
velopment may be splendid, but there is
a danger in the process of that develop-
ment that the original genius and ideals
of the nation may be distorted, debauch-
ed, and in the long end destroyed.

“There are not enough men in the land
to develop even on broader national lines.

“But, most important of all, the family
life, on which the future of the state is
based, suffers throughout the dominion

for lack of adequate and honorable domes-
tic help which shall release the mother of
the family to her proper work. At every
step of my trip through the dominion I
have been struck by the strong persist-
ent crv for more help, more people.

Hon. Mr. Sutherland, speaker of the
commons, in proposing a vote of thanks
said that no one could glance over the
extent and diversity of resources of the
empire or recall its history without feel-
ing a tremendous pride in the fact that
he is a citizen of that empire and with-
out appreciating the imperial sentiment, of
which Kipling was so splendid an ex-
ponent.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier seconded the vote.
The premier said that the man whom
they ascembled to honor was a man who
did not think, speak or act as other men.
His words, his thoughts, his acts were
all his own and he did not borrow his
ideas from any man.

Sir Wilfrid spoke of the invigorating
climate of Canadian winter, avowing that
“our lady of the snows” shall always be
proud of having deserved the compliment
that Kipling paid her. Kipling had given
expression to a true conception of empire
and the highest thought of statesmanship
when on an occasion which Canadians
never can forget he put these words into
ths mouth of the nation, “‘Daughter am
I in my mother’s house but mistress in
my own.” He never agreed with those
who reproached Mr. Kipling for that ex-
pression. 1f there was anything by which
he wanted his country to live in imagina-
tion of nations it was in the language
stereotyped by Kipling, “Our lady of the
snows.” The Canadian winter was the
glory of the Canadian people. (Cheers).

Fredericton, N. B., Oct. 21—A public
meeting in the interests of the Canadian
Auxiliary Bible Society at the Opera
House this evening was fairly well at-
tended. Dr. Inch presided and addresses
were delivered by Canon Cowie, Chancel-
lor Jones, and Rev. G. M. Campbell.
