TOGO, May 29, 8 p. m.—(Delayed in
transmission)—Admiral Togo continues his
great sweep to the northward in pursuit
of the remnant of the Russian fleet.

It will be
Thursday before the complete results of

Practically all the information receivgd
came in brief wireless messages transmit-
.ted when possible after the fight and dur-
ing the pursuit. Admiral Togo has gone
northward and the navy department does
not expect extended reports till the ﬁg!‘xt-
ing is finished. Reports thus far receiv-
ed indicate that Admiral Togo obtained
a victory without loss or serious damage
of a single battleship ot cruiser.

His casualties are not reported, but are
insignificant. It is believed that the Rus-
sian casualties are heavy, although the
Japanese appear to have rescued a large
number,

The captured ships with prisoners and
wounded are arriving at Sasebo. A num-
ber of Russian prisoners were landed on
vI'su Island. Three hundred, believed to
Jbe from the transport Ural, have been
Janded on the Iwami coast.

What Togo Himself Says

TOKIO, May 30.—Admiral Togo’s brief
reports thus far received are as follows:—

The first report, received on the morn-
ing of May 27: “Immediately on receipt
of the report that the Russian squadron
had been sighted; our combined fleet is
now getting into action. The weather
is clear but the sea is rough.”

The second report, received on the night
of May 27: “Today, near Okinoshima
(southeast of Tsushima), we attacked the
enemy’s squadron, causing it heavy dam-
age. At least four Russian ships were
sunk and others are heavily damaged.
Our damage is slight. Our destroyers
and torpedo boat flotilla commenced an
gttack after sunset.”

Third report, received Monday morning,
May 20; “The main strength of our com-
bined fleet continued the attack since the
27th and on the 28th, near Liancourt
Rocks, encountered the enemy, consisting
of the Nicholai I, Orel (battleships) Sem-
levin, Apraxine and Isumrud (cruisers)

battle and all the obhers soon surrendered.
We suffered no damage. The prisoners
taken state that the Russian ehips sunk
in the battle on the 27th were the Boro-
dino, Alexander TIT (battleships) Jemt-
ohug (protected cruiser) and three others.

Japanese pursuit still continuing, mo
naval authority has the temerity to
dream that Russia can essay an attempt
to wrest the mastery of the sea from Ja-
pan in the present war. The captured war-
ships alone will furnish Japan with ready
made armaments which will be more than
a match for the fourth Pacific squadron
now about to sail from Cronstadt.

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A radical change in insurance rates
was made last week by the
Supreme Council of the TRoyal
Arcanum in eession at Atlantic City,
being based on a mortality table, with four
options to be melected on the judgment of
members. On members who join at the
age of twenty-one the new rate will be
$7.56 per $1,000, and the level rate $9.72,
as against a former rate of $7.08. Other
rates, according to officials of the order,
will be raised in about the same propor-
tion. The rates go into effect on October
1 upon the present membership and upon
new members on July 1. The trunk line
rate for all present and new members,
upon which they are placed at their at-
tained ages if they do mot take one of the
options, is a term Tate to the age of sixty-
five and a level rate thereafter during
membership. The rate is constructed so
as to avoid the unnecessary accumulation
of reserve and is sufficiently loaned to pro-
vide for any impairment of the risk when
the member reaches sixty-five, so that he
can take a level rate at sixty<five without
a new medical examination. The trunk-
line rate is a constant rate without change
from date of entry to the age of sixty-five.
There are four options which a member
may take #f he prefers either of them to
the trunk-line rate. The Supreme Coun-
cil voted to meet at Old Point Comfort
next year.

THEOLOGIANS AT WAR

The titanic struggle in the eastern seas
is as mothing compared with the ferocity
of the conflict that has broken out in Hali-
fax over a racent utteramce of Mr, Gold-
win 8mith. The philosopher of the Grange,
looking out upon the realms of mind and
matter, appears to have been forcad to
the agnostic position wm‘ regard to
human de:tiny.

The Presbyterian Witness could not be
expected to agree with him, and it is more-
over alarmed by the apparem: discovery
that Mr. Saith kas arvived at the follow-
ing conclusions:

“T'he sanctions of the Ten Command-
ments have -vanished. ‘Lhe historical
basis of the Old and New Testaments has
crumb.el. The distinctions between good
and evil, between right and wrong, are
at least hazy. There is ay hell for the
vicious; taere dés no Heaven for the vir-
tuous; there is no crown to be awarded by
the righteous Judge; and death ends all.”

When the editor of the Halifax Chron-
icle read this summary he forgot allabout
Togo and Rojestvensky, and took the
warpath himself. He began with the fol-
lowing broadside:

“The Presbyterian Witness devotes a
most uncharitable and dishonest, not to
say discreditable article do Mr. Goldwm
Smith, whom it not only tiaduces by in-
sinuation and slanders by inuendo—but
grossly and maliciously misrepresents—all
because his eschatologicul guesses ditfer
somewhat from those which it has inherit-
ed.”

Proceeding then with half a column of
vigorous denunciation the Chronicle quotes
what is above quoted from the Witness,
and makes this comment:

“Such is the self-built structure of rot-
ten moral eggs of its own conception, lay-
ing and parual hatehing which the Wit
pess proceeds to demolish $o its own
great gratification, and amid the debris of
which it executes a verbal geose-dance the
conclusien of which is that the intelligence
of the world today which is being moved
to its depths by the very same intiyences
which impel Mr, Smith to think and to
speak, is mere “imitation’ woen it mani-
fests itself in Canada. What a clear and
prefound insight into things as they are
the Presbyterian Witness must veally
have.”

Then follows this distinct challenge:—

“As to the historical baeis of the Old
and New 7Testaments ‘“‘having crumbled,”
the less the Presbyterian Witness says on
that subject the better, if it desires to
avoid being laughed at by the most promi-
nent and capable theologians of its owa
denomination. ‘““Theology’ has been a
matter of faith, not of sight, in that direc-
tion for many a day, in -inner circles.”

Note also this comment and query:—

* “But we are coming to am infinitely
worse offence of Mr. Smith’s: — * There
is no heil for the vicious.” And what is
to be done without it? Deprived of it,
what would the ‘hereafter’ be to the
Presbyterian Witness?”

There is much more in the same vein.
Just what will happen when the Witness
warms up to its work it would be idle
to predict. When the old theology and
the new come together in earnest there
is certiin to be a wiolent désturbance in
the atmosphere. In England the Rev.
Dr. Barry is asserting that if the nation
“loseg its old Christian prejudices it will
enter upon its journey toward Hades,”
for “national decay follows on agnostic
teaching;” and an agnostic leader replies
that the answer to Dr. Barry’s main con-
tention may be put into two words—
Russia and Japan—the one orthodox and
the other largely agnostic. In Germany
an effort is being made to popularise the
new theology, by the publication of
pamphlets at very low coat; and the
theologians of the old achool are as vigo-
rously protesting against the ‘higher
criticism.” In the United 8tates the
opposing forces are a'so arrayed. Now
Halifax has become a storm centre, and
the literature of controversy has been
enriched by such striking phrases as
“yerbal goose dance,” ‘‘rotten moral
eggs,” amd “eshatological guesses.”

The further progress of the campaign
at home and abroad will be watched with
some anxiety, as well as with a diction.

Russia Must Fight On

At the Russian embassy tonight Count

Cassini, while naturally greatly depressed
at the loss of life, expressed belief that
when fuller details came in it would be
found that Admiral Rojestvensky had sav-
ed a part of his squadron and that his
passage of the straits had been accom-
plished not without inflicting great dam-
age on the opposing fleet.

When the report given at the Japanese
legation this evening was shown to a naval
officer who is known as one of the best
posted officers in 'Washington on naval en-
gagements that have ocourred since the
war began, the latter said:

“In attacking with his torpedo fotilla
after sundown Togo is pursuing the policy
which he has followed from the outset. He
has mever attacked with his torpedo craft
‘except at night. There s nothing in the
dispatch to show that this attack inflicted
&ny damiage to the Russien ships, although
in el probability it had a most disastrous
effect on the morale of the persomnel. It
is evident that the Straits were not held
for some of the Russian ehips were far to
4he porthward when sunk and others are
yet unaccounted for.

‘“The group of vesseis attacked om the
Lianocourt rocks were the laggards of the
fleet, and the presence among them of the
Orel, a much faster ship than the others of
the group, would seem to indicate that this
swift ship bed been badly damaged. The
fact that these ships surrendered would in-
dicate that they were surrounded by the
main dvision of Togo's fleet, and if this were
true Rojestyensky with the other ships which
escaped, must bave gained considerable head-
way to the Northward, which would neces-

sitate the Japanese fleet making good time
to overtake them before Viadivogiok was

reached,

It should be remembered that the reporis
of observation stations are not altogether re-
liable and it is not posaible to accept as
abdsolute the.reports of the prisoners as to
the names of the vessels lost.

Togo’s Victory Not Complete

“In all probability the attack of the Jap-
aneso was at close range, for at the point
where the fighting seems 1o have occurred
the channel is not more than 30 miles wide.

De-
struction or capture of Rojestvensky’'s flag- |
ship and the other large ships if accomplish-|
ed by the pursuing Japanese fleet will give

to Admiral Togo the most complete and
sweeping naval victory of modern times.”’

While reaffirming their opinion that the
direct taxation of personal property is
inexpedient, your committee feel that
without a large amount of statistical in-
formation unavailable to them, but which
it is presumed the commission appointed
by the city will have power to obtain, it
| would be presumption on the part of
| this committee to undertake the special
| work for which that commission has|
been appointed and they are therefore
not prepared to do more than suggest
the barest outline of a scheme of assess-
ment which would eliminate the objec-
tionable features of the act now in force
and would probably provide the requir-
ed revenue.

As a statement of general principles,
however, we submit that the attempt to
equitably adjust the burden of taxation
by taxing all kinds of property and in-
come at a uniform rate having signally
failed in the experience of this city, and
that of every other community where it
has been tried, the object shouid be to
limit the assessment to as few different
classes of property as possible, and to
provide that upon any given class of
property subject to assessment the tax
shall be uniform.

To this end we believe that so far as
the ownership of property is taken as a
basis of taxation, assessment should be
confined to that which is visible and |
tangible, and the value of which is easily
ascertainable ~ without necessitating thé
| assistance and co-operation of the owner.
| In place of a direct assessment upon per-|
| sonal property and incomes we would
| suggest the annual rental value of the
i premises occupied as a basis upon which
| to establish an estimated equivalent,

In the case of those classes of busi-|

ness the amount or volume of which is
| not in proportion to the rental value of |
| premises occupied a business license fee|
| might also be imposed. !
| "If a license fee is required for the use
f the streets by omne class of wheeled
| vehicles, all vehicles for whatever .pur-|

Editorially the Review says:

“Efforts have been made in the past to
establish a winter service between Richi-
bucto Cape and West Point or Cape
Wolfe. The distance between these
points is not more than fourteen miles.
Owing to the action of the tides and
currents the strait between these points
is clear of ice at mearly all times during
the winter.. The writer of the article
published thi# week has given a great deal
of study to the problem and is convinced
that the ice-breaking steamers now on
the service between Georgetown and Pic-
tou could make daily trips between West
Point and Richibucto Cape during the
winter without losing & single trip. Ri-
chibucto Cape is mot more than seven
miles from Rexton, and a branch railway
could easily be comstructed to connect
with the Kent Northern Railway at the
latter point. The construction of eight
mil'es of railway would oonnect West
Point or Cape Wolfe with the Prince Ed-
ward Island Railway. On the Island side
the waters of the strait continue deep up
to the shore, while on this side the con-
struction of a wharf 600 feet from
the shore would reach a depth of twenty-
gix feet of water—a depth sufficient to
float large steamers. The writer of the
article believes that the only practical
solution of the winter navigatfon problem
between Prince Edward Island and the
main land lies in the proposed route.”
