In the
northern states, where there prevails the utmost
freedom, we find the state busying in and encou-
raging and promoting education, and that there the
great proportion of the body of the people do-re-
ceive a full, a wholesome, and a liberal education.
{Llear, hear.)  But, on the other hand, in the south-
ern states, where slavery prevails, we find educa-
tion discouraged, and in many cases prohibited,
pecause it is known that as knowledge is connect-
ed with freedom, 80 is ignorance connected and
linked with slavery.
