CARAQUET, - May. 27—A' most remark-
able reception was tendered the little
steamer Beaver, which was recently pur-
chased to run from Caraquet to Lemeque,
Miscou, Shippegan, ets, It is over a
month since the steamer left St. John
for Caraquet, having been ige-bound on £
her 'way up, in the Straits.

It was learned late Sunday evening
that the steamer had reached Lemeque,
and would arrive in Caraquet Monday
morning, and 'as this is the first steam
vestel to arrive in Caraquet harbor, there
was considerable excitement . attending
the event.

and warnings of freezing temperature for
western Wyoming.” -

Weather bureau says that there is no
immediate prospect of any summer wea-
ther anywhere. The present cold wave,
they add, has pretailed most of the pres-
ent month. Heavy frosts are reported to
the weather bureau from -Michigan and
other states of the lake region. The cold
wave is particularly severe in the south
west, and is due, according to the wea-
ther bureau to the heavy rains in that
part of the country.

(New York World.)

York Central and Pennsylvania railroads,
#the Waestinghouse Manufacturing Com-
wdpany, the Atlas Cement Company and
* many other railroad and industrial corpor-
ations in the eastern portion of the coun-
try.  Observers of business conditions
point out that these recessions in commer-
cial and industrial activity usually begin
in the eastern portion of the country and
‘gradually extend to the west, and they say
it is only a question of time when the
western sections, which are now so optim-
istic and cannot see any let up in busi-
mess, will begin to feel the influences of
the falling away of prosperity from the
“thigh mark. Instead of looking upon this
business retrogression es an impending
evil, however, conservative bankers consid-
er it a blessing in disguise. They say that
the country has been doing too much busi-
ness for the amount of capital available.
The banks have been carrying too much
of a load for safety. Prices of materials
bave been altogether too high, and the
railroads have advanced their scale of
wages beyond the point where they can
thow a satisfactory rate of earnings.

not occur without producing any great
shock. A gradual reduction in the volume
of bueiness will enable the banks of the
country to reduce their loan accounts to
a basis more in keeping with their cash
holdings, and therefore more in accord-
ance with the principles of sound banking.
L When this has been accomplished there
will be an accumulation of funds in New
York and the money market will display
legitimately easy conditions. When such
a situation develops it will naturally lead
to a demand for bonds, and the re-estab-
lishment of a bond market will enable the
corporations to finance their. needs by the
sale of such securities instead of resorting
to short term high-priced obligations
which they have’ recently been forced to
assume. When the corporations can fin-
ance with low interest-bearing bonds they
will “indoubtedly resume their expendi-
tures for improvements. In many cases
necessary improvements have been post-
poned on account ‘of ‘the high prices of ma-
terial, and when these prices come down
to a more normal basis, with the financial
situation more satisfactory, they will un-
doubtedly again be undertaken. There is
nothing inherently wrong in the situation.
Even the most pessimistic of fimanciers
do not expect ‘“hard times.” They do,
however, believe that the pendulum wall
swing temporarily from the high mark,
but that the downward stroke will not go
very far and that the return will be to
higher levels than before.

ON MUNICIPAL
- INDEBTEDNESS

In moving the adoption of the annual
yeport at the meeting of the Imperial
mﬁank on Wednesday, in Toronto, the
" president and general manager, D. R. Wil-
kie gave an emphatic warning on the sub-
ject of municipal indebtedness.

I
have in my mind at the moment certain
western municipalities that have, through
extravagance and want of foresight, incur-
red responsibilities for which they are un-
able ‘to provide except through tempor-
ary loans upon issues of debentures which
they have been unable to dispose of. We
%&now that in the case of one large city in
Manitoba as high as 8 per cent. interest
been paid for temporary loans, and

e know of others that have been unable
%o dispose of their securities at any reas-
wonable rate. Municipal extravagance is
st as serious and as fatal to the success
e the municipality as personal extravag-

nee would be in the individual, perhaps | Er

worse, as in the case of municipalities
temporary embarrassment inflicts perma-
ment injury, whereas in the individual a
gevival .of credit may redound to the
estimation in which he is held. I do not
weflect in any way upon the value of se:
curities now upon the market, I believe
them to be good and sound, and desirable
jnvestments, but it is unfortunate that
there should be a willingness on the part
of municipal corporations.and officers to
enter upon expenditures which might, and
shoul be, postponed until.in each case the
financial standing of the municipality has
been thoroughly well established and a
market has been found for its securities.”

DAIRY PRODUCE

(Montreal Witness)
Practically no change in the cheese situ-
ation has taken place since last week, and
the prices paid on the Ontario boards on
Saturday average the same as last week
when 12 5-8c was ruling. The make is in-
creasing but slowly and reports from vari-
ous large centres put the shrinkage in pro-
duction when compared with last season
at this date, at 25 to 30 per cent. There is
a ‘difference. in favor of this year’s values
of 5-8c per pound.

Local quotations range from 12 3-4c to
13¢ for Ontario made fodd®r grades and
from 12 1-2¢c to 12 5-8c for easterns.

on snow shoes in the space of ten months,
dragging his guide’s canoes over the ice,
loaded with provisions for half a year, but
withal he strikes one ag having come from
the northland.

For eighteen- years he dwelt at Church-
ill, away up on the barren, western shores
f Hudson Bay, almost within the Arctic

circle, teaching the Eskimo and Indian to

know: the word of God.

Away out of touch of civilization, with
only the necessaries of life, scarcely see-
ing a strange face from one year’s ¢nd t{o
the other, Bishop Lofthouse lived: the
long, weary - years in:this great land of
silence. X

Of the northland his knowledge is as-
tounding. He can_tell you that the Hur-
onian rock formation extends away north

| of Churehill, that copper“in great quanti-

ties is to be found on the many islands of
the great inland mea. >

He has traveled the route upon which
Ernest Thompson Seton, the famous por-
trayer of animal life, is just starting out
upon, across the Great Slave lake. Besides
having charge of the missions up in the
northland, the bishop has justlately taken
charge of the Rainy River district, and
he leaves Winnipeg for Kenora, where he
will ‘await the opening of ‘the Lalw-of-the-
Woods to reach the mouth of the Rainy
River.

Last summer he was enjoying a quiet

rest at Kenora when he received word | jop

that his curate at Churchill was ready for
ordination as a minister, and also to be
married. The bride-elect had traveled
from England, and even when the bishop
received the letter from the north was on
her way across the lakes and rivers to
Chesterfield inlet, the point at which trav-
elers emerge upon ‘the waters of Hudson
Bay on their way to Churchill.

Without hesitation < Bishop Lofthouse
set out on this:two thousand miles jour-
ney to his old home in the Arctic line, and
he performed the nuptials.

“The silence of the great country was,”
eaid the! bishop, “effectively expressed in
that beautiful Arab evpression: No one
but God and I know what is in my heart.’

“Instead of the intense silence being op-
pressive, it seems to exercise an influence
over a man, and when he leaves and re-
turns to civilization, he contracts thein-
heritance of the wanderer, and is not at
peace until he is back again roaming over
the lands of the mnorth.”

Of the Indians, Bishop Lofthouse has a
very high opinion. In the six missions of
which he has charge service is always at-
tended by the entire population, except
the sick or infirm, or the men away out
hunting in the wilds.

“At Trout Lake mission,” said the bis-
hop, “there is a population of six hundred
souls: traders, Indians and Eskimos; and
they are all Christians. When I went on
my rounds last year, starting from
Churchill, I stayed here a considerable
time, and held service every evening.
There was not a night passed but that
over 400 attended, and (nearly 200 com-
municants.”

Speaking of the struggle that often goes
on for existence in the winter at Church-
ill, he remarked that the scarcity of wood
at this point is becoming a grave question.

“It is often necessary,” he said, “to
make a journey inland of close upon fifty
miles into the interior before one finds a
tree or even a small undergrowth. If a
man neglects to get supplies from Moose
Factory, which, by the way, is nearly
three hundred miles to the south, he suf-
fers for it.”

That copper is to be had in large quan-
tities in the land to the mnorth, Bishop
Lofthouse is assured. He has seen it him-
self, and the Eskimos often bring large
pieces down with them, which they say
they find on the shores of the bay. The
bishop expressed the .opinion that this
had been carried down by the ice from
the north, where he believes it is to be
had in large quantities.

To give an idea of the location of
Churchill, one must imagine it bounded

on the'north by the Barren Lands, which |2

are often called the “bad lands.” They
extend to the north and west for five
bundred miles, and are nothing but solid
rock, earth, and growth of any kind is
absent. On the south are the treacherous
swamps extended way out into the bay,
and as far down south as Moose Factory.
On the east are the wide, deep waters of
the bay, while to the west the Barren
Lands are again encountered.

The jewel is found in Vivicnne’s bag

THE TWO EXTREMES

" Readers of the news of the day must
not be ready to jump at conclusions, espec-
jally when they are reading statements
about the success or failure of municipal
ownership.

To illustrate the reasonableness of this
observation let us consider a portion of
the contents of two Toronto newspapere

' of the same date. One, the Mail and Em-
piré, has a special cable from London, to
the effect that the ghareholders in Eng-
lish railroads have seen their shares
shrink $2,000,000,000 in ten years; that
the repeal of the law on which the famous
Taff Vale decision was based has relieved
trades unions from responasibility for their
acts; that the unions are in consequence

- emholdened to make greater demands and
now threaten a general strike; and that
the ultimate aim of the socialistic disturb-
ers is government ownership of the rTail-
ways. Thus:—

«Unfortunately, there is a considerable
element of politics in the movement. It
is more than suspected that eome of the
leaders in the unions have as their real
object so to cripple the earning power of
the railwaye that the agitation for etate

. ownership will succeed. They argue that
if the dividend earning power of the prin-
cipal lines disappears, then the chief op-
position to government control will disap-
pear. One would suppose that the lesson
which London and other large cities learn-
&l in the past few years of -the failure of
municipal ownership would settle this
‘guestion. So it has in the minds of a large
majority of Englishmen, but the socialis-
ti¢ labor unions still stick to their fetish,
and, with a government like the present
in power, there is always danger of ex-
treme redical legislation, and in this con-

! pection sober Englishmen of both parties
spenly exélaim: ‘Thank God for the House
5f Lords!””

1t is added that. the half million ehare-
1olders are now taking action to form an
)rganization to oppose legislation directed
igainst their interests, which the corre-
jpondent  declares to be the interests of
ke country at'large.

Taken by itself, this story would in-
* fuence the reader to conclude that mover
" ments in the direction of state-ownership
were destructive of vital interests, and

to an editorial in the Toronto World, and
* yuite a different conclusion is suggested.
Thus:—

- Not content Wwith this form of
‘tainted news’ assistance has been sought
from men of position, whose names CaITy
some weight, and whe_gan_be induced to
express opiniona»in"m’f,’ of private cor-
poration ownership, I has been openly
stated that the United States railroads
have secured the services of several em-
inent economists who " astensibly express-
ing their own opinions are really deliver-
ing what has been purchased for them.
Whatever may be t,hu»__obuined is is-
ieucd broadcast through, the country by
offices such as the National News Service
‘at Washington, the Municipal Ownership
“Publishing Bureau of New York and oth-
er organizations actively engaged in the
support of franchise-holding corporations.
‘Inspired items of this character are re-
peated, in some cases innocently enough,
by Canadian newspapers that accept them
as genuine news or as the expression of
hogest individual opinion. The whole
gystem is indeed ome of the mest danger-
ous and subtle forms of opposition to pub-
lic rights that could possibly have been
devised. It is a method of misleading
popular opinion, which can be success-
fully met only by exposure and the dis-
semination of accurate and reliable in-
formation regarding the true position of
publicly owned and operated service and
ptility monopolies. Along this line tbe
Public Ownership League can do exvels
Jent service. Once the people get thor-
bughly seized of the fact that these un-
derhand methods are being employed,
they will rapidly lose their influence for
evil and ultimately aid in the destruction
of the predatory interests they are in-
tended to support.”

Read in the light of the World editor-
ial the Londen cable to the Mail and Em-

" pire seems less impressive. But is the
World correct in its sweeping charges?
Possibly the best the reader can do is
to fall back upon the reflection that
“much may be said on both sides.” At
all events, there needs to be a sifting of
evidence and a more or less open mind
in regard to the merits of the case in the
most vigorous dispute now in progress in
the industrial werld.

AN IMPORTANT CONFERENCE

The conference on education, which is
being held in London, and at which Can-
ada is so well represented, does not attract
4s much attention as the conference of
premiers, but is, nevertheless, significant
and certain to be fraught with good for
the empire. The outlook of teachers will
be widened, the imperial idea will more
largely prevail in patriotic teaching in the
schools, and a closer sympathy between
widely separated portions of the empire
will be developed. On every hand rise
\:evidnnces that with the growth of what

may be termed the national epirit in the
various ccuntries forming the empire,
there is also a development of that spir
it which makes for imperial unity. The
value of the service that may.be rendered
to this cause, by bringing into close sym-
pathy and relationship the several edu-
cational systems, it is not easy to estim-
ate. There has been complaint, and not
without cause, that the people of the
mother country know too little about the
Greater Britain overseas. This source of
complaint would be largely removed by
mutual recognition of teachers’ certificates,
an exchange of teachers, and the harmon-
izing of educational systems which this
would involve.

SENDING MAIL TO
CAPTAIN BERNIER

Dundee Whalers Wil Carry
His Letters to the Far North.

Ottawa, May 28—A mail has been sent
to Captain Bernier, of Canadian patrol
steamer Arctic, now in far north.

CANADIAN
CLUB PLANS

Earl Grey Will Speak Here
Soof---Rev. J. A. Macdonald
Who Addressed Halifax Club
Last Night, Cannot Come to
St. John at Present---Club
Has Other Speakers in View

Rev. J. A. Macdonald, editor of the To-
ronto Globe, will not be able to address
the Canadian Club of St. John this week,
as had been expected. The death of an
uncle in Picton county altered his plans,
and though he addressed the Canadian
Club of Halifax last evening he cannot
now spare the time to visit St. John. In
letters to Secretary Geo. A. Henderson,
Mr. Macdonald expresses his regret, and
his appreciation of the club’s invitation.

A meeting of the executive of the Can-
adian Club was held in the Times build-
ing yesterday afternoon, those present be-
ing: Rev. W. C. Gaynor in the chair,
George A. Henderson, J. N. Harvey, Dr.
T. D. Walker; Ald. J. B. M. Baxter
and A. M. Belding. A number of members
were elected, and the question of the
next luncheon discussed. A letter from
Earl Grey’s gecretary stated that the
governor general accepted with pleasure
the invitation to address the club when
he will be here in August, and he would
be pleased if it were just an ordinary
club luncheon, such as is regularly given.
J. N. Harvey, who is going to Halifax
this week, was authorized to see Presi-
dent Campbell, of the Halifax Canadian
Club, relative to an address by Rev. Dr.
Falconer—or to call upon Dr. Falconer
himself if he should have returned from
abroad before Mr. Harvey left for home.
With the expectation that Prof. Graham
Bell will soon pass through St.- John to
his summer home in Cape Breton, the
supply committee were authorized to com-
municate with him. Rev. Father Gaymor,
who is personally acquainted with the dis-
tinguished invenfor, was requested to
write to him. ~
Sir Thomas Shaughnessy is pledged to
address the club in the early summer. It
was not known yesterday who would be
the next speaker to address the club,since
Mr. Maedonald = cannot come, but the
question will be settled within the next
few days:

Halifax, N. S., May 28.—Rev. J. A.Mac-
donald, managing editor of the Toronto
Globe, addressed the Canadian Club to-
night. It rained heavily all the afternoon
and at 8 o'clock, the hour of meeting,
there was a downpour /which made the
audience smaller than it otherwise would
have been, though a good numher was
present. His subject was Public Opinion
and Public Life, in which, during an
hour’s speech, Mr. Macdonald practically
discussed the responsibilities of demo-
cratic citizenship in Canada, its dangers
and its safeguards. The enemieu of pub-
lic opinion he enumerated were: The
spirit of wsectionalism and separatism of
our people, selfishness in politics; a spirit
of cynicism and a suspicious distrust.
And against these dangers he set four
organs and safeguards of public opinion,
education, the press, polxtwal parties and
the church.

Rev. Dr. Magill moved a vote of thanks,
which was seconded by Professor Mac-
Mechan and amid. Joud applause.
Mr. Macdonald will await the arrival of
Dr. R. A. Falcoper who left Boston for
Halifax tonight. It is probable that the
Halifax Board of Trade will give him a
luncheon on Thursday.

Mr. Macdonald will return to Toronto
on/Thursday afternoon or Friday morn-
ing.

THE RICHES OF
NORTHERN CANADA

Elihu Stewart Believes the
Mackenzie River Valley Will
Soon Be Cultivated.

b

That the great Mackenzie River Valley
will shortly teem with prosperous settlers
is the view of Elihu Stewart, late Domin-
ion superintendent of forestry, who travel-
ed the whole length of the valley last
year. In an interview with the Dawson
Sun he said:

“The magnitude of Canada’s possibilities
is but faintly comprehended. The Mac-
kenzie valley is nearly two thousand miles
long and from 500 to 1,000 miles wide, typ-
ical prairie land, free from rock and alka-
li, and possessing a soil identical with that
of Saskatchewan and Alberta. Who shall
say that a decade or two hence that im-
mense stretch of territory shall not be
teeming with a population engaged in
agricultural pursuits whose lands will be
as valuable and as productive = as those
of the two new provinces that came into
existence but a year ago?

“A thing that impressed me most tre-
mendously was what I saw at Fort Prov-
idence on the Mackenzie river some dis-
tance north of Great Slave Lake. There
on the 20th of July nearly a thousand
miles north of Edmonton, I was shown
wheat in the milk, full grown and as pret-
ty grain as you will find anywhere in
Manitoba or the western provinces. Vege-
tables of all kinds thrive prodigiously, and
after I had traversed all that vast dis-
tance I wondered if I would not live to
see the day when that immense scope of
country would be populated with happy
and prosperous farmers.”

A ONE-HUNDRED MILES RECORD.

The report thab one of Homer Daven-
port’s Arabian horses will be started to
beat the world’s record for 100 miles
sometime this year, leads to quite a little
speculation as to the outcome of such an
attempt, writes “Raymond’ ’in The Horse
World. The present record for 100 miles
is eight hours and 55 minutes, made by
Conqueror in 1856, and in my mind, there
is no doubt but that it co be loWered
by almost ‘any of the real good trottems of
the present ﬂme, if they weve prepared to
Jdo eo.

Probably none of the owners of the real
crack trotters of today care _enough about
the matter to fit their horses to take a
shy at the 100-mile record, but it seems as
though almost any of our real good 2
trotters could be conditioned to' go 100
miles in about seven hours. I doubt mot
too, but-that there are many trotters with
mcotda much elower thay -2.10 and some
with .records slower than 220 thet can
perforh the feat.

Mr. Davenport’s effort to set a mnew
record with one of his Arabs, if successful,
will only prove that ome of his Deseit

horses can go 100 niles quicker than a
trotter went 50 years ago, before the pres-
ent breed of trotting horses had been es-
tablihed. That the performance of Con-
queror could be beaten by .many of our
modern trotters I have not the least
doubt, and while not much would be
guned by dethroning the champion of half
a century, I wish some owner of a good
trotter would prepare him to do the trick,
and show just that kind of a 100-mile trot-
ter can be selected from among our trot-
ting bred horses.

A match race between Major Delmar
and Sweeét Marie ‘4t the October meet-
mg at the Kentucky trotting horse breed-
ers’ iation track is within the range
of bilities. William Bradley, the mil-
lionaire contractor of New /York, who
purchased Major Delmar at the Cleve-
land sales last week, is willing and anx-
jous to match the great gelding against
any horse in the world.

St. John Railway Co. Asks

Paradise Row except for the last 300 feet
on condition that the company made and |
kept the eurface in repair. A communi-
cation from R. J. Gmhun manager of thé
Cold Stordge Comp: bo the effect that
‘his company would pt the site offered
on ocondition that a roadway was built
a!ong the north side of the wharf, was
léft to a committes to report. Ald. Me¢
Goldrick occupied the chair and Ad:
Lewis, Willet, Holder, Baskin, Sprague,
chkett Baxhr Vanwart and Bullock
were present with the director, street su-
perintendent and common ‘clerk. Ald. Lan-
talum also attended the meeting.

- H. M. Hopper appeared for the St. John
Ruﬂway Company and asked permission

'|to double track Paradise Row. The com-

pany, he said, would keep the street in
Tepair,

In reply to Ald. Baxter, Mr. Hopper
said he was instructed to say that the
company would not undertake any paving.

Altter some further ‘discassion, Mr. Hop-
per withdrew and the matter was taken
up ‘on the report o! thb commibtee &t a
later stage.

On motion of Ald. Baxter the point to
which the street railway will lay tracks
on Rodiey wharf was accurately defined.
The track will stop eight feet westerly of
the line of the toll house.

Tenders for 1,000 square yards of grey
granite blocks were opened. B. Mooney
& Sons offered at $2.25 a square yard, the
Sicilly Asphaltum ‘Paving Company, of
Montreal, at $2.23. An offer from R. S.
Low, of Halifax, to supply revitrified
bricks at $2.10 was'alto received. Some
discussion on the qu stlon of giving the
revitrified brick a followed but ne
action -was taken. Omrmotion of Ald.
Bullock the tender of Méssrs. Mooney was
accepted, the difference between their
price and that of the' Montreal company
being very slight.

Ald. Pickett reported for the committee
which had in hand the request of the
street railway for permission to lay tracks
through Pond strest. The report recom-

! | mended that the request be refused and

suggested- that double tracks should  be
laid in Paradise Row, that the company
should keep the street in repair and if
permanent pavement were laid that the
¢ity should contribute to the cost.

After further discussion Ald. Bullock
moved that the company be given leave
to double track Paradiss. Row, leaving
out the 300 feet near Mill stieet, on un-
dertaking to make and keep the surface
in repair as if the whole street were
double tracked. This was adopted.

A’ number of minor matters were dealt
with and the board adjourned.

THE POTATO CROP
THREF WEEKS LATE
The Outlook is for High Prices
in the Montreal Market.

MONTREAL, May 28—The situation on
the local domestlc potato markets is un-
favorable even for this season of the year,
and from the outfook today there seems
to be every poskibility of high prices rul-
ing right through the summer. There has

the past fortnight in’ gettmg supplies in
to Montreal, and the stocks in store here
have  béen rednced by current require-
ments to a low level. The positions of the
| railways as regards the. handling of
freight forced their agents at many
points in the country to refuse carloads
for Montreal, and the dealers here have
been marketing the stock at western
points, where a heavy demand is felt for
all grades. Advices from producing cen-
tres show that this season’s crop is fully

the ground, and this delay will have to
be considered, and its effects provided
for by those who have the disp®sal of the
available supplies in hand.

The state of the market, and the way
in which stocks have to be moved have
caused a further advance in local values.
White varieties on track are quoted at
$1.02 to $1.06 per bag of 90 pounds; job-
bing lots, buyer to pay cartage from the
car, are worth $1.10 to $1.12, and small
lots are selling at $1.15 to $1.20, delivered.
Reds are worth 98¢ to $1.02 in carload
%ots on track, and $1.08 to $1.12 in broken
ots.
