ENGLAND BREATHES 
FREELY AGAIN.

London, April 28—England is breath­
ing freely again today, in the general be­
lief that the German offensive 
Ypres has Been stopped, and the country 
is finding time to turn its attention to 
the Dardanelles where an allied army 
has landed on both shores of the straits.

At Dardanelles,
Paris reports that the French section 

landed on the Asiatic snore and is 
making steady progress^despite the stub­
born resistance of the'Turkish leaders. 
These forces are entrenched and sup­
ported by artillery, and it is expected 
that they will prove a serious obstacle 
to an advance by land against the forts.

The British section has successfully 
made a base on the shore of 1he Euro­
pean side of the straits. Turkey admits 
that these landings have been made, but 
at the same time, she declares that the 
allies have been unabic to make ony 
progress toward the interior.

“But there is now a more pressing 
duty than in times of | peace,” said Mr. 
Riddell, amid the expectant silence of 
the audience at Convocation hall, “a 
duty differing in kind as well as de­
gree. We are now in the midst of a 
world war for democracy, for the rule of 
the people. The right to govern our­
selves, whether we do that well or ill, is 
the birthright of all English-speaking 
people.” Mr. Justice Riddell compared 
this right with the Prussian ideal, which 
he said made Germany dangerous to­
day. He compared the divine right to 
rule as claimed by the Kaiser with the 
right of parliament to take or feive pow­
er representing the people. If the Prus­
sians were content to apply their prin­
ciples to their own land we would have 
no complaint. Summed up, the Prus­
sian ideal was that “they should take 
who have the power, and they should 
keep who can.”

Latterly, however, there does appear to be a slight improvement in some re- 
speeta, due perhaps to visits of inspection made from time to time through the 
American ambassador.

"Recently some of our officers have been subjected to solitary confinement 
fa retaliation for the supposed ill-treatment of Germans in this country. The 
Hague Convention does not admit of such confinement of prisoners of war, ex­
cept as an indispensable measure of safety, and I hope before long to obtain

AIRCRAFT IN THE WAR.

Tht Eve of Developments.

(By H. Massac Bulst.)
The casualty lists show that a few 

of our aviators chiefly concerned with 
assisting our artillery have been hit. The 
marvel is that with their manifold anti­
aircraft devices the Germans have gen­
erally been so powerless to defend them­
selves against the enterprise of our air­
men, who have enjoyed a degree of im­
munity which proves how extremely dif­
ficult it is to damage a skilfully-hand­
led aeroplane even in the daytime. In 
the use of anti-aircraft weapons in day­
time the Allies have been much more 
successful than the enemy. This, of 
course, is due as much to the efficiency 
of the men as to that of the machines. 
As aeroplanes and hyrdo-aeroplanes 
have In any case comparatively brief 
wearing lives, and as it was so abund­
antly demonstrated even at the outset 
of the war that the German designs 
were not equal to ours, it is only reas­
onable to anticipate with the renewal of 
activities over the whole theatre of war, 
due with the coming of summer and the 
reinforcements of both belligerents, that 
at least some degree of improvement in 
the new German machines put into ser­
vice will be manifest For this the Al­
lies can afford to make allowance in 
that they have been consistently improv­
ing their own equipment. In this con­
nection it shquld be observed that it is 
absurd to fall into the error of compar­
ing the employment of newer types of 
machines in the middle of a campaign 
to swopping horses while crossing a 
stream. Exaggerated views have been 
published to the effect that it takes 
years to evolve new types of aircraft

No. 2 Canadian Sta­
tionary Hospital at Le Tonquet, France, 
to Mrs. E. A. Smith, regent of Royal 
Chapter, I. O- D. B.. received yesterday, 
brought the news that the New Bruns­
wick ward so generously equipped 
through the efforts of Mrs. Smith and 
the diapter had been given a place of 
honor in the ward. The letter follows: 

Le Touquet, Paris-Plagri France.
April 9, 1915. 

Mrs. E. Atherton Smith, 47 Carletam 
street, St. John (N. B.), Canada:

Dear Mta. Smith,—Your letter of 
March 18 received yesterday, with check 
for 618 francs enclosed, from the local 
Red Cross Society of Newcastle, New 
Brunswick. I am writing them also, 
thanking them for this donation.

I wish to tell you that after your first 
letter and before fixing up New Bruns­
wick ward, we changed the names of 
some of the wards and gave New Bruns­
wick one of the best wards in the hospi­
tal, on the second floor. We are having 
it fitted up In a most excellent manner 
for a military hospital. The main oper­
ating room is in this ward, also our 
X-Ray department, and the special dark 
room for our eye and ear specialists.

I hope. In. a short time, to be able to 
forward you photographs of the build­
ings and tents, also photographs of the 
operating room, eye and ear room, and 
other tents in New Brunswick ward, as 
we expect to have a complete set in the 
near future.

We are spending the money according 
to your instructions as near as possible. 
Of course in the purchase of anaesthetics 
and requisites of this kind, we cannot 
confine their use to one ward. We will 
not forget to let patients from New 
Brunswick know what you are doing 
for their comfort when they are sick and 
wounded.

I now hive Sister Parks from St. John 
as well as Sister Margaret Hare and 
Sister Domville, who are all doing very 
excellent work in the hospital. Sister 
Margaret Hare is particularly proud that 
so much is being done for us by New 
Brunswick.

I will write you again shortly and If I 
can get the photographs passed the cen­
sor, will send them along. We feel we 
have the best military hospital in France 
and will be very anxious to let you see 
the pictures. We have now treated about 
1,800 patients and up to the present have 
only had thirteen deaths, and I am glad 
to say none of them were Canadians.

I made a trip up to the firing line 
Tuesday of this week, and visited Mer- 
ville, Neuf Berquinn, Bethune and several 
small villages along the front of the 
trenches, and saw a great many thousand 
of the Canadians in their billets along 
the line.

Jr'jawSmiles of line between them and the Bel- j 
gians on the north retired to the west 
of the canal, three miles away, they left, 
the Canadians’ left wing dangling in .the I 
air, with the enemy swarming to the 
rear of our force. Annihilation or imme­
diate retreat was the only option given 
them and they did well to extricate them­
selves without more serious losses. A 
situation of that kind is the severest test : 
of discipline our troops can endure, and 
it is ho idle boast to say that the Cana­
dians came through with flying colors.

We have the words of General French 
that “The Canadians saved the situa­
tion,” Rallying west of Zonnebek they 
.charged time and time again and within 
a few hours, by what is officially de­
scribed as i “brilliant and successful ad­
vance.” they recaptured all of the four 
60-pounders and made prisoners of many 
Germans including a colonel. This time 
they advanced due northward, and, as 
the French communique says: “took 
prisonere belonging to three different 
regiments.” Beyond a doubt they have 
suffered heavily but there will be no re­
pining in Canada. Our boys went into 
the fight with good spirit, knowing that 
a heavy price would be exacted of them 
in their struggle for a noble cause. Great­
er sacrifices will have to be made, and 
the whole empire will make them with 
grim determination, if not cheerfully.

The gain made by the Germans north 

and northeast of Ypres is the greatest 
made by any of the belligerents in the 
western arena during the last five 
months, a fact that must be recognised 

though we hold the expectation 
that the allied focrcs will not be long re­
gaining the lost ground. .No comparison 
can be made between the British gain 
of a few hundred yards at Hill Sixty 
and the German gain of five thousand 
yards at Boesinghe. Even the splendid 
Neuve Chapelle drive did not bring as 
much territory to the allies jis the Ger­
mans gained by driving westward from 
Langemarck, the British gain near La 
Bassee representing only 2,500 yards at 
tnost. By reaching the canal at a point 
west of Langm'arek the Germans have 
more than' completed a half-circle 
around Ypres, and put that strategic 
centre in the greatest danger it has been 
in since it was hard pressed last Novem­
ber. Under the circumstances, the assur­
ance of General Joffre that the enemy’s 
success “has had no great consequences” 
is not at all out of place.

It was not the fault of the Canadians 
that they yielded ground. They compos­
ed the extreme north wing of the entire 
British line in France and Belgium, and

New York, April 28—A quarter bil­

lion dollars of American money will be 
kept in this country this year on account 
of the war. There will be at least that 
much saved by the inability of the pub­
lic to travel to Europe.

Last year tfie steamship companies re­
ceived in fares alone approximately $88,- 
000,900, carrying eastward and westward 
more than 1,200,000 passengers- A con­
servative eeeimate fixes the amount spent 
by this traveling army at close to $192,- 
000,000, making the total amount spent 
for European travel $876,000,000.

A large proportion of this great sum 
will be spent in America this summer, 
and a busy season is looked for at vari­
ous points of travel and recreation.

At present the Great Green Way of 
the Atlantic is as lonely as New York’s , 
Great White Way on a summer Sunday body, 
night. This is the time of year when 
the rush across the ocean begins. The 
tide of travel sweeps ,east across the At­
lantic from May till' August and back 
again from August till the middle of 
October. But this year the tide hasn’t 
set in and it won’t set in. Uncle Sam 
is holding back the tide by refusing to 
issue passports, and on the other side of 
the ocean the Kaiser’s submarines have 
no respect for such scraps of paper.

On Saturday the American liner St.
Louis sailed with 825 cabin passengers.
The Lusitania of the Cunerd Line, which 
sailed more than ten days ago, took a 
bigger crowd -than that. "These are the 
exceptions in the sailin'gs of the day. 
Nobody went away *on either steamer 
who had not proved to the satisfaction 
of Uncle Sam that he or she had busi­
ness in Europe.

Mi lions Lost to1 Europe
It is estimated that $192,000,000 was 

spent last year in Europe by the Ameri­
can traveling public. Many millions were 
paid for fares across the Atlantic. All 
that money is lost to Europe and the 
transportation companies this year. Be­
fore this time last year 'hookings had 
been made months ahead tmd the steam­
ship companies had begun to count their 
profits. The biggest steamers in the 
world were coming to' and leaving the 
port. These steamers are tied up, in­
terned or converted into cruisers, trans­
ports and prison and hospital ships.

From all ports of the North Atlantic 
there left for Europe last year from Jan- 
1 to April 17, just 21,727 passengers. Up 
to April 16 of this year the number of 
departures were 4,198, a falling off of 
17,529. The westward sailings Were 18,- 
662 for the same period last year and 
this year 4,674, a deficit of 8,995.

Of the great fleet of floating pfclaces 
which last year filled the piers of the 
North River few are coming to the 
Chelsea docks and fewer art leaving Ho­
boken. The piers know the pleasure- 
loving crowds no more.

The $10,000,000 Vatcriand of the 
Hamburg-Americnn Line is tied up at 
the dock in Hoboken. The $10,000,000 
Imperator of the same line is a hospital 
ship at Bremen. The $10,000,000 ship 
Aquitania of the Cunard Line is a con­
verted cruiser, and the $10,000JH)0 Olym­
pic of the White Star Line has also been 
impressed by the British government.

THE LEGISLATURELos Angeles, Cal, April 28—Seven 
million two hundred thousand roses are 
blooming on a single hedge surrounding 
a thirty acre orange grove near this 
city. The estimate was made by J. L.

Board of Forestry, when the blossoms 
indicated nearly double the quantity of 
previous seasons.

The hedge is eight feet high and four 
feet across the top. In it are La France, 
La Marque, Henrietta and Papa Gon- 
tier varieties. The property is owned 
by George W. Griffith.

Hon. Mr. Clarke introduced a bill to 
amend the law respecting mechanics 
liens; to amend the New Brunswick 
elections act, and to amend the audit 
act.

The house went into committee, with 
Mr. Munro in the chair, and agreed to 
the bill to amend the agricultural act, 
which enables agricultural societies to 
màjte temporary loans; also respecting 
trespasses on crown lands, which pro­
vides power to expel squatters anti others 
who locate themselves without any auth­
ority upon the crown land, upon order 
of the sheriff or other person appointed 
by the minister of lands and mines; also 
respecting absconding, concealed and ab­
sent debtor. This.bill assimilates pro­
cedure for dealing with these debtors 
with that In use under the assignments 
act. The present form of procedure for 
dealing with absconding, concealed and 
absent debtors is expensive and dilatory 
and the object of the act was to sim­
plify it.

The committee then took up consider­
ation of the bill to consolidate and 
amend succession duty act.

Hon. Mr. Baxter said that the provis­
ions of bill differed from those in any 
other province. Its object was not to in­
crease the duty at present paid, but to 
insure that the duty was paid on all 
property a testator died possessed of. It 
had not been his experience that there 
was any general desire on the part of 
wealthy men to invest their property 
outside of the province and thus evade 
liability for duty. Byt under the provis­
ions of the bill under consideration such 
would be difficult. Under a provision of » 
the British North America Act the prov­
ince has right to tax for revenue pur­
poses property in the province only, and 
it has been decided by the privy council 
that the province had no power to levy 
a duty on property outside their bound­
aries. A later case, however, also before 
the privy council, indicated there was 
some doubt of the correctness of this de­
cision, and it appeared that the right to 
tax property outside the province de­
pended upon the language used in the 
law of each particular province. In pre­
