Use Blood Test to Decide Mys-
tery In Maine About
“John White.”

Rockland, Me., Oct. 16—Whether or
not “John White,” supposed waif and
for years an inmate of the Boys’ Re-
formatory in Portland, is Andrew J.
Griffin, who was stolen from his par-
cnts in Westport seven years ago, will
be decided by a blood test.

.Griffin’s store, where the startled
woman saw before her the jmage of
her long lost son. A rapid fire of
questions convinced her that “Andy”
had come home.

“John White” now believes that he
is Andrew J. Griffin, son of the woman
he has begun calling ‘mother.”

ter, who has been delving into the rec-'

ords of three counties in a desperate
effort to identify the handsome boy as
her brother, and who will with him
submit to a blood test tomorrow to
prove that they are brother and sister.

Police officials and neighbors, too,
declare that the resemblance between
“john White” and pictures of Andrew
J. Griffin taken just before he mysteri-
cusly disappeared are remarkable. In
fact many of Rockland’s folk are con-
vinced that Mrs. Griffin’s lost son has
been restored.

SEPTEMBER BETTER

Less Time Lost in Dominion
Through Industrial Disputes
—Strikes Numbered 23.

Ottawa, Ogt. 16.—(Canadian Press).
The time loss throughout Canada due
to industrial disputes, as reported to
the department of labor was less dur-
ing September than during August or
during September of 1922. At different
times during last month there were in
existence 17 disputes involving 1,844
employes and a time loss of 85,287
working days compared with 18 strikes
in * August, involving 8,655 employes
and a time loss of 87,267 working days.
In September of 1922 there were rec-
orded 23 strikes affecting 17,786 em-
ployes and with a time loss of 99,782
days. %

At the beginning of September the
percentage of unemployment among
members of trade unions was 2.2 as
compared with 2.9 at the beginning of
August, and with 8.6 at the beginning
of September a year ago.

GULF COAST SWEPT

Tail End of Big Hurricane Hits
Shores Along New
Orleans

New Orleans, Oct. 16—The entire
Loulsiana gulf coast was being swept
by strong winds, which, in some in-
stances, had reached the proportions
of gales early today as the precursor
of a hurricane, reported yesterday as
a disturbance 200 miles at sea, due te
strike inland northeasterly at about
longitude 91, approximately 110 miles
west of the mouth of the Mississippi
river. b

It is believed here that when the
storm sweeps inland its centre will:be
close to Morgan City, 756 miles west of
here.

Small craft on Lake Pontchartrain,
warned by the high winds, which dur-
ing the early night had reached a
velocity of more than 25 miles an hour,
were reported safe, and vessels in that
harbor are taking every precaution to
be prepared for the storm.

English Views are Sharply
Divergent Over Singa-
pore Proposal.

LOOK TO DOMINIONS
Admiral >Soott Says Safety

Only in Airplanes, Mines
and Submarines,

(Associated Press.)

London, Oct. 16—Opinion here re-
garding the proposed British naval
base at Singapore is so violently divid-
ed that special interest is attached to
the lines the Dominion Premiers, es-
pecially those of Australia and New
Zealand, will take on Wednesday when
the question is expected to come before
th imperial conference. The  belief
prevails here that Australia favors the
project and is willing to contribute to-
wards defraying its expenses, and ac-
cordingly, opponents of the base are
doing what they can to bring its sup-
porters to the contrary view.

Admiral Percy Scott, who has no
confidence in the utility of battleships
and who is hotly .antagonistic to the
Singapore plan, told a meeting of the
Australian Association of London last
evening that the proposed base was
utter foolishness. The only key to
safety and defense, he said, was in the
use of airplanes, mines gnd submar-
ines. 2 )

If these were properly provided and
properly. operated, he gaid, a Japanese
fleet could- never: reach ‘Australia nor
could a U. 8 fleet reach” Japan In the]
event of hostilities, while if Singapore
were similarly equipped no hostile
ships could ever geét within 200 miles
of that port.

The admiral said it was a wicked,
wanton and wilful waste of the. tax
payers’ money to construct such docks
at Singapote and that the idea had
originated with men who were either
ignorant or too lazy to analyse the
basis for their opinion.

Admiral Mark Kerr who is now at-
tached to the Royal Air Force took
the same line, He asserted that a dis-
tinguished U. 8. admiral had told him
that but for the shipbuilding vote the

ship, Admiral Kerr said, was as obso-
lete as Nelson’s wooden ships.

Edmonton, Oct. 16—The two thous-
and buffalos ordered slaughtered in
Wainwright Park by the Federal Gov-
ernment will be downed by rifle bul-
lets, shot by expert gunmen, accord-
ing to A. S. Duclos of Edmonton,
who has the contract for the slaughter.

Mr. Duclos denied that Indians are
to shoot the buffalo with bow and
arrow, while a moving picture machine
“shoots” the scene. At the most the
number of buffalo that will be killed
in producing the film will run to about
ten head and this will be done by ex-
pert and experienced gunmen.

It is very important that these ani-
mals are killed by the first shot Mr.

London, Oct. 16.— A mob
tried to force its way into the
Berlin stock exchange today,
says a Central News despatch
from the German capital.

That a rich literature will spring
from it is ‘scarcely to be doubted.
Those who think otherwise evidently
believe that our age will produce no
writers worthy of the inspiration which
the war provided. At the beginning
of the war it was sometimes said that
men would not fight as they did in the
old ‘days, that the nations were de-
cadent, that there would be no great
leaders. This was a wholly false esti-
mate. Never did men from all ranks
in life fight more valiantly, and they
fought under conditions more appall-
ing than soldiers had ever before en-
countered. The manhood of the
Allied. nations showed no decline in
any of the glorious qualities. In
courage and self-sacrifice, in en-
durance, in initiative, they lived up to
the highest of human traditions. It is
well to keep this in mind before say-
ing that no writers worthy of them
will arise to reflect their deeds in song
and in story and thus help to keep
alive and shining the mighty heritage
of their example to our generation and
those to follow.

Their deathless story will be a con-
stant and perpetual challenger and in-
spiration to the future authors of verse
and of fiction. Genius will find in the
struggle material for every form of
writing that is worthy. How long will
it be before the world will begin to
reap the literary aftermath of °its
greatest war? Of that there 15 to-
day, it is true, little indication. But
it will come. The races which fought
so marvelously will never prove so

poor in authorship, in history, in
poetry, in romance, as not to produce

Favors $50,000,000 for N. Y.
Institutions to Be Voted on
. In November.

New York, Oct. 16—The Commit-
tee on Public Health and the Board of
Directors of the Women’s City Club of
New York, of which Miss Mary Gar-
rett Hay is president, has gone on
record as favoring the bond issue of
$50,000,000 for State hospitals _ and
other State institutions which is to be|
voted upon at the November election.
Resolutions adopted urge the members |
W thé club to vote favorably and tof
“exert all practical efforts towards dis-l
seminating information of the subject.” |

The preamble to the resolution points
out that “a large number of the bui!d-|
ings of the State hospitals for the in-
sane, feeble-minded, crippled chfidren,
Incipient tuberculosis and other unfor-
tunates were erected before modern

methods of fireproofing were known,
and are a constant and serious menace
to the lives of the patients and their
saretakers.” The preamble continues:
“The overcrowding in the hospitals
for the ansane, amounting to more than
1,000 patients, an excess of about 24 per
cent. over their proper capacity, further
Increases the fire hazard and seriously
Interferes with curative treatment, re-
ducing the possibilities of recovery.
“The State institutions for the feeble-

minded can receive only about one- ==

half' of these classes of the feeble-|
minded who are a menace to themselves
and to the welfare of the communities |
in which they live. |

“Bulldings for such purposes, suit- !
ably constructed, will continue in use
for several generations, and it is mani-
festly improper that the hard-pressed
.sxpayers of today should meet the full
costs of such buildings, the benefits of
which will continue over many years.

“By unanimous action of - both
branches of the Legislature and’ the
Governor, there is to be voted upon
on election day a bond issue of an
amount not to exceed $50,000,000 for
these State institutions—which would
correct these conditions and would
avoid the financial injustice of saddling
the entire cost upon the present tax-
payers.” ;

A SUICIDE IN LAKE

Chicago, Oct. 16.—The body of Miss
Anna A. King, a governess, was found
in Laké Michigan, tied with a clothes-
line to a pier at Hubbard Woods. In
the pocket of her coat, lying on the
pler, were a notebook and a copy of
the poem, “Pippa Passes.”

Miss King had written a letter to
Miss Erna Wellman, a friend, not long
before her death in which, she asked
to have her body cremated, and sald:

This letter was read at the inquest
today énd a verdict of suicide was re-
turned.

King was an unusual type of woman,
who a few years ago exhibited several
rare ferns at the Field Museum of Na-
tural History.

She had appeared depressed last
week and had left a small amount of

Judgment Given in the Ice
Cream Case—Auto Mat-
ter Also.

Judgments in two cases were ren-
dered by Judge Barry at an adjourned
session of the St. John County Court
this morning.

In the case of the Purity Ice Cream

He
ruled that the plaintiff, having recover-
£d the automobile from a friend
the defendant, Wheaton was not Hable
for the unpaid balance. He was of the
opinion that the amount claimed by
the defendant for repairs was large
due to his own inexperience and that
the initial payment of $225 was a fair
amount for the rental of the:car dur-
ing the time that the defendant had
used it, and that, therefore, the counter-
claim was not allowed. On account of
the circumstances of the case, he ruled
that each party should pay its own
costs.

City of Saint John, 8. S. -

John Robinson, Esquire, Mayer of
the City of Saint John.

To all whom these Presents shall
come or may in anywise concern,
Greeting:

Know ye that by virtue of the
Rights and Powers in me vested, in
and by the Charter of said City, I have
created, constituted and made, and by
these Presents do, create, constitute and
make Cornelius Nice, now of the City
of Saint John, cooper, a Free-Man of
the said City of Saint John, giving and
hereby granting unto him, the said
Cornelius Nice, all and singular the
Rights, Privileges, Franchises, Pre-
eminences, Immunities, Profits, Emolu-
ments and Advantages, which to a
Free-Man of the said City may, can,
or of right ought to belong and apper-
tain.

In Testimony whereof I have caused
the Common Seal of the said City to
be hereunto affixed, the twenty-seventh
year of His Majesty’s Reign, Anno
Dominf, 1827%.
