Violent Clashes of Cavalry
During Last Week In
Vicinity of Lille

ROUT OF FRENCH IS REPORTED

German Horsemen Said to Have Scat-
tered French Division—Left of Battle
Now Near Straits of Dover — The
Fighting Described as Terrific

London, Oct. $2—Except for a flood of vivid details regarding the fall of
Antwerp, the British public has been practically cut off from news from the
iront during the last twelve hours. It is felt, however, that events of tremendous
moment either are occurring or are impending in the area aboust Lille, where
the cavalry of the contending forces has been in violent touch for the last
week,

The military critics for the Loridon morning papers, devote their space to
speculation regarding the utility of Antwerp for German offence or defence,
Most of them agree that, unless Dutch neutrality is violated, Antwerp will be
of no more use in forwarding the Germans’ purpose of making Zeppelin and
naval raids on England, than other places in Belgium which have been occis-
pied for some time by the invaders, They agree, however, that for military pur-
poses in the western theatre of war, the occupation of Antwerp is of supreme
‘daportance to Germany which now will e able to refease several divisions to aid
the sorely pressed right: wing. Furthermore the capture of the city will in-
sure the lines of communication should retreat be necessary through Belgium,

Additional details of the shelling of Antwerp indicate that the damage was
not so great as at first estimated. The damage inflicted on the city by the
German artillery, may be set off in large measure by the great destruction
wrought on German shipping in the harbor by the Belgians,

An officlal communication from Berlin states that no information is yet
available as to the amount of booty taken in the town.
FRENCH CAVALRY ROUTED

The same official statement asserts that on Saturday German cavalry com-
pletely routed a French cavalry division, west of Lille, which indicates that the
extreme limit of the western battle is within twenty miles of the Straits of Do-
ver,

London, Oct. 12—“Antwerp was not
seriously damaged by the German bom-
bardment,” says the Chronicle’s Am-
sterdam correspondent. “Only the sub-
urb of Berchem and the southwest quar-
ter of the town suffered badly.

“Long after these places had been
evacuated, the Germans continued firing
on and around the ruins of the blown
up forts. They fired mines and hoped
thus to destroy them. Near the southern
suburbs the ground had been extensive-
ly mined by the Belgians, but the Ger-
mans were warned by trailers from
within the city, and took care to avoid
the danger zone.

“On Thursday morning the retreat-
fng troops from Antwerp passed on
their flight to Ostend no fewer than
600 motor cars filled with soldiers, who
had already passed through the town.

“The intention was to reach Ostend
by forced marches and the soldiers
were relieved of their knapsacks, which
were carried in the vans. Motor busses
from London carried footsore
who had fallen out of line. Then came
columns of machine guns drawn by
dogs.

“The procession continued all day, and
Jate that night, the artillery passed
through. They had been in a rear guard
action. An officer said they had ac-
gounted for heaps of Germans.”

! GERMAN REPORT

London, Oct. 12—A despatch to Reu-
ter from Berlin, via Amsterdam, gives
the following statement, which was is-
sued last night by the German general
staff:

“Our cavalry on Saturday completely
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severe losses on another French cavalry
division. Until now the engagements
on the front in the western theatre did
not lead to a decision.

“About the. booty at Antwerp, no
communication can be made as informa-
tion still fails. Neither can the number
of British and Belgian troops who cross-
ed the Dutch frontier be fixed.

“In the eastern theatre, we repulsed
in the north all attacks of the first and
tenth Russian armies on Oct. 9 and 10.
The Russian outflanking efforts by way
of Schirwindt (East Prussia), equally
were repulsed and the Russians lost
1,000 prisoners.

“In south Poland the advance guards
of our armies have reached the Vistula.
Near Grojec, south of Warsaw, we cap-
tured 2,000 men of the second Siberian
army corps.”

German Losses Heavy

London, Oct. 12—“It is said that the
Germans lost 45,000 men during the at-
taks on fortresses Waelhem and Wavre-
St. Catherines at Antwerp,” says a Cen-
tral News despatch from Amsterdam.

Austrian Losses

Paris, Oct. 12—A despatch to the Ha-
vas Agency from Cettinje says that the
Austrian troops who, on October 8,
fought Montenegrins on the way to
Sarajevo were 200,000 strong. The Aus-
trians lost 1.500 in killed or woundcd.
Withdrawing to Kallinovitch thirty
miles south of Sarajevo they lost 1.500
more in killed and wounded. According
to the correspondent, the Montenegrins
also took many prisoners.

German Reverses.

London, Oct. 12—The Daily Mail’s
Ghent correspondent in a despatch dated
Saturday, says:—

“The Germans have thrown a pontoon
across the river Scheldt at Wettern and
are pouring a large force northwards in
the hope of cutting off retreat from Ant-
werp.

“In doing this, they are weakening
their defence of Brussels and are being
met by a strong force which is com-
pelling them to retire.

“In their advance upon Ghent, the
Germans got as far as Loochrieti when
they were driven back on Lokeran. At
the same time, a rapid advance on the
south of the Scheldt toward Ghent was
met with at Melle, where they were
ugain repulsed with the loss of a bat-
tery.”

The Hague, Oct. 12—A despatch from
Hulst, Holland, quotes a Belgian officer
as saying that the total number of sol-
diers who have crossed from Belgium
into Holland is about 26,000.

Belgian troops were fired upon last
night by German machine guns on the
Belgian frontier not far from Koewacgt,
Holland.

Many wounded men among the Belgian
soldiers who crossed the Dutch
line have been taken to Hulst, the
Dutch government placing special trains
at their disposal. The rest of the Bel-
gians have been taken to Axel for in-
ternment.

Boston, Oct. 12.—Clear skies and a
moderate temperature, ideal playing
weather, favored the third game of the
world’s series. between the Philadelphia
Athletics and the Boston Braves to be
played at Fenway Park today.

Fenway Park, scene of memorable
games in the world’s series of 1912 to-
day staged the third game in the series
of 1914, between the Boston Braves,
sensational winners in the National Lea-
gue, and the Philadelphia Athletics, Am-
erican League champions, and defenders
of the world’s title. It was almost & last
ditch defence which the men from Phil-
adelphia ' prepared to make this after-
noon ,as their opponents had won both
of the games already played. Victorious
today, the Bostons would need only one
game to gain the world’s baseball hon-
ors.
l Weather conditions could not have
been better. A bright sun developed an
atmosphere of summer, tempered some-
what by a cooling breeze from the
southwest. i

Thousands of persons moved on Fen-
way Park this morning, to join the hun-
dreds who had held places during the
night in lines that led to the bleacher
entrances. The first few arrived at
noon yesterday; by nightfall, the wait-
ers numbered a score; at midnight the
line was 200 strong, and as the sun rose
over the Back Bay there were more
than 500 people in six lines. Some slept
on the ground, others had brought
straw, a few had equipped themselves
with comforters. Bonfires were started,
but extinguished by police’ who stood
on guard through the night. There were
nearly 20,000 rush seats, 5,000 of which
were to be had for fifty cénts. The others
sold for $1. It was required that the
purchaser enter the grounds immediate-
ly and thus preclude speculation. With
15,000 grand stand stand seats disposed
of ,indications were that the number of
spectators would be about 85,000. This
would mean receipts of $65,000.
Boston Now Favorite

Boston went into this game a strong
favorite for the series, but regarded as
only a 10 to 9 choice for the game.

Shricking ‘of Shells and Burning of
Houses--Government Announce-
ment of Decision to Give up
Antwerp to the Germans

London, Oct. 12—“The fall of Ant-
werp might be accurately dated mid-
night Thursday, though the burgomaster
did not go out to surrender the city un-
til eight o’clock next morning, and the
Germans did not enter until 'noon,”
says a Morning Post correspondent in
Belgium. By midnight on Thursday, it
!was clear that further resistance was
;vain and the field forces and garrison

'forces on our side began to be with-
|drawn to the west side of the river
Scheldt.

“On the night of Thursday the citi-
zens who remained in the city had
everything prompting to terror. Smoke
from burning oil tanks enveloped the
city, the flames of burning houses gave
a lining of lurid yellow. Through this
pall came shrieking the shells of 28
centimetre guns, crashing like thunder
bolts, as they sent buildings actually
pouring into the streets.

“Beneath the pall of smoke, along the
shattered city, went hurrying the ranks
of the flying army. Many of the people
of Antwerp had resolved to withstand
the bombardment and were content’ to
stay burrowing among the ruins so long
as the Germans could be kept out. To
them the retreat of the defending army
was the last blow of fate.

“They abandoned the cellars and re-
treats and set out in flight. It was the
last and most pitiful exodus for these
citizens, As they passed-to the Dutch
frontier or toward the quays some met
their death from bombardment.

“On Friday morning the bombard-
ment slackened. A railway porter who
stood outside the station stolid and
pathetic told me the soldiers had gone
and the Germans would be here in half
an hour. It was evident that important
business was a-foot as officials hurried
to and fro with anxious faces. At eight
o’clock the following proclamation, dat-
ed October 7, was posted announcing
the departure of the government:

{ING'S DEATH MAY
BRING ROUMANIA
10 SIDE OF ALLIES

Petrograd, Oct. 12—An official state-
ment given out today expresses the be-
tief that the death of King Charles of
Roumania removes an obstacle to the
turning of Roumania to the cause of the
.allies, to which end recent Russian dip-
lomatic efforts were unavailing. It is
said further that the sympathies of the
Roumanian people who nave shown that
they were opposed to the championing
of Prussia by the late king, will now
assert themselves.

Consequently, according to Russian
authorities, Roumania will now cease to
menace Russia by furnishing provisions
and transporting troops for Germany.

Rome, via Paris, Oct. 12—The Idea
Nazionalle published an inquiry made at
+he Balkan legations concerning the at-
litude of Roumania after the death of
King Charles. Mikilaovitch, Servian
minister to Rome, like all others from
the Balkan states, expresses the opinion
that the death of King Charles will not
produce any great change in Roumanian
politics, as the differences between the
king and his people were more exagger-
ated than real. He said that Roumania
wishes to continue the’ policy which she
adopted in the second Balkan war, and
which enabled her to increase her ter-
ritory without serious danger.

A change in the attitude of Roumania,
according to diplomats from the Balkan
states, is not expected to occur im-
mediately after the death of the king,
but a change may be expected, they in-
timate, if the battle of Cracow has de-
cisive results.

INDIAN RELICS IN
GRAVES NEAR BAYSIDE

Fred Fawcett who, a year or two ago,
built himself a summer house at Bay-
side, not far fram Port Elgin, has more
than once come across Indian graves,
scooped out of the soft sandstone under-
lying the somewhat shallow soil. They
contain not only the ashes of the dead,

"but also flint spear heads and arrow-

heads, and occasionally a rude imple-
ment of copper. Far more abundant
than any of these relics are beads of
various materials, sizes, shapes and
colors; indeed, the soil appears to be
full of them. A few days ago Mr.
Fawcett _struck a grave containing,
“among other things, sixty-three arrow-
heads and spear heads of varying de-
grees of perfection, some beautifully
inished and ethers roughly shaped.

He began to be afraid that his
life was going to be spent in building
forts. He yearned to throw down the
trowel and pick up his sword. General
Courbet gave him his chance,

Courbet took him to Formosa. There
under the enemy’s fire, he organized the
defence of the island. He did the same
for Madagascar. Then he was sent to
Dahomey with Colonel Bennier, who was

Without a word, af-
ter completing his victory, he entered
Timbuctoo, the first to do 50,

That was the last colonial work he
performed. Returning to France he be-
came a professor at the War College;
director of the engineers, general of bri-
gade, general of division, corps com-
mander, and, lastly, commander-in-chief
of the French army to which post he was
appointed some two years ago.

Joffre never asked for a promotion.

H- has never played politics. Without a
word he has accepted what has been
given to him and wade the best of it.
Those who have followed his courses in
college declared him to be a disciple of
Napoleon I so far as his methods are
concerned.
. Joffre is not a dress parade man. He
is practical. Here is an illustration, At
the annual manoceuvres of the French
army in the past everything was accord-
ing to programme. Friday the Blue
army would do thus and so, the Red
Saturday
Blues and Reds would continue in this
or that manner and so until the last
day when the President of the Republic
with his entourage, would occupy tents
at a pre-arranged location and follow the
final charges. ’

Joffre upon assuming command found
all this too tame. It was not near enough
actual warfare to suit him and he com-
pletely changed things. At the last man-
oeuvres he put the two armies in the
field and gave them the briefest instruc-
tions. The Blues were to ‘defend their
position; the Reds were to take it. There
were no other instructions. Officers were
to fight their commands precisely as
though in real battle.

So completely successful were Joffre’s
new plans that several officers were put
on the retired list—they had failed to
measure up to war conditions. They
were retired upon Joffre’s recommenda-
tions after he Had witnessed their per-
formances on the “battlefield.”

Joffre in two years has made a name
for himself throughout FEurope. The
world probably will know him soon.

Wise Funeral Reform.

(Philadelphia Press.)

The edict of Bishop Lillis of Kansas
City, Missouri, that hereafter no flowers
will be permitted at funerals in any of
the Roman Catholic churches of his dio-
cese is likely to meet with a large meas-
ure of public approval. Ethical and
economic reasons are given for the pro-
hibition. Bishop Lillis maintains that
the practice of having flowers at funer-
als “savors of vanity and often works
hardships on those who cannot afford
it”

Puneral reform has been agitated at
intervals in the United States without
its ever making much headway. But
the request, “No flowers,” is becoming
more frequent in death notices. A floral |
offering would seem at once the most
beautiful and the most appropriate ma-
terial tribute of respect for a dead rel-
ative #r intimate friend. But a tendency ‘
to display has grown up and produces |
a spirit of emulation. 'This too often !
becomes a heavy tax on persons who are |
least able to bear the expense.

Room there is in this respect and

others for funeral reform. Unnecessary
display at the obsequies of ihe departed |
should be discouraged by clergymen of |
all denominations. It is a matter in|
which their influence can be directly ex- |
erted on the individuals in their ('ongre-i
gations. Death is the least proper oc-
casion for display or pomp. ’

No one would like %0 see in America |
such paternalism &s that whereby the |
French law prescribes the maximum
amount which may be spent on a funer- !
al, graded according to income. Still |
it cannot be denied that the system has |
its advantages. Voluntary reform under
the impetus of common sense is better. |

The Germans have captured Ant-
werp, and their victorious troops are
marching on Ostend. air-
craft yesterday dropped bombs in Paris.
London is in expectation of a visit from
German Zeppelins. Neither the allied
armies in the west nor the Russians in
the east have as yet gained an impor-
tant footing in German territory. The
German army in Belgium is now prac-
tically free to re-inforce the armies in
France. Winter is at hand.

Consideration of these facts does not
weaken confidence in ultimate complete
victory for the allies, but it shatters ut-
terly the exp‘e_ctation that the war will
soon be ended. It is true that the allied
armies in France have a little more than
held their own during the last two
weeks, but their attempts at flanking
movements have not been successful, and
on the German right this will be made
the more difficult because of the fall of

The
amazing numbers of men they are able
to bring up and the rapidity with which
they move give startling testimony to
the efficiency of the war machine which
has been in process of development for
so many years.

It is extremely fortunate that the Rus-
sians are keeping so many Germans busy
on the eastern border. If the claim of
the Russians is well founded, that they

THANKSGIVING DAY

The people of Canada are not able
to give expression to their usual feeling
of thankfulness that the country is at
peace. Thanksgiving Day finds us in
the midst of the most awful and in
some respects one of the most savage
wars in the world’s history; and it is
being waged between Christian nations.

We may be thankful, however, for the
universal expression of a determination
on the part of the Canadian people to
make whatever sacrifices may be neces-
sary to ensure a triumph of human jus-
tice and an enlargement of human lib-
erty, as the final outcome of a strife
which was born in iniquity. Whatever
the feelings of the people of this genera-
tion, there is no reason to doubt that
future generations will be thankful for
the higher civilization which apparently
could only be bropght about through
blood and an unparalled sacrifice of
human lives. We can at least be thank-
ful, and in no pharisaical sense, that we
are not as the Germans are, and that to
us a solemn obligation is something
more than “a mere scrap of paper.”

In giving thanks, however, if we re-

: jJoice that we are so far removed from

the actual zone of war, let it not be for-
gotten that we owe a debt which
can never fully be repaid to the people
of hapless Belgium, so many of whom
have given up their lives, and so many
pthers of whom are penniless in exile or
penniless at home, with all the rigors
of winter close upon them. To bhe
thankful for immunity from misery and
jeartbreak such as theirs without reach-
ng out to them the hand of friendly

aid would be unworthy of a self-re<nect-
ing people in any portion of the British
Empire. The shadow of a great peril
and a great sorrow broods over the
world today, and while no Canadian
doubts the outcome of the war it is im-
possible to divert one’s thoughts for any
length of time from the blood-stained
fields of Europe, where millions of men
of the Christian faith are devoting the
hours of this day to the task of killing
each other, with the aid of all the hor-
rible machinery which the mad race for
armaments and the German lust for war
have brought into action. It will be in-
deed a day for thanksgiving when at
Berlin the allied armies impose such
terms as will forever free the world
from the deadly menace of German
militarism, and sound the death-knell
of a national philosophy which appar-
ently regards men as mere food for

powder and the natural,victims of an
utterly unscrupulous and savage lust for
power.

WILL BE LONG WAR

Col. James Mason Issues Stirring
Appeal Based on Military Ex—i
perience — Much More Must
Be Done; More Troops Sent

Public opinion in all Canada, as well
as in Britain, and in the camps of the
allies, welcomed warmly the announce-
ment of Col, Hughes, minister of mili-
tia in Canada, that troops would be sent!
steadily and surely from our shores un-|
til 100,000 Canadians were - fighting in
Europe for the cause of humanity and!
liberty and the flag of our mighty em-.
pire. One contingent has gone;
work of the minister and his officers
has been ardous and responsible; suc-
cess has crowned their labors. But it is
only a beginning, and I venture to say
that Canadian feeling looks upon the
effort in that light. The need for more
men is great and urgent. If Lord
Kitchener is to have his million armed
men to fight autocrocy and to defend
the liberties of our people throughout
the world, it will strain every nerve and
fibre of the British people to get the
men, to train them for the fleld, to feed
the wastage of war, to meet the long
drain upon the resources of the United
Kingdom, of the whole empire, of the
allies, which the fina] and complete de-
struction of German power must in-
volve.

It will be no short and swift struggle.
Lord Kitchener and the military expert
of the Times, and the best thought of
the day, unite in believing that, while
success may be certain, yet the strength
of the foe is great, his resources many,
his home defences powerful. The great-
er the contest, the more desperate the.
struggle—and no war in the world’s his-
tory has been so flercely fought—the
greater the glory in which we and our
sister commonwealths of the empire may
eventually share. There is unanimity
now in Canada as to the issue; there is
public instruction in rifle shooting, and
much military training going on; there
is (thanks to the British navy) no foe
now threatening our shores, our com-
merce or our homes. Everything indi-
cates our duty, or privilege, our obliga-
tion in the premises—the despatch of a
force that will rank as an army in Eur-
ope, that will be worthy-of our preten-
sions as a British nation in America,
that. will prove our talk, our sometimes
boastful attitude, to be no mere lip-
loyalty, but the expression of a genuine
faith in British ideals and unity, in the
value and importance of British liberty
and power. What England would suf-
fer—what misery the people of Shake-
speare’s “Inviolate Isle” would see—what
a catastrophe to human liberty and life
in its highest and best embodiment
would follow upon a German invasion
of the United Kingdom is almost im-
possible to describe. The destruction
of the shrines and universities, the
homes and churches of Belgium indicate

All theskill
and strained watchfulness and powerful
efficiency of our fleet may not be suf-
ficient to ward off some such submarine
or aerial peril as recently sent three
cruisers to the bottom in almost an in-
stant of time. If such disaster should
occur, our little world, in its safe and
supposed isolation, would be instantly
turned up-side-down in a wild panic of
comprehension as to what war really is.

destnf; It means probably also im-
munity from.the devastating and ruin-
ous expenditure involved in the main-
taining of vast armies and navies. We
are sharing in a struggle for interna-
tional honor, for the guardianship and
security of the little nations amongst
which—without the empire—we would
be one, for the integrity of treaties, for
all that is meant in the famous words of
Lord Beaconsfield upon a famous occa-
sion: “Peace with honor.”

Here, as in Britain, the voluntary sys-
tem of defence is on its trial.

Our Can-
adian and imperial interests are too/
great, our whole British fabric too vast,
to depend upon a patriotism for de-
fence which fails in the supreme hour.

part of consoler. He drew from his pock-
et a little silver smelling bottle and of-
fered it to the trembling priest. Father
Soria was so feeble through excess of
emotion that he was unable to make use
of the salts, and the Emperor held it to
his nose until he had somewhat recover-

This evidence of Maximilian’s good-
heartedness was witnessed by Senora
Augirre. The platoon of soldiers was
under command of General Jesus Diaz
de Leon. Near the spot were three
roughly-made coffins, on each of which
had been marked a red cross. Maximilian
stood in the-centre, Mejia, barely able to
stand, being on his left. Both Mejia and
Miramon let themselves be bandaged,
but Maximilian waved away the officer
who approached him for the purpose. He
was then seen going towards the seven
soldiers, to each of whom he gave a gold
coin (a Maximilien d’or), and requested
them to aim at his heart. He spoke to
them in Spanish, calling them “mucha-
chos”  (boys), and placing his hand on
his heart. He then removed his hat and
wiped his forehead, for it was a tropical
June day. The hat that he wore was
kept by a Hungarian, Iudos, until he
was able to present it to the Archduchess
Maximilian’s mother. The condemned
Emperor is said to have adhered to the
tradition of the country, which is all
that all persons who are about to suf-
fer deliver a short address.

The only persons within hearing of
him were the seven soldiers, and to them
we are told he spoke. “Mexicans,” he
said, “persons of my rank and origin are
destined by God either to be benefactors
of the people or martyrs.

At six o’clock that evening I was
awakened from my heavy sleep to find
two men entering my room. The room
was in semi-darkness. Outside I could
hear  the steady murmuring roar of
troops going forward.

Half awake I was alarmed. One man
spoke. He was of the service, the other
of the general staff. My report had
been received. We of the service seldom
reported direct in times of peace, but
through others. Many times we did not
know who received reports. I was being
paid a high honor—to have staff officers
call upon me.

Then
I set out to find my officer.

I inquired for him diligently and fin-
ally was directed to the Evegnee fort and
found him in a group. I rushed upon
him, beseeching his aid. Truly my ap-
pearance was convincing. Worn a.x}d ex-
hausted I was, and besides the ride in
the aero and the night spent in the fields
and ditches had not improved my ap-
pearance. .

day I saw little. I cooked. In the even-
ing there was word that the attack was
expected- 1 was not permitted above
ground, but in the late evening I, with
other civilian cooks, was drawn up and
examined in the commandant’s room.

First “Fire” Nlessage Sent,

He told us we eould go or stay, and
that the fort never would surrender, but
that we would die or conquer. Many
went. Before returning to the kitchen
underground I saw and heard much.

One of my missions was to learn
whether French and English troops had
reached Liege, and how many. I heard an
officer complain that the English had
failed, and that the French were slow.
Returning to the kitchen I wetted a blue
strip of the paper from my tobacco box,
in a little water, walked to a gun em-
brasure and tossed it out with the water.

The gun guard cursed me and I swore
back. Five minutes later a blue signal
flashed from far down the face of the
cliff, flashed blue and after a moment
died out. The blue fire caused a com-
motion among the sentries. I heard much
scurrying. : i

I had sent my first message to the
German army. It was that the French
and British had not yet come to Liege.

The strips of paper hidden in my to-
bacco box were chemically prepared sig-
nals. When dampened, and after the
water formed the proper reaction, they
flared up like signal fires in various col-
ors.

I cooked my French officer’s dinner. I
had hoped to assist in serving the dinner
‘at the officer’s mess table, that I might
hear more, but others did that. I had
prepared a pudding of rice and figs with
a sauce of my own.  Most of those serv-
ing the meal were soldiers—a few had
been hired from among citizens by the
wealthy officers,: but enly two or three
of these were remaining, these because
of personal devotion te their officers.

On the third day I think the shock
deafened me. There was a terrific ex-
plosion and the story came that the mag-
azine of Fort 2 had blown up. We never
knew what it was. On the fourth day
the bombardment ceased. The sudden
silence was a shock. My head felt numb.
We shouted at each other—and laugh-
ed foolishly when we realized there was
no need of shoutings. We heard the Ger-
mans were drawing off and waiting for
their big siege guns to arrive. ;

It was noon that day when an officer
came below. He gave quick orders. I
learned that many troops were being
withdrawn from the city, and that the
French engineering officers and some
others who had been with us were going
with them.

When the officer had gone I asked a
gunner, whose arm had been hurt, an.d
who was acting as a kitchen help‘er, if
my officer was going. 1 spent an impa-
tient afternoon. It was five o’clock when
the wounded gunner, who had inquired
of his gun captain, told me all save the
regular garrison were going. I*.le }_md
sent word to my officer of my inquiry.
Soon an orderly. came commanding me
to report to my -officer.

Guns Concentrated on Chimneys

Above ground, inside the works, was
a scene of terror. Two guns were dis-
mounted, wreckage strewed. the interi-
or. It looked terrible, but for defensive
purposes the works were unhurt. One
shell had exploded where a storeroom
had been—and a rubbish heap was all
that was left.

1 saluted my patron awkwardly, and
he ordered me to attend to his baggage.
He had two light hand cases. Before
leaving the fort proper I extracted a
green slip from my tobacco and carried
it tightly rolled in my palm, holding
the case with my fingers.

Troops were moving in large num-
bers.

Belgians at the Meuse around Liege.
The French seemed eager to fight but
their officers, knowing the strength of
the German advance, urged HWaste.
: I heard one officer tell my officer that
!if the Belgians could hold the Germans
|back for ten days. England would have
her army in the field. During this trip
I pretended: to sleep, while listening to
my officer and two others talking, but
really fell asleep, worn out, and snored

London, Oct. 12.—Recruiting for the
famous sportsmen’s battalion proceeds
apace, the enrollment totalling about
1,000.

The
training and equipment are what are
tequired by an ordinary infantry com-
pany. Among the distinguished men
already enrolled as privates are Sir
Normal Pringle, Bart., Sir William Wal-
lace, Sir Robert Newman, Bart, . and
two sons of peers who have not yet pass-
ed the medical examination. The per-
centage of rejections among the appli-
cants is a low record for recruiting in
the campaign. Up to date it is less than
five per cent. The training ground of
the corps will be at “The Greys,” Horn-
church, Romford.

The dusky conquered peoples array
themselves also at the side of those
who for long years have been their
rulers.

While Ireland in the hour of the com-
mon struggle forgets its ancient feud,
Hindostan, so lately still a hotbed of
rebellion, comes with the tidings that
she will fight along for the cause of the
British Raj. Sikh and Pathan, Hindoo
and Moslem, Goorkha and Rajpoot, prof-
fer their aid and beg for the favor to be
permitted to fight for England’s cause.

Proud monarchs, whose ancient line-
age dates back till far beyond the
Christian Era, hastily smatch the sword
in order to fight in France, by the side
of the white troops, who, since the
memory of man, have been synonymous
in their sunny land, with a vengeful
domination. Seven hundred great and
small Indian Chiefs place themselves,
their armies and all their material
means of assistance without reserve, at
the disposal of their Emperor; from
Ceylon’s southernmost point to the chill
mountain . passes of the Khyber there
rushes a torrent of enthusiasm through
that same India which the phantasy of
the German press had already appor-
tioned with a general uprising against
the supreme authority of the white
stranger.

It is a grand sight and it has but
one possible explanation. It can take
root in nothing less than acknowledge-
ment of the intrinsic justice of the fun-
damental value of British government.

Another of Many “Thri}lcrs.”

Over night,
almost, he transferred his activities to
the $2 field of entertainment and gave
theatre-goers such emphatic successes as
“The Fascinating Widow,” “The Girl in
the Taxi,” “Within the Law,” “Gypsy
Love,” “Potash and Perimutter,” and
numerous other pieces.

But he never forgot Owen Davis, who,
in the meantime had proven his ability
to write drama of the highereclass by
turning out that excellent play, “The
Family Cupboard.” When the desire for
the play with a ‘“punch” returned,
Woods sent for Davis and told him that
if he would write an up-to-date melo-‘
drama on a timely subject, it would be
produced with the finest cast of actors
obtainable. Davis immediately set to
work and evolved “Drugged” and Wodds
accepted it for John Mason’s present
starring vehicle.

Busy Scene at New Remount De-
pot—Members of Dragoons on
Duty

Men were busy at the exhibition
grounds todiy preparing corrals and
making otherwise ready for the stabling
tf a large number of horses to be used
by the British war office for remount

purposes. Four hundred animals reach-
ed the city yesterday, and are now being
cared for in the stables at the grounds.
Another shipment is expected on Wed-
nesday, about 400 more being anticipat-
ed. Arrangements for their accommoda-
tion are already made, and it is estimat-
ed that about the exhibition properties
some 2,000 steeds can be comfortably
kept.

Captain Crepee, who is in charge of
the remount devot here, said this morn-
ing that he had no word as to when the
horses would be shipped to Europe, but
thought it would not be for some little
time, as it would be necessary to give
them a thorough rest after. their rail
journey.  Steamers for their transport
were now being arranged for. It will
be necessary to fit these steamers better
than the ordinary cattle ships, as-each
horse will require a stall. He was well
satisfied with the facilities afforded. here
for the shipment offthe animals. He'ex-
pected that the Barrack Green would be
a lively centre of interest for some time.

Members of the 28th Dragoons, under
Captain Scovil and Lieutenant Grimmer,
have been placed on duty at the ground
to assist in the care of the horses, do
picket duty, and attend to various other
details. They will also assist in exercis-
ing the horses each day on the grounds
to keep them in condition for the over-
seas journey. Almost all the horses are
from ‘western ranches, well hardened,
and are entirely of the cavalry and artil-
Igry class, there being no heavy draught
animals in the lot. .

ANOTHER PHASE OF
TROUBLE  BETWEEN
PR AND VALLE RO

Tl;e dispute between the Vallvy rail-
way and the C. P. R. over the right of
the former to cross the lines of the lat-

ter company, is assuming interesting
proportions. The big corporation made|
the first move. to block the St. John and
Quebec Railway Company by placing a
freight car on the spot where the cross-
ing was to be made, and cutting the
rails on each side of it, so that it could
not be shunted away. They then await-
ed developments. 7

It was the new company’s move, and
they took it. Withbut bothering about
where the C. P. R. car would land, it is
said. it was sent on its way. The line
was then clear for them to lay their
crossing. They did not wait. for dia-
mond crossings or any of the other
equipment usually deemed necessary for
such a piece of enginering. All they had
to do was to lay a crossing, and they
laid it. The fact that the C. P. R. track
was in their way did not affect their
plans apparently, for they simply placed
their rails on top of the others and spik-
ed them down. This may not be in ac-
cordance with the ideas of the “safety
first” movement, and it is not likely that
the Dominion railway commission would
be likely to recommend it for common
use, but it gave them the crossing they
wanted and “We should worry” was
their only contribution towards the solu-
tion of the problem which would con-
front any C. P. R. train which wanted
to cross.

As a matter of fact, they do not seem
to expect that any C. P. R. trains will
cross, for, once the rails were in posi-
tion, a heavy construction train was
shunted on top of the crossing and léft
there.

It is the C. P. R.’s move agzin, and the
form which it will take is a 'matter
which is exciting the curiosity of those
who have followed tlie developments to
their present stage.
