The Province of Prince Edward Island -has
no Workmen’s Compensation law. Efforts are being
made to have State compensation laws in the Provinces
of Quebee, Saskatchewan, and the Yukon.

The American Association for Labor Leégislature
will assist in no small degree in having legislation en-
acted in these remaining provinces. All Canadian
workers should give loyal support to the American As-
sociation for Labor Legislature, and we earnestly and
sincerely hope that the next convention will be held

in Canada.

THE EIGHT-HOUR DAY.
