LABOR ‘SYSTEM

CITY COUNCIL FINDS
IT HAS DISADVANTAGES

Not Improbable That Cbntract
System Will Have to Be
Adopted

The day labor system trembled for a

time on .the brink of oblivion in so far.

as it is a factor in civic policy at
Friday's meeting of the streets com-
mittee of the city counmcr, and as a
result of spirited discussion its position
is still precarious, for it is intended to
give the contract system a trial.

The question of the merits or other-
wise of the day labor system came up
on the presentation of the report from
the acting city engineer, G. H. Bry-
son, ;Ald, Humber declaring that the
city is paying too much for cement
sidewalks. Then ensued some tall figur-
ing, ¢ach member of the committee
seizing his pencil ahd computing vari-
ous sums in an effort .to discover
where the trouble of excessive cost lay.

Ald. . Bannerman came prepared with
a  tabulated statement showing . the
cost of sidewalk construction under the
day labor system as at present, which
proved very helpful to the committee,;
These figures indiecated that the
amounts pand for supervision of the
work were just one-quarter of the
whole cost—and all present were unani-
mous that this was an intolerable state
of affairs.

Mr. Bryson being appealed to for a”

suggestion as to how the system could
be: improved, said there was only one:
way out of it, and that was for each
foreman to be given charge of three
gangs. At present therc is a foreman to
every sidewalk gang, paid $5.50 per day’

Mayor Morley said he had long been
desirous of getting the by-laws in such
shape that one good foreman could be
given charge of 60 men—three gangs
of 20 men. This system would necessi-
tate the employment of three sub-fore-
men at $1 per day in excess of what
was paid common labor. ;

During the discussion thepe was a
refererice to the recent move in the
direction of dismissing Mr.  Warwick,
the superintendent of sidewalk con-
struction, Ald.” Sargison came to the
defence of Mr: arwick, saying he be-
lieved him to be not the least compe-

tent man in the employ of the works .

department, and hinting that the prun-
ing knife might be applied in other
quarters with profit.

The name of Mr. Pusey 'was also
mentioned, and this started an ani-
mated discussion as to the ability of
that official who has been in the em-
ploy of the.city for many years. Mayor
Morley claimed he was one of the mgst
competent men in the employ of the

After a little’ more figuring in; ré*
spect to the cost of laying cement sidesy;
walks, Ald. Raymond and Ald. Humber
ventured the opinjen that it would be
cheaper to do the work by contract,
and the former moved and the latter
seconded a motion to tae ‘effect that
tenders be called for certain work to
be done by contract just to try out the
two systems. This motion carried.

‘Mr. Bryson remarked that should the

city decide to call for ‘tenders for con-
traet work it would prove a blessing to
the engineering staff.
' Mayor Morley—This much is certain,
if under the new system which we pre-
pose adopting in the administration of
the works department we cannot ap-
proach the contract price @ for civic
work we will have to go into the con-
tract system altogether,

His worshig proceeded to expalin that
he 'was in the main favorahle to the
day labor system, which had advant-
ages which ought not to be overiooked.

Ald. Humber remarked that it had
been shown that for the past four years
the day labor system had cost the
city 30 per cent. in excess of what the
work could have been done for by con-
tract.

That the delay in proceeding with
the work of laying down wood: block
pavements 1n the city is due entirely to
the refusal-of thé sawmil companies to
supply the city with blocks was the
somewhat startling statement made at
Friday's - meeting - of ‘the streets’
committee by G. H. Bryson, acting city
engineer. The announcement - caused |
consternation at ‘the board and the
members were unanimous in their in-
digrniation. Certain members of . the
committee were in favor of calling for
tenders for blocks at outside cities im-
mediately and finally, after much dis-
cussion it was dec¢ided to leave the
matter. of making the best ‘arrange-
ment possible under the circumstances
in the hands of’the ¢ity engineer. Dur-
ing the discussion the question of the
merits of the various classes of pave-
ment was jthreshed out again, ad infin-
itum, ad nauseam—but’ the probiem stiit
remains unsolved.

It was shown that' Dbecause of the
hkigher quotations for wood blocks, the
cost of pavements of that description
kas now approached, a stage which is

almost prohbitive: The tenders which
Lad been received from local milling
companies ~showegd ' that - “wood’ blocks |
now . cost from $14 tg $16 per thousand, |
which three years'dgo cost but a trifle!
over $6. It-cost $2.87 to lay a block|
pavement in 19(8; last year it cost $3.70 |
and this year the-tigure would be in)
the ‘neighborhood of $% per square
yard. 3

Mr. Brysbn said it was important
that the-council should, decide at the
earliest moment what' they were going
to-do. Work had been approved which,
would require a million and one-half
blocks. If they determined not to use |
any more wood blocks it would be
necessary to rescind a good many by-
laws.

The people of Frankfort and of south-
ern Germany are aroused by the ruth-
Jess  methods of the military in sup-
pressing the 3Socialistic demonstrations
and further disorders are expected.

The Socialists are demanding the
free rights to hold street meetings. The
Socialistic papers arve scoring the po-
lice and goverpment and calling upon

i rethren to resist tyranny and op-
n to the last effort.

Responding-to the call of their news-
papers. Socialists and their sympathiz-
ers have been arming themselves ant
preparing to resist what they deem an
invasion. of their rights. Among the
weapons used  effectively against the
military are small bhags of pepper,
which are thrown in the {faces of
soldiers and horses of the cavalry. The
kags break when:they "strike and the
victims are blinded' by the pepper.

The point on which we are asking
for assistance from the government is
the item of $65,000, estimated cost of
the retaining wall and groias for same,
The city are. -making arrangements
with the Dominion government ‘to- fill
in at the base of the wall with the
material now dredged from the har-
Lor.

The reasons why government assist-
ance is an cquimhle and fair request
are:

Site for University Discussed—
Officers Elected—Pub-:
licity Work

New Westminster, Feb. 19.—The fol-
lowing officers were unanimously elect-
ed at the annual meeting of the board
of trade: President, L. B. Lusby;
vice-president, A. E: White; secretary-
treasurer, C. H. Stuart Wade.

The site for the new university
caused some little discussion,  and it
was finally. decided to ask the dif-
ferent municipalities of the mainland
to hold a conference. with represen-
tatives of the board of trade to see if
they could not come to some definite
agreement about the site and‘ux;ge
the advisability of the same on the
university commission.

B. G. Walker advanced the claims of
Deer lake as an ideal college site. He
hoped that he would receive support
from the board on this.

Rev, S, J. Henderson remarked that,
in his opinion it would be calamitous
if the institution were placed on Van-
couver island and it was in accordance
with his suggestion that the decision
to hold a meeting of the different
places interested was made. Mr. Hen-
derson was added to the standing
university committee.

Serious objections were made to the

diversion of the north road in order to |

build an overhead traffic bridge.at the
Frunette river railway crossing, as
‘suggested by the railway .commission
and the matter will be thoroughly sift-
ed before any action in confirming the
scheme is adopted by the board.

The postal committee reported "that
a free mail delivery service has been
secured and that indications peinted
to the change from the presernt to a
semi-staff hasis soon being an accom-
plished fact.

The finance committee reported that
the board had $67.06 in the bank. Over
$280 was due to the members, and the
board owed several accounts. On the
whole the horad- could show a. slight
surplus.

The president’s report reviewed the
work that had been accomplished
during the year. ' The most striking
achievement of the board during "the
year was the establishment of a satis-
factory service em the Great North-
ern Fraser valley lines, a result which
was only completed - few days ago.
The president regreited the lack of
funds which handicapped the board in
1ts advertising campaign but he laud-
ed the work of the secretary C. H.
Stuart Wade, the results of whose
work showed what could be done even
with limited means and disceuraging
support. The report states: . ‘“The
result attained by this limited means
is an incentive to the board, the city

In
order to retain proper control of the
clubs they were kept out of the liquor
act.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite did not think
it an offence to have sawdust on a
club . floor instead of a Turkish or
Kidderminster carpet. The Coal Creek
club he had vyisited and found a com-
fortably furnished place, with a read-
ing room and athletic facilities in ad-
dition to its bar. It was not unheard
of for fires to start in any. building.
Fire in Coal Creek must have been
welcome in any case, for a more God-
forsaken hole he had never seen. It
was,a sin to'ask men to live there. Not
unlikely drunken ‘men might have been
seen on the club premises. Would the
Attorney-General lay his hand on his
heart and say he had never seen a
drunken man in any club he fre-
quented? 2

Mr. Bowser did not heéd the invita-
tion to tell tales out of the club.

Paying Newspapers,

In making application for a liguor
license, whether wholesalé or retail,
the applicant has to attach a receipt
for the license fee and for the pay-
ment of the month’s advertising in a
newspaper which is necessary of hils
intention to apply. Parker Williams
objected to the government helping one
particular .class of creditor to secure
payment of their accounts. Thig led.
on to a discussion of the manner in
which Conservative organs are én-
abled to make a living out of the no-
tices' which the law in various re-
gards makes necessary.

It was alleged by the opposition
members that some Conservative pa-
pers in this province could not live at
all if it was not for this sort of pap-
feeding to which the government helps
them.

Section 25, as drawn, proposed that
“only three hotel licenses for the sale
of liquor by retail shall be granteg or
issued for any locality comprising all
the territory lying and being within a
radius of thHree ‘miles from the hotel
premises  first established and . H-
censed in such locality, until the popu-
lation of such locality includes  one
thousand adult male inhabitants of
Ceucasian race.”

The. Attorney-General proposed to
amend this by striking out the word
“male,” explaining that this would
make it uniform with the requirement
0° a two-thirds petition of household-
ers, wives of male householders and
children of full age. G :

Mr. Brewster protested that this
would absolutely destroy the bill, as
to any reduction of licenses. To make
it one thousand adults instead of one
' thousand adult males would mean that
there could be three times as many li-
ccnses in a distriet as the act at first
contemplated. This would do away
with ‘one of the features of the bill
that were supposed to recommend it
to the temperance people of the prov-
ince.

The proviso which nullifieg this sec-
tion in any event is contained in sub-
section 2 and is in these words: “Noth-
ing herein contained shall be deemed
to cancel or to prevent the renéwal of
any hotel license for the sale of liquor
by retail issued prior to the passing
of thig act.”

Mr. Brewster asked if, in the event
of the population decreasing, this:
would not operate as a prohibition of
any decrease in the number of licenses,
even if there were more in existence
than the population allowed under this
act.

The Attorney-General replied that
the government had to recognize a
vested interest to the extent that these
license-holders had money invested in
the business.

“There i§ no intention to reduce the
number, then?”’ Mr, Brewster gsked.

“No, except for cause,” answered Mr.
Rowser.. “We could not very well take
a man’s license away otherwise.”

GROWING NEEDS
OF THE LIBRARY

COMMISSIONERS SEEK
LARGE APPROPRIATIONS

R

Additional Assistant to Be Ap-
~ pointed—More- Money
for Books

The library commiissioners at Thurs-
day’'s meeting of the city council
presented their estimates for the year.

An' amending bill which the attor-
ney-general introduced proposes  to
make several additions to the Muni-
cipal Clauses Act which have been
asked for by the provincial municipali-
ties.

Power is to.be given to enter on any

lands injuriously affected by the exer-

cise. of any corporate powers: in drder
to execute any works of construction,
mainteniance or repair, in mitigation of
injury done or apprehended, or in re-
duction of damages.

The boulevards sub-section is amend-
ed by giving authority to maintain
‘thény in) preper order and condition “by
means of special annual rates for the
estimated or actual cost of such main-
tenance, and for -preventing and pro-
hibiting trespass upon or injury to the
same.”

Power is given in cities to pass by-
laws compelling the fenecing of un-
fenced lands in any specified street or
district, to regulate the height and
material of such fences, and to pre-
vent their use for advertising purposes.

In view of the establishment of ju-
venile courts and detention homes, au-
thority is given to pass necessary by-
laws.

A difficulty which has been frequent-

ly met in Victoxia in the last couple of’

vears especially will be met by the
amendment of the wsections dealing
with the removal of unsanitary build-
ings '‘and street encroachments. A
council ‘'may by resolution or by-law

‘declare any huilding, drain, ditch, sur-

face water or any matter on private
lands, streets or roads, or in or about
any building or structure, a nuisance,
and order its removal or abatement,
within such time after the service of
the order as may be determined upon.
Publication of the order for five days
in any daily paper shall be good and
sufficient service upon the owner or
his agent, and in case of default the
council may order that the work be
done- by the city’'s servants at the
owner’'s  expense.

Proceedings for the removal of street
encroachments may be taken in a
summary way, as follows: Council may
serve notice on the person in -eoccu-
pation of any land .belonging to a
street, highway or public place, of its
intention to enter upon and resume ‘the
same within a time to be fixed, and in
i the event of his failure to comply with
the notice the council may apply to-a
judge for a declaration that the muni-
cipality * is entitled to. the land..The
judge, after hearing the application in
4 summary way, may empower the
munigipality to enter and remove all
improvements and may determine the
amount of compénsation, if any, to be
pajd by the municipality to any per-
son entitled, There shall be an appeal
from any such decision as from a final
judgment,

The Municipal Elections Act is to be
amended by making the qualification
of a voter the being registered owner
instead of owmer, as the act now
stands.

MUDLARK OPERATING
IN UPPER HARBOR

Great Improvements to Dredge
Which Has Done Excellent
Work Under Capt. Brown

The hum of the dredger Mudlark's
engines are again to ve heard on the
waters of the upver harbor. After be-~
ing thoroughly overhauled under the
supervision of Supt. of Dredges Bay-
field, Capt. Brown and Engineer Grant,
the dredger is again tearing up the
mud and silt from the upper harbor
angd taking it out into the straits. Since
lying up in December the Mudlark has
Iwen under extensive repairs. The hull
has  been strengthened,,k as strong as
wood and iron could make it, and the
engine has been practically renewed.
The plant is-in first-class condition,
the government having spared no ex-
pense in putting the plant second to
none in British Columbia, and in fu-
ture the term “old Mudlark” is a mis-
nomer.

At present she is working in the up-
per harbor under Capt. Thos. H.
Brown, and with Engineer Grant at
the engines and First Officer Axhorn in
charge of the crane.

After {finishing deepening
of the wharf, the dredge will still
work in the upper harbor, deeping
from point of cemmencement in line
with Spratt’'s old wharf down towards
the railroad bridge to the depth of 20
feet low water. This will take con-
siderable time. The depth at present
rung from 14 feet to 6 feet on the In-
dian reserve side. When completed
the upper basin will contain greater
depth of water than in the inner har-
bor. This has bheen done at present to
allow ships to discharge or load cargo
at any stage of the tide, as had been
mentioned before. The water now has
been deepened to 25 feet low water in
the vicinity of Sayward’s wharf, lately
taken over by the Michigan Lumber
Company.

That the question of improving the
outside staff in the employ of the city
is engaging the serious attention of
the mayor and aldermen was made
manifest during the proceedings at
Friday’'s meeting of the streets
ccmmittee. .

Mayor Morley said there were a lot
of good men in the employ of the city
and he resented the suggestion of Ald.
Humber that most of them were in-.
competent.

Mr. Bryson, the acting city engineer,
also said that many of the men in the
city’s employ were giving the best of
satisfaction, and he contended that it
would be difficult to find a more com-
petent gang of men on public work in
the province than those employed un-
der the foremanship of Thos. Dono-
van. j

Mayor Morley said that. one of the
weaknesses of the system which had
been in vogue up to the present was
that men were appointed te positions
vrder the provisions of certain hy-laws,
and if these men proved -incompetent
it was impossible for the city engineer
to discharge them without a majority
vote of the council.

JUDGES ACCUSED OF
PROTECTING CRIMINALS

San Francisco Grand Jury Re-
ports on the Police Court
Methods

San Francisco, Cal.,, Feb. 19.—Criti-
cism of the local police courts as nest-
ing places of ¢rime is contained in the
final report of the Scott grand jury
published to-day.

The police courts are blamed for di-
latory methods and for,giving aid .to
criminals by showing them undue len-
iency.

“We call particular attention to the
nefarious bail and bond business as it
exists here,” says the report. “This
business seems to be particularly fa-
vored by the actions. of some of the
jidges who treat well-known crimi-
nals and chronic. offenders with the
utmost leniency.

“In the case of notoripus pickpockets
and bunco men,  whose jail records
must be well known to the judges,
bail is often’set at very low figures and
the ,escape of well known criminals
has Heen made possible by this fact.

“It would seem as if there were a
v/ell-organiZzed gang protecting such
people, and as if they work in dark
and visible paths leading right up to
the judge’'s bench.”

The report also censures other pub-
lic officials for laxity and makes va-
rious recommendations for changes in
ccrtain municipal offices.

to constant contact with those of alien
race, and that a continuance of this'
would not be for the good of the chil-
dren” of our own blood. He insisted
that it is up to the government, out of
their boasted surplus, to, provide ac-
commodation for the young of Oriental
race.

As the resolution had not been given
notice .of the minister of edueation
asked that it be placed on the paper,
and promised ample opportunity to
discuss it at a later stage.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite’'s proposed
clause was as follows: “School boards
shall have power to exclude any child
if, owing to racial or other differences,
it is deemed - inadvisable to admit
them.” His object in moyving this, he
explained, was to force the govern-
ment to provide separate schools for
children of Oriental birth, It was time
the question was brought to a head in
the province, and as the government
seemed to be going to let this bill 'go
through without dealing with the sub-
ject he desired to push-the question to
the front. Most people realized the
danger and inadvisabilit;" of allowing
these children to asseeiate with our
Anglo-Saxon children in the public
schools. He wanted to be very clear and
explicit in stating that he was not at-
tacking the Orientals in any way. They
were here and had as much right to
live as any other race and obtain em-
ployiment under . economic .. ponditions.

GERMAN PROGRESS
IN-FAR CHINA

REPORTS PLEASE -
COLONIAL OFFICE

Teuton  Thoroughness Being
Adopted by the Ori-
entals

(By Herbert A, White, Berlin Corre-
spondent of the United Press.)

Berlin, Feb, 18.—Reports just received
of the progress made in Germany’s Chi-
nese possessions are such that® the
colonial office regards the showing as
a great triumph for this department.
At Kiao-Chow. not only has German
trade and credit gone ahead, but the
personal ascendancy of thé Germans
there seems to have vastly increased.

During the year ending October, 1909,
the total ‘value of trade increased from
$49,704,985 to $65,019,877, or over 36 per
cent. Revenue recelpts. have also in-
creaged until for the first time the ex-
penses this year will be met by the
income, 3 !

Tsing-tao, under German develop-
ment, has made wonderful strides dur-
,ing the past'year. A Chinese chamber
of commerce and a branch of the Chi-
nese State bank have been established,
and foreign confidence has been shown
by the establishment of a number of
branches by foreign firms. In addition
to this most of the great foreign
steamship companies have begun to
touch at the port on their direct voy-
ages to Europe.

German enterprise in the colony
seems to be having an excellent ef-
fect upon the Chinese. Streets and
roads, for example, are being built on
the European model in places far in the
interior of the province *of Shantung,
and the Chinese government is.  so
pleased with the results of the appoint-
ment of a few German forestry officials
a few years ago that’' it contemplates
founding a “school for forestry for the
whole of northern China:

MOB TRIES TO
STORM JAIL

ONE MAN KILLED
AND FOUR WOUNDED

State “Mititia Called Out 1o
Preveént the Lynching of
‘ Negroes

(Times Leased Wire.)

Cairo, 1IIl, Feb. 18.—A mob of four
bundred men seeking the death of
John Pratt and Lincoln Wilson, ne-
groes, accused of purse snatching,
-was dispersed to-day by a sheriff's
posse after the deputies had shot and
kiqlled Alexander Halliday and wound-
ed four other men,

‘The:company of state militia arrived
bere to-day and order has been re-
stored. Prompt, action by the men un-
der Sheriff G. Nellis prevented the de-
struction .of ‘the. jail and the lynching
of - the negro prisoners.

The sheriff .first learned last night
that there was some tfalk of an at-
tempt to take the prisoners from the
jail and lyneh them. Nells then got
word 'to Governor Deenea by telephone
of . the rumored plans of attack and
asked the governor to send the troops.

Under cover 'of ‘the early morning
darkness a crowd of men gathered.
Nells, after barricading the doors of
the building, stepped to a window and
commanded the mob to disperse. His
demand was met with Jjeers and
taunts. Stones.and pieces of ice were
sent hurling against the building, and
Nellis then gave his men an order to
fire above the riotous besiegers.

The first volley, in the nature of a
warning, failed to stop the disorder.
Then the men became more impa-
tient to finish the work they had set
cut to do. Revolvers were drawn and
a rush was made toward the jail,

This time the ‘deputies fired to kill;
The rifles rang out and five men

ropped to the ground. The mob,
ranic-stricken, broke and ran for
shelter. One man was Kkilled, while
four others were wounded.

Sam Wessinger, one of the wounded
men, will die.

George B. Walker and Horton Cre-
hen, by-standers, were struck by stray
bullets while watching the riot.

For a time it was thought the mob
would form again, and the thirteen
deputies of Nellis were kept on duty.
Shortly after daybreak Company D of
the Illinois 4infantry ‘at Cairo was
placed ‘at the disposal of -the sheriff,
who also swore in twenty extra depu-
ties. S

Friends of the dead man and of
those injured are threatening ' ven-
geance and Dbitterly assailing Nellis
for his order to “shoot to kill.”

A second company of militia was jor-
dered out by Governor Deneen and
will be ssent this afternoon. ;

BAD SOLDIERS o
SENT TO AFRICA

Method Evolved of Dealing
With Absinthe  Crazed
““Apaches”

(By W, P. Simms, Paris Correspondent
of the United Press.)

Paris, Feb. 18.—All France is happy
that the Chamber of Deputies has
taken such an interest in the question
of crime and. criminals in the army.
A speedy solution of the problem seems
to be found in the African division of
the ‘troops. There wiil be less chance
for crime in that warm clime than in
France, and in case' any killing is in-
dulged in the criminals can nave the
pleasure of raurdering each other:

Gambetta, the late patriot and states-
man, characterized the ‘“Apaches,” or
eriminally inclined classes, as ‘“‘slaves
of drink.” And that just fitted' them,
fits them now, for “hat matter. In
Paris, 'Marseilles, Bordsdu, 'Toulon,
Lyons and every other city in - the
country, there are hundreds of 1littlé
“cafes” where the cheapest poison is
sold under the name of absinthe, Any
k'rd of absinthe iight, at least, be
called damaging to the .nentw! facul-
ties, but the vile imitations s34 5 the
pauzer classes produces an individval
upon whom morphinz and cocaine
would be practically immune. To this
creature France owaes har reputation
for weird crimes and increasing crim-
inality. And crime is increasing at an
alarming rate in France. Every  day
one reads of husbands butchering
wives, wives murdering children, chii-
dren killing parents. In the Ilatter
cases the probability is that the father
or mother, or both, were absinthe fiends

and the children came into the world |

with minds criminally bent.

Military service being . compulsory
and all’males at 21 compelled to enter
the army, the ‘“Apaches” don the uni-
form of their country just the same as
the millionaire’s son. And side by side
they have been serving their two years.
The ‘“Apache” is numerous and his de-
moralizing effect in 'the French army
has been tremendous. The two boys,
Graby and Michel, whe: murdered Mme.
Gouin, wife of the regent of the Bank
of France, were soldiers of this sort.
And it was, of course, their abominable
crime, one of the most hideous in the
annals of such deeds, that. determined
Minister of War Brun to act.

“It- used .to be that when youthful
eriminals reached the military service

age they were put into an African regi-
, ment

where . they remained out of
harm’s way and out of the way of
doing harm--for their entire period.
There was another bunch of “soldiers.
in Africa then, the Zouaves, a verv
It is said by some
that these found it very .distasteful to
remark that they were serving their
enlistments in Africa because.a certain
stigma naturally attached itself to the
other regiments there. And the crim-
inal regiments were done away with,
their -men being absorbed by the entire
army in France and in the colonies,
because of the stigma which threatened
the other branches of the service. But,
to my mind, the redl reason lies in the
goodness of heart of General Andre,
who abolished the “Apache regiments.”
He considered the service in - Africa
when compulsory only for the
‘“Apaches,” as a Kind of second impri-
sonment for the same offence—which
it undoubtedly was and in many cases
worked a hardship. It *was pretty
tough for the youth who had‘once béen
led astray by older companians, to. be
compelled to undergo a second time
a practical two-year sentence for his
one misdeed. He might be trying to
live honestly and the association with
hundreds of criminals daily for years
would certainly not help along that de-
termination, &

But the pitiful ' fact remains that
criminality has reached such a critical
stage in the French army that even
the undeserving few.must be made to
suffer with the punishment-decerving.
It seems to be the only solution,

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FAVOR ADMISSION
OF MORE CHINESE

Los Angeles Chamber of Com-
merce Declares They Are
Necessity

O ——— -

Los Angeles, Cal.,, Feb, 18.—The flat-
footed declaration of 'the committee of
the Los Angeles chamber of commerce
for a“ modification of the present im-
migration ijaws so as to allow the en-
trance of Chinese laborers into the
United States, is responsible for much
discussion among laboring men in
Southern California to-day,

After discussing the subject of im-
migration, the report in part said:

“The other class of immigrants de-
sired is concerned in the handling of
our citrus fruit industry, marketing our
fruits and vegetables and in general
caring for the many agricultural pro-
ducts for which Southern California is
noted. For this work we need the Chi-
nese: and Japanese, and especially the
former.

“To all practical intents a discussion
of the immigration problem in Southern
California is synonymous with a dis-
cussion of the Chinese question. Your
committee feels that the time is fast
approaching when Southern California
is to be called upon ‘to:face an immi-
nent need of Chinese laborers. While
your committee is entirely in sympathy
with the general spirit and idea of the
exclusion laws, it feels that certain
modifieationg should be enacted to pre-
serve the original intent and yet sat-
isfy needs which are at present a seri-
ous problem to some of our most im-
portant employers of labor, S

“In voicing what we believe to be a
sane view of the matter the Chinaman
in this present instance is not a com-
petitor of our- American workmen. He
is a necessity. We feel the solution
of our immigration needs—now felt
severely in some quarters—is to
be found in the modification of the
present| law providing for the admis-
sion of a restricted number of Chinese
workers.”

CHINAMAN LOSES APPEAL,

New Westminster, Feb., 17.—Accord-
ing to a decision of Judge Howay, the
city of New Westminster wins its case
against the Chinese Len Too. His
Homor handed out judgment dismissing
the appeal of the Celestial against the
conviction of ‘Police’ Magistrate Cor-
bould for selling liquor without a li-
cense.

Chief of Police McIntosh had received
information which led him to believe
that liquor was being kept in some Chi-
nese quarters in the city for sale with-
out a license. He accordingly secured
the services of a Chinese, to whom he
gave a marked bill. This Chinaman,
according to the evidence adduced,
went into the store of the appellant
and purchased two bottles of ligquor.
Chief McIntosh and Detective Brad-
shaw, who were in.the vicinity, secured
the liquor purchased and entering the
store found the $1 bill and a quantity
of liquor, which they seized. In the
police court Len Too was fined and
the liquor confiscated. He appealed
the case and the appeal was heard in
the county court by Judge Howay. At

the trial of the appeal the Chinese wit- |

ness for the prosecution could not' be’
found. After hearing the evidence and
deliberating on the case, Judge Howay
in a brief written judgment. confirm-
ed the conviction and dismissed the
appeal.

LOCAL OPTION
PROTEST MADE

VICTORIA BRANCH’S
VIEWS ON NEW LAW

Attorney-General is Advised
as to Weakness of the
Measure

(From Friday's Daily.)

Yesterday afternoon on behalf of the
local option committee of Victoria a
letter was sent to Hon. W. J, Bowser
as the father of the amendments to the
Liquor Act, The letter is self explana-
tory and reads.as follows:

The Hon. ‘W. J. Bowser,
Attorney-General:

Sir,—The undersigned committee of
the Local Option League of Victoria,
and acting for and in behalf of that
body, hereby beg leave to offer the fol-
lowing observations concerning the new
liquor license act now before the legis-
lature:

‘We protest with all emphasis against
this bill being considered in any way
as an answer to the demand of the
electors of this province for a local
option law. The plebiscite recently held
was not asked for by the temperance
beople, but was taken by the govern-
ment by its ~rwn volition. The condi-
tions under which this vote was taken
were in many instances unjust: In
Some places an insufficient number of
local option ballots were supplied, in
one case at least no ballots whatever
were provided, in many
notably in Victoria, the ballot boxes
were placed in charge of men engaged
in the liquor business; in others, as for
instance, in Vancouver, no scrutineers
were -permitted. In many instances
there was not an honest and impartial
coubt of the ballots actually cast,
which is clearly shown by the fact that
a recount of even the so-called spoiled
ballots by an impartial government of-
ficial gave a gain of over 400 votes in
favor of local option. The unsatisfac-
tory method of taking this vote is

further .shown by the fact that some

months elapsed between the taking of
the votes and the announcement of the
result.

Nevertheless, in spite of all these ad-
verse influences; over twenty-two thou-
sand electors of the province, by a pop-
ular majority of nearly four thousand,
have demanded the enactment of a
local option law. This demand is just
and reasonable., It asks that the dif-
ferent municipalities of. the province
be given the right to regulate their
own local affairs according to the wish
of the majority—a. right that was
granted to every county in the Domin-
ion over thirty years ago, by the parlia-
ment of Capada. . This surely is the
right of every community of free-born
citizens enjoying self-government. In
fourteen constitutuencies the handicap
imposed by the government, unjust and
unreasonable as it seems to us, was
fully met. Under a local option law
these fourteen constituencies, with
others, might, if a majority had wish-
ed, rid themselves from the evils of
open licensed bars. To refuse these
places this right because certain other
placés failed to meet your requirements
seems to us must unjust, while to en-
act legislation in answer to their de-
mand, which simply shuts up these bars
on Sunday and one hour earlier at
night, and which protects ‘‘prostitutes,”
“drunkards’ and ‘‘dissolute persons’’
from the evil effects of these licensed
bars, where a majority of the people
do not want bars at all, is certainly
not calculated to satisfy the wishes of
an intelligent people. We submit that
it is ‘not ‘‘prostitutes’” or ‘“‘drunkards’
whom we wish first to save, as the
lives of these have already been wreck-
ed by Hquor. Our first thought is for
the young, the pure and the innocent
whom we wish to save from the temp-
tation of the licensed bar-rooms, as it
is from the ranks of these that the
“prostitutes’” and “drunkards” are re-
cruited,

‘We, therefore, acting on behalf of the
Local Option League of the city of
Victoria, beg leave to protest against
the passage of this new liquor license
act as in any way meeting the demand
for a local option law, and we take
the liberty of informing you that we

_shall continue the fight for complete

local control of the liquor traffic either
by means of federal or provincial legis-
lation, until this has been fully se-
cured.

“The executive of Victoria branch has
done valuable work in numerous di-
rections, Meetings in Nanaimo and
Duncan have been attended by various
of its members, and all business meet-
ings have been promptly attended with
full quorums. Thé entire record of the
e)fecutive body shows thoroughness
and enthusiasm. The Victoria branch

! has been alert and active.in all mat-

ters pertaining to local improvément
and progress. It worked diligently for
the success of the B. C. Electric by-
law.” It has aided steadily the move-
ment for harbor improvement. It suc-
ceeded in obtaining from the provin-
cial government - further -construction
of roads and trails through the Island,
for which the government appropirated
the sum of $30,000, to be expended on
the recommendations of the Vancou-
ver Island Development,League. It has
always been to the fore in aiding rail-
way construction on Vancouver Island,
and furthered by every mleans in its
power the building of railways both
steam and electric on the Island, and
the bettering of steamships and -~ mail
service, as well as the extensions and
improvement of. telephone and tele-
graphic service.

Land Clearing.

“Land clearing has been one of the
main objects kept constantly in view
by .the league and the Victoria branch.

The quadriennal  general conference
ol the Methodist churches was cap-
tured through the vigilance and initia-
tive of the executive of the Vietoria
branch. This is the first time the
conference has been held in Western
Canada. &

“The support of the Victoria press to
the work of the league cannot be too
highly commended. It has been more
than generous, and effective' in the
highest degree.. In a publid¢ity cam-
paign of this kind no greater help can
be “afforded than by a liberal dona-
tion of the ‘columns of the daily news-
papers to thieé cause, and the constant
aid ‘accorded the league by the Col-
cnist and the Times, as’ well as the
Evening - Post, hag been keenly appre-
ciated.

“The city of Victoria advanced to the
league the sum of $2,700 during the
year, which aided materially in carry-
ing on the plan of campaign.

At the office of.the Victoria branch,
with an office force consisting of the
sccretary and one assistant, a consid-
erable amount of work was accom-
rlished during the year. \

“The districts of Duncan, Sidney
and Oak Bay were organized by means
of personal visits to thege sections,
and the districts of Holberg, Nootka,
FPort Renfrew and East Wellington
were organized through personal
terviews and  correspondence. The
districts of Clayoquot, - Ucuelet, Port
Alberni, Alberni, Nanaimo, Courteney,
Ctumberiand Colwood and ~Metchosin;

THROWS MORE LIGHT
ON BRIBERY SCANDAL

New York Senators Declare
Bridge Companies Were
Forced to Pay

Albany, N. Y., Feb. 18.—S. Fred Nix-
on was the third man whose name
Senator Ben Conger says Hiram Moe
wrote on the envelopes in which he
carried $6,000 to the state capitol nine
years ago to buy protection for the
bridge companies. The name of the
former speaker of the assembly an-
nounced yesterd4y by Conger on the
stand completes the trio. Speaker Nix-
on’s envelope, according to Senator
Conger, like Senator Jonathan P.
Allds, held $1,000. The remainder of
the sum, $4,000, was in the envelope
given to Nixon’s lieutenant, Assembly-
man Burnett.

These were the revelations
marked the closing minutes in
Senate’s investigation of the bribery
charges yesterday. But such disclo-
sures have been so far discounted by
the rumor and expectation that the
announcement of Nixon’s name and
the skirmishes leading up to it- were
only incidents in an afternoon of sur-
prises.

Nixon and Burnett are dead, and of
Allds, the only living member of the
trio, his accuser probably has told the
worst he can have to say. But there
are other graft investigation to come.
According to  Conger, from 1901 to
1905 a systematic campaign was con-
ducted at Albany against the trea-
suries of the ‘bridge companies. For
three years the companies paid tri-
Lute. In 1905 notice came from Al-
bany that it would be to their in-.
terest to forward $10,000, when the
men who controlled the bridge compa-
nies met in caucus and agreed not to
pay. As Conger expressed it: “We
decided  we would not be blackmailed
any longer.”

Later Allds was chairman of the
legislative committee that drew up the
present highway law, which went in
effect in 1909, and is supposed to be
even more acceptable to the companies
than the statute of 1905.

Allds’ accuser was on the stand all
day, and this was his story. He told
it under cross-examination, and Allds’
attorneys seemed quite ready to let
him tell it. Their purposé apparently
was to brand Conger as a giver of
-bribes as representative of the bridge
interests. in the legislature, and to
show that he was actuated in bringing
the charge which the Senate is now
investigating by a desire for revenge
for Allds’ hostility to business inter-
ests in which Conger had invested
money.

Conger followed their lead with a
readiness that can be explained by. a
desire to convince his colleagues that
he would not have handled bribe
money unless he and his business as-
sociates had been ‘“held up” by legis-
lators and that the bridge interests
in the past had to choose between
blackmail and ruin.

Conger struggled hard agdinst nam-
ing the bridge concerns which con-
tributed to this fund, and which at-
tended the meeting in 1905 at Syra-
cuse, which resulted in a stand
against further legislative “blackmail,”
as Conger called it. One of the sur-
prises of the evidence was the small
amount of the legislative fund raised
by the bridges companies in 1903, Con-
ger swore that it was only $5,000, and
that nearly a dozen concerns con-
tributed.
