English Surgeon Says it
Has Justified Its
Existence

‘It is Now Declared to be of Great
Servsce to Surgeons as a Duct
for Medicine to the Lower In-
testines — Appendix is S‘dll a
Danger Spot.

New York, Dec. 19—A London despatch
to the Times :says: The vermiform: ap-
pendix, which has been looked upon hith-
erto as useless and even a dangerous or-
gan has at last justified its existence, ac-
cording to a statement made by the sur-
geon of a London hospital, where the ap-

pendix hag been shown to be a great help
in treating diseases of the lower intes-
tines. “One of the greatest dlﬁicultxes of
medicine,” said the surgeon, “is to apply
medicines to the lower .intestines. The ap-
pendix has now been made use of as a
short cut by which we can gain readier
access to this part of the digestive tract.”

“The néw operation is to cut down to
the appendix, just as in an ordinary ap-
pendicitis operatnon, but instead of cut-
ting out this organ; it is threaded through
the various layers of muscles in the ab-
dominal ‘wall and attached to the ekin. 1t
is then opened and by a tube, passed
through its lumen passage any necessary
medicine may be applied directly to the
_mucus membrane of the lower intestines.
The appendlx may with safety remain
open in this position for the muscles of
the abdominal wall act as -an efficient
guard.”

“This is a matter of importance, since in
ulcerative conditions of the intestines, it
is necessary to continue medication for
wecks or months. This making use of
the appendix does not lessen its danger
‘as a favorite focus for ulceration buts it
‘removes some of the stigma which has
hitherto been attached to it by the pro-

Christmas eve, moved by the wretchedness

of a drunkard’s home, he left a dollar and
2 half with the woman to purchase food,
and went next day (Christmas) with some
triffes for the children. On arrival he

somiewhat merry, and the children sadly
trying to be happy over a few second-
‘hand toys. Perhaps, had he given mo
money the night before, the children might
have had the pleasure of seeing their par-
ents sober on Christmas Day. Well-meant
charity is not alwaye judicious. There is
great need in St. John this year for the
oxpression of the spirit of good-will. No'
doubt many would like to give, but hesi-
tate lest they should be imposed upon. To
such persons the Times suggests the name
of Mre. Hall, the secretary of the Associ-
ated Charities. She will be able to give
them the names and addresses of deserv-
ing families to whom a little assistance
next week would be a veritable god-send.

THE FURNESS EXPERIMENT

The reading public has already learned
of the co-operative plan being worked out
at the great Furness shipyards in Hartle-
pool, England, by which the workmen
take stock in the concern. In a recent
address Sir Christopher Furness told why
the company found it necessary to advo-
cate the principle of co-partnership as a
means of promoting industrial peace, pro-
gress and efficiency. He said that in the
case of the industries which he was con-
cerned with—involving the employment of
37,000 men and boys and a weekly pay-
bill of £60,000—there had been found to

21 12 per cent. on the total amount of the
wage-bill and 9 1-2 per cent. on the capital
employed. It was in order to avoid this
waste, and- to avoid constant friction
which jeopardised a great industry, that
he had resolved on the industrial trans-
formation which was now taking place at
Hartlepool. The outstanding feature of
the change was the mutual renunciation
of the right to strike and the right to
lock out.

0. EN AIR SCHOOLS

(Bangor Commercial.)

Open air schools in London have been
tried for the past two years with suc-
cessful results, so much so as to lead, to
plans for increasing the plan next year.
Begun in a small way, in 1907, wifh a
school at Woolwich, the idea has spread
until now the London county council is
expected to extend the scheme to those
schools in the metropolis where conditions
will permit. -

From the few hundred children thus far
given.this open air training, the schemne
may be expanded to include the 30,000 at-
tending the London elementary schools,
officially estimated as the number. who
are unfit for education under existing
conditions and who require open air at-
tention. The experiment of 1907 cover-
ed 13 weeks and in 1908 the open air ses<
sions were carried on uninterruptedly
from June to October.

Kach child was examined by a phyeie-
jan, at the start. Food, fresh air and a
combination of rest and exercise have
been used to build their health up. The
sessions continue from 9 a. m. to dark,
and there were provided three means each
day, the parents paying towards the ex-
pense what they were able—the average
cost is estimated at 60 cents per week.

Nature study, basket making, garden-
mg, etc., were taught, in addition to the
usual school subjects. Trained nurses
were in charge and there was frequent
medical inspection. The open air school
is a subject which will command increas-
ing attention. i

NO CANADA’S CUP

REASONS GIVEN
BY THE EXPERTS

Dorando’s Defeat at Hands of
Tom Longboat Explained in
Many Ways.

New York, Dec. 18—Tom Longboat’s
signal ‘victory over Dorando in the Gar-
den on Tuesday night still is being widely
discussed by sporting men. Various rea-
sons are advanced for the defeat of the
little Italian, one being that he was simply
outclassed; another that he was not prop-
erly handled, while it was also said that
he was ‘beaten’ because of the' superior
generalship of the long-striding = redskin.
If Dorando had not collapsed in the 23rd
mile and been able to stick it out
to the end of the journey, experts said
today that he he would have been defeat-
ed just the/same, for the reason that he
could not have outsprinted his conqueror.
Longboat finished so powerfully, and with
g0 much speed that athletic sharps were
dumbfounded. This convinced them that
Longboat could have run away from Do-
rando at-any stage of the race, and that
his clever tactics in taking the lead at
various times to worry the Itahan, result-
ed in the latter’s gradual loss or stamina.
Another factor in-the success of Longboat
was undoubtedly the cool head of his
trainer, Tom 'Eck, who sized Dorando up
quickly and then told the Indian to let
him make the bulk of the pace, at the
same time demonstrating now and then
he had more speed than the Italian.

 RACE NEXT YEAR

Roval Canadian Yacht Club of
Toronto Has Withdrawn Its
Challenge—Rochester Club to
Blame.

(Mail and Empire)

There will be no race next year for. the
Canada’s Cup, as the Royal Canadian
Yaeht Club’s executive and sailing com-
mittee last night decided to withdraw its
challenge which was sent to the Rochester
Club on Sept. 23rd, and which was sub-
sequently accepted by that club. When
the details of the race came up for con-
sideration, however, R. C. Y. C. objected
| to Seneca being used as the cup defender
on the ground that she was not eligible
for several reasons. Rocheaster declined
to take this view of the matter, and main-
tained that Senaca had already defended
! the cup and was still eligible. A lot of
correspondence passed, followed by a con-
ference last Saturday between committees
| of the clubs, but neither side would re-
| cede from its position. Rochester would
| not listen to R. C. Y. C’s proposal to
have Seneca’s eligibility under the deed
of gift of Canada’s Cup passed upon by
any of the half-dozen yachting organiza-
tions in the United States mentioned by
R. C. Y. C. Under these circumstances,
there was only one thing to be done by
the local club, and that was to withdraw
the challenge. -

The report of the club’s delegates at the
Rochester conference was first presented
at last night’'s meeting. The report in
part said:

“Your delegates are strongly .of the op-
inion that so long as the Rochester Yacht
Club hold their present views there is no
hope of our getting what we contend is
a reasonable interpretation of the deed
of gift, and that in future challenges for
the cup we will be open to the answer
that we have now received, that the Ro-
chester Yacht Club will be at liberty to
borrow a yacht wherever it pleases in
the United States, so long as the ownmer
thereof is a member, resident or non-resi-
dent, or honorary, of their club, or even
if the owner thereof is made an honorary
member of their club for the express pur-
pose of using his yacht to defend the
cup; in other words, the Royal Canadian
Yacht Club, if it intends further to in-
terest itself in racing for the cup, must
bet prepared to race any fast boat on the
Atlantic seaboard or elsewhere, whose
ov@er is Prepared to lend his boat for the

purpose of defending the cup, by becom-
ing an honorary member of the Rochester
Yacht Club.”

After the adoption of this report, the
following telegram was ordered to be
sent to the Rochester Club:—

*“Clute E. Noxon,

“Secretary Rochester Yacht Club,
“Rochester.

“Your having rejected the many sugges-
tions of our committee to settle the dif-
ference of opinion regarding the intention
of the deed of gift of Canada’s Cup to an|
independent tribunal, we hereby with-|
draw our challenge of 23rd September,{
much regretting the circumstances neces- |
sitating the same. This action is only
taken after deep comsideration by eur ex-
ecutive and sailing committees.

THE FORESTS
~ STORE WATER

If This Natural Reservoif is
Destrovgd Enormous Loss
_ Will be Entailed.

(Bangor Commercial)

The city. of New York is spending the
ibig sum of $162,000,000 in building the
Ashokam dam which is to provide a res;
ervoir for securing a supply@f pure water
for that city. Yet at a meeting of sev:
eral societies: and associations, chief of
which wis that of the ‘state forest, fish
iand game commission it was very boldly
land positively stated this vast sum will
be thrown away, in .a few years, unless
i the people of the city and state take meas-
ures to protect the forests. :

Mr. Whipple of the forest commission
igave a warning to the :people of that
jgreat city that unless they give prompt
{attention to the. preservation of tree
| growth, the $162,000,000 which they are
paying for the new dam and reservoir
|would be lost. Nothing that man can
i build is equal to the reservoir that na-
ture builds ‘nndéF the treesi. In a forest
between every two trees is a hollow—
made by the reots of the trees thriwing
up the soil about them. Look at a forest
at the end of April with snow everywhere
about the tree roots; it becomes water
which the trees hold there and distribute
in due season when it is needed. Why was
there only two inches of water in the
upper Hudson last August, asked Mr.
Whipple, and answered it by saying: “The
trees had all gone from the hill-sides.”

He showed a stream flowing full in
July a few years ‘ago and the same
stream (in the Adirondacks) with is bed
almost dry in ‘the spring, since the sur-
rounding foreste had been cut away. Mr.
Whipple said that the water horse-pow-
er of New York was of greater value in
dollars and cents commercially than all
the coal mines of Penngylvania, and that
this state had 27 per cent. of all the
water horse-power of the United States—
a condition which wonld continue only if
the forests which stored the water were
preserved.

This is as applicable to all New England
interested in the preservation of the
White Mountain forests, as to New York.
Indeed, as far as our own etate is con-
cerned, an estimate of the neglected water
| powers of Maine has shown 2,000,000 avail-
l'able horse-power unused and a possible
wealth-producing capacity of $4,000,000 a
year undeveloped.

There is another important phase to the
abandonment of smaller water powers on
the tributaries of the larger rivers. Years
ago when use was made of these resources
;and small factories were the centres of
little industrial villages, the dams of these
water powers formed frequent storage

were held, and from which came a more
or less steady flow of water during the
dry seasons. The little water power
with ‘its -dam, and mill pond, was a valu-
able comservator which could be restored
with prefit. -

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Now that the date for Santa Claus’ an-
nual descent down the family chimney ap-
proaches, interest naturally ¢enters in the

. myriads -of toys he sleds around with him
as well as in those who make them. For
a year. past an army of men, women and
children have been at work making Christ-
mas toys, while the wheels of many of
the biggest factories of the world have
been whirling around, each revolution re-
sulting in one or more of the finished pro-
duct.

The greater percentage of the toys Sam-
ta Claus tucks into the little stockings
that are carefully hung at the fireside
each Xmas Eve are made in Germany.
For several generations past Germany has
led the world in toy manufacture, al-
though the tremendous influx of Teutons
to this country has resulted in a big im-
petus to the enterprise in all the big Am-
erican cities. Here whole families can be
faund all steadily employed at toy mak-
ing. Children play quite as important a
part in the work as their parents and
evince quite as much pride and even a
livelier interest in the task than -their
elders.

In Germany toy making is regarded as
one of the country’s chief industries, and
there are many factories in which toys
of one sort and another are turned out
in -their entirety; and then, too, there
are othérs where only portions of the
work are completed and the remainder is
done by piece work by workmen in their
homes. Here is where the entire family
is gssigned some portion of the work. This
applies* more generally to the making of
dolls. The heads are made in the factories
as are their .sawdust bodies. Then these
parts .are assembled and turned over to
the piece workers, who take them home,
put them together and prepare the clothes
foradolly, dress her and send her back to
the factory, where the finishing touches
are put on her before exporting her' to
the furthermost corners of the globe.

Among the toys thus home made are,
fog instance, the animals so often found in
Noah’s Arks that grace the playroom

of nearle every child in the universe.
Dwellers in' the mountains of Saxony lead
in this industry. In many respects this
section of Saxony closely resembles the
Catskill Mountains of the United States,
where little isolated villages dot the hills
and valleys, with their few dwellings scat-
tered about at rare intervals. In sum-
mer these mountain dwellers cultivate
their little farms and garden ‘patches, but
in winter they all devote their entire
time to toy making, working far into the
night at the fireside of their little huts.

Year after year these mountaineers
work at the same task, making the same
style of toys, making the same number
each year, and al] is dene in such a mon-
otonously systematic manner as would
drive the average American to the verge
of despair, They mnever tire of their task,
seemingly, and always work long and
hard in the summer months to provide
food and clething to carry them through
the winter, so that their toy making can
go on uninterruptedly. {

Thus they work the winter through by
their combined - efforts turping out. little
arks and 'their inmates to a great num-
ber. It might seem, however, that even
with their combined efforts, every mem-
ber of the family faithfully doing his or
her part, that tﬁ‘;ir output would be lim-
ited, since there is so much cutting, carv-
ing and coloring to be done upon the
roughest and crudest. of the little toys,
yet they manage to accomplish a surpris-
ing amount of work and reap a rich re-
ward, according to the wage standard of
their respective countries.

It might be interesting to follow the ef-
forts of one of these families in the man-
ufacture of animals from. the tree to the
ark. The head of the family, and skill-
ed in that sort of work, takes a small
block of wood cut out, not lengthwise,
but across the grain, apd upon one end
of this block he draws the profile out-
line of, say, a ‘horse. Then with a scroll
saw he saws away from the block through
its entire length; all the-wood-outside-th
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guide. Now he has the block of wood in
the roug outlines of a horse, but very
thick and able bodied.

Then from this block he splits off down
through it and with the grain, as many
sections as the block will permit, three
or four and perhaps half a dozen, each
one of these being a complete horse, in
outline, a little horse in blank. These
crude little horses are then turned over to
other members of the family, and each
is fashioned into the finished form. n this
way it can be seen that much labor is
saved at the start, but there is another
way of preparing the material, and this
is a more advanced method.

In this part of Saxony there are many
wood turners who make it a business to
saw out these \toy animals into blocks,
and these they sell to the toy makers,
that they might complete them. Then,
too, these wood turners supply the moun-
taineers with little ri of*wood so fash-
ioned that it is possible to turn out a
wide variety of animals from them. The
ring maker cuts from the end of a stick
of round timber a disk of wood the
thickness equal to the desired height of
the animal later to be made, and then,
mounting the disk in a turning lathe; he
begins work on the body of the wood at
the disk’s outer rim, turning away the
material in such shapes that when the
rim is finally finished and cut apart it
will show, and; of course, wherever it is
cut, the outline of the animal thus fash-
ioned in it.

The turning of these rings is the work
of expert mechanics, who become so pro-
ficient at their task that the amount of
waste is infinitesimally small. They must’
be expert workmen for the reason that
the main portion of the result of this
work can only be seen .when it nears
iicompletion. It is not until the block is

error, if one bas been made. If such is
the case, he must throw away the entire
block, and this would entail -a - waste,
which, to the stolid Teuton mind, would
be little short of sinful. They must turn
away the wood not only from the outer
side of the various animals they are fash-
ioning, but from the inner sides as well,
and they must do this in such a manner
as not only, to produce a lifelike shape
when the ring is cut, but 8o as to avoid
leaving some parts of the body too thick
and others too thin.

All mechanics engaged in turning out
the toy animals make a specialty of some
particular animal, and for years he works
only on that especial pattern. Men who
have been turning out horses for, per-
haps, 25 years could not pattern a cow
if their lives were at stake. One man
spends his life in turning out horse rings,
another cow rings and so on through the
entire menagerie, no one man  devoting
his time to more than one pattern. Seem-
ingly, they never tire of their work, have
no desire to branch out inh other work;
and they are apparently’ perfectly satis-
fied if the fruits of this year's labor com-
pare favorably with that of the last.

When a family of animal workers set-
tles down t. its winter’s work it: purch-
ages from these turnerm+so many cow

rings, so many horse rifigs, so- many of

eﬁ"tamuzj ase Balle Zon Clrislzmas 7eos

camels, lions, bears, tigers, etc.,, until
they have the desired variety. The num-
ber of rings purchased rarely varies. Each
head of the family knows to a horse just
how many animals his family can turn
out, and then begins the work of sawing
the blocks up. As the little crude blocks
are apportioned out through the family
the winter’s ¢ampaign beging, and: from
then until winter breaks up amnd it' is
time to resume the tilling of the little
garden patch there is. never a pause in
the work of filling the arks that await
their oceupants.

Almost the sime routine is followed out
in the manufacture of toy furniture. The
home workers either pattern the whole
piece of furniture themselves; or else buy
them from the wood turnmers, and in an
amazing short space of time they have
theit humble little homes filled with all
the little accessories of a first-class doll-
House, dear to the heart of every little
girl in the world no matter what her
nationality might be:

Perhaps the most interesting class of
toymakers are ‘those who manufacture
that style of animal of the furry or
fleecy tribe. For instance, there arve
hundreds of families on New York’'s east
side who manufacture thousands of "toy
| sheep each year. These are covered with
fleece, and are made to bleat when their

the work is done at home.

The
same applies to the Teddy Bears, although
the latter became such a craze that fac-
tories devoted exclusively to their manu-
facture sprung up all over the country.
(One woman who had been left with sev-
eral children to support following her
husband’s death, found that all she .had
left from the wreck was $1,000 in the
form of life insurance. This she used in
starting a Teddy Bear factory, and in

. |three years she cleared close to $100,000

on her investment of $1,000.

The mechanical toy industry is a tre-
mendous one, and one in which many
millions of dollars are invested. Of
course, each of these little devices has
some real mechanical or inventive merit,
and they are to be had at prices ranging
all the way from a penny to $1,000. For-
tunes are spent each year in the purchase
of these toys. Railroads, equipped with
tdackage, switches, block systems, myriads
of electric signal lights and rolling stock,
operated by storage batteries, are popular,
and these are so complete in every detail
that they are sold at prices all the
way from $25 to $500. Then, too, the auto-
mobile is another -popular toy for the lit-
tle son of the rich, and these are being
shown this' year ‘at prices ranging
from $100 to $1,000. :

Walking and talking dolls are ¥ery popu-
lar and very expensive. A visit to the
' principal toy shops will prove that a doll
| of this description finds a ready sale, and
these bring anywhere from $25 to $1,000.
Each year the toys are becoming more ela-
borate, more complicated and more ex-
pensive. The man who, when a child,
would have thought his cup of happinéas
full to overflowing had Santa Claus drop-
ped a jackknife into his woolen, home-
knitted sock, and who has since made his
pile, thinks nothing of spending thous-

Proprietors of the more pretentions toy
emporiums nowadays assert that it does
not pay them to handle any toy that re-

WITNESSES AT MARINE ENQUIRY
SWEAR NO ONE GOT ANY RAKE-OFF

Fiat Contradictions Over the Payment of 53,000—W£tqesses

Say no Officials Were
Gourdeau to Testify.

“Greased”—Deputy Minister

’

Ottawa, Dec. 18—The mystery of the
alleged payment of $3,000 to J. B. A.
Boudreau, assistant accountant of the
marine department, by A. V. Van Felson,
banker of Quebec, on account of James
Halliday, steamship owner, is still un-
cleared.

Van Felson’s declaration that Boudreau
called upon him at the Peoples’ Bank
for the money was denied by Boudreau,
who ‘upon oath stated that he had never
had apy business transaction with Van
Felson and did not know him.

H. H. Lawrence, accountant of the Peo-
ples’ Bank at the time, identified Boud-
reau as having been in the bank about the
date mentioned by Van Felson. The at-
‘tendance book of the department showed
that on the date in question, Boudreau
was on duty in Ottawa.

Such was the gist of the evidence given
before Judge Cassels at the marine de-
partment inquiry todiy. During the af-
ternopn the testimony was taken of sev-
eral dpntractors with the government, ‘all
of whom denied having ‘‘greased” the
palms of officials. The enquiry will be
continued tomorrow, and there will be
évening sittings Monday and Tuesday in
order to conclude the investigation by
Wedpesday, if possible.

John H. Davis, of the Kingston Dry
Dock Company, was recalled and asked if
he could throw any further light on the
details of an account for $6,745 against the
marine department.

FOUR CIVIC DEPARTMENTS;

- REFORM COMMITTEE’S PLAN

They Decide to Advertise at Once for a Competent Engineer
for This Position—Chief Kerr to be. Administrative

- Officer of Fire Department, But Committee Refuses to
‘Give Chief Clark Same Powers.

The committee appointed to reorganize
the civic departments held a preliminary
meeting last evening. A sub-committee
was appointed to receive applications for
the positibn of city engineer and report
back, A comprehensive scheme submitted
by Ald. Kelley, the ‘chgirman, was dis-
cussed. His proposal to consolidate the
iboard of works and the board of water
‘and eewerage under the city engineer and
make him ex officio director was rejected.
A motion to give the ecity engineer con-
trol over the streets, water and sewerage,
harbor and ferries was adopted.

The committee also recommended that

[the chief of the fire department should be
{made chief executive and administrative
,officer in his department. A suggestion
,that he should reside in one of the sta-
itions was defeated. Motions to increase
i the duties of the chief of police were not
.agreed to. Ald. Kelley presided and Ald.
Frink, Baxter, Rowan, Scully, Baskin and
Elkin, the other members of the commit-
tee, were present, with the recorder and
common clerk.
Speaking of the result of the meeting,
Ald. Kelley said last evening that he be-
lieved some of the amendments to his pro- |
posal would postpone reorganization in-
definitely. Under his suggestions the iden-’
tity of the boards would be retained, he
‘said, and no legislation would be neces-
Isary. By the resolution adopted the iden-
tity of the boards would be lost.

In\ the scheme submitted by Ald. Kel-
ley the council would appoint annually
in December a city engineer to hold office
during the: pleasure of the - council.’ He
would be responsible to the council for re-
sults and have charge of all engineering
work and assume other duties as director,
advising the council and suggesting waye
and means for the betterment and ad
vancement of the city’s interests.

The city engineer would perform the du-
ties. of the directors of public works and
water and sewerage and be ex-officio di-
reetor of these boards. He should be re-
sponsible for all city officials and em-
ployes under him and might make appoint-
ments or dismiss at his pleasure.

He could be suspended at any time by
the mayor, who should then report forth-
‘with to the council. The city engineer
would have authority to apportion such
parts of the services mow performed by
the directors of  public works and water
