I.— CONDITION OF THE ORDER.

Having availed myself of the opportunity of -visiting many
Lodges in this Grand Jurisdiction, I feel that I'am in a position to
say that the progress of the Order, as in the years gone by, has been
onward and upward ; that the financial obligations have been faith-
fully canied out ; that good-will and good fellowship—fundamental
characteristics of Odd Fellowship - have never been more strongly
manifested among the brethren, showing that the everlasting princi-
ples of Fraternity have an abiding ‘place in the hearts of the
members,

While the increase in members has not been as large as the
more enthusiastic brethren desire, yet it is most satisfactory to know
that those who are able to gain admission are nature’s noblemen. In
order to show that the commands of Odd Fellowship have been fully
obeyed I would instance the large expenditure for relief in this
Province alone of $82,618 for the past year. The increase in mem-
bership the past term has been nearly ' three times that of the
previous year,

There has been no part of my work laden with greater pleasure
than that of visiting the Lodges, assisting them in their work and
Instructing in all that pertains to their advancement, giving encour-
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agement, urging the membership to greater activity, loyalty and
zeal, and I can bear testimony to the interest manifested in the work
by the brethren.

'IX.—CHANGE OF NAME,
A candidate was initiated in Cataraqui Lodge under the name of

The principle
should be, ONE Lobck, ONE VoTE, and I believe it will be generally
conceded, upon due consideration, that the vote of a representative
coming from a weak Lodge will not prejudically affect the standing
of a stronger Lodge and vice versa, Besides the simple method will
facilitate the registering of the vote of this grand body.

XL.—SPECIAL COMMITTEES,
() Committee on Districts.—

A resolution appears in the Journal, page 6649, authorizing the
incoming Grand Master to appoint a Special Committee to prepare
a report and submit the same to each subordinate Lodge prior to

next session, what action is necessary to increase the utility of the
District system.
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Also, a resolution, page 6652, instructing the Grand Master to
appoint a committee of three to consider the redivision of the
Jurisdiction into districts, and report at the next session of the Grand
Lodge. - :

The appointment of one committee to perform the duties
assigned by the aforesaid resolutions was considered all that was
necessary, thereby saving some expense.

XIV.—UNIFORM ADMISSION FEES,

To my mind it is of

XV.—LODGE RETURNS,

It has been my privilege to examine the books and returns of
many Lodges, and in several cases a gfeat lack of knowledge by the
officers is painfully apparent. A proper set of books is not kept, and
it would be absolutely impossible to show how the conclusions in
making out the semi-annual returns were arrived at. Upon examin-

Defunct Lodges are the blossoms, buds and products of careless
and incompetent officers which produce the first and most reliable
indications of failure of g Lodge. Therefore, when a return gives
evidence of bad Preparation it should be returned to the Lodge for
correction that the officer may be instructed, for unless the semi.
annual returns are correct, our statistics are of little value.

XVI.—PROCLAMATION.

The usual proclamations for the observance of the celebration
of the 79th Anniversary of our Order, and for Decoration Day, were
issued to,all the Lodges. I am [#ased to know, that Lodges gener-
ally ‘are adopting these=means of binding the Brotherhood more
closely together, and teaching the principles of Odd Fellowship. It
has been my privilege to take part in these proceedings on several
occasions. A detailed report will be found elsewhere

the utmost importance that a system of uni-
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XVih:~ UNIFORM BY-LAWS,

It 1s most desirable thit an improved system should be adopted
by means of which a greater uniformity in Lodge laws will be
secured, and I believe that a demand for this improvement is very
general.  The present system entails a vast amount of labor on the
part of the Grand Master and Committee on Laws of Subordinates,
not to speak of the unsatisfactory results obtained and large waste
of money. ;

By adopting a uniform system of admission and Degree fees,
dues and benefits, duties of officers, management-of funds, duties
of committees, and all other kindred matters, the work of the Com-
mittee would be more easily performed. And such a system, which
should be made constitutional, would secure to the membership a
greater stability and give greater satisfaction. «

The few provisions necessary, respecting purely local matters,
might be defined in the by-laws, - Under such a system Grand Lodge
could arrange to print the Constitution in large quantities at a
trifling cost compared with the present cost, and sell to Lodges as
other supplies. Newly instituted Lodges would be especially favored
and reap special benefits thereby. As it is now thereare few Lodges
which have by-laws that do not contain illegal provisions by their
having sent on from time to time amendments to the Committee
for adoption, and which amendments, though legal in themselves,
were contradictory of provisions already existing, and which the
Committee on Laws of Subordinates knew nothing. This is especially
the case with respect to the by-laws recommended by the Advisory
Board which contain different laws respecting the time dues were
made payable.

XVIIL—GRAND LODGE SOLICITOR,

Agreeably to the instruction of ‘Grand Lodge Report No. 10s
page 6581, JoUurNAL, and after due consideration, the appointment
of Bro.
