To the Editor of the Miramichi Advance.

Dear Sir In the World of May 25th 
there was a letter from a non-resident of 
this Parish, who has undertaken the task 
of being the Hardwicke correspondent of 
that paper. This correspondent writes 
generally over the signature of “Squib.” 
In the letter I have mentioned “Squib’s” 
malice against your Hardwicke correspon­
dent is plainly visible. Every reader of 
the World in this Parish is aware who 

Squib ” is. The gentleman who gives 
Squib ” the items of news he sometimes 

gets from this Parish told your Hard­
wicke correspondent who “Squib”
“ Squib ” knows that he could not get one 
Hardwicke elector to write about the 
Advance correspondent as “ Squib ” has 
done. I say without boasting that the 
Hardwicke correspondent of the Advance 
was offered—-not more than one month 
ago—by a leading Conservative of this 
Parish, a position that would not interfere 
with any other work and that would give 
him one hundred and sixty dollars a year

“Squib’s” anger against the Advance 
respondent aud nothing that he can write 
of him is now bad enough. The Advance 
correspondent would regret—aseverfother 
fishermen would do—the retirement of the 
present Fishery Overseer.

“ Squib” shows his ignorance of matters 
in this Parish when he says that one of 
the applicants for the Bay du Vin Light 
mentioned by the “Occasional” correspon­
dent is a non resident.

I 
have made enquiries and find they 
John Cameron, (the “Occasional” only 
gave the surnames,) John Noble, Richard 
Hallman and Donald McLeod. Come 
now, Mr. “Squib,” which is the non-resi­
dent ? Prove your veracity. Two more, 
“Squib” says, are followers of the forlorn 
hope. If “Squib” means by this that they 
are Liberals he says what is not true, as 
they voted for the Hon. Peter Mitchell at 
the last election, as “Squib” knows also.

Another of the applicants, “Squib” says, 
is not robust enough for the position. 
Why then did the same “Squib” mention 
his name in the World in the early part 
of the Spring as the one most likely to 
get it.

Try some other 
argument besides this, Mr. “Squib,” for 
your favorite applicant. Another reason 
why the non-resident should get the ap 
pointment is that for the past few years he 
has worked at Bay du Vin in the Summer

It is the same with 
the “ Squib" applicant ; he has been em­
ployed in the Summer season for a very 
few years in this Parish, but, this does 
not make him a resident of Hardwicke, 
nor does it give him a right to be appoint. 
ed to the Bay du Vin Island Lights.— 
Even if the non-resident correspondent of 
the World is not satisfied with the present 
resident Conservative applicants for the 
position of Light Keeper there are plenty 
of worthy Conservatives in this Parish 
who ought to get it before a non-resident. 
Where is Mr. Ewan McRae ?—a man who 
has followed the Conservative party for 
years, and if the Advance correspondent 
had any thing to do with the appointment 
he would get it even if they did not agree 
in politics. Where are Messrs. Peter 
Kelly, John Mclnnis, Joseph Lewis^ 
Alexander Martin, Daniel No wlan, William 
Manuel, or many others that I could men­
tion who have a better right to be appoint­
ed to the Bay du Vin Island Light than 
the non-resident and the “Squib” appli­
cant.

The first item that we challenge in the 
above account is one of no less than $150,- 
000. That is the sum granted to New 
Brunswick under the Treaty of Washing- 
ton in lieu of Export Duty. That 
interest which this Province sold to Can­
ada. Dominion and even International 

under the Treaty of Washington 
required that the export duty on lumber 
should be removed ; we were interested 
in it as a source of revenue, and sold 
out our claim. It is true that the Prov­
ince got more in return than it then re- 
ceived, but it did not get more than, being 
master of the situation, it could fairly 
claim ; for if the views of New Brunswick 
had not been -fairly met, the Legislature 
of this Province would not have given the 
indispensable assent to the Treaty of 
Washington. We gave Canada an equiva­
lent for that $150,000, and therefore it is 
not a proper charge against this Province.

The Union of the Provinces helped to 
free Canada, not only from political dead­
locks, but from enormous deficits, and to 
thus obtain very large loans at low rates 
of interest. Mr Tilley charges the entire 
debt of New Brunswick with interest at 
from 5 to 6 per cent., whereas as Con­
federation, in which this Province held 
the key of the position, and is an impor­
tant factor, enables Canada to borrow 
money at about 4 per cent., there 
reason why New Brunswick should be 
charged more than that amount ; certainly 
not more than 4-44 per cent., the average 
rate of interest paid by Canada. A

man, on t.he one hand, receiving, for 
one steamer alone, that makes almost 
a farce of accommodating the public, 
an annnal sum representing a capital of 
$40,000, from the Provincial Treasury.

means of creating a monopoly in his 
hands which he will not let go of 
without a determined struggle. It 
is his interest to maintain Mr. 
Adams in power, because that 
gentleman, as a member of Govern­
ment, sees to it that so strong a sup­
porter should not lose his subsidy and 
neither of them, considering their poli­
tical record, can be expected tu do any­
thing in reality for the Valley or any 
other railway that might interfere, 
the one hand, with Mr. Adams’ claims 
on Mr. Call, or, on the other, with Mr. 
Call’s claims to the Andover subsidy. 
In the past, when we have attacked such 
personal interests as these—interests 
which have seemed to us to be sapping 
the independence of men who, under 
other circumstances, might be capable 
of rendering good service to the public 
by means of their well-known energy 
of character and fair talents—r-we have 
been charged with persona1 motives and 
indulging in personal warfare. We are 
ready to see these charges reiterated, 
but our readers must bear in mind that 
the gentlemen to whom wp refer have 
placed themselves before the people as 
public men in connection with the ques­
tion we have been discussing. The 
World, for weeks, during the legislative 
session, made constant reference to 
their presence in Fredericton and their 
efforts in behalf of our Railway, 
Messrs. Call, Sadler, Tweedie, Park 
and others whose private business affairs 
take them to Fredericton several times 
every year, were represented as doing 
all kinds of things in the interest of the 
railway, including the conduct of nego­
tiations with Mr. Gibson, Col. Greene 
and others, who were represented as 
being very anxious to undertake the 
work. It is now time that something 
was heard on the other side—something 
to impress upon the public the 
truth that all the telegrams they then 
read in that paper were probably sent 
orinspired by the gentlemen themselves, 
with a view of creating public beliefs 
which were misleading and unfounded, 
and giving to these gentlemen public 
credit to which they were not entitled. 
All they have done is to have a subsidy 
of $3,000 a mile offered for a Railway 
for which $5,000 was provided before» 
and to thereby cause the undertaking of 
construction $o be indefinitely post­
poned.

Council would have been abolished long 
ago. Why did the Goverumeut wait un- 
til the eve of a general election to till the 
vacant seats with members of the Lower 
House ? Was it not suspiiSjous ? It was 
of the same character as the creation of a 
new County Judgship, which all agreed 
was unnecessary—merely to shelve mem­
bers who had been useful to the Govern­
ment. It was said that the Dominion 
paid the extra Judge’s salary, but it was 
establishing a bad precedent that would 
re-act injuriously on the Province.

Mr. Burchill next referred to the fact 
that though Northumberltnd paid forty or 
fifty thousand dollarg^jur mileage and 
stumpage into the revenues of the Pro­
vince and though the Government could 
give $50,000 for a dry dock at St. J(£hn 
and $5,000 a mile subsidy to the Grand 
Southern Railway, yet, when the Mirami- 
chi presented her railway and bridge claims 
she was denied. It seemed as if our mem­
ber of Government did not advocate our 
claims as he ought to do, or, ifghe d d ad­
vocate them, he was not listened to.

The bridge over the Southwest Mira- 
miclii was a work that would benefit both 
sides of the river and cost only some 
$15,000 or $20,000. Petitions asking for 
the construction of that bridge with hnu- 
dreds of names on them were sent from 
the County to the Government, but they 
were not even read, while their prayer was 
peremptorily refused. The Government 
which could so readily give $50,000 to the 
St. John Dry Dock threw our Nelson 
Bridge petitions under the table. But 
when the session was over, after a grant 
for the work was positively denied, on 
comes an engineer from Fredericton, who 
makes a survey of the proposed site and 
the people are asked to believe in the 
fraud ! [Cheers.]

Then, there was the Miramichi Valley 
Railway. The claims of that road were 
„well established as superior to thos® of the 
Grand Southern, to which the Govern­
ment readily gave $5,000 per mile, but 
when our claims in behalf of the Valley 
road were put forward they could not give 
more than $3,000 a mile. Mr. Gillespie 
had said that if four members opposed to 
the Government were returned from the 
County we would receive only $7,000 a 
year for our by-roads, but he would ask 
how much more than that did we receive 
with one member in the Government and 
another supporting him. It might be said 
that we received something more for the 
great roads, but it was only when they 
were so bad that people were in danger of 
breaking their necks in the holes worn in 
them after long neglect. While our roads 
were left in a bad condition our member 
of Government could secure a subsidy of 
$2,000 a year for the Andover, money 
that was almost thrown away,and it would 
be much better for the people if that sum 
was put where it would do far more good 
—on the neglected roads of the County.

In previous articles on this subject, 

we have quite fully referred to the 
course pursued towards Northumber­
land by the Government of the Pro­
vince, as a body, and to the inconsis­
tencies and injustice of individual mem­
bers thereof in their treatment of the 
whole question. We have shown that 
the claims of the road, while they have 
always been admitted as of greater 
weight than those of any other now 
projected, have only been made use of 
by certain politicians, great and small, 
in a provincial way, apparently for 
ulterior purposes, and that those who 
have put themselves forward most pro­
minently and made efforts of different 
kinds, professedly in the interest of the 
work, have succeeded in doing worse 
than nothing. This may look like an 
overdrawn statement, but the facts bear 
ns out in making it. These facts may 
be briefly presented as follows.

In 1876 gentlemen belonging to this 
County—identified with both sides of 
Dominion and Local politics—join 
ed hands in an effort to secure the con­
struction of the Valley Railway. They 
paid between three and four thousand 
dollars for a survey and after the pro­
files and necessary data were prepared 
by the engineers, a trip was made to 
Fredericton by some self-appointed 
“delegates,” who, after laying the 
Engineers’ work and what they had to 
propose before members of the Govern­
ment, were put off with evasive answers 
and sent home. That delegation was 
not sent to Fredericton by the common 
voice of those who had contributed 
their money to pay the expenses of the 
survey. In fact, after the money was 
paid in and certain gentlemen had se­
cured places on a provisional director* 
ate, they acted without reference to 
those whom they assumed to represent, 
and made absolute wreek of the Rail­
way’s claims, through their want of 
ability to handle the question of which 
they had taken charge, and the fact— 
well known to the Government-that they 
represented only themselves, and that 
the most active of them were in Freder­
icton for the promotion of their own 
interests, had the result of damaging 
onr railway prospects very materially.

Gentlemen oi tne political BApcrtomnr 
of Hon. J. J. Fraser and Hon. W. 
Wedderbnm could not be slow in sound­
ing the depth and capacity of the men 
who assumed to be the Miramichi dele­
gates last winter. Mr. Adams really 
either did not know or cared little about 
the claims of the Railway—his chief 
care being not to make himself unpopu­
lar with his colleagues in Government 
by creating any inconvenient trouble 
over this or any other subject. Mr. 
Park who now appears as the candidate 
who desires to take Mr. Davidson’s place 
as a supporter of Mr. Adams, was an­
other member of the self-appointed 
delegation. The position in which we 
now find him is very good evidence that 

Jie would not do much in Fredericton to 
interfere with Mr. Adams' views. 
Then, Mr. R. R. Call seemed to assume 
the place of head of the delegation, but 
few will believe that, beyond talking 
ontside in reference to the Valley Rail­
way, tie did much to promote its inter’ 
eats, especially as he was, himself, an 
applicant for subsidies for his two 
steamers. If this gentleman were one 
of the most correct-going politicians in 
the country, instead of what he is, the 
very fact that he has received, as a free 
gift from the Province, a large steamer, 
costing the Government $8,000—money 
paid by them in his behalf to Mr. 
Beveridge of Andover—besides $2,000 
a year for Several years for the main­
tenance of said boat, in addition to the 
New Era snbsidy, would render him a ‘ 
weak man to present subsidy claims in 
behalf of the public. The other gentle­
men who were reported to be members 
of this delegation to Fredericton 
no doubt played some part, but 
as one of them claims he was
deceived and misled by Messrs. 
Adams and Call in very important mat­
ters connected with the Railway, it can 
only be argued that his position now is 
evidence going to show that the whole 
matter was handled in a must clumsy, 
inefficient and insincere manner.

Many who paid their money towards 
the survey made six or seven years 
since, and even gentlemen who were 
members of the provisional Board of 
Directors, were entirely ignored in all 
these later alleged negotiations. No 
reports have been made to them either 
individu Uy or collective!}’ by “ the 
delegates.” They have not seen even 
a copy of the claims of the Valley Rail­
way upon the Province, as presented by 
those gentlemen. It is believed that 
there was no formal claim for a renewal 
of subsidy presented to the Govern­
ment, as such, but the matter was con­
ducted in a kind of fragmentary, oral, 
free and easy style, very suitable, no 
doubt to the members of Government 
and very natural to “the delegates,” 
butentirely inadequate and unusual, 
sidering the importance of the subject. 
What is the result î—the mention of the 
Miramichi Railway in a Subsidy Act with 
some seventeen other roads,most of which 
have never been seriously contemplated 
and some never even mentioned in the 
legislature or any newspaper until the 
Miramichi people, in public meetings, 
again pressed their claims last winter.

It is stated and 
many that so long as the Andovei 
be kept in repair at a small annual ex­
pense and made the means of securing

Election Card. motion by Mr. D. G. Smith to sustain 
Mr. Pierce in the Chair was passed almost 
unanimously, Mr. Adams aud those who 
had acted with him, evidently realising 
that they had placed themselves in a false 
position.

Hon. Mr. Adams was asked by the 
Chairman to follow Mr. Hutchison, but 
declined in a manner more forcible than 
polite, whereupon Mr. Gillespie^ame for­
ward. He said this was the second time 
he had addressed his fellow^townsmen of 
Chatham in this Hall. He had been four 
years in the House of Assembly prior to 
the last election and was in opposition to 
the Government. In the canvass of 1878 
he had been outspoken against the same 
Government and said, if elected, he 
would stand up against it if he stood 
alone. He would never say such a thing 
as that again (laughter) because all have 
to live and the interests of the County 
must be looked aftei, so it was not well 
for a man to be tied up too strongly. He, 
too, had opposed the Grand Southern 
Railway and the sales of Crown Lands, 
believing that such sales were against set­
tlers’ interests. He had also supported 
the resolution for the abolition of the 
Legislative Council and the bill to abolish 
the Garnishee Act. He was bound to 
suppoit all good measures and had stated 
in his card now before the electors that he 
wished to be judged by his public acts in 
and out of the Assembly, that he was in 
favor of the Miramichi Valley Railway and 
the Bridge at Nelson and that all measures 
introduced for the good of the Province 
should, after due consideration, have 
his support. He said he had got the name 
of being troubled with chronic opposition. 
Here he told the old story of the Irishman 
who declared himself “ agin all Govern­
ments ” and said he was against Adams’ 
Government. He was opposed to it 
squarely; but he could not see that it 
would be in the interest of the County to 
defeat the member of the Government 
who represented it, [laughter and cries of 
oh, oh !] for if the Government were sus­
tained in the Province at large and North­
umberland sent four men pledged against 
it, all she would get was $7,000 a year for 
her by-roads and not another cent ! [Great 
laughter.] This might suit the towns of 
Chatham and Newcastle, but it would 
be much against the country districts. If 
the Government were sustained and the 
ticket elected Northumberland’s members 
would be in the cold shades of Opposition. 
He was afraid the Opposition would not 
succeed in the Province forJMr. Black was 
not running, Willis had again changed 
sides and in other Counties things were to 
remain as they had been. If elected he 
would support any good measure. If the 
electors would support him on these con­
ditions, all right, but if out he could only 
stay at home and attend to his business.

MR. HUTCHISON’S SPEECH.

The first speaker called upon was 
Ernest Hutchison, Esq., He said that 
notwithstanding the difficulties attending 
the organization of the meeting, he be­
lieved those present would be able to get 
to their homes in reasonably good time, if 
the speeches were as brief as he proposed 
to make his. When the election contest 
of 1878 was pending and he was conduct­
ing his canvass ot the County he could 
not say that he had entered that canvass 
with any particular prejudices in reference 
to the Government. He had offered in 
response to a request from a large number 
of electors who seemed to desire him as a 
representative and they elected him.

He remembered that all the Candidates 
save one were then in opposition to the 
Government—that one being Mr. Swim, 
of Doaktowu, wlo polled quite a small 
vote—and he had accepted that fact as evi­
dence that the sentiment of the electors 
was not in accord with the Government. 
As he had already said he was not, him­
self, pledged one way or another, but 
from what he had heard during the can­
vass of 1878 he became somewhat preju­
diced against the Government. Notwith­
standing this he was prepared, when he 
went to the Legislature, to give them a 
fair support on all good measures.

The notice of the present meeting, he 
thought, was very short, and, as he had 
been quite closely engaged with business 
concerns aud been led to believe there 
would be no contest, he had not had time 
to arrange matter for a speech, nor had he 
been yet able to give much time to the 
work of canvassing. He would say that 
he was opposed to the policy of the Gov­
ernment and believed it was not in accord 
with the views and interests of the people 
of the Province. One of the first ques. 
tions that came under his notice in the 
legislature was that of the Grand Southern 
Railway. The Leader of the Opposition 
claimed that the Government should give 
that road only such aid as it was entitled 
to under its charter, while certain mem­
bers of the Government admitted that the 
charter should never have been given, 
although they argued that as the contract 
had been made under the Act it was the 
duty of the Government to do all in its 
power to assist the Company. It was gen- 
erally agreed, and decided by the Legisla­
ture that the Company should get its 
charter rights and no more. He was one 
of those who believed that the Miramichi 
Valley Railway had greater claims than 
the Grand Southern. The places for 
whose accommodation the latter road was 
built—St. George and St. Stephen—had 
excellent water communication and there 
were other parts of the Province in whose 
interest money was more required to assist 
railway construction. But, notwithstand­
ing the refusal of the Legislature to 
authorise the Government to go further 
than the Grand Southern Charter demand­
ed in advancing that Company money on 
subsidy account, the Government took 
upon itself the responsibility of spending 
some $280,000 or $300,000 after being re­
fused permission to do so.

Another question, in reference to which 
the Government had pursued a most in­
consistent course, was that of the abolition 
of the Legislative Council. They affirmed 
their intention of abolishing the Council in 
the Speech with which the Lieut.Governor 
opened the Legislature in 1879 and every 
member, he thought, took the view that 
it was the Government’s policy to abolish 
that body and have the affairs of the 
Province managed by the people’s repre­
sentatives only. Yet, from session to 
session, for four years, the Government 
failed to carry out tbeir professed inten­
tions and after the last session had closed 
they actually appointed new men sufficient 
to raise the membership of. the Upper 
House to nineteen, although its constitu­
tion limits it to eighteen.—Instead of 
abolishing the Legislative Council, there­
fore, as they professed to be desirous of 
doing in 1879, they appointed one member 
more than the law allowed them to do. 
He would refer to only one subject more, 
viz. the effect of the Government’s man­
agement of Provincial finances. He nad 
a few figures to present on the subject. 
They were taken from the public accounts 
of the Province which were accessible to 
every elector present and he advised them 
to take those accounts and study them for 
their own information, and to verify his 
figures. When he went to the Legisla­
ture he found that the balance on hand 
from the previous fiscal year, 1877, was 
$96,757, while the Province owed, on 
debenture account $499,000, which left 
the Province with a debt of say $400,000. 
That $400,000 
the Province at the beginning of the year 
1878. It was the debt that had been in­
curred up to that time. In four years 
what had been the increase under the 
present Government ? Why, in ’79 the 
debenture indebtedness had risen to $523,- 
000, in ’80 to $696,000, and in’81 to $808,- 
000. In 18/8 the balance to the credit of 
the Province was $40,920, but there was 
no balance left to thejeredit of the Prov­
ince after that year, 
the fiscal year 1880 the Government, in 
order to carry on the affairs of the country 
had been obliged to borrow $60,000 from 
the Dominion [Government on account of 
the next year’s subsidy, while on 31st 
October 1881 they had borrowed 
$45,000. At that time they reported 
balance of some $8,000 on hand, though 
as they had borrowed in anticipation of 
the subsidy there realty was no balance. 
If this $8,000 of an alleged balance were 
deducted from the $45,000 borrowed, it 
would leave the actual balance against 
the Province $37,000. To the balance of 
1877, of $96,000 in favor of the Province 
must be added this balance of 37,000

Now we direct attention to a nice piece 
of manipulation. Sir Leonard’s account 
relates to 1881. Had he made it oiit for 
1880, what would bave been the con. 
sequence? Why that the $28,000 a year 
added to our subsidy on the bases of the 
census conld not have been reckoned. 
Why does he not lake the sums paid by 
New Brunswick for 1881, instead of three 
years last past? Simply because New 
Brunswick would, in that case have to 
get credit for $234,654 paore than on the 
average principle. The sum received from 
those sources for New \ Brunswick was 
$1,557,842, not, is sta 
the “average ” sun of $1,323,188 
the larger sum cemes far1 short of what 
New Brunswick pays for goods consumed 
in this Province, but not all entered in 
Custom Houses, to say nothing of the 
large sums paid :o manufacturers in con­
sequence of the very high tariff now in 
operation.

It is singular also that iu his account of 
the revenue derived from New Brunswick, 
Sir Leonard should have wholly forgotton 
to mention that ierived from bill-stamps, 
which in 1880-81 amounted to 13,634, or 
from weights and measures stamps 
amounting to $4,952, or from gas and law 
stamps amounting in the same year to 
$3,428. Or why should the $4,695 recei v- 
ed from New Brunswick fishing licenses, 
or the $5,778 received from Customs 
seizures not be credited to the Province.

Copy of a letter from His Lordship 
the Bishop of Chatham, N. B., ad­
dressed to the Right Rev. Thos.

Chatham, N. B„ May 26th, 1882. 
Very Rev. and Dear Sir :—

Mr. T. W. Anglin, M. P. for Glouces­
ter, N. B., on his way to visit his consti­
tuents previous to the approaching General 
Elections, called on me yesterday evening, 
asking that if not inconsistent with my 
sense of duty in the present circumstances, 
I might intimate to others what I had 
often expressed to those around me, viz. : 
my high and warm appreciation of Mr. 
Anglin, as a Roman Catholic member 
of Parliament, reflecting honor on the 
Catholic body, by his intelligent, 
and consistent course generally, in pu 
as in private life, in act as in word 
writing, especially since he was first 
elected to represent Gloucester in the 
Parliament of the newly constituted Do­
minion of Canada.

Candour and justice require me to 
premise that for some year or two pre­
vious to that period, a passing cloud 
sometimes dimmed, in my estimation, the 
lustre of his public career, by certain 
unjust and intemperate utterances of 
his, derogatory to eminent official person­
ages both in Church and State. As 
previously he had been regarded as a 
model, upright Catholic and a correct 
exponent,m his words and acts, of Catholic 
principles, his then unwise course was 
liable to bring odium on the Catholic 
body, as it certainly caused anxiety and 
displeasure to myself and other Bishops. 
A sense of official pastoral duty in the ex­
isting circumstances led me to express, in 
the letters published at the time, my 
disapproval of that part of Mr. Anglin’s 
course referred to in the said letters.

tion for Gloucester, has earned for him the 
admiration and approbation of the great 
bulk of well-informed Catholics every­

MR. burchill’s SPEECH.

John P. Burchill, Esq., of Nelson next 
came forward, and was well received. 
He said it was his first appearance as a 
political speaker, but he believed it was 
right for any candidate who offered for 
the Legislature, to place before the elec­
tors the grounds on which he did so. He 
had been requested by a large 
number of electors in different parts of 
the County to come forward at this time 
aud, in doing so, wished to state that he 
was out in opposition to the Government.

Ho believed, however, 
that the desired change would yet be 
brought about in a constitutional manner 
and that the money expended in maintain­
ing the Council would be made available 
for some more useful purpose.

So far as he was personally concerned 
he would say that so long as there was a 
Government and a member from Northum­
berland in it who was disposed to do right 
by the County, be would support it in 
every good measure for the good of the 
County. He was not here to pledge him­
self beyond this, and if, at the end of, 
four years, his conduct in the legislature 
was not satisfactory, he could be left at 
home and gentlemen belonging to “the 
people’s ticket” could be elected.

Presbyterian Synod Meeting. UVLA-RIRIIEID.
The Synod of the Presbyterian Church 

of the^aritime Provinces commenced its 
sessions on Tuesday evening the 30th ult.» 
in St. James* Church, Charlottetown, P. 
E. I. The proceedings were opened with 
divine service, conducted by the retiring 
Moderator, Rev. Dr. Pollock, of Halifax, 
who preached an able and appropriate 
sermon on the functions and duties of the 
Christian ministry, founded on 1st Tim., 
IV. II, “These things command and 
teach.”

After the sermon the Clerk of the Synod 
read the list of deaths, inductions, demis­
sions and other changes which had taken 
place iu the different Presbyteries within 
the bounds, during the year. The roll of 
the members of the Synod was then called 
and the meeting proceeded to elect a 
Moderator. Several gentlemen were pro­
posed, among others the Rev. Kenneth 
McLennan, M. A., in whose church the 
sessions were held. After considerable 

^discussion the nominations were with­
drawn and Rex*. Principal McKnight, D. 
D., of Halifax, was unanimously choseu 
Moderator of the Synod for 1882. After 
being led to the Chair by the retiring 
Moderator, he thanked the Synod for the 
honor done him and said it gratified him 
the more as he looked upon it as an evi­
dence of the good will felt generally 
throughout the Church towards the 
Theological Hall to which he belonged, 
and which they so generously supported.

There was a lengthy docket of business 
before the Synod, such as remits on the 
State of Religion,» Sabbath Observance, 
Temperance, Sabbath School Work, Col­
leges, Aged and Infirm Minister’s Fund 
etc. The question of Sabbath Observance 
occupied a whole sederunt, showing that 
the Synod was fully impressed with the 
propriety of using every legitimate means 
to prevent Sabbath desecration. The ap­
peal from the Session of St. Andrew’s 
Church St. John against the decision of 
Presbytery in the case of the suspension 
of Mr. J. Gordon Forbes of that city was 
thrown out, and Mr. Forbes still enjoys 
the privileges of membership with that 
church.

After considerable routine business the 
Synod adjourned on Friday evening, to 
meet in Halifax, in October, 1883.

“ADVANCE” SHIPPING NEWS- 

Port of Newcastle-
Mr. Forbes Sustained.—A case of 

“religious” persecution—the expulsion of 
Jas. Gordon Forbes, Esq., from St. 
Andrew’s Presbyterian Church, St. John 
—having been before the Synod of the 
Maritime Provinces, in the form of an ap­
peal from a decision of the St. John Pres­
bytery in Mr. Forbes’ favor, that gentle­
man xvas again sustained iu his member­
ship of the church.

Not a bad omen.—The experience of 
Mr. Thomas Troy at the political meeting 
on Monday evening, although very disap 
pointing to himself and friends, is by no 
means a bad omen. One of England’s 
greatest statesmen was, on one occasion, 
similarly affected xvhile making a speech 
early in his public career and he was even 
jeered at by his opponents. But he lived 
to take the highest rank as a parliament­
ary speaker and leader of myi. While 
Mr. Troy may never hope for such great 
things as these, it is not too much to say 
that, in the past, he has won honors as a 
speaker, and it is probable that the an­
noying episode’Monday evening will, after 
all, mark the beginning of success for him 
in the arena to which he has been invited 
and which we hope he will not leave until 
he has won puecess.

Narrow Escape.—Jose Marks, a native 
of St. Michaels, now at Mr. Peter Garvin’s 
boarding house, tells a sorrowful story of 
suffering. He was one of the crew of a 
Providence, (R. I.) fishing schooner named 
the “ Wringela Julia,” or something like 
that. On the 15th of April, when off the 
Banks of Newfoundland, he and ten others 
went off in dories, leaving the cq^k alone 
on board. Fog came on, and Marks lost 
his vessel. For four days the dory drifted 
about. On the first day Marks ate some 
raw codfish, for the remaining days and 
nights he had nothing to eat or drink. 
On the 19th April he was picked up by 
the barque “ Condor,” and was landed at 
Buctouche last week. He was completely 
exhausted, and partly frozen. His face 
and hands were stiff, and Capt. Olsen, of 
the “ Condor,” had to force open the poor 
fellow’s mouth to gi\re him nourishment. 
He still bears the marks of his rough ex­
perience. The American Consul is send­
ing him to Providence by train to-night. 
It is more than probable that others of the 
schooner’s crew fared as badly as Marks, 
if not worse.—St. John Globe.

HON. MR. ADAMS’ SPEECH.

“Eight years has qnietly passed away 
since I addressed a meeting of the electors 
of Chatham, was the sentence with which 
Mr. Adams opened his speech. He pro­
ceeded, without much regard to rules of 
grammar, to refer to the defeat of Messrs. 
Gongh and Gillespie and himself on the 
school question in 1874, and said he was 
glad to meet the people of Chatham to­
night, and also the “people’s ticket.” 
He imagined this wonderful ticket would 
annihilate him and the Government when 
he met it, but it all culminated in the 
fact that John Burchill—the poor man’s 
friend— wanted a Bridge at Nelson. He 
asked if one of the candidates in opposi­
tion had put a finger on a single act on the 
part of himself or the Government that 
merited the electors’ condemnation » 
Hutchison bad quoted a lot of figures, but 
he never dared to assail the Government 
in the House of Assembly. Though he 
( Mr. Hutchison ) had said he was not 
elected to go with the Opposition, it was 
a fact that he voted every time against 
the Government—the Government whose 
policy was correct—for it was Hutchison’s 
policy to drive Adams and others ont of 
office.

The Grand Southern Railway con­
tract—continued Mr. Adams—was enter­
ed into in 1874, and didn’£,jrf& lick 
that year. Neither Hutchison nor I were 
in the House when the contract was made, 
and I am no more responsible for it than 
he is. Gillespie and Gough and myself 
were doing onr best to get elected that 
year, but yon voted us out. Hutchison 
knows a good deal about it, now—don’t 
he. Had I been in the Government I 
would not have signed the Grand South­
ern contract, butl found it had been enter­
ed into and the Province had paid $225, - 
000 and Greene had failed to fulfil his con­
tract to date, and it was a question 
whether all that money should be thrown 
away or the man assisted to go on, and we 
concluded not to let the money be wasted, 
but let him go on.

Referring to the debt of the Province 
Mr. Adams argued that it had been over­
stated by Mr. Hntchisou. He complained 
that he had been brought to the meeting 
and did not know what the charges were 
that were to be brought against the Gov­
ernment, but he claimed the debt was 
only $910,000, all of which had been in­
curred before he went into the Govern­
ment. It was a little singular, however, 
that while Hutchison objected to the debt 
that had been rolled np in four years he 
himself had voted at the end of his 
in the House to add a million more to the 
debt. The total revenue of the Province 
for the year 1880 was 675,284.54 and 
that for ’81 600,445.21—including the 
subsidy advances—or a total, for the two 
years of $1,282,729.75 and the total ex­
penditure during the same period was—in 

* 1880, the sum of $609,671.29 and in 1881 
just $598,843.70 or a total of $1,208,- 
514,69, leaving a surplus, for the two 
years, of $74,215.06. He would ask if 
that was extravagance ? Better men than 
Hutchison had challenged these figures. 
Mr. Blair, Leader of the Opposition—the 
best debater in the Assembly since Gough’s 
time, had attacked them by vote and vote 
of want of confidence and all his state­
ments had been refuted and he had to 
admit that no man could point to any mal­
administration on the part of any member 
of the Government. The House of Assem­
bly was the place where these charges 
ought to be laid, but, there, Hutchison 
was silent and dumb.

MR. BURCHILL.
Mr. Adams had refused to speak until 

after all the other candidates had done so, 
and then had evidently talked against 
time to prevent a reply from Messrs. Bur­
chill and Hutchison. Mr. Burchillrxhow­
ever, came forward again and said that as 
one elector xvho had voted for Mr. Adams 
in 1878 he had done so because of that 
gentleman’s avowed opposition to the Gov- 
ernment. He well remembered how Mr. 
Adams, in a political meeting at Nelson, 
had condemned the extravagance of the 
Government and in reply to an elector 
who atked why they had been so long 
sustained, Mr. Adams had cried out, 
“ Because you and those like you support 
them.” That was Mr. Adams’ position in 
1878 and lie could not truthfully deny it.

Referring to Mr. Adams’ attack upon 
his father Mr. Burchill said if that gentle­
man held Crown Lands or other property 
he paid for it with his own money honest­
ly earned: Adams had no right to drag 
iu the name of an absent gentleman, whose 
character in the County would, at least, 
compare favorably with his own, and his 
doing so was a low, mean and ungentle- 
manly thing.

e did not care whether former Sur- 
veyors-General had sold more or less lands 
than Mr. Adams; for he condemned the 
principle of such sales as bad, no matter 
who did it. In reference to the Bridge at 
Nelson, it was he who proposed and got 
up the meeting; he who got bills printed 
giving notice of it and he who invited the 
editors of all the local papers to be present 
—Mr. Smith among the rest. That was 
all Mr. Smith had to do with it, so Mr. 
Adams was all wrong in connection with 
that matter. He wanted the Bridge, not 
with the slightest desire to injure Adams, 
but to accommodate the public and he 
was determined to have it. (Cheers.) 
Respecting the Valley Railway meeting at 
Derby, gentlemen of that place wrote 
inviting him to attend it and he went. 
He and Mr. Smith had not thought of any 
previous arrangement in the matter.

The Princess replied in French, thank­
ing the Mayor and expressing the 
pleasure with which she had returned to 
Canada.

Madame Robitaille then presented H. 
R. H. with a magnificent hand bouquet of 
white and yellow roses. The Princess 
then entered her carriage with the Marquis 
and was driven to the Vice-Regal quarters 
in the Citadel, the Hussars furnishing 
mounted escort.

The Princess was plainly attired in a 
grey waterproof ulster. The only orna­
ments visible were small ear-rings of plain 
pearl. H. R. H. enjox ed the passage out 
very much, and suffered very little indeed 
from sea-sickness. She moved about and 
conversed freely with the passengers, and 
manifested considerable interest in the 
condition of the steerage passengers, 
whose quarters she visited the day after 
leaving Liverpool. She appears in excel­
lent health, and looks none the worse for 
her long sea voyage. It is understood 
that the Vice-Regal party leave in the 
course of a week or two for Maritime 
rivers, on a salmon fishing excursion.

Mr. Donald Mclnnis, of Napan, called 
at this office yesterday and requested us 
to state that he had, on several occasions, 
this spring, directed the attention of Mr. 
Wm. Wyse, Fishery Overseer, and James 
FitzpaUick, Fishery Warden, to the fact 
that several men were engaged every night 
fishing for bass with smelt bag nets in 
the spans of the Murphy Bridge, so called, 
at Napan. Mr. Wyse said he would try 
and get Warden McDairmid to go and 
look after the matter and Mr. Fitzpatrick 
said he would go and look after them. 
Nothing, however, was done and after he 
(Mr. Mclnnis) had importuned Mr. Wyse 
again to prevent the complete barricading 
of the river with the bag nets, that officer, 
on .Saturday last, appointed him (Mr. Mc­
lnnis) as a special officer to look after the 
law-breakers, himself swearing him in. 
He went down to act on Monday night, 
when he was abused by the persons who 
had nets ready to set at the bridge. He 
prevented the nets from being set that 
night. On Tuesday night he went down 
and waited for Wardens McDairmid and 
Fitzpatrick who, Mr. Wyse had promised, 
would be there, but they failed to put in 
an appearance. Mr. Wyse had instructed 
him not to use violence, so as he could do 
nothing, he left for home about eleven 
o’clock. The men there abused himi 
threatened to stone him and “trample him 
under their feet.” There were thirteen or 
fourteen men present.
