Sir Willam Harcourt on Politics
from Rome.

The Toronto Gmlyl: The British
Tories seem to have become aware that
Lord Salisbury put his foot in it badly
by inducing the Duke of Norfolk to get
the Pope to interfere in British politics,
While the more stubborn Tory journals—
sugh as The Saturday Review—profess to
be delighted with the Papal rescript, the
great majority are earnestly trying to
make the people believe that it was not
produced by Ministerial promises of edu-
ostional oondowments and other good
things tothe ancient Church. Meantime
the Liberal speakers are making excellent
use of the facts. Sir William Harcpurt,
in particular, has handled them to the
approval of vast audiences. In a recent
speech at Croydon he said;—

‘‘The Tories know perfrotly well that
all their efforts, their police, and their
resident magistrates,. and County Court
judges, have not put down the National
iu ue—and are not likely to do so—
(cheers)—and theréfore they have betaken
themsclves to another quarter—(laughter
—and have fled for succor to the Pope.
(Loud laughter and chesrs.) They want
to see, their Coercion Act having failed,
if they.cannot do something with the bell,
book and candle, (Laughter.) Now, I
wish to speak with all the respect due to
the Pope—bui the Court of Rome has not
in history-been fortunate in its dealings
with femporal politics. It is principally
diltinguisphed I think, iu history, for
having allied itself with the worst form
of oppressive government. Mr. Chamber-
lain once compared the goverament of
1reland, and I thiok truly, to the Govern.
ment of Austria in Italy. But Rome was
allon the side of Austriain Italy. The
Pope was on the side of the old Govern-
ment of Naples, the worst government
that ever existed pei‘hlgl in the world;
and indeed such were the views taken by
the Papacy on temporal government that
it seemed tit to lll%urope to put an_end
to tbe temporal goverament of the Pope
altogether. That does not, I think, con.
stitute the Court of Rome the best arbi-
trator of the question of temporal govern-
ment, and I venture to think that the
course of the Government with to
Rome is the least likely to serve their
purposas of all the attempts they have
mude. ‘It seems to me to peove more

‘ppdolusively than anything else their

i8oapacity to understand and their incapa-
«ity:to deal with fhe real dffficnlties of
¥ Jrish queation. (Cheers.) No, gen-
tlemen, it is not by Papal decrees that you
are going to settle the Irish question—it
is by doing justice to the Irish people, it
is by giving to them the same rights of
selt-government which you claim for
yourselves, by giving them the same auth-
ority over theirt own affairs which has
given peace and prosperity to Englishmen,
(Cheers.)”

The Moaguito.

Mr. H. Sullivan Thomas, who has been
lecturing on the mosquito before the liter-
ary society of Madras, Indis, is ungallant
enough to say that it is only the female
mosquito that does the biting, He consi-
ders the mosquito & most useful pest,
seven-eighths of its existence being devot-
ed to the service of man and only one-
eighth to his annoyance. It exists in the
larval state twenty-one days. and during
that period engages ia sanitary work with
ardor and thovoughness. Wherever there
is dirty watef, wherever there is a filthy
drain, there the mosquito larve are to be
found, voraciously devouring the con-
taminating matter. Mr. Thomas admits
that it is an anomalousanimal, that wears
its heart where others wear their throat,
and sows its wild oats ata time of life
when the human kind try to make their
fellows and heaven believe they have
never been sinuers; but its days of sin are
only a tenth of its total existence, which
is more thaa could be said of most ani.
wals, man incladed. And in clarifying
the water of Indim, which needs the pro-
cess 80 badly, the mosquito is performing
a public benefaction, and atoning to some
extent for the bloodthirsty appetite it de-
velops during the three days it exists in
the familiar state. Mr. Thomas tells us
he never yet found a case where a bite
was inflicted by any other than a female
mosquito; and though he suggested as a
possible explanation that the male had
quicker ears and might be more on his
guard against being oaught, this was ob-
vieusly rather a cencession to the feeling
of the feminine portion of his audience
than the expression of scientitic conviction.

Fixpray,Ohio, May 24 —A strange spec-
tacle was visible 1n the nurthern sky here
on Mounday night, shortly after eleven
o'clock, which has caused the greatest
conslernation among the prople. It was
the representation of a human hand of
immense proportions, awe-inspiring in its
realistic vividness, KEarly in the evening
the aky in the north had a peculiar ap.
pearance, which, as the night wore on,
took the form of flashes of light conat wntly
changing in color, pushing up from the
the horizon and again subsiding, but with
each appearauce becoming more brilliant
and unnataral. Thie continued wuntil
about eleven o'clock, when those watching
the phenomena were territied te see these
p! of light trating ina distant
object, which soon assumed the propor.
tions of a giant hand, well formed and as
distinet as if painted upon the
black background of the aky. The
hand appeared to be a shadowy asub
stancy, through whioh waves of light of a
blood-red color surged as regularly as
heartbeats in a human breast and then fell
off at the ends of the fingers in drops of
the same color, almost as large as hot air
ballovns. The firat Hnger of the hand
pointed down towards the s'eeping: city
as if warning the people of some woe
about to fall upon them. The apectacle
lasted for about an hour and was witaess-
ed by hundreds, wha were breathless
with suppressed excitement, until slowly
it began to fade away and finally disap-
peared altogether. It was one of the
strangest and yet most impressive ex-
hibitions of ever wit d, and
epeculation regarding its cause and sig-
oificance will not abate for many a day

Jamas Gulliver's Death.
The body of James Galliver, who dis-
appeared on Monday night, 21:t ult. was
—as gtated in the ADVANCE of last week—
found on Wednesday 30th and an inquest
was at once begua before D¢ John S.
Benson Coroner, the jurors being Messrs
John Currie, foreman; H. F. Letson, John
Filanagan, Alex. McKay, Patk, Coleman,
Jas Ferguson and Geo. Savoy. The wit.
nesses examined and testimony given were
as follows :—
JOHN GULLIVER,
father of decessed —My son was 26 years
old, saw him alive for lust time on last
Monday weel in the forenoon, at his
.uncle Alexander’s. He was¢ then well.
He and I had worked together in Now
Hampshire all winter and we returned to
Chatham in April. He boarded with his
uncle, Alexander--my brother.

I went up to my brother’s on Tuesday
afternaon agd Mre, Gulliver, his wife,
ssked me where James was, siying she
had not s°en him since the day before, at
dinoer time: I then began to-eaquire at
different places for him and fouad that
he had hked his tea at Mrs. Roberts’ the
evening before (Monday). I got plice-
mau Jrvigg to go to Mrs. Francis’ house
and make enquiry for him and was thea
informed that he had left that plice be-
tween twelve and one that night, in the
compaay of Tom McDonald, Johna Whalen
and another person whom he called his
cousin; I continued . my enquiries, and
seapch was made for my son, by grappliog
fa the river and ofherwise, Grappling
‘was ocarried on on Wednesday and Thurs-
.day around Mr. Miurhead's Wharf and it
was continued at integvals for two days,
without auccess. '

Qo Monday last [ borrowed Mr, Wm.
Anderson’s grappling hooks apd wgrked
with them yesterdsy morning atthe west
end of the wharf for an hgur or wo, but
found pothing and I tried Mr. Muirhead's
vpper wharf yesterday.

I commenced searching with a boat

1 hook on the yppsrside of Mr, Muirhead’s

Jower wharf, and fouud the body about
two or half past two o'clock this afternoon
fo about four or tive feet of water, just at
the laside gorner of the coal-shed, about
six feet from the wharf, | washed some
mud off -oue cheek, but saw n> wmarks on
the body.

I have heard of deceased drinking a
little, but never saw him drank. We did
not board at the same house. I know
uothing of his money transactions and
cannot say whather he had any money or
pot.
