U. S. WARSHIP'S
RACE TO MAINE.

Kearsarge to Steam at Full
Speed From England to
Frenchman's Bay.

PORTSMOUTH, Eng., July 14, —
Capt, Hemphill, of the U, 8. flagship
Kearsarge, received instructions Tues-
day to clean the warship's propellers,
fill her bunkers with the best coal and
go at the highest speed, with natural
draft to Frenchman's Bay, Maine.

GEN. MILES STILL YOUNG.

American Commander-in-Chief De-
monstrates That He Is Still
Fit For Duty.

EL RENO, Okla,, July 14.—Licut.-
General Nelson A, Miles, completed a
horseback ride today from Fort 8ill, 1.
T., to Fort Re2no, a distance of ninety
miles, Ir nine hours and ten minutes,
The first twenty-five miles was made
in record time, the distance being
covered In two hours and twenty-five
minutes. Unon completing the trip
CGieneral Miles showed no signs of
fatigue and forty minutes after his
arrival at Fort Reno, reviewed the
troops stationed at that post.

The ride was taken, it is said, to
demonstrate that General Miles at the
age of retirement is still a stnrdy
man, He started at 510 a, m., apd was
accompanied by Capt, Sayre, of the
bLth cavalry.

The weather was cool at the start,
but became Intensely hot. Adarko,
Oklahoma, thirty-five miles distance
from Fort Sill, was reached in two
hours and twenty-five minutes. The
ride was made In ten mile relays,
soldiers stationed along the line fur-
nishing fresh horses. Lunch consumed
twenty aninutes and it Is estimated
that fifty minutes was spent In chang-
ing mounts and In other small delays,
This made the actual time spent in the
saddle elght hours. A salute was fired
as General Miles entered Fort Reno at
220 p. m.. He showed no signs of
weariness as he dismounted and said:
“I enjoyed ev:ry moment of the trip.”

Immediately after reviewing the
troops at Fort Reno, General Miles,
accompnaled by Colonel Maus, drove
to El Reno and caught a train for Fort
Riley, Kansas,

Director Cushing thinks he has the
laugh on the laborers union this morn-
ing, for the strike has been settled and
a number of men went to work today.
Yesterday Mr, Cushing told the Star
that he was prepared to pay $1.30 per
day to good men and a little more to
those who were on special work., He
was strongly opposed to paying the men
any more, and declared positively that
he would not do so.

In spite of this a committee from the
union waited on Mr, Cushing yester-
day and a settlement was ' arranged,
whereby the director agrees to pay
laborers $1.10 and $1.40 per day,

The laborers demanded recognition of
their union. This has not been grant-
ed, for in the alleged settlement Mr.
Cushing reserves the right to select his
own men, irrespective of unlonism, age,
ability, or anything else. The men ask-
ed $1.60 per day and are getting $1.40—

#ome of them. The others are not.
They are supposed to receive $1.10 per
day, and those who are pald this
amount will have to show that they

can earn it. Others who had previously
been employed for $1.00 will either do
more work or drop out of the list.

Speaking to the Star this morning
Mr, Cushing strongly denied that he
‘had changed his mind about the wages
to be paid the men, He said that he
was always willing to pay $1.30 and that
under terms of settlement he was not
paying one cent more. True it was
that some men would get $1.40, but ft
was equally true that others would re-
celve $1.10 and the civic pay roll under
the new schedule would not show an
increase of one cent for the ‘same num-
ber of men,

By paying $1.40 he would be able to
select his laborers, and those who did
not earn $1.40 would not get it. With
better laborers the necessary work can
be done with feweér men, and it is quite
possible that the total exPense will be
dss than it was before,

Seven
have died, 3 males and 4 females, leav-
ing now iIn the home 21 patients, of
whom 7 are males.

During the year 12 regular monthly
meetings of the board have been held,
also three special meetings and five
meetings of the executive.

Miss Betts, our invaluable matron,
and the nurses under her have faith-
fully discharged their duties and in so
doing have added materially to the
comfort of the suffering ones com-
mitted to their care.

To the medical staff our warm
thanks are due for their services, the
gratuities have ever been willing-
ly and efficlently discharged. To the
kind offices of the woman's ald we are
largely indebted. Through their in-
strumentality the Sunday services are
cared for, a preacher provided and mu-
slclans procured. At the festivals of
Easter, Thanksgiving and Christmas
these ladies and their friends do much
to bring to the inmates of the home
seasonable joys. Nor is the beneflcence
confined to great occasions, Fvery
week brings a visit from at least one
of them, a visit never perfunctory
and clearly prompted only by love and
friendly interest. The board feels its
hands strengthened by the constant
support of th v ladies and thelr un-
wavering ad! nte to the true spirit
of the work,

The board desires to extend. its
thanks to those friends of the Institu-
tion who during the year have evidenc-
ed their practical sympathy for our
patients by seasonable gifts. The
grounds about the home have heen im-
proved and beautified through the 1i-
berality of several citizens who donat-
ed special subscriptions for that pur-
pose.

In conclusion, your board would
strongly recommend this charity to the
practical support of our generous citi-
zens. Our income is hardly sufficient
for the support of the home and we
must always look for aid in our work.
Those glving to this object may be
sure that they are alding a class of
sufferers for whom no other refuge is
left.

LIVE FOR DAYS.
Condition T:d:; Unchanged,

But Dootors Say End Is
Not Far Away.

ROME, July 15.—When Dr. Mazzoni
entered the pope's sick room this
morning, he found ¢his holiness in al-
most the same condition & last night.
Pope Leo sald: “I feel bettor than I
did yesterday morning.”

On leaving the vatican, Dr. Mazzoni,
in reply to the question: “Is the end
Imminent?” answered, “It cannot be
called 80.” “Then 1s it near”” was
asked. To this Dr. Mazzoni replied:
“In order not to make a mistake, let
us say It is not far distant.”

ROME, July 15—11.06 a. m.—Dr.
Lapponi left the vatican this morning
to pay another visit to his daughter,

who is suffering from a fever. He said
in reply to enquiries that the pope
might linger some days,

The following medical bulletin has
been issued:

“During the night the pope had
several hours rest. His pulsation is
82, respiration 80, temperature 36.2

centigrade. There has been no notices
able change in the general condition of
the august patient.

ROME, July 16, 11.35 a. m.—The news
recelved by the Associated Press from
the Vatican during the past 24 hours,
states that in his *delirium the pope
spoke especlally of pligrimages and
recited disconnected Latin verses., He
seemed at times panic stricken, cry-
Ing to Dr. Lapponi, his valet, Centra
and Monsignor Angeli,one of his secre-
taries: “Where are you? Do not
abandon me.” The delirlum ceased
entirely at four o'clock p. m., when His
Holiness again revived. Having eaten
nothing throughout the day, he was
then given four spoonfuls of meat
broth and masticated some beef with-
out swallowing it. From midnight up
to five o'clock this morning, the pon-
tiff was constantly drowsy.

PARIS, July 15.—The foreign office
recelved despatches from Rome today
stating that the pope is sinking fast,
and that while His Hollness may live
a day or two, a fatal termination is
imminent.

PARIS, July 115—~The Eclair's cor-
respondent at Rome telegraphs that
yesterday a diplomatist asked Cardin-
al Rampolla for the bulls concerning
the bishops appointed at the last con-
sistory. The cardinal replied: “All the
ministeries have now ceased their func-
tions. Pope Leo has not signed the
consistorial documents, but you may
re-assure your soverelgn that if a mis-
fortune happens, the future pope will
ratify the acts of the last consistory.”

HOPE FOR SHAMROCK,

Yachting World Compares the Work of
Reliance and Shamrock IIL. in the

Trial Races,

In discussing the chances of the chal-
lenger the Yachting World of London,
July 2, makes some interesting observa-
tions,

“If we take only the known form of
the Shamrock III. as compared with the
excellent Shamrock I together with the
excellent fights that the Shamrock I.
made with the Watson challenger and
the close match which the latter sailed
egainst the Columbia,” it says, “then
the facts would warrant almost any de-
gree of confildence that could be held.

“There are, however, a number of
other considerations which must be
weighed before a true estimate of the

position can be made. The Shamrock
111, was not salling here in the exact
trim in which she will sail the cup
races. She had weight and hull stiffen-

ing which it is intended to remove be-

fore she meets the cup defender. By
all the caleulations the removal of thig
welght should add to her speed; but
yachting is peculiarly a sport in which
the results are occasionally found to
be at total varfance with the reckoning

“Again, it is a proved fact that the
thin, dry winds which blow in the
nelghborhood make a driving power
very different from the heavy, molisture

laden breezes we get here, and it is
possible that the Shamrock I1I. may
have improved so much in American

weather as to falsify the comparisons
now drawn,

“Finally, it has not yet been proved
that the Shamrock I. s as good a boat
now as she was two years ago.

* * “In the case of the Rellance
we have a yacht not yet chosen for cup
defence, She has yet to prove herself
worthy of this honor, and to prove |t
against rivals of different owners who
seek the same honor. It follows, there-
fore, that in her trial races she will be
sailed not only to win, but to win by
as grent a margin as possible,

““The case of the Shamrock I11. is dif-
ferent. We are committed to her as
cup challenger, and she has already
proved herself well worthy of the dis-
tinction.
upon which she is engaged is to assure
her skipper and designer that her form
when refitted I8 equal, at least, to that
which she showed In her trial races on
this side.

“If that is so, then it may be taken
for granted that she could beat the
Shamrock by a liberal margin in every
race they sall. However able she might
be to do this, it is unlikely that she
will be permitted. It is no help to the
winning of a game to advertise the
whole strength of your hand before it
commences. The policy pursued in the
trials on this side was to keep the
yachts us much as possible within hail-
ing distance of one another, and this
policy answered so well for the end In
view that it is extremely unlikely that
it will be altered.

“It need therefore surprise no one on
this side or lessen our confidence In any
way If we get tales of the magnificent
work done by the Rellance and ac-
counts of matches In which the Sham-
rock II1. beat the Shamrock 1. by the
barest of margins. These things are in

the game.”

On the recommendation of  thesd
people, Muse recently wrote a leter Lo
the mayor stating his case.

His worship sald this morning that
he had received this letter and would
place the claim before the committee
at 1ts next meetifg. The fund was by
no means all distributed he said, and it
was certain that no just claim would
be rejected.

WHY?

There is a vast :‘lmerenee between
preaching and practicing. When Hon.
A. G. Blair was in the province during
the last local election, it was as a
missionary of the doctrine of obedience
to authority. The people did not want
another term of the Tweedie-Pugsley
administration and Mr. Blair knew- it
and knew the reason. He made no at-
tempt to apologize for them. He sim-
Ply said “They are good enough for
me, they are gool enough for Laurier,
vote for them.” And in obedience to
orders from the officer commanding,
his followers voted.

But in the political supremacy list
Blair is under the command of the
premier, Sir Wilfrid. According to his
own doctrine, when there is a differ-
ence of opinion, as at present, Mr.
Blair should bow to authority. But
things work different through the big
end of the telescope. Unable to sway
the premier and his colleagues to his
will, not permitted to have his own
way, he inconsistently severs his con
nection with them.

At least, that is the reason general-
ly accepted for his unexpected action.
But what Mr. Blair's real motives were
will be a matter for doubt even after
he has made his own statement. He
has never been accepted as a states-
man of strong principles and convic-
tions. Strong he is, and able, forceful,
determined; a good worker for his
constituents and a good friend to his
friends, but in every action of his, Mr.
Blair himself has loomed large. It has
never been possible to detach the per-
sonal element from any line of his po-
licy.
8o the question most asked now will
be “Where does Blair come in?" It
will not be generally believed that an
actlon so apparently prejudicial to his
own interests and to those of the gov-
ernment which he has so well support-
ed, was taken on principle as a pro-
test against a rallway policy which he
deemed harmful to the country. The
theory does not chime with the record
of the man. It is more possible that,
unable to force his colleagues into, his
own line of thought, he has, In sheer
anger, thrown up his job. But should
this be the true reason it is hard to see
where Mr. Blair would profit except in
gratified spite, so this theory too will
be questioned. The skeptics will watch
Mr. Blair's course in the near future
with keen interest,

BTREET RAILWAY EXTENSION.

The new Slreet.Rallway manager
takes over a line in good condition,
fairly well stocked and with plans laid
for. extensive additions. The Douglas
Avenue branch has more than justi-
fied its construction. During the sum-
mer even the extra service provided
by the double tracks now under con-
struction will with difficulty handle
the traffic. The new line to be laid this
summer through Carleton should be

OTTAWA, July 14.—In the senate
the announcement was made by Hon.
Mr. Scott that Mr. Blair has resigned
and that the resignation will be ac-
cepted.

OTTAWA, July 14.—~When the com-
mons met today, there was an air of
expectancy on all fades In consequence
of Blair's resignation. Laurier was in

his seat. Blair was missing, his seat
being occupled by Schell,

Prefontaine introduced a bill to
amend the fisheries act, which will

legalize the killing of whales by explo-
sives, and licensing the use of purse
seines and fish traps on the Pacific
coast.

Mr. Osler called attention to the des-
truction of salmon fisheries in New
Brunswick. On the Restigouche weight-
ed nets were permitted, and fish are
being illegally caught.

On orders of the day Laurier rose and
briefly announced that Mr. Blair had
tendered his resignation as minister of
railways and canals and a member of
the cabinet, and that the governor gen-

promised a ministerial statement on
Thursday.

OTTAWA, July 14.—In the senate on
orders of the day Sir Mackenzie Bo-
wel called attention to rumors of a
ministerial crisis and asked if Mr. Blair
had tendered his resignation on account
of differences of opinion with his col-
leagues on the railway policy. He said
it was not surprising to hear differ-
ences of opinion when one remembered
the various utterances of the ministers,

negro dragging Emma Cole into the
woods. She ran to her ald, and the
negro pulled out a handful of her

hair. She then ran away while Little
dragged his victim into the woods
and assaulted her, escaping after
threatening her with death if she
moved.

Her father and neighbors met the
child coming home, and at once or-
ganized a party to scour the woodd.

A description of the negro was sent
to nearby towns, and an hour later he
was captured on the railroad track
near Coxsackle. He confessed the as-
sault and was locked up. In the mean-
while news of the capture reached New
Baltimore and a mob of 150 enraged
farmers started for Coxsackle, aug-
mented by a large number of striking
moulders and river men, all frankly
vowing their intention to lynch the
negro. Today was the strikers’ “bene-
fit day” iIn Coxsackie, and the town
was crowded. Threats of lynching
filled the air, and every train added to
the crowd.
