From thatday to this
I bave never increased my profit to the
extent of expense in connection with that
song ! Flaxland de Ia Madeleine, who gave
400 francs for the French copyright, on the
contrary, made & fortune of 400,000 francs
out of the transaction, and boasts that the
beautiful business house he was able to
build in Paris was the outcome of the enor-
mous profits he derived from my composi-
tion, while I beard that the copper plates
and copyright of ‘Il Bacio’ were sold a few
years ago in London tfor the sum of £640.

The Czars experience
during his visit to paris will not fail to have

Inventive genius and mechanical skill

order to greet customers of 1897 with one

by two big makers has to do with the gear.
When safely machines were first seen in
this country some of them were cquipp-
ed with bevelled gear in the place of
chain and sprocked wheels. Mechanically
the experiment was fairly successful but
tke result was ot satisfactory to wheelmen.
The several pcunds of weight which a cog
gear added to a bicycle wera not reckcned
in those days of wheels weighing filty or
eixty pounds. But if from any cause the
gearing broke or became loose 8o th:t the
cogs wouldn’t work, tte ride became a
walk; and trundling a wheel of more than
balt s bundred weight was no fun.
Then as weight began to tell
and to be avoided in  wheeling
over poor roads and hills, the lightening
of the machine became a Icading aim on
the makers part. So the shaft acd cup
were replaced by the gear now in use.
Since then little has been about bevell-gear
bicycles until this fall. According to the
statement of numerous manufacturers fam-

fortunate fallen women appear to plead to

modern bicycle. They say that a bevell-
gear on the present wheel might work when
operated slowly on a smooth surface but
when heavy pressure is put upon the pedals
some part of the gear or frame will te lik-
ely to give way. No modern bicycle, say
mavy mechanics, is strong ¢nough to with-
stand the wrenchiog and ttraining cauted
by the use of a level gear; and in sddition,
the chainless wheels lesser possibilitics for
speed militate against it. Despite these
discouraging reports the chainlees bicycle is
aw:ited with deep interest. The first
pncumatic tire in the market was far from
perfect and so by the way, was the fi:st
driving chain. Wheelmen are not slow to
gwve a fir trial to new wheels,
and .the woman riders would be
deligh'ed to discard & dirty, geeasy chain
for a substitute that wouldn’t rust or
stretch, or interfere with their tkirts.

The Canadian Magezine for October
contains a critique on Mr. G. E. Fencty’s
“L’te and Times of Hcn. Joseph Howe.”
It i3 signed by the editor, Me. John A.
Cooper, and has therefcre tufficient impor-
tance to call for rotice. Our critic passes
some vory harsh s'rictures upon Mr.
Fenety's style, and at the same time
complains ot certaic omissions n the
matter of fact. Befo:é undertaking to
critic'zs Mr. Fenety's style Mr. Cooper
would have been wice to look careully
to the construction of his own phrases ; and
beforz finding fault with the 2uthor's omis-
sions the reviewer might have taken the
trouble to read the preface more carefully.
Inthat preface Mr. Fenety dieclaims all in-
tenticn of making his book a complete bio-
graphy. Hesays thatkte aims rather to sup-
plement the more ¢laborate work of William
Annand by contributions from his own
wealth of personal reminiscence. In view
of this konest disclaimer of Mr. Fenety’s
the reviewer puts himselt in a somewhat
absurd position when he grumtles that
‘“‘many things are left unsaid which
we would hike to have known” ; though, of
courze, he has our fullest sympathy n
such wholesome desire for knowledge.

It is a micor mstter to convict a critic of
a mere foolish oversight like this. It is
also, perhaps, a minor matter to convict
him of error in his facts; as, for instance,
where he states that Mr. I'enety ¢‘is a suc-
cessfol publisher in St. Jobn, N. B.” while
the factis that Mr. Fenety livcs in Fred-
ericton, and is not a publisker. But by
no stretch of indulgerce can we par.
don a reviewer who is h'mself guilly
of gross carclessness ind inaccuracy
of style at the very moment when he is
posing as a defender of pure Englich. The
elegance of Mr. Cooper’s prose msy be
judged by the followng quotations : —
“Todsy, this happy Confederation of provinces
erioys 8 government which, considered from the

dj of ¢ ive, legislative, or judicisl ex-
cellence, is most ¢xcellently euited to the needs of
its people, and which for general merit is unsar-
passed by that of any other nation in the world.”
“Canadians are sfraid to spare the years of care-
ful preparation which is necessary to every one
who hopes to succeed in literature.”

In this latter instarce Mr. Ccoper is

evid.ntly mixed upon the question of an
antecedent for his relative. Thet the
editor of a literary magszine, engaged in

ths discuscion of style in English prose,

should be confused upon a question of

simple syntax, is uapardorable.  Mr.

Cooper would not make such a slip, wears

confident, if he would but take the preceu-

tion to employ an astistant who might sup-

ply “‘this deficiency in his literary abilities.”
Other instances of clumsiness in expression

if not of actual error, might be gathered

from this very brisfarticle ot Mr. Cooper’s.

If he cannot write two pages without falling

into palpable blundcrs he should at least

have the modesty torefrain from censuring
the slips which may so easily pass uncor-
rected when a large book is going through

the press,—especially when, as in the case

cf the work urder discussion, a sudden and

dangerous illness made it impossibie for
the author to complete the revision of his

proof sheets.

It is not unueual for slips to occur in &
book of four hundred pages, butit there
are such slips in the ** Life of Howe, * we

would hardly eelect M-. Cooper as the

critic best qualified to point them out. The

tollowing is one of the sentences which Mr.

Cooper holds up to reprobation.
were no steel pens in those days,—blood-
letting was done by the old style goose-
quill, just as effective.”  The reader will
observe that this is not only & strictly
cerrect sentence, but also an instance of
terse and vigorous expression. Mr. Cooper
evidently labours under the delusion

that the adjective ** effective, " qualitying
‘‘goose quill,” should be an adverb mod-
ifying **done.”

In another instance Mr. Cooper inveighs
against 8 most obvious printer’s error, a
slip which makes the author say what no
sane perzon would accuse him of in‘ending
to say. Indeed, in the whole six guota-
tions which Mr. Coop:r criticizes there is
no fault half so glaring as the critic’s own
ig! pt to join a singular verb to
a ploral subject. Other eccentricities we

TIME SPEBNT IN SHAVING.

Ovar 200 Days of & Man's Life Spentina
Barber’s Shop.

People as a rule admire a man who
possesses a face that shows the bright look
of cleauli aad youthful of a good,
clean thave. No matter of how good a
quelity & mau's clothing may be or how
late the style in which they are made, he
does not porsess that look of refinement
that naturally belongs to a man if his face
is marred with a stubby beard. There is
nothing that will bring about this refined
effect so-well as a shave. Yet how many
people who admire this bringing out of the
features in such a clear cat and pleasant
manner really know how much time and
trouble is taken up in acquiring the youth-
fulness of countenance that they so much
admire.

Few people have anything near the cor-
rect idea of the time lost by the ordinary
man in barber shops. The business man
who looks so natty in correct and well-
fitting clothes, with his smooth, clean face,
gets shaved on an average of about four
times a week. When he goss to ths bar-
ber’s the first time he may be lucky enough
to strike a time when there is n> customer
ahead ot him, and as a result he is shaved
and back to business agaiz in almost half
an bour. The next timc he goes he is not
o fortunate, and about thirty-five minutes
are consumed. The third time may take
even longer, and the fourth time in the
week, which is usua'ly on Saturday, be
may find quite a number ahead of him, and
very often he is compelled to wait fully an
hour before he is shaved. In this way the
business man spends on sn average of two
snd a balf hours each week in a barber
shop.

It does not seem long for a week, but
when you calculate the time in this way in
a litetime it is enormous. Atthe above rate,
which is very low, ths business man, com-
puting that he starts shaving when he is 20
years of age and lives to bs 60, continuing
shaving during the interim, will bave spent
nearly 217 days in a barber shop. If he
gets shaved but three times a week, as
many of them do, he will during the same
length of tm2 as in the above mentionsd
instance have spent nearly 150 days in a
barber shop.

The above is only for the time lost snd
does not include tha expense attached to
the operation. In the barber shops patron-
iz:d by business men ot any standing what-
ever the price of a slave is never less than
15 cents. Usually, too, there is a tip of at
least a dime for the barber and a nicke!
for the boy who brushes your hat and

clothes. This runs the cost of your shav-
ing up pretty high, especiilly when you
take into consideration the fact that during
an ordinary lifetime a man who gats shav-
ed four times a we:k makes over 8,000
visits to the barber shop. As the cost o!
these visits is usually 25 or 30 cents each,
it can readily be seen that the expense at-
tached to the operation duriog a man’s
lifetimo isno inconsiderate or trifling a-
mount.

In the shops patroniz:d by the working
classes the prices are not so high, the ex-
pense of the laboring classes 1n this line
amounting on an average to about $1 per
month. Even at this rate it costs the ord-
inary laboring man a few hundred dollars
during his lifetime for his indulgence in
the luxury of & clean shaven face.—Pitts-
burg Chronicle-Telegraph.

wild, lonely, beautitul wilderness—now
populous  enough! Perhaps in some
calm summer or autumnal evening
the traveller makes his  approach.
So Howitt came more than forty

years s8go and not only described
that visit, but one made some twenty years
earlier. ‘Scott was then living at Abbots-
ford, and drew up at the inn-door to take
post horses to Kelso. While these were
got out we bad a full and fair view of him
as he sat, wi hout his hst, in the carriage
~ reading, as we ourselves were breakfasting
near the window of a room just opgosite.
Then there was one small inn in the place,
and very few people in it; now there were
two or three; and tkese, bcside lodging-
houses, all crammed full ot guests. Tte
inn-yards stood full of travelling carriages,
and servants in livery were lounging about
in motley groups. The ruins of the abbey
were Jike & fair for people, and the intelli-
gent and very obliging woman who showed
them to us said that every year the numbers
increased, and that every year forcigners
&eemed to arrive from more and moje d's-
tant regicns.” Since then how have the
years increased, yet tke concourse of pil-
gnims 8'i | cortinues, rcinforcements ¢ver
arriving !’
How truly beauti(ul this whole region is,
apart from itskistoric and classic memoriee!
As the thoughtiul traveiler approactes
Abbotsfcrd he is apt to thitk of that last
journey of the Great Minstrel over this very
route, returning from Italy, when, on de-
scending to the vale of Gala, he ceemed
tuddenly to arouse from the torpor in which
he baa been reposing, and grzed about him
in a dreaming half-wondering menner.
“Suddenly he murmurcd,—*‘Gala Water,
surely, Buckholm, Torwoodlee.®” Then,
at l:st, seeing the Eildon Hills, and catch-
ing a first g'impse of Abbotsfort, |be utter-
ed a wild cry of delight, as if his heart
went leaping befcre him, to be m the midst
of scene of past delights—to reach lke
home of Lis joys and sorrow :
“‘Ard as the hare whom hounds and horns pursue
Pants to the place from whence, at first ke flew,

He still bas hopes, his long vexations past,
Here to return and die at home at last.”

The traveller whom we lollow arrived at
evening, and the sun was sinking out of
sight. The place was throrged just as at
Melrose, and the court yard was as full of
equipages as though it were a gala day.
But day after day, during tke touring sea-
®on it is the rame,—a continual stream
ol vieitors coming &nd going, and
groups ever waiting without for their trun
to be conducted through the house. The
show and monetary features detract some-
what from from the feeling of pleasure and
the sentiment of revererce which a quieter
and more leisurely inspection would incuce.
The ownerskip of tbis f; id is
better than the proprietorship of a
metropolitan museum, and must yield a
handsome income. Whoever expects to
see a siructure of the feudal dimensions,
or on the ample and massive scale of an
old time baronial mansion will be dis-
sppointed. It is neither Holyrood nor
‘Windsor, it is only a mimic castle. The
first impression is apt to be voiced in the
words—I had imagined the house to be
larger, its towers more lofty, its whole ex-
terior more imposing. Tke trees planted
by Scott had, by that time, grown into.
thick plantatione, in which tte house
appeared to be buried, and hidden from
view, for the most part, frcm the gaze of
the spproaching traveller. An abrupt
descent is made from the hillside to the
road, and the visitor comes in front of the
building, which seems to become diminu-
tive in proportion to the largeness of his

- Gothic ideal. It seems, indeed, neither
large nor lofty. The trees, shielding it
hitherto, no longer withhold from his eyes
the object of his search. Ha stands before

he gazes at the entering portal, or portico;
at the bay-window, and their ornsmen-
tation of painted panes, through which the
sun, when shining there, might cast a tint-
ed glow along the floors within; on the
tall gables and battlemented turrets, termi-
nating in what seem pesked lanterns for
festival illuminations; on the corbels and
armorial escu‘cheons,—above the door,
and aloft on the wall of stars ard crescents.
He notes the ‘‘I'ght screen of freestone,
finely worked and carved, with its elliptic
8rchesand iron lattice-work, through which
the garden is tecn with its espalicr trees,
high brick walls, and greenhouse, with a
doorway at the end leading into a second
garden of the same rort” [lers, indeed,
are the cark whinstone walls of Scott's
Iatest home, builded of the graywacke of
his native bills, with its frecstcne quoins
and projections of windows and turrets.
These is a mingled and romantic and classic
look about the pile,—that which we might
expect of the antiquirian and poet who
superintended its building. The model of
Scott's dog, Maids, ljing in stony quiet
aud silence in the court, is a reminder of
one of his loves. Txzis is on the right kand.
As he reads tke well-known inscription, he
scems tocee the poet issue {rcm the door
with the living dog and bhis carice com-
panions gembolling at bis heels, as we
have seen them in the graphic psges of
Irving. *Tke house can neither be said to
be Gothic nor castellated. It is a combina-
tion of the poet’s, drawn from many sources
but all united by good taste, and forming
a unique style more approaching the
Elizabethan than any other. Round the
court of which the open-work screen is the
farther boundary, runs a covered walk,
that is along the two sides not occupicd by
the house and the ecreen; and in the wall
beneath the arcade tkus formed are nu-
merous nictes, containing a medley of old
figures brought from various places. There
are Indian gods, old figures out of churches
and heads of Roman Emperors. In the
court, on the opposite side of the portico
to tke dog Maida, is a fountain, with some
similar relics' reared in the stcne front
around it.’
The visitor may pats around to th2 op-
posite side ot the building. Here its real
size impresses more strongly ;the facade be
ing of more continuous range. At.one end
is the equire tower of Scot*,to which an as-
cint may be mace by an outside stairway.
An Octagonal tower 1s a* the other extrem-
ity, well covered with clinging tendrils of
‘the ivy grcen.’ which tcrminates ina flag-
staff. Oa the right band of the quare
tower you en'er into the outer court, ‘which
allows you to go round the end of the
house from one front to tha other, by the
old gateway wtich once belonged to the
Tolbooth of Edinburgh. Along the whole
of this front runs a gallery, in which the
piger used to stalk to and fro while they
were at dinner.” A singular taste was this,
which not everyone relished. At its pro-
per distance on the Lills tte bagpipes
migkt be mueical ; but at so skort a range,
they must to a delicate ear, when so con-
fined, have been dissonance itself. Ttey
were bowever, gratifying to the poet, as
characteristically Scot izh; and no one who
has read the ‘Lady of the Lake’ nceds to
be to!d its author loved the pipes. Long
after the piper was discharged he used to
come about the place, and, but for the
extenuating memory of S:ott, must have

been regarded as too much a nuisance and
vagabond.'

Our pilgrim is now prepared to en‘er.
Here is'the way, already descrited. Up
to this entrance drove the carriage, on that
summer day, when the failing Minstrel
cawe—asa wandering bizd comes with a
wound in its bosom,—that he might finish
his languishing, and die in the home nest.
Scott, in his eagerness, could scarcely be
restrained from flinging himself out over
the wheels, betore the necessary help to
aliglt could bs given him. Here, beside
the portal stood his long-time servant and
faithtul friend, who assisted in carrying his
master's shattered frame into the dining-
room. There in his chair he sat for s few
bewildered minuter, when his eyes rested
on Lsidlaw, and he exclaimed,—Ha!
Willie Ladlaw, how often, man, bave T
thought of you!" The dogs knew their
lord’s return, and gatkered about him with
glad sympathy, climbiog to his chair, or
fawning upon him, and licking his hands.

This nook
was doubly fascinatiog to Howitt from the
memcry of & picture of it he had seen
several years before his visit. Here is the
working-table where sat Sir Walter ; while
from the richly-carved ceiling depends the
brazen banging lamp from Herculaneum.
On s table ot porphyry stands a silver urn,

fire-place, opposite the entr: which, it
is said, was ‘imitated from an arch intte
cloister at Melrose, with a peculiarly grace-
ful spandrel.’ The iron gate of Sharpe, the
murdered Archbishop,stands within it, and
a massive Roman camp-kettle before it is a
relic that might have gladdened tue heart
of Captain Grose. ‘On the roof, at the
centre of the pointed arches, runs a row
of escutcheons of Sco't’s family, two
or three at one end being empty,
the poet not being able to trace the
maternal lineage so high as the paternal.

losing hrmin bones taken from the
Pirweus, which was the gift of Byron, as
may be seen from the inscription. In this
apartment are other gifts, amorg them the
ebony chairs presinted by George IV.
Ot marked beauty are the carved box-
wood chairs, once the property of a Roman
Cardinal. A ftull-length portrait of the
poet’s soldier-son—the second Sir Walter
—is here to beseen. It represents him
beside his horse in fall uniform, and is a
very attractive picture.
In the drawing-room—which is also fic-

These were painted accordingly in nubib
with tte motto,—Nox alta velat. Round
tke door at one end are emblszoned the
shields of bis mcst intimate friends, as
Erskine, Morritt, Rose, etc., and all round
the ice run the embl d shields of
the old chieltains ot the Borde¢r, with this
motto in old English letters : —¢“These be
the Coats Armouries of the Glannis and
Chief Men of Name who kcepit the Mar-
ghys of Scotland in the Auld Tyme of tte
Kiog. Trewe wera they in tkeir Tyme,
and in their Defence, God Them Defendit.”
The chairs in this ball of relics sre from
the Scone palace. Two things sre of
singulsr interest, the chain shirt which
Oliver Cromwell once wore, and which
new hangs here on the wall, and a ‘buge
tawpy lion skin.’ Thoms Pringle, who
could catch lione, or poetize about ther,
sent it to his friend from South Africa.

TLe groined ceiling of the pasrage that
opens {rom this hall to the dining-room is
very fine. Itis a travscript of that at Me!-
rose. At the end is an open spice where
may be seen two full length paintirgs,—
portraits of the Misses Scott,—one being
of Miss Annie Scott.
The breakfast-room is one that most
vividly brings Scott befora the thoughtful
vititor. Here that fertile, busy mind often
began its daily task. At this revolving
pyramidal fable be often stocd consulting
his books of reference laid open there.
Here, at this small osk table, he break-
fasted,—sometimes alone, alter his wife was
gone; for, though usually Lis daughter
Aunce joined Lim at tke door, 1t she did not
come he sat to the matin meal in solitude,
tecling he could not te detained from his
wotk. There is a snug homeliker ess about
the roow, and from it are obtained views
up the valley that are quite charming. It
i3 & cheerful room, and it is eesy to see why
Scott lcved to linger in it. The:e are kooks
still lying just where they then were,—as
everything is kept as nearly as possible as
he left it,—books of poetry and general
literature,—in fact ‘tuch a collection as

ithed with ceda d—is the portrait be-
fore alluded to, a large painting by Rae-
burn. Engravings have made the world
with it. There he sits at ease in the skelt-
er of a wall, with his two dogs beside him.
It is declared a very life like portrait of
him as he sppeared at that time of life.
It resembles Chantry’s bust very clesely.
In ttis room 1s the portrait of Lady Scott.
‘Oh!" exclaims one visitor ‘such a round-
faced little blackamoor of 8 woman! One
instantly asks,—Whera was Sir Walter's
taste? Where was the judgment which
guided him in describing Di Vernon, Flora
Mclvor, or Rebecca? ‘But,’ the house
keeper replies, ‘ste was a very brilliant
little woman.” This is the tettimony of
those who knew her best. ‘How greatly
then,’ observes Howitt, ‘must the artist
bave sinned against her! ‘The portrait of
Miss Anne Scott reveals her likeness to
her father; ske is portrayed very attract-
ively. The visitor looks with interest into
the pictured face of the poet’s mother, and
eecs ‘a good, amiable, motherly- looking
woman, in an old-fashioned lady’s cap.’
A memorial of Byron is in this room also,
inthe form of a verde ant’que table. ‘It
stands between the front wicdows bearirg
‘a vage of what resembles purple glass, a
transparent marble, inlaid beautifully with
gold. 'The black ebony ecabinet, in this
rcom, was, with the chaird in the library,
presented by the royal roue Scott so much
affected.
Akin to the ¢ntrance-ball in interest is
the armory. It is that collection kegun by
the author ¢f Waverly, while yet a boy.
The barest inventory of this room’s c¢ nterts
would rcquire urallowable spice; but a
few may be taken as indicative of the whole.
Here is ‘the old wooden lock of the Tol-
booth of Sclkirk.’ Here also, is ‘Quecen
Mary’s offering-box, a smsll iron ark or
coffer, with a circular lid, found in Holy-
rood house.”

Whoever enters the; dining-room must
be impressed by the painted head of Mary
Queen of Scots, as it appeared immediately
upon passing the fatal ordeal. It might
seem ghastly but, on the contrary, as ope
bas said, ‘it gives a Letter notion of the
beauty of Mary than any of her living port-
raits. *The hair is still black, not gray, or
white, as stated by the bistorians.’ This
painting is by Amiss Cawood, and it is
said that Scott took great pains to esteb-
lish its authenticity. The rocm abounds in
interesting poriraits, some of them very
fine. The hindsoms Nell Gwynn, as
at Glamis Castle, here shows her
radiant beauty. The equestrian figure
of Lord Essex, the great parliament gen-
eral, looks noble. Here sre portraits of
Oliver Cromwell in his youth, and of the
fascinating Monmouth. The poets are also
bere. Onelingers over the face of Thom-
son, and wonders if he was ever, indeed so,
fair. The speaking face ot ‘glorious John
Dryden’ wins tte eye, Hogart, imsged by
his own hand, is there; and tkere are Gay
and Prior by Jervas. Portraits of royalty
are also intermingled; the celebrated
Charles XII of Sweden; Henrietts, the
fair queen of the First Charles of England ;
the Second Jsmes consort, Ann Hyde.
There Raleigh thows magrificent in his
broad hat, yet with less ¢f splendor than
some of his portraits attribute to him; and
there emiles handcome Lucy Watters, first
mistress of easy-living Charles, and mother
of the unbappy Monmouth; there also is
the Duchess of Buccleugh, Monmouth's
wife. But one picture invites especial at-
tention, for various ressons; it is tha
which represents the marriage of Scott of
Harden, the poets famous ancestor, to
‘Muckle-mouthed Meg," who is ‘making
the widest mouth possible, with a very arch
exprestion as much as to say: ‘Since you
will be obliged to have e, 1 will, for this
once have the pleasue of giving you a
fright!" * * This, with the portrait ot ‘Old
Beardie,” Scott's great-great-grandfather,
is an ancestral picture of significance.
