OUTLINES METHODS

FOR THE CAMPAIGN.
CORONOR REFUSES TO

GIVE OUT EVIDENCE.

Philadelphia, Sept. 3.—The address 
before the American Bar Association 
at Montreal of Viscount Haldane, Lord 
High Chancellor of England, was an 
official announcement to the world of 
the declared policy of the British gov- 
ernment, according to an authorized 
statement made here tonight by Fran 
cis Rawle, one of the leading lawyers 
of this city. Mr. Rawle was chairman 
of the committee that received the 
Lord High C hancellor upon his arriv­
al at New York from England last 
week. It was while returning from 
Montreal to New York, from where 
Viscount Haldane
night for England, that the distinguish­
ed British Jurist authorized Mr. Rawle 
to make the announcement.

The address, in a large measure, 
concerned itself with the unity of na­
tions, particularly those of Anglo-Sax­
on blood ; their working together for 
the good of the world, its peace and 
betterment.

According to Mr. Rawle’s statement, 
the Lord Chancellor said: “it is of­
ficial. and is intended to be so: It Is 
the declared policy of the British gov- ^ 
ernment announced through my ad­
dress to the world. It will be publish­
ed immediately in French, German, 
Russian and Chinese.”

Sir Edward Grey, the British for­
eign minister, Mr. Rawle said, went 
over tlfê addrees line for line, stamp­
ing its every word with his official 
approval.

According to Mr. Rawle. the Lord 
Chancellor attributed to the foreign 
minister’s ability and qualities the 
solution of the Balkan troubles, de­
claring that his sincerity had per­
suaded foreign diplomats that Eng­
land had no selfish ends in the settle­
ment of European difficulties.

Mr. Rawle said that the Lord Chan­
cellor speaking of the United States, 
declared :

“In fifty years you will undoubtedly

Particles of the dirt blinded her for 
a moment. Others followed the first 
bather’s example and in a moment 
men and women were pelting the 
purple colored figure from every side. 
Women reached out and grasped the 
edges of her slit skirt.

The crowd grew as the excitement 
spread along the beach, and Mrs. Lan­
ning. struggling to escape, was buf­
feted backward and forward for more 
than ten minutes while policemen who 
ran from the boardwalks and life­
guards tried to fight their way toward 
her. Finally one of the men in the 
throng caught hold of the exhausted 
woman's leg and she fell on the sand 
where she was trampled upon and 
rendered unconscious.

The exile of the Acadians from Nova 
Scotia was announced 158 years &;o 
today, the proclamation ordering 
"both old and young men, as well as 
all the lads of ten years of age," to 
assemble at designated places on the 
following day, September 5, 1755.
Governor Lawrence, who ordered and 
vigorously carried out out the expa- 
trition of 18,000 people, has been bit­
terly criticised and held up to scorn 
as an inhuman monster, but he has 
also had his able defenders who have 
declared that his course, harsh as It 
seemed, was the only one open to 
him. Col. Winslow and troops from 
New England carried the edict .Into 
effect. At Grand Pre, where 418 men 
and youths assembled In the church 
in response to the proclamation, Wins 
low addressed them, saying: "Your 
lands and tenements, cattle of all 
kinds, and live-stock of all sorts, are 
forfeited to the crown, and you, 
selves, are to be removed from 
province. I am. through His Majes­
ty’s goodness, directed to allow you 
liberty to carry off your money and 
household goods, as many as you van, 
without discommoding the vessels you 
go in. You are now the King's pris­
oners.” Similar scenes were enacted 
in other Acadian centres, and the peo­
ple. who had chosen foreign exile 
rather than British allegiance, jwere 
tilled with consternation when con­
fronted with the result of their choice. 
Every effort was made to keep famil­
ies together, but in so large a migra­
tion there was necessarily some 
bungling, and the enforced separations 
gave rise to many such pitiful stories 
such as Longfellow has told in his 
"Evangeline." The story of Acadia 
still retains its appeal to human 
sympathies, and a new drama dealing 
with the subject will soon be pro­
duced in New York.

readily understood. The period cover 
ed is from 1900 to the present time 
and the book sets forth in a remarkab­
ly clear manner the wonderful in­
crease during that period. This is 
particularly true of the immigration 
of British subjects. In 1900-1 the num 
her of British subjects coming to Can­
ada was 9,331 and in 1912-18 it had 
grown to 108,082.

In the years to come this rate of in­
crease will probably appear unimport­
ant as Canada will continue to attract 
the workers who look for the larger 
chance which this country offers.

It is gratifying, though, that not 
alone has the volume of immigration 
so largely increased but the class of 
immigrants headed tills way is con­
stantly improving. H. B. Hetherington. 
Canadian immigration Inspector in 
New Y'ork, who was in the city yester­
day, is authority for the statement 
that Canada is getting the best tu 
the new settlers who make New York 
their point of entry. Largely Mr. Heth­
erington ascribes this fact to the 
Canadian immigration law which, he 
says, is so dear.and simple that trails 
portation officials and emigration 
agents in Great Britain and Europe 
well know the uselessness of attempt­
ing to send any but the best settlers 
to Canada. The United States law is 
less definite in its provisions with the 
consequence that there is a larger 
proportion of rejections among 
settlers desirous of locating in the 
United States than is the case among 
the newcomers bound to the Domiu-

Three minutes later he was taken 
in custody by Dominion immigration 
officials and rushed at once to the 
United States border. Today he will 
be examined by a Federal Immigra­
tion Board sitting at Coaticooke, Que­
bec. On the facts as generally known 
judgment must be adverse to him, and 
in all likelihood he will be turned 
back across the Vermont boundary as 
he came.

The Thaw millions saved the slayer 
of Stanford White from the electric 
chair and immured him in Matteawan.

Gaillard, whose work at Panama has 
placed him among the foremost of the 
world's engineers, was born fifty-four 
years ago today, Sept. 4, at Fulton, 
Sumpter county, South Carolina.

The 
friends of the two engineers have oft­
en publicly asserted that they have not 
received the credit they deserved, 
while Goethals was being lionized, but, 
so far as known, the relations between 
the three chief ditch-diggers 
ways been most cordial.

Lieut. Col. Gaillard comes of an old 
French Huguenot family. Before go­
ing to Panama he was in charge of 
various harbor improvements at St. 
Augustine. Tampa, and other points in 
Florida. Later he was one of the com­
missioners appointed to adjust the in­
ternational
United States and Mexico.
Spanish war he was chief engineer of 
the department of Santa Clara, Cuba. 
In 1901 he took charge of all river and 
harbor improvements of Lake Super; 
lor. In 1903 he was appointed to the 
general staff and three years later was 
sent to Cuba, and in 1907 to Panama. 
He bad charge of the digging of Cule­
bra Cut, the most difficult part of the 
whole undertaking. For a year or two 
he has been on the verge of illness, 
but he insisted on “staying on the 
job” until the work was practically 
done and the flooding of Culebra was 
under way. He has been described as 
“one of the most wonderful organizers 
the United States army has ever de­
veloped."

the Somaliland Camel Corps and the 
Mullah’s Dervishes which illustrates 
that the British soldier has not yet 
forgotten how to die.

A letter from the subaltern who 
was in command of the corps after 
Lieutenant .Corfleld had been killed, is 
published in the London Daily Ex­
press.
“Corps, all told, 112 strong, went to 
"reconnoitre in a large tract which 
"had been looted by Dervishes. The 
“Dervishes numbered a thousand. 
"Fighting began and soon the state 
"of things became a perfect hell on 
"earth, Corfleld being shot dead and 
"Summers wounded. In the end 32 
"men were killed and 22 wounded, 
“and there were only 26 able fighting 
"men left to combat a force estimated 
"at 1,500. ‘All that saved us,’ says 
"the correspondent, ‘was that their 
“ammunition gave out, and 46 of their 
“camels and nine ponies were shot.

" ‘In a last mad rush, they brought 
‘“up a body of spearmen who must 
"Inevitably have finished us but for 
"our maxim gun, which was ,«oing for 
“half an hour, its deadly shots stead- 
Mly disabling the Dervishes, though 
“some of them got right up to our 
“midst. Twice we thought they were 
"bound to get at us, but they fled at 
"the critical moment."

There is ample precedent in British 
for the Somaliland incident.

No One Man’s Triumph.
"The Invention of the locomotive 

engine, whose successful operation 
first imparted vitality to railway en­
terprise, can scarcely be said to be­
long to one nation, certainly not to 
one man. The elements which made 
the locomotive a successful machine 
have been devised and applied by a 
great many different inventors and 
mechanics. The idea of applying

Felt that Labor Day Pa­
rade has Brought Unions 
Together—Proposition of 
Owners Unsatisfactory.

The bringing together of the mill 
owners and workers In Joint confer­
ence hae at least given a more satis­
factory outlook to a lentement of the 
mill strike, and the matter now hangs 
on the reply of the mlllmen to the 
operators. The proposition advanced 
by the mill owners, however, does not 
meet with the general approval of the 
workers, and it Is possiole that there 
will be further delay before a settle­
ment Is reached.

Just what will be the outcome of the 
recent conference Is difficult to say. 
A meeting of the mlllmen was held 
last evening when the offer made by 
the owners was given consideration.

It is understood that a number ot 
the higher paid workmen at the mills 
are anxious to resume work, but the 
low salaried men who are much In 
the majority, are not so desirous of 
returning, as most of them are now 
demanding more money than they 
received at the mills.

To the person not directly interest­
ed, the Labor Day procession was a 
great demonstration and beyond that, 
nothing, but to the tradesmen the 
celebrattori was something more than 
that. It had the effect of bringing to­
gether and as It were linking the vari­
ous unions; and as far as strengthen­
ing the labor situation the demonstra­
tion was most influential.

As a result the union men of the 
city are better able to cope with the 
difficulties which may arise, and 
should the mill strike be further pro­
tracted It has been hinted that the 
other unions will stand by them and 
aid the mlllmen in securing their 
rights.
