14.—A semi-official 
statement issued in Berlin today says 
it has virtually been established that 
the steamer Hesperian was not sunk 
by a German submarine.

The statement, forwarded from Am­
sterdam to Reuter's Telegram Com­
pany, is as follows:

"According to information in com­
petent quarters it appears, from news 
at present available and from facts 
known in official quarters, to be as 
good as excluded that a German sub­
marine can be held responsible for 
sinking the Hesperian.

“First, in view of the distribution 
of submarines in accordance with war 
plans, no German submarine was In 
the sea district on September 4 in 
which the Hesperian was sunk.

"Second, according to descriptions 
received from English sources, the ex­
plosion was of such a kind that It 
must be inferred from its effects that 
it was caused by a mine rather than a 
torpedo. In support of this assump­
tion is the fact that, according to the 
accounts received, the ship wag hit 
close to the stem and a few foremost 
compartments were filled with water.”

Russian Official Report.

Petrograd, Sept. 13—The following 
official statement was issued tonight:

"In the regions of Derajno and Kie­
van the enemy assumed an offensive 
which we checked. By an energetic 
counter-attack we then advanced in 
the region west of Kievan, where, in 
fitting
we'took over 1,300 prisoners.

“Yesterday the Russians, in the re­
gion west of Wysznewec, repulsed the 
enemy from Rydomel and the adja­
cent neighborhood. The enemy hur­
riedly retreated here, sustained great 
losses, and was driven out of Postoka 
Village. Up to the present the number 
of prisoners counted Is twenty officers 
and two thousand men.

"Our fire checked attempts of the 
enemy who, in order to arrest onr of­
fensive, made a counter-attack in the 
region of the villages of Gontow and 
Dykowec, southwest of Wysznewec;
We captured here also about 140 offi­
cers and 7,500 men, one heavy and six 
light guns, four caissons, twenty-six 
machine guns and much "booty."

“In Galicia we are pursuing^the re­
treating enemy in a westerly direc­
tion from the front of the Sereth river.
Violent engagements have occurred in 
the regions of the villages of Gliad- 
ka, Cedrow and Juzephowka, west of 
Tamopol, and also near the village of

Washington, Sept. 14.—Prospects for 
q favorable adjustment of the contro­
versies between the United States and 
Germany depend entirely on the atti< 
tude which the Berlin foreign office 
will take toward the recommendations 
made today by Count Von Bemetorff, 
the German ambassador, following his 
conference yesterday with Secretary 
Lansing.

BRITISH ARMY CASUALTIES 381,983
London, Sept. 14.—Official announcement was made today In the 

vee of Common* that the total of British war casualties up to Aug- 
t 21 was 381,983 officers and men killed, wounded or missing.

Detailed figures of the casualties were announced as follows:
Killed and died of wounds—Officers, 4,965; other ranks, 70,992.
Wounded—Officers, 9,973; other ranks, 241,086.
Missing—Officers, 1,501; other ranks, 53,466.
These figures refer to the army alone.
The losses of the British army during the summer were somewhat 

smaller than In April and May.
The last previous statement of the total 

was Issued by Premier Asquith on June 9. It gave a total of 258,069 up 
to May 31. The losses from that time up to August 21 are there­
fore shown to have been 123,914, a daily average of about 1,500. In the 
two months before the end of May, the period covered In the preceding 
announcement, the losses averaged about 2,000 a day.

ST 2 PERFORMANCES were not buoyeâ, however, by a state­
ment made on behalf of the National 
City Bank, the largest in America. 
This Institution has 2,500 correspond­
ent banks scattered throughout the 
country. Not a single correspondent, 
it was said, had registered a protest 
against the institution’s participating 
in the proposed billion dollar loan; 
on the contrary, there was genuine 
country wide Interest in the proposal, 
and many requests for detailed infor­
mation as to the loan had been re­
ceived.

Of the tens of thousands of deposi­
tors in this hank, it was said, only 
one had made verbal protest against 
the bank’s participating.

On the other hand, two other big 
New York banks, whose officers are 
prominently Identified with the affairs 
of the New York Clearing House, 
said that they had received many pro­
tests. In fact, protests from German 
sympathizers seemed to be the order 
of the day, extending even to members 
of the commission who had received, 
it developed today, a number of let­
ters, some Insulting, some threatening, 
but none considered alarming.

Members of the commission spent 
much of the day In Wall Street. They 
visited a number of bankers and re­
ceived a great many more.

Loan In Several Instalments.

The commission felt today, accord­
ing to Mr. Blackett's statement, there 
was no occasion for surprise. In fact, 
that there had been no surprise, at the 
report that there would be no collater­
al offered for the big loan. Mr. 
Blackett would give no intimation as 
to the progress made today, other 
than to say that there was not yet a 
definite set programme, and that many 
suggestions were to be considered. 
There had been very little German 
agitation, he thought, so far as it re­
lated to the loan. The terms of the 
loan were a matter upon which there 
was no authoritative information avail­
able, although many reports were 
broadcast.

It was considered probable that the 
loan would be In several Installments, 
as previously indicated; might run ten 
years, and would bear interest at the 
rate of five per cent. These reports 
were unconfirmed. It was generally 
believed, however, that the British 
and French treasury notes would be 
payable in dollars. So far as could be 
recalled, the British government has 
never before issued bonds payable In 
the money of another nation.

One of the reports discussed was 
that the bonds, to be made as attrac­
tive as possible, were to be a first lien, 
in other words, a first mortgage on the 
British Empire and France, taking 
preference over all other obligations, 
and were to be free from Income tax 
requirements, maturing in five years. 
This report, like many others, could 
not be confirmed, nor was it denied.

Berlin, Sept. 9—(Via Tuckerton, N. 
J„ delayed in transmission)—A des­
patch to the Tageblatt from Athens 
says that great excitement has 'been 
created there by the arrest of two 
French Journalists named respectively 
Papas and Marion. < barged with act­
ing as spies in behalf of Russia.

A despatch from Athens under date 
of September 6, recorded the arrest of 
two men and a woman charged with 
trafficking in messages to King Con­
stantine and the General Staff. It has 
been established, it was said, that Ger­
man and Austrian messages had been 
sent to Russia and that also many 
despatches from the British Admiralty 
were reported missing. The accused 
were charged with plying a regular 
trade, the Athens advices stated, giving 
information impartially to either side.

Official admission was made today 

for the first time that the British 
cabinet is seriously debating the ques­
tion of conscription. The announce­
ment was made in,the House of Com­
mons when parliament reopened today 
by Premier Asquith.

The subject was raised when the 
motion for adjournment was made. It 
was brought up by both the opponents 
and the advocates of conscription.

Premier Asquith finally rose and an­
nounced:

"This is not a matter which has 
escaped the attention of the govern­
ment. When the government, without 
undue delay and with due deliberation 
which the gravity of the subject de- 
have arrived at their conclusion they 
will be presented to the House and 
will then become the subject of par­
liamentary discussion.”

The premier expressed regret that 
the question of the best way ‘‘in which 
this country shall meet the call to 
bring the war to a successful conclu­
sion” had become a matter of public 
controversy. He hoped there would 
be no further debate on this subject 
for the present.

Premier Asquith rapped the knuck­
les of the officers, members of the 
House of Commons who recently re­
turned from the front and signed a 
memorial urging that the government 
hasten to adopt conscription, 
premier repudiated any desire to 
close their lips, but he added that 
"they ought to feel themselves under 
the most strict sense of responsibility.

‘‘Let them remember," said the pre­
mier, "that they sit in the Commons, 
not as representatives of the army, 
but of their constituents. It would be 
most unjust that because they happen 
to be in the army they should pretend 
to come to the House with any man­
date from the army. That would be 
an evil thing for the army, and a bad 
thing for the Commons. It Is a claim 
1 would never admit.”

New Glasgow, Nova ScotiaThe members of the financial board 
of the Red Cross—all business men— 
have prepared a list of such citizens 
as ini their estimation will not only 
be deeply Interested in the effort for 
its general good, but who are men 
and women who are financially able 
to support this movement, and who 
need only to have it placed before 
them to give it a hearty endorsement. 
At a meeting held on Tuesday after- 
noom In the Red Cross depot, a num­
ber of collectors were chosen for the 
work; these ladles are given a card 
which, during the next ten days or so, 
they will present to those citizens 
whose names were selected, and will 
ask that a subscription of $2 a month 
for a year be given for the work of 
the Red Cross. The manner of pay­
ment rests entirely with the individ­
ual—if a man wishes to give the en­
tire sum of $24 at once, and by that 
means be entirely freed from any 
further visits of the collector, there 
Is not the slightest reason why he 
should not adopt that method. If, on 
the other hand, it Is more convenient 
for him to wish to have the collector 
call once a month, that will be the 
very way the collector will find most 
suited to her own convenience. At all 
events the sum asked for is by no 
means a large one and will not be a 
source of embarrassment to any one 
who may be approached by the col­
lectors. It should, however, be borne 
in mind, that recogndzing the many 
demands made by the war situation 
on the individual, a courteous refusal 
will be courteously received, but It is 
confidently expected that no one will 
refuse the Red Cross collector, on 
whose success depends the actual 
comfort of wounded and sick Cana­
dian soldiers during the ensuing win­
ter. As has already been pointed out, 
the larger amount of monies devoted 
to the local Red Cross is spent in 
St. John and is an Important factor In 
the “business as usuql” campaign that 
13 regarded so Important by many.
