years. This means that many naturaliz­
ed Canadians who received their cer­
tificates recently after residing but 
three years in Canada will have to 
wait until five years is up before they 
will receive the new certificate entitl­
ing them to world-wide British nation­
ality.

The repeal of the present act Is also 
subject to the provision that persons 
residing in Canada on January l may 
apply and obtain natura'.iztion under 
that act. There will, therefore be two 
methods of naturalization during the 
following three years, the first requir­
ing only three years of residence and 
conferring naturalization within the 
Dominion; and the second requiring 
five years of residence and conferring 
British Nationality for all Intents 
and purposes.

King Albert also was anxious to 

have the American people know, as 
he put it, the facts of the story of how 
his troops, demoralized aud disorgan­
ized by their disheartening retreat 
almost across the entire limits of 
their own country, turned at bay along 
the Yser, and held back the Germans 
there at frightful cost, in killed and 
wounded, to their army, and of the 
almost incalculable loss suffered in 
the deliberate inundation by its own­
ers of (lie most valuable agricultural 
part of the country.

“In one of these terrible nine days 
in the trenches along the Yser,” the 
King said, "I know that seven hun­
dred of our brave Belgian soldiers 
were killed outright.”

London, Dec, 23,—The Allies in the west, the Germans in 
Poland, and the Russians in East Prussia and Galicia continue 
their offensive operations, but the advances gained have been 
so slight as to be almost imperceptible, In the long run, how­
ever, the ground which is being taken may prove vital, and 
the various armies are fighting with an intensity which has 
not been exceeded since the war began,

In Poland the centre of interest has shifted slightly to 
the south, Finding the direct road to Warsaw blocked by 
Russian reinforcements, the Germans made an attack from 
the southwest, and have reached Skierniewice, which is some 
fnity miles from the Polish capital, They have thus far failed 
to pierce the Russian lines* but they have forced Grand Duke 
Nicholas to withdraw his forces from before Cracow, In this, 
one of the chief aims of their offensive against Russia, the 
Germans have been successful,

RED SBIPetrograd, Dec. 23 (via London).—Large bodies of Russian troops 
are moving toward Cracow, the Galician stronghold from the north and 
east. An Important battle apparently is developing in Southwestern Po­
land, near Cracow. While the Germane are not relaxing their efforts 
along the line from Sochaczew to Skierniewice In the movement toward 
Warsaw, the greatest activity Tuesday was In the vlcnlty of Mlechow 
and Andrejew, immediately northeast of Cracow. The Russians have 
moved back to positions along the left bank of the Nlda river near^ite 
Junction with the Vistula thirty miles east of Cracow. The objective,)*# 
the Auetro-German forces In this vicinity appears to be Kieloa. Their 
front extends about seventy miles from the right bank of the Nlda.

Their strength it estimated at eight to ten army corps (320,000 to 
400,000 men.)

The Teutonic allies on Decembe 12 attacked the outskirts of Pln- 
zow, 26 miles east of Mlechow, and were successful In crossing the river.

erican market at a less price thy the 
English equivalent of the New York 
closing price of the thirtieth of July;” 
only British born or naturalized mem­
bers or clerks will be admitted to the

valley of the San. The Austrians who advanced over the Mazolaberet*

By reading the Times closely 
the German general- staff was able to 
follow the movements of various 
French armies, to conjecture future 
movements, and to forestall them. 
Probably some memory of these facts 
has inspired the French commander 
to so rigidly censor all news that 
might by any possibility give a hint 
to the enemy. It is pointed out by 
Col. Maude in the Sunday Times that 
the censorship maintained in both 
Britain and France made possible 
the landing of the British relief force 
at Antwerp, delaying the fall of the 
city tor some days, though not avert­
ing it as the Belgians had hoped, and 
making it possible to close the gap 
between Dixmude and Ypres with two 
cavalry divisions before the German 
reinforcements could reach the spot, 
and perhaps deliver a deadly blow- at 
an unprotected part of the Allies’ 
lines. If we bear these facts in mind, 
and remember, too, that the censor­
ship is not a device of the 
themselves, but part of the deliber­
ately prepared campaign of the allied 
nations, we shall be more tolerant of

New York, Dec. 23.—The nations of 
Europe have„placed contracts in the 
United States for more than (300,000,- 
000 worth of supplies since the begin­
ning of the war, according to Charles 
M. Schwab, president of the Bethle­
hem Steel Corporation, who returned 
here today from England aboard the 
steamer Lusitania. Mr. Schwab pre­
dicted that for this reason the United 
States was now at the threshold of 
the “greatest period of prosperity It 
has seen in many years.”

Mr. Schwab, who sailed for England 
less than a month ago, admitted that 
the object of bis trip was to cancel 
provisional contracts he had made 
with the British government for the 
building of submarines. This he had 
done, he said, after having been advis­
ed by Secretary of State Bryan that 
for an American concern to supply 
submarines to any of the belligerent 
nations would be a violation, both In 
letter and in spirit, of the neutrality 
of the United States.

The contracts wrhich he had given 
up, he said, were worth more than 
(15,000,000, but he had been able to 
secure while abroad contracts for the

supply of various munitions of war, 
although ha declined to say with what 
nation they had lieeu negotiated.

"The next big problem that the 
United State* will iiave to face," said 
Mr. Schwab, “will be the development 
of transportation facilities in order 
to handle the tremendous increase In 
manufacturing and commercial enter­
prises.

“The period of prosperity that I pre­
dicted on my last return frdm abroad 
is about, on us. The contracts placed 
with American manufacturing con­
cerns by Europe call for delivery with­
in the year, and i look to see a big 
revival of business In every line.”

Mr. Schwab, on his previous trip, 
was a passent r on the steamship 
Olympic when that, ship went to the 
rescue of the dreadnought Audacious. 
On his return he declined to confirm 
or deny the incident, pleading that he 
was bound as a matter of honor not 
to speak of it, in view of the treatment

The young 
man’s father, the Duke of Saxe-Mein- 
ingen, acknowledged the courtesies in 
a letter, expressing the deepest appre­
ciation, and later - when the Germans 
entered Maubeuge—he proved his gra­
titude by directing the troops occupy­
ing the fortress town to treat the in­
habitants with tie utmost considera­
tion. The nurse was given a safe con­
duct through the German, lines, and 
has Just arrived at Boulogne.

Embargo Partially Raised — 
Shipments Permitted if 

Guaranteed will Not be Re­
shipped to Britain’s Enemies

? New York, Dec. 23—For the first 
time since the recent renewal of open 
trading in all stocks there were un­
mistakable signs today of general liq­
uidation. A number of speculative Is­
sues, Including United States Steel 
and the Southern Pacific, fell to their 
minimum and many others In the 
same class. Including Canadian Pacif­
ic, Union Pacific, Great Northern pre­
ferred, Northern Pacific, Pennsylva­
nia, Baltimore & Ohio and United 
States Steel preferred came within 
easy distances of their established 
low prices.

As usual, the receding movement 
began with Steel, which held steady 
until mid-day. when it broke new low 
ground. Almost immediately other 
leaders began to decline, the whole 
list yielding a little later when an­
nouncement of the reduced Pennsyl­
vania company dividend was made. 
From that period the movement was 
marked by increasing weakness, with 
only an occasional rally. The selling 

too general for analysis, hut for­
eign offerings and ' bear activities con­
tributed their part, together with un­
loading by discouraged investors.

After the close of the market Steel 
was offered at 48, with no bid, and 
other speculative issues showed little 
disparity between bid and asked pri­
ces. Today's closing quotations repre­
sent declines of five to ten points 
from the high of December 16, the 
losa In certain specialties extending 
to fifteen points.

Washington, Dec. 22.—The British 

Ambassador today had another of his 
frequent conferences with Solicitor 
Johnson at the State Department in 
pursuance of the effort which Is being 
made to secure an amelioration of ex­
isting conditions regarding embargoes 
and re-exportation from America of 
products from Great Britain's domin­
ions.

The subject of the rubber embargo 
has been receiving particular atten­
tion, and the negotiations have reach­
ed the point that the British govern­
ment, while not willing to raise the 
embargo wholly, is ready to permit 
rubber from the British colonies and 
from London to be shipped to Ameri­
ca, if the manufacturers in this coun­
try who use the raw product can give 
satisfactory guarantees that neither 
the raw material nor the manufactur­
ed articles will be sent to Germany 
or Austria.

The Ambassador also called at the 
Navy Department today In connection 
with the representations which the 
embassy has made regarding the treat­
ment of British colliers In the Panama 
Canal zone. He was Informed by As­
sistant Secretary Roosevelt that the 
department had not yet received from 
Panama the report It had called for 
on this Incident.

M, Will Ride Into Brussels Again at Head

King Albert repeated his express­
ions of Appreciation of American re­
lief for his people as the correspon­
dent waa about to leave, especially 
singling out Brand Whitlock, the Am­
erican minister to Belgium, and Hugh 
S. Gibson, secretary of the legation, 
for their efforts In Belgium’s behalf. 
He declared that Mr. Whitlock had 
done splendid work in Brussels as the 
mediator between the Belgian people 
and the Germans, and expressed the 
hope that Mr. Whitlock would remain 
at his post until the end of the war.

"And I understand that Mr. Whit­
lock came to Brussels for a rest,” re­
marked the King, with a smile.

King Albert expressed particular ad­
miration for Mr. Gibson, he declared, 
had delivered some diplomatic messa­
ges to him under a severe fire. He 
was averse to discussing the ruin 
which has overwhelmed the country, 
saying simply :

“You will know something of It 
yourself tomorrow, when you see our 
destroyed towns."

"Your majesty, it has been predict­
ed that you will re-enter your capital 
within three months," the correspon­
dent said.

The King shook his head sadly, 
say In#:

"Not so soon, but some day I shall 
ride into Brussels at the head of the 
Belgian army

Bidding the correspondent good 
night with a warm handshake, the 
King ended the Interview.

King Albert is the commander of his 
army In fact, as well as In name. Its 
re-organization into a compact fighting 
force of less than half of Its former 
size, but Infinitely superior in efficien­
cy, Is due principally to the king’s 
work. He has surrounded himself 
with young and enthusiastic officers, 
who already are veterans in experi­
ence: and this new personnel works 
with the utmost harmony.

Share’s Discomforts Like Ordinary 
Soldier.

The king's chief support is Queen 
Elizabeth, who lives only a few miles 
away at a place also on Belgian soil, 
where she has complete charge of one 
of the largest military hospitals. No 
other women, except trained nurses, 
are permitted to approach the Belgian 
lines. Even the wives of the highest 
officers are not allowed to pay brief 
visits to their husbands.

King Albert is living as simply as 
any subaltern of his staff. In the en­
trance to the town hall is a rickety 
army cot. on which lie seeks short 
naps, when occasionally the Germans 
relax their efforts to smash the Bel­
gian line. When a few leisure hours 
permit, the king and the queen meet; 
but they are living virtually under 
campaign conditions.

The Hague, Holland, Dec. 23.—A bill 

for the flotation of a loan of fl.275,000,- 
000, to provide for the covering of in­
terest and redemption of existing 
loans, has been introduced In the Neth­
erlands Second Chamber. The provl- 

18.35 slons of the bill are as follows:
.85 The loan shall be for an amount of 

fl.275,000,000 with interest at the rate 
of 5 per cent, per annum, payable by 
means of half-yearly coupons. Sub­
scriptions must be in multiples of 
fl.100. Should less than fl. 150,000,000 
be subscribed for, a forced loan shall 
be Issued at 4 per cent. In which event 
those whose fortunes are estimated 
for the purposes of the fortunes tax, 
for the financial year 1914-1915 at 
11.75,000 or more, would be compelled 
to participate on a scale rising from 
1 per cent, of a persons' fortune where 
the fortune is between 11.75,000 and 
fl.99,000, by gradual stages to 7 per 
cent., where the fortune amounts to 
fl.5,000,000 and upwards. There is a 
further obligation which affects those 
liable under the business tax where 
the dividend for the last financial year 
Is fl.10,000 or more, to the effect that 
a half of such dividend shall be applied 
In subscribing to the loan.

To provide for the Interest and re­
demption of the loan, a "Loan Fund, 
1914," Is to be established. This fund 
will be provided for annually by In­
creases in taxation, the details of 
which are set forth In a schedule 
which accompanies the bill. The re­
demption of the loan is to be gradual­
ly effected, commencing by drawings 
at 5 per cent, in 1916 and rising final­
ly to 11 per cent In the year 1929.

In view of the great difference of 
opinion about the proposed method 
for covering interest and amortization, 
a clause has been Inserted providing 
that any proposal for the revision or 
confirmation of the measure on tills 
point must be introduced In the Sec­
ond Chamber before January, 1920.

In the detailed estimates the cost of 
the army and navy mobilization up to 
April 1, 1915. is put roundly at 11.135,- 
000,000, a figure which will be insuf­
ficient unless demobilization takes 
place before April 1. To this is added 
a further amount of fl.60,000.000,
