The First Minister of the province stated that the 
government, having passed the law, proposed to see that its 
stringent provisions were carried out. He pointed out that 
under the strong prohibitory measure that the government 
had enacted the sale of intoxicating liquor was absolutely for­
bidden with the exception of small quantities to be sold by 
vendors for medicinal purposes and only then on the pre­
scription of registered physicians. No man had been encour­
aged to make application for licences and none would be 
granted. Just as sure as this government is elected today 
the people of New Brunswick will have prohibition on May

The Premier also pointed out that under the provisions 
of the act the provincial inspector and not the government 
would have the selection of the men who would handle the 
small amount of liquor to be used for medicinal purposes.
These men were required to give the greatest security and 

under very exacting regulations to observe the pro­
visions of the law to the letter.

Hon. Mr. Murray showed clearly the fallacy of the 
statements of the opposition that they had forced the gov­
ernment to adopt prohibition, declaring that the temperance 
men of New Brunswick had been assured by this govern­
ment that they would introduce a prohibitory bill before the 
opposition had adopted their weak and indefinite policy of 
passing an act at the first session of the House, if they were 
successful at the polls, referring it to the people within three 
months, and if approved of by them proclaiming the mea­
sure as law within a year thereafter.

Mr. Jones received a very flattering reception from the 
large audience.

was known as Maurice de Talleyrand- 
PerifOrd.

He served his country on the bat­
tlefields both in Mexico and In the 
War of 1870, and he so distinguished 
himself at the battle of Chatnplgny 
that his name was put forward for the 
Cross of the Legion of Honor, which 
he declined on the ground that he had 
the misfortune to have one of his bro> 
there, Count Archsmbauld de Talley- 
rand-Perigord, serving against France 
as a captain of cavalry in the Prussian 
army.

In spite of his titles and ancestry, 
the duke, who was an Intimate friend 
of Henri Rochefort, Marquis de Lu-: 
cay, was not only a Democrat, but wns 
even a Socialist of an aristocratic 
type. For a long time he declined to 
bear any title and Insisted on being 
addressed as "Citizen Perlgord.’' Like 
Rochefort, he helped Louise Michel of 
Commune fame, made an allowance to 
her mother, sent checks to anarchists, 
and presented a sum of 5,000 francs 
to the strikers of Anzln at the time of 
their great strike.

While he was on the 
bridge the Russians broke into the 
wine-store and were drinking contin­
uously, so that all alcohol had to be 
thrown overboard, 
again the small German prize crew 
managed to gain the mastery over the 
Russian personnel.

"Off the Skaggerack, when the ship 
had only twenty tons of coat left on 
board, a heavy southwest gale once 
more held up the vessel for 36 hours. 
When at last a German port was 
reached, thp vessel had only half a 
ton of coal on board."

The "Rhelnlsch-Westfaelische Zei- 
lung" gives a detailed list of the mu­
nitions on board.

Substituted “Zone” for Blockade
From a neutral cable office it is now 

possible to tell the story of the devel­
opment of the present crisis, on which 
the most rigid censorship has been ap-| 
plied in Germany.

To the observer in Berlin, the ap­
proach of the crisis had been plainly 
and definitely evident since the rejec­
tion of Germany’s peace overtures.

Information as to Germany’s definite 
decision to start a sharpened submar- 
ne war, and even the form it would 

,ake, namely, a blockade of specified 
regions, though the idea of a “prohib- 
A d zone" was later substituted for 
$ln t of a ‘ blockade’’ at the request of 
4hè Naval authorities, who anticipated 
possible formal objections under the

morrow of Ambassador Gerard's 
Speech on German-American good rela­
yons, delivered at the banquet of the 
American Association of Commerce
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newspapers.
The Ambassador and the American

plished when, on tihe afternoon of Jan. 
31, Dr. von Bethmann-HolVweg, the Im­
perial Chancellor, promulgated in the 
Reichstag committee the news that a 
relentless submariné campaign would 
begin Immediately and read to the 
committee the text of the memoran-' 
dum on the prohibited zone and the 
note to the United states—documents 
which reached the American Embassy 
only several hours later.

There was therefore no opportunity 
or occasion, as in the days of the Sus­
sex trouble, for any negotiations to 
prevent the crisis or an attempt to 
s!|arve off the coming break between 
the two countries.

Outlining the case the Crown Soli­

Miss Watterton gave evidence that 
her father was a widower, and that she 
lived with him at the quarters In the 
Isolation Hospital. O’Donnell visited 
the house nearly every evening. On 
the evening of January 1 he called at 
the house about 6.40 and about eight 
o'clock the witness, with Miss White, 
left, arranging that O'Donnell should 
meet them on their return Journey 
and bring them home. She left her 
father and the prisoner together in 
the house, her father preparing to go 
to bed.

She failed to see the prisoner as 
arranged, and when she returned home 
the house was locked up and her fa­
ther gone. She and Miss White re­
mained in the house till 11.30, when 
the prisoner returned and asked where 
her father was. She asked him If he 
had spoken to her father regarding 
their engagement, and he said her fa­
ther had put him off. He then asked 
where the truncheon was he brought 
to the house earlier In the evening, 
and described it to her as a lavatory 
brush with the bristles cut off. Had 
he brought such a thing and laid It on 
the table, as he stated, she would cer- 
tainly have seen It The accused said 
"Perhaps daddy has taken it with 
him."

An Interview 
was arranged and It was agreed that

a certain number of buffalo, deer 

_ d antelopes a week. In the 18 
•onths of his employment Cody furn­
ished 4,280 buffaloes. Thereafter the 
titles he previously acquired in his 
early frontier days were supplanted 
with the one he afterward made fam­
ous, that of “Buffalo Bill.”

Buffalo Bill was not only an excell­
ent horseman, but he was what some 
one has called the noblest work of God, 
a crack shot. Also he had courage. In 
the days when he sought buffalo meat 
he would ride Into a herd of buffalo 
with pistols In both hands, holding 
his mount with Ills knees, the reins 
lamped -between his teeth. With six 
shots In each pistol he has had eight 
buffaloes at his feet when the cham­
bers were emOty.

That was in the days when vast 
herds halted steamboats on the upper 
Missouri, when on the plains they 
stopped wagons and even railroad 
trains. Hide hunters, shipping 2,000,- 
000 hides annually depleted the herds 
of the great unwieldy creatures that 
once numbered 75,000,000 on the North 
American continent until In 1889 the 
numbers had decreased to 1,091 wild 
and captive animals.

Since 1889, which marked the low­
est ebb of the animal, the herdç in var­
ious parts of America and Canada 
have now been brought up to 4,000 
yd perhaps in time, under proper con­
servation laws, this generation may 
wee the American bison “come back” 
and even hunting may he Indulged In 
In the manner Wyoming permits the 
killing of moose. Wyoming has some 
moose left and during the season of 
1915-16 permitted the killing of 50 bull 
moose throughout the state under a 
special $100 license.

Some years ago, when Buffalo Bill 
was In New York on one of his annual 
visits, in speaking of the charges In 
the west, he remarked:

“It Is almost as difficult now to find 
one of those old time Indians as it is 
to find a buffalo. There are of these 
latter, I believe, only 300 in the Unit­
ed States now. and at the time of 
which I speak the army officers used 
to have to camp for a couple of days 
waiting for them to tramp by. In 1865 
there were 
on the plains between the Missouri 
river and the Rocky Mountains—all 
now gone, killed for their meat, their 
skins and hones, all, except this piti­
ful remnant.

“And the Indians, the good, old 
time, bloodthirsty, menacing, war 
whooping Indians—well, they are eith­
er playing football at Carlisle or some 
similar place or else their children, 
clad In top hats and frock coats, are 
going to pink teas. All the Pawnees, 
the Arapahoes, the Sioux, the Cheyen­
nes, the Navahoes, the Klowas and 
those of the other tribes who furnished 
us sur original leading men and women 
Jia'fli given way to or have become affil­
iated with the whites and are helping 
them to make the prairie blossom like 
the rose."

A few men whom future generations 
win thank for saving the bison. in­
cluding former President Roosevelt, 
W. T. Homaday, David Starr Jordan, 
Dr. T. S. Palmer, Gifford 
Prof. F. W. Hooper, and Ernest Har­
old Baynes, are more or less respon- 
etble for saving the animal from ex­
tinction. They formed themselves In­
to the American Bison society and 
called the attention to the needs to 

• eave this particularly American 
animal.

Worth hundreds of dollars each now, 
at one time bison were looked 
es encumberers of the Kansas prair­
ies, and along the line of the old 
Bante Fe trail bison hides sold for a 
dollar or two, and a few cents a pound 
was paid for the bones.

In 1912, when the bill to provide for 
a herd of bison was before the Sen­
ate, It was amended tq read "buffalo,” 
the name beet known to the American 
people, which led Senator Borah of 
Idaho to remark, “What possible bene­
fit can they be to anybody? They look
