The Baty.of Civig Electors.

It is to be hoped' that in thecoming
Civic Elections, wherever tha scats are
contested, the Electors will deem it worth
their while to go to the polls and record
their votes. As a rule, where several
candidates are in the field, there will be
found some whoare better quslified for the
positions than others ; some who more
nearly represent the views of the Electors
than others ; some more truly economical
(we do not refer to cheese- paring) than
others ; some who more thoroughly under-
stand the wants of the Wards and the City

at large than others, As & rule, too, the
Electors have a preference among candi-
dates, even if it be merely a personal prefer-
ence, and it is only their duty that they give
expression to this preference. In short,
considering the large monetary interests
at stake,—the character and variety'of the
material presented for the choice of the
Electors,—and the wide range of subjects
with which members elect are nuthorized
to deal, every Elector sheuld regard it as
a great privilege and a solemn duty to ex-
ercise his franchise, and exert his influence
in favor of the man of his choice. The
melancholy prospect is that if the same in-
difference to civic matters and civic can-
didates, on the part of Eleotors, prevail
during the ten years to come that have
been shewn during the past few years, all
eheck upon the actions of our ocivic re-
presentatives may as well be abandoned.
If the Electors do not interest themselves
i1 such matters, who is to care for them ?
Or is it & matter of small conseguence in
what way and by whom the very large
revenues of this city are disbarsed ?

A number of the members of the present
Council are admirably qualified for the
positions they hold. They are honest and
capable, and have had experience in the
management of civic affairs, although there
are some whose experience does not appear
%o have been of much advantage to the
City. But however able of good intention-
ed the best of men may bo in public office
it seems to be absolutely necessary - that
1he clectors should give them their atten-
tion and keep them up to their duty. The
public are seldom too exacting, (although
the Press iz occasionally unduly censorious
in the public’s interest ;) and by erring on
the side of lenienoy 00 often induce & self
confidence and selt assertion on the part of
members of the Council that arc not al-
ways for the public good. Too frequently
the Alderman or Councillor, baving easily
won his seat, comes to look upon itas a
vested right, treats the electors with a
haughty air of patrobage, and confidently
assumes partisan positions contrary to the
wishes and interests of the majority of
his constitutents on questions of import-
anoe. To such selfsufficient represen-
tatives it is the part of electoral wisdom
%o occasionally apply & decided check, and
we know of two or three members who
would be the better of this diseipline at
the present moment. At all events, what-
ever may be said of the candidates, the
duty of electors is clear. Men may differ
in regard to the qualifications of particular
candidates ; they should, however, be all
npmmmufwM@. Even if it be
merely a matter of personal suitableness,
let them go to the polls and vote for the
best man,—they ought not to be afraid to
do this. If the question turns upon candi -
dates’ principles and defined positions, it
is so mach the more important that all
should vote.

In another column we supply a descrip-
tion of an extraordinary scene in the Bri-
tish Parliament, consequent on the presen-
tation of a motion by Sir Charles Dilke. It
may interest Sir Charles to know that his
Repablican antics meet with but slight ap-
preciation even in the United States, for
the approbation of whose people he appear
%o be bidding high. As an advertisement
to the world, especially the American
world, of a book suthor, his latest public
exhibition bas been a sucocess, but -in all
other respeots failure has marked it for its
own.

LAUNCHED INTO ETERNITY IN JUST THREE
SECONDS !

Joseph Lemettre,who committed a series
of murdegs in France, and was tried last
Decembelf at the assizes of the Pasde-
Calais, when he was condemned to death
on the several charges of robbery, arson,
and murder, was executed recently on the
Place of Marquise, o small town sithated
balfway between Boulogne and Calais.
This arch criminal, though old in crime,
had only just completed his 26th year.
Since his trial he has shown, while in the
prison of St. Omer, a self possession and
oalmness almost amounting to bardihood,
but on learning that all hopes of escape were
past all his bravado forsook him, his teeth
chattered against each other, and he sank

on his pallet, where he had to be supported
for a comsiderable time. He eventually
recovered himself, and his great self-posses-
sion never after forsook him. He next
confessed and partook of the last Sacra-
ment, shortly after which the greffier ol
the Cour d’Assises read the sentence of
death as confirmed by the Coar do Cassa-
tion, as also the dismissal of his petition
for pardon. On Monday night he was re-
moved to Marquise, where ﬁe was tempo-
rarily lodged in a private house, with
the aumonier and brethren of St. Leon
ard, who prayed with bim and exhorted

Some edgings from the saw
mills have been utilized, but few of them
are to bo had. Cordwood now is as ¢ good
as gold,”” the _borrowing of which is re-
garded as a debt of honor.

General Quarter Sessions was held .this
morning at the Court House, the Mayor in
the chair. There was a full attendance of
J. P’s. The Grand Jury being in attend-
ance, through James Reynolds, Esq., their
foreman, made the following present-

QUARTER SESSIONS OF THE Pmcn.}
March Term, 1872.

The Grand Jury beg to make the follow-
ing presentment :—

That they have examined the County
and Parish accounts that have been placed
before them ; that they find among them
those of the Sheriff, County Treasurer,
Alms House, Receiver of Taxes, and the
account of the Collector of Taxes for Car-
leton, with some few others, correct and
satisfactory. Others, and particularly the
Highway Accounts, with very few exce‘)-
tions, are almost unintelligible. It would
appear that in some districts no money has
been received or expended on Highways ;
some have evidently been worked under
the old law ; some Surveyors have refused
to act ; very many have made no returns
(in St. Martins alone six are wanting;)
some of the Commissioners have not at-
tested to their bills, and have received
from their Surveyors their accounts de-
ficient in this respect. Commissioner
Higgins’ account ijs made up in such a
manner as to defy all attempts to unravel
it ; in this account, with the exception of
returns made by Mr. C. E. Potter and Mr.
H. Tonar, it is impossible to say if the
money has been expended on the roads or

not.

The Jury think it useless to refer sepa-
rately to the different accounts that -they
bave examined, as in every case they
should but reiterate the remarks made bx
the Audi‘o: in the printed Report.
careful perusal of that officer’s comments,
must convince the Court of the urgent
peod there is of some change in the Law
regulating the assessment, collection and
expenditure for highways.

GENERAL PRESENTMENT.
QUARTER SESSIONS. }
March Term, 1872

The Grand Jury respectfully submit
the following General Presentment to the

Court :(— .

The Jury have visited the Public Insti-
tutions under the control of the County,
and report as follows :— ! ;

Tt e Alms House was found .in & most
gatisfactory condition ; the Jury have much
pleasure in speaking of the general
cleanliness, system and order maintained
fhroughout this Institution. There are in
the house at present two hundred and ten
persons—a greater pumber than usual ; of
these twenty-two are children who attend
the schools. The Jury regret to find that
that no improvement has been made in the
Southern wooden wing, reported last year
in 8 “very cangerous condition.” The
school room is in this wing; the plastes
bas in part fallen from the ceiling, and
other portions likely to fall, to the great
risk of the lives of the children.

"The attention of the Jury having becn
called to the state of the Dead House .n
connexion with the Alms House, they
were surprised to find thisa kind of sheo,
or porch, connecting an outhouse with the
basement of the old wooden wing referred
 to. On Friday last, when the Jury visited
it, there were five bodies in this 'place,
three from the wreck of the Sarah Sloan,
one that had been sent from the Hospital,
and one sent by the Co: 0 1er. The bodies of
ﬂmpers who have died in the Gaol and

ospital, and those unclaimed on whom
inquests have been held, are sent to the
Alms House for interment. The grave:
yard is three quarters of a mile from the
house, and with the limited help at the
control of the keeper, it was impossible,
during the inclement weather of the past
week, to have the bodies sooner interred.
Men were on this day engaged hauling
the coffins out to the grounds oD & hand-
sled. A building, suitable and apart from
the main buildings, should at once be pro-
vided.

The Gaol was found in its usual state -
clean, orderly and well ventilated. ‘Lhere
are at present 32 prisoners confined there-
in. For some time past & new floor has
been required in a portion of this building.
Had this been attended to, it would have
revented the escapeof the prisoner Clarke.
The Sheriff informed the Jury that he
was daily expecting a remittance from the
Sheriff of King’s County to reimburse him
for the maictenance of prisoners sent to
him while the new gaol in that County was
being erected. Thie sum would be to the
credit of the Gaol for the coming year.

The Dead House was found clean, and in
good order. The Jury were pleased to find
that their recommendation vf the past year
with reference to this building had been
acted upon, to its very great improvement,
an upper room with a separate entrance
baving been provided for the use of Jurors
or Coroners’ Inquests.

The attention of the Jury has been call
ed to the frequent violation of many of the
City ordinances, particularly to that regu-
lating_the use of the streets by the buigld-
ers. During the past year portions of the
streets in front of buildings being erected,
and repaired, were encumbered for over
two m(nths ; the side walk in front of the
Tannery owned by O. Peters,
Street, was in part open, and so obstructed
as to be impassable for over nine months.
At present, the very busiest part of Prince
William Street, in the neighborhood ot
the Bank of New Brunswick, is s> ob-
structed by an immense iron tank, or box.
as to render it dangerous for teams passing
each other at this point. On the-line of
Charlotte and Union streets, many of the
lots left vacant by the fire in September
last, on some of which cellars are exca-
vated, are still unenclosed. On Wator
street, and on Tilton’s Alley, are somne
very dangerous places; in one of these,
during the past week, a man who bad
fallen in was with much difficulty saved
from drowning. The neglect of the en-
forcement of these, and very many others
of its bye-laws, by the City, is u great
injury to its general business and comfort,
frequently entailing much loss on its citl
zens.

Justice Tapley moved that the Clerk be
authorized to prepare a bill to go before
the Legislature, authorising the Sessions
to borrow the sum of $10,000, to be repaid
in ten years, for the repairs to the Alms
House. Carried.

Campbell, and James F. Ellis, were ap-
pointed surveyors of lumber.

A petition from Geo. S. Foster, asking
for further remuneration for services ren-
dered while engaged in banting op the
Fort Howe robbers, was read and referred
to Committee on Accounts.

The report of the Committee on the
Parish of Lancaster elections—stating that
in their opinion, after hearing the evidence
which had been before them, and which
they submitted to the Sessions, the elec-
tions had been conducted irregularly and
contrary to law,—was read.

After a considerable amount of discus-
sion, it was ordered that the elect ion be set
aside ; and the same Committee wasau-
thorized to prepare o list of officers and
gubmit the same for the consideration of
the Board.

Justice McAvity was added to Commit-
tee on Appeals. : .

On motion of Ald. Forbes, it was ordered
that the books of the several assessments
for the Parishes, filed with the Clerk of the
Sessions, be forwarded to Fredericton.

Calvin Powers was appointed a Consta-
ble for out Parishes as well as the City.

John Collins was appointed a surveyor
of lumber for the City and County.

The Board adjourned until Fiiday week
at 11 o’clock.

The Railways.

On Western Extension yesterday two
engires and a plow left Fairville at 10a.m,
and at 10 this morning had only made
eleven miles.

The line between Fairville and Carleton
will be cleared to day ; the snow is piled up
15 feet in some places.

The drifts between Fredericton Junction
and Carleton are worse than at any time
previous.

The Fredericton Railway was cleared
yesterday. Sheriff Temple, with a large
force and two locomotives, leaving Fred-
ericton at 7 a. m, and an engine and plow
from Fredericton Junction at 10 a. m, ac-
complished thisabvut 5 p. m.

An engine left Mattawamkeag ‘at 7 this
morning for McAdam. The dnifts dimin-
ish as you get West.

The officials expect to despatch a train
to Fredericton to-morrow morning at the
usual time, and to McAdam during the
day or the following morniog.

A heavy force is at work all along the
lige.

On the Government roads, an engine and
plow which left Sassex with a crew this
morning coming west, ran off near Apobha-
qui, detaining the engine five hours, and
throwing the plow clear of the track.

Three ¢ngines and a crew from St. John
are working from between Rothsay and
Hampton. The officials expeot to have the
line opened by to morrow morning, to
Sussex, and sometime to-morrow to She-
diac.
