With these words of gentleness and 
charity upon his lips, Mr. John Cam- 
iron, postmaster of London, and 
founder of The London Advertiser, 
dropped dead, just as he had resumed 
his seat after speaking at the meet­
ing of the laymen's missionary move­
ment at the Y. M. C. A. banqueting 
hall, at 8:45 last night. Death was 
due to heart disease.

Appeared in Good Health
He appeared in perfect health dur­

ing the evening, laughing and joking 
with those around him while supper 
was in progress. During the various 
discussions he several times took part, 
speaking quietly and without excite­
ment. Towards the close of the meet­
ing, the question of the amount to be 
aimed at on behalf of the missionary 
cause was being debated, some sug­
gesting that the amount be fixed at $5 
per member, or $50,000 for the city, 
others stating that $7 per member, or 
$70,000, should be the amount aimed at.

The Brief Speech.
At this point Mr. Cameron rose 

and said:
"At a former meeting I favored the 

larger amount, and think still that as 
a standard, and ideal to be aimed at, 
it is not too high. Though it might 
not be reached this year, nor the 
next, nor even the year after, still it 
would be an ideal towards which we 
might aim. As, however, we are not 
of one mind on the subject, I think it 
would be better to adhere to the plan 
originally settled upon. I would be 
sorry to suggest, and would regret that 
anything should be decided upon, that 
would be divisive among us.”

Mr. Cameron spoke without effort, 
and resumed his seat without anything 
apparently the matter.

Mr. Cameron Taken III.
Mr. German, the chairman, had risen 

to close the meeting with prayer, when 
those around Mr. Cameron noticed 
him breathing heavily and a pallid­
ness stealing over his face. The next 
moment he sank back in his chair.

Thinking he had only fainted, those 
near him raised him and laid him 
gently on a table, while others has­
tened to open the windows.

No one thought of anything serious, 
but as the moments dragged on, and 
he showed no signs of recovery, mes­
sengers were hurried out to secure 
doctors. An effort was made at arti­
ficial respiration to revive him, but 
save for one or two convulsive move­
ments, Mr. Cameron never moved 
again.

WHERE IS BISHOP?
The Toronto Globe says editorially today:
There have been but five editors of the Globe since George 

Brown founded the paper away back in the stormy days follow­
ing the rebellion of 1837. One of the Globe’s five editors died last 
night at London, cut down suddenly. Mr. Cameron was not an 
old man as years ago—he was but 65—yet in his lifetime he had 
done much and seen much. He founded The London Advertiser 
while still a lad of 20. It remains a vigorous and loyal Liberal 
paper, a monument to the splendid ideals of its founder. In 
1875 Mr. Cameron first made his appearance in Toronto journal­
ism, launching the Liberal as the organ of the Blake wing of the 
party. Those were the days when the Confederation was still 
in its infancy, and when there were many and exceedingly 
diverse views as to the future of the Dominion. Mr. Cameron 
never concealed the fact that he looked forward to an independ­
ent Canada as the ultimate goal. The Liberal was discontinued 
after a year, and its editor went back to London.

In 1882 he succeeded Mr. Gordon Brown as editor of the 
Globe, and retained the position till 1890. They were stormy 
and difficult years. The Riel rebellion, the passing of the 
Jesuit estates act in Quebec, the equal rights movement in On- 

. tario, and the unrestricted reciprocity agitation, were all em­
braced in those eight years, and Mr. Cameron's task in steering 
between the Scylla of Quebec Nationalism and the Charybdis of 
ultra-Protestantism in Ontario was a hard and thankless one. His 
colleagues of that time know with what a high sense of honor 
and with what devotion to the best interests of his beloved 
land he was actuated, and how cheerily he went upon his way 
amid the jibes and sneers that fall to the lot of the men in the 
forefront during times of national stress.

Charles James Vienna, Dec. 1. — In honor of Em- 

peror Francis Joseph’s diamond jubi­
lee, the city was illuminated to- 
night on a scale of unprecedented bril­
liancy. The cathedral and city hall 
and all the public buildings were out­
lined in electric lights, and the effect 
was enhanced by powerful search­
lights and Bengal lights playing from 
the high towers.

The outer gate of the imperial Iljf- 
burg, the residence of the Austrian 
princes since the thirteenth century, 
bore a huge illuminated device of the 
imperial crown fronted by columns 70 
feet high, which were covered with 
housands of electric bulbs and sur­
mounted by gas flambeaus. In the 
windows of all the private residences 
on every street were lighted candles.

The pressure of the enormou 
crowds in the streets caused several 
serious accidents. Three persons were 
killed and 60 or more injured, 25 of 
them seriously. At one time a panic 
ensued directly in front of the Hof- 
burg, where the crowds converged 
from three directions. Hundreds were 
trampled to the ground, among them 
being Parliamentary Deputy Holzi and 
a woman, both of whom were crushed 
to death.

The Emperor announces a partial 
amnesty and has conferred high dec­
orations on Baron von Aehrenthal, the 
foreign minister, and the Austro-Hun­
garian ambassadors abroad.

be maintained, or whether the right 
shall be given between a solicitor and 
his client to enter into an agreement 
as to what the costs shall be.

The change proposed has much to 
recommend it, but is open to some ob­
jection. The existing method is also 
open to much objection and has also 
a favorable side, but on the whole the 
right to enter into an agreement is 
in keeping with the times and with 
present-day ideas and methods of 
practice.

The present usage is very old. Un­
der it, lawyers are collectors of 
moneys paid to the Government, which 
litigants believe go into the lawyers' 
pockets. Under it a dispute over a 
small amount may be made more ex­
pensive than the loss of the amount 
in dispute would be. Under it a solic­
itor so disposed may play the case to 
make costs. But it is only fair to 
say that settlements are now effected 
wherever possible. It is the fact that 
settlements are the rule, not the ex­
ception, that is the most powerful, and 
almost a conclusive, argument in favor 
of the right to make the agreement 
referred to. It is far better for both 
solicitor and clients if a reasonable 
settlement is effected. The value of 
the solicitor's work is secured to the 
client just as effectually by this means 
as it would be in a battle in court. 
The solicitor who keeps his clients 
out of court is more valuable than 
the one who fights ever so well many 
contested cases in their behalf.

There is one feature of this ques­
tion that requires some notice. The 
idea is an American one, and it will not 
do to Americanize either our practice 
or our lawyers too much. It is quite 
true that the capacity and quality of 
the bars on the other side are con­
stantly improving. This is no doubt 
due to the fact that splendid univer­
sities are becoming easy of access. 
Their courts, their judges, and lawyers 
are to the casual visitor, plainly bet­
ter than they were a few years ago. 
The adoption of the gown by the judges 
in some of the states Is evidence of 
increasing dignity, and it will not be 
long until the American bench and 
bar and the administration of justice 
will follow ideals as high as any in 
the world. Therefore, whether the 
idea of agreement upon costs is Amer- 
ican or not, if it suits our needs bet­
ter than the old way, -it- should - be 
adopted. It appears to fit the require­
ments of present-day business methods. 
It is not entirely because of this sub­
ject that reference is made to Amer­
ican methods. It is feared by some 
that other American usages are creep­
ing into our courts, notably the ar­
ranging of cases to come before cer- 
tain judges. We may boast of our 
spotless administration of justice, but 
if that practice exists to any appre­
ciable extent, it is a serious blemish. 
We may adopt what is good; we must 
avoid what is bad. The judges can 
themselves do much to prevent the 
growth of any such undesirable prac­
tice. All judges are not alike com- 
petent, even if all are- honest, but they 
should as far as possible approach 
every ease with an open mind, arid a 
sincere desire to do right. Let the 
Provincial Legislature keep in mind 
what suits this province and adopt 
only such proposed changes as suit our 
needs. The change suggested is in the 
right direction.

He had been aware for some PENINGS OFF DA
years of his precarious hold upon life, 
but he accepted the warning bravely, 
and continued to bear himself with his 
accustomed serenity and cheerfulness 
of manner. Few of his friends or ac­
quaintances even suspected that his 
health was impaired.

For nearly half a century Mr. Cam­
eron's name has been identified in the 
public mind with The London Adver- 
tiser, of which he was the founder,and 
over whose destinies he presided for 
the greater part of his life. The 
launching of a second daily paper in 
the little London of that day by a 
mere youth was a bold experiment, 
which had failed in other hands, but 
he proved equal to his opportunity. 
Although the venture proved to be 
well-timed and circumstances favored 
it, no man could have achieved what 
Mr. Cameron did, without unusual 
ability. He had no special education­
al advantages, having exchanged the 
school desk for the printer's case when 
a lad, but he acquired a mastery of 
the pen which enabled him to rise to 
the premier position in Canadian 
journalism. His literary facility and 
well-stored mind represented years of 
constant study, carried on while the 
practical details of newspaper work, 
connected with the material develop­
ment of his property, claimed his en­
ergy and attention. Under such con­
ditions, his evolution as an editorial 
writer of the first rank, and his dis­
tinction of style, were proofs not only 
of great industry, but of extraordinary 
natural gifts.

Mr. Cameron, at the threshold of his 
career, set up a high ideal, to which 
he steadfastly adhered. He felt keenly 
the responsibility that should rest upon 
the heart and conscience of the jour- 
nalist. He had the courage of his 
convictions and sometimes battled for 
them at considerable personal sacri- 
them at considerable personal sacrifice. 
On ail moral questions, or questions into 
which he considered a moral element 
entered, and which properly came with­
in the purview of journalism, he took 
advanced ground. He regarded his call­
ing as a mission; his aim was to make 
his newspaper an influence for good. 
Those who differed from him in opin­
ion recognized and respected his high 
conceptions of duty.

Mr. Cameron was deeply imbued 
with religious feeling. In fact, it may 
be said that religion was the motive 
power and the central fact of his life; 
and were it not for its untimeliness 
there would be something singularly 
appropriate in the occasion of his 
death. The summons to eternity found 
him pleading a cause which appealed 
to his profoundest sentiments. With 
his piety he combined a cheerful, 

sunny temperament, and an optimistic 
outlook, expressed in Brownings 
motto, which he placed at the head of 
his editorial columns:

him in the park about 1 o’clock. Just 
what the meeting was for is not 
known, but the place and time were 
decided upon between the men. 1he 
chief is also said to have taken Wil­
kins’ searchlight from him, when he 
went on duty about 8 o’clock.

The two men met at the appointed 

place, and, if Wilkins’ statement is 
true, Malone opened fire on him at 
once, shooting him first in the left eye 
and as Wilkins turned to escape, firing 
three shots in quick succession in’ 
the constable’s back.

Constable Wilkins stated that the

London, Dec. 1. — The Associated 
Press today secured a copy of the 
agreement between the United States 
and Japan concerning the maintenance 
of the status quo in the Pacific, and 
the observance of the integrity of the 
Chinese Empire. It consists of an ex­
change of notes between Secretary 
Root and Baron Takahira, the Japan­
ese ambassador to the United States. 
The notes are nearly identical. That 
of Baron Takahira is dated Nov. 11, and 
says:

The exchange of views between us 
which has taken place during the sev­
eral interviews I have recently had the 
honor of holding with you, has shown 
that Japan and the United States are 
holding important outlying insular 
possessions in tie region of the Pacific 
Ocean, and that the governments of 
the two countries are animated by a 
common aim. policy and intention in 
that region.

Believing that a frank avowal of 
that aim, policy and intention would 
not only tend to strengthen the rela­
tions of friendship and neighborliness 
which have immemorially existed be­
tween Japan and the United States 
but also materially contribute to the 
preservation of a general peace, the 
Imperial Government has authorized 
me to present you an outline of its un­
derstanding of that common aim, pol­
icy and intention.”

Then follow the five articles of the 
covenant, as made public Nov. 17 from 
Washington.

The Japanese ambassador writes In 
conclusion:

"If the foregoing outline accords with 
the view of the Government of the 
United States I shall be gratified to 
receive your confirmation. (Signed) 
Takahira."

Secretary Root in his note says:
"Your Excellency,—I have the honor 

to acknowledge the receipt of your 
note of today setting forth the result 
of the exchanges of views between us 
in our recent interviews defining the 
understanding of our two governments 
in regard to their policy in the region 
of the Pacific Ocean.

"It is a pleasure to inform you that

It the best results are to be attained, 
each presbytery must do its share of 
the work. London Presbtyery, in the 
midst of the finest district in Canada, 
should be able to raise $50,000. This 
amount should be divided among each 
church.

Dr. McCrae's Address.

laymen to do their share in arousing 
the interest of the laymen in the 
country congregations, and pointed out 
that it was as important for the rural 
church members to take part in the 
movement as for the city members.

$1 per ton lower than last week; most of 

the best loads sell at $11 and $11 50, with 
an occasional load Belling at $12; second 
quality at $10 per ton. Straw is a little 
brisker, at $7 per ton.

Butter and Eggs—The dealers claim that 
prices are just a trifle easier; the supply 
exceeds that of the previous week, and 
the demand is -fairly brisk; sales are made 
at 23c to 24c for choice crocks and 25c 
for pound rolls in wholesale lots; store 
lots sell at 22c to 23c. Fresh-laid eggs 
are scarce and prices high, at 30c to 32c. 
and when sold by the single dozen 35c is 
obtained.

Potatoes—This line is probably the slow­
est on the list, as they have been coming 
in pretty freely ail fall, and the dealers 
have received quite a few carloads, which 
has helped to maintain a slow demand; 
sales are made at 60c per bag by the load. 
65c for five or ten-bag lots, while 90c is 
obtained where only one bag is purchased.

Apples—Considering that the bulk of the 
apples offered are of inferior quality, the 
demand is fairly brisk; as there is a big 
difference in quality, so there is in regard 
to price; sales are made at $1 to $1 25 
per bag for choice and $2 50 by the barrel; 
second quality sell at 60c to 80c per bag 
and $1 50 per barrel.

Poultry—The dealers report trade as 
steady and prices about the same as last 
week; old fowl are quoted at 5c per lb 
alive and 7c dressed; chickens are in good 
demand, at 8c per lb alive and 10c dressed; 
turkeys sell at 10c per lb alive and 12c 
dressed, and occasionally 13c is paid for 
a nice lot of hen turkeys; ducks, 7c per 
lb alive, 10c dressed; geese, 8c to 9c per lb.

interesting Finds of an Explorer in 
Wilds of Guiana.

New York, Dec. 1.—A strange tribe 
of negroes was said by Lieut. R. H. 
Wimans, of the Dutch navy, who ar­
rived here today from an expedition 
into hitherto unexplored parts of Dutch 
Guiana in South America, to have 
been one of the most interesting dis­
coveries he and his party made. Lieut. 
Wimans was sent out by his Govern­
ment on the exploration.

The negroes were encountered aftei 
the explorers had proceeded a hundred 
miles up the Surinam River, and then 
cut across country to the boundary 
between British and Dutch Guiana. 
They appear never to have seen a 
white man before, and while perfectly 
black, yet were not of the thick-lip­
ped type. After considerable effort 
their language was found to be a mix­
ture of several European tongues, 
Dutch, Portuguese and English pre­
dominating. Lieut. Wimans was of the 
opinion that they were descendants of 
slaves who had escaped from the coast 
doubtless many generations ago.

Gold was found to abound in the 
country, but cataracts and other nat­
ural features of the sort that would 
prove serious obstacles to the open­
ing up of the land also were found in 
great numbers and of formidable char­
acter.

The banquet of the Laymen’s Mission­
ary Movement that came to such a tragic 
close last night with the sudden death of 
Postmaster John Cameron, was largely 
attended. After the supper methods of 
raising the sum apportioned to the 
churches of London in the laymen’s evan­
gelistic campaign were discussed.

Mr. D. A. McDermid read the report 
of the receipts of the last year, with the 
membership and contributions, which are 
as follows:

Methodists—With 4,501 members, raised 
for missions, $18,245, an average of $4 24 
per member.

The total raised for missions by the 
churches of London for the last recorded 
year, was $40,301.

The Envelope System.
The discussion turned upon the weekly 

envelope system of missions, and members 
from the five churches where this system 
is in operation showed how under its in­
fluence the contribution to this cause is 
increasing in some cases as much as 75 
per cent.

A resolution was passed recommending 
the formation of an active laymen’s mis­
sionary committee in each congregation, 
and also the inauguration of the weekly 
envelope system.

Mr. C. B. Keenleyside, who has been 
to the coast speaking in the interests of 
the movement, was called upon to give 
his opinion of how its interests might 
best be fostered.

Mr. Keenleyside said we must guard 
against the danger of the movement be­
coming so spectacular as to alienate those 
who should be in sympathy with it. It 
must not draw lines of separation between 
the laity and the clergy, for it was from 
the latter that leadership must always 
come, and it was only by these two forces 
working together that the results desired 
could be obtained.

Then we must not trust in the efficacy 
of the so-called “almighty dollar.” To 
do so makes it a rich man’s movement, 
and would rob it of more than half its 
usefulness. All men must be co-workers, 
the rich and the poor, and the young peo­
ple must all live their part, and by so con­
serving force the greatest results might 
be obtained.

A Spiritual Campaign.
Then the campaign must be essentially 

a spiritual campaign; if we undertake it 
under other reasons it will be ephemeral. 
Prayer is essential to its success. We 
must not lean upon organization but 
rather upon the Great Captain of our 
salvation, who gave the command and led 
the way.

Following Mr. Keenleyside’s remarks 
came other discussion regarding the as­
sistance that should be given in this 
work to outside congregations, and finally 
the discussion as to whether or not the 
apportionment per member should be set 
at $5 or at $7. This question was not 
settled, for while it was yet undecided, 
the tragic death of Mr Cameron brought 
the meeting to a sudden close.
