As the result of a spirit of dissat-
isfaction which i1s alleged to have ex-
isted among the nurses of the Vic-
toria Hospital because of the lack
of harmony existing between the heads
of that institution and the pupil-
nurses, a petition will be presented
to the board of trustees at its next
meeting in an effort to secure better
working conditions. It 1s claimeg that
the petition has heen signed by prac-
tically every nurse in training and
by several doctors who are in sym-
patthy with the movement.

Perhaps the greates trouble standing
in the way of contentment among the

nurses is the long hours which they

nurses. At the present time the nurses
are working twelve hours a day.

It has been almost impossible for the
nurses to attend even one church ser-
vice on Sunday during the past, so a
clause has been introduced into the
petition asking that this privilege be
granted them. The nurses in training
are also asking that an opportunity be
iven them of attending the theatre at
least once a month.

Ottawa, Nov. 12.—Announcement that Premier Drury of On-
tario will speak with Hon. T. A. Crerar, leader of the Federal
Farmers’ party, in Winnipeg during December next has created
considerable interest in political circles here. This will be the
Ontario premier’s first appearance on a federal platform. He and
his cabinet have kept out of the East Elgin fight and have generally
kept aloof from federal affairs.

There has, however, been & fairly persistent rumor that Mr.
Drury has federal aspirations, and his name has been frequently
mentioned as suceessor to Mr. Crerar. The latter, apart from his
important and onerous business connections, has never been en-
amored of polities, and his present position as leader of the Fed-
eral Farmers’ party is rather a matter of chance than of appoint-
ment. He was elected, not on the Farmers’ ticket, but on the
Unionist ticket in 1917, and there has been no Farmers’ conven-
tion confirming his present position. He himself made reference
to this fact at Prince Albert recently.

While Premier Drury has quite a sufficient responsibility as
feader of the Ontario Government, it would not be surprising here
were he to decide to embark on federal polities.

Mr. Calder and his leader do not agree.

Mr. Calder talks as if both the old political

parties in Canada were dead and men and
women were thinking on new lines. There
is a spirit of independence abroad, and it
is a very good thing for Canada.

Bolshevists, or at least giving aid and
comfort to Bolshevists.

' Mr. Meighen’s accession to the premier-
ship means the end of Union Government.
The party is no longer called Unionist, but
National Liberal and Conservative. Mr.
Calder talks as if the Unionist Govern-
ment and the Unionist party were still in
existence. At Lethbridge the other day
Mr. Calder stated that in the past three
years no charge of graft or corruption had
been made against the Government or any
members, or against any member of
Parliament. He invited contradiction of
this statement.

Someone inquired about shell contracts.
Mr. Calder said these had been matters
dealt with before the Union Government
was formed.

But Mr. Meighen does not disclaim
responsibility for the war scandals which
occurred before Union Government was
formed.

1 ask for it no favor from its friends
and no mercy from its foes., I invite from the
eftizen of today and from the critic of to-
morrow nothing but a fair and searching
examination of its work, and for myself I am
content that my fldelity to a public trust shall
be measured by its policies and its achieve-
ments, and by my humble part in both. TIts
record has now passed into history eof our
country, ang at the bar of history let bhe
judged.”

As to whether the increases. both in cost of
construction, equipment and operation, and cer-
tian changes in engineering plans, terminal
facilities, rolling stock, etc., are justified in the
light of later experience, and the advanced cost
of labor and material, makes little difference if
the provisions of the act governing the whole
matter are strictly carried out by the hydro
commission. In the hydro-electric railway act
it is set forth in the form of an agreement with
the municipalities that the commission may,
without munricipal consent, issue bonds to an
amount not exceeding 10 per cent of the sum
! authorized by vote, for the purpose of making
extensions to the road, supplying new equip-
ment, etc. But in his evidence Mr. Gaby ad-
mitted that where the capital cost of a road
exceeded by more than 10 per cent the amount
voted by the municipalities, it was understood
{that the matter should be resubmitted to the
finterested municipalities for sanction.
| It is not only because of these facts that an
lagitation has started for a resubmission of by-
'la.ws. It is also because, in all justice, electors
should say whether they want to hecome in-
volved in a program so different from that out-
lined in 1916 and 1917, and different, indeed,
from what was laid before the Government as
late as June of this year.

It is’ held even by those sympathetic to the
scheme that the fullest support and confidence
of the municipalities is necessary, because they
have to put up their debentures. If the new
conditions, brought about by the nationalization
of the Grand Trunk and Canadian Noythem
Railways, the greatly advanced cost of labor
and material, etc., mean anything the munici-
palities should be given an opportunity to take
them into consideration.

If the financial troubles of electric as well
as steam railways all over the continent, as
shown in Government, railway, public utility
commission, and other authentic reports mean
anything they suggest caution.

If Mr. Gaby’s estimates of earnings per mile
for the radials are sound, and they are very
much higher than the earnings of any other
road in Canada, and higher than all similar
single-track roads in the United States, it all
{his money is to be taken in, then there should
be no hesitancy in letting the electors indorse
the project under the revised costs.

If they are not sound it would be 2 serlous
blow if the lines were built under the old by-
laws and agreements, even though they have
been validated by legislation, for which there
is no parallel in British history, it would #o the
hydro ‘cause an irreparable damage in Canada.

alwavs allowed freedom of entry to her
lunguage. Words from the world ever fing a home

in her dictionary. Anclent Greek, modern Yankee,
Indian hunter, African coolie, have all contributed
to this most cosmopolitan of tongues, that accepts
gifts from scientist or gutter-snipe and daily grows
in richness.

The French, its only rival in ecivilization today,
is not so casual. That temple of the “Immortals,”
the I'rench Academy, keeps guard over its portals,
and no foreigners or slang-born native is allowed
a place in thls language of diplomats before the
academy has glven its sanction. I.ike a board of
examiners, the literary sponsors of the French
tongue meet regularly to decide questions of taste
and to consider the claims of outside words that
have been creeping about periodical literature be-
tween the temporary passports of inverted commas.

PRICES AND RESPECTABILITY.

There are remarkable contrasts in prices in New

York. Near St. Paul's Chapel, which is at Broad-
way and Fulton street, a fruit man has a stand in
front of an office building. Among the articles
displayed today were apples of the variety known
as Deliclous. The price mark was three for 25]
cents. A huckster halted his wagon near by. He
had bushels of Delicious apples in his wagon, and
they apparently were the same size and quality as
those of the fruit stand man. He was selling his
apples seven for 10 cents. New York, figuratively,
is flooded with fruit and vegetables. Prices are con-
i siderably below those of a month ago. You can buy
1 meats, fruite and vegetables cheaper far downtown
tand far uptown than in midtown. In Washington
| Market the choicest sirloin cuts sell at 30 cents a
pound. In 125th street, which is in the heart of
Harlem, about the same price prevails. In Broad-
way, 'in the seventies, eighties and nineties, the
same cuts vary from 60 to 85 cents a pound. The
explanation? That gection of Broadway is adjacent
to Riverside Drive, West ¥nd avenue anq Central
Park West—the region where it Isn’t respectable to
live until you have an income equal to that of a
labor leader.

ACCIDENTS TO CHILDREN. i
[Springfield Union.]

Oificial records showing that no fewer than!
15,000 children were killed by accidents in thel
United States in the year 1919, emphasize the need !
of more strenuous campalgning along the lines of|
public safety. Most of all is educational work |
among the children themselves a prime necessity,
as so many of them, through heedlesness, invite tl'.xe=
accidents of which they are victims. Playing mf
roadways where automobile traffic is heavy is one |
prolific source of such accidents, and crossing thel
highways without looking to right or left to seel'
if the way is clear iz another. Parents and school
teachers could de much to lessen the number of
accidents due to these causes by constantly im-
pressing on the minds of children the danger of
such practices.

A FINE FOR LABOR.

. [Boston Herald.]

The permanent court of arbitration for Denmark
has levied fines amounting to 1,000,000 kroner
equivalent to about $225,000, on three labor imions.,
After the settlement of the general strike last April
the seamen's, the stokers’ and the ‘longshoremen’s
unions continued to stay out in spite of the settle-
mept and of the validity of their agreements with
their employers. The Employees’ Assoclation then
brought action against the unions in this permanent
court, arguing that the strike as a whole was of a
pec}lliarly viclous nature, partly because it was
maintained during a time when the country wags In
need of having her money conditions strengthened
by the greatest possible export, and partly beouuée
‘o{ great losses to industries and trades, as well as
' agriculture, through their inability on account of
the strike to fulfill their contracts. The unions
argued for acquittal or for as small ga flne as
possible. The court feund that the strike had hit
egainst the -public supplies of the necessaries of
life, and had occasioned huge losses, and fined, two
of the unions 300,000 kroner each anq the Seamen's
Union 400,000 kroner. Irrespective of the merits of
the strike as such, and the causes which brought
it about, it is a fact of consequence in the long
| history of strikes that this court held these organi-
zations of workingmen liable for large damages.

THE COAL SITUATION.
[Halifax Chronicle.]

According to the reports of the *United States
Geological Survey, the coal situation there is
steadily improving. During the week ended October
9 production of bituminous coal exceedeq 12,000,000
tons. This was an increase of 706,000 tons over the
preceding week. A computation giving comparisons
with previous years shows that while the present
year is running 12,000,000 tons behind 1917 end
about 45,250,000 tons behind 1918, it is more than
£1,000,000 tons ahead of 1919. For the four weeks
ended October 9, the average weekly output at the
soft coal mines was 11,728,250 tons. Production of
anthracite coal also increased. Shipments were not
only up to normal during the week ended’October 9,
but were aiso the largest in any week since July.
The nine principal carriers reported 35,961 cars
loaded, an increase of 829 cars over the preceding
week.

Erlanger Says the Trouble Is
Over-Production—Too
Many Outsiders.

INCREASED COMPETITION

An 0Old Canadian Showman,
Famed as an Elephant
Trainer, Is Dead.

(By Ben Deacon, Canadian Press Cor-
respondent.]
NEW YORK, Nov. 11.—Where has the

e
gow York theatregoer gone? Or why
i he ceased to theatrego? This prob-
:m is maf:grs. t'l;lo attem;‘on of the-
ere at the present
time. Undoubtedly there has ‘t;eene a
serlous slump in the theatrical busi-
mess. They are no longer ‘“‘turning 'em
away” at the Broadway playhouses.
Last season there was hardly a play or
a musical show so poor, but that it
could flaunt the “Standing Room Only"’
sign at the lobby door; this year at
moat of the theatres, that sign, be-
h ved of the managerial heart, reposes

n some dim corner of the storeroom,

has not yet seen the light of day.

It appears that there Iis only one
thing wrong with the New York the-
atrical situation, and that is a lack of
audiences. There are plenty of at-
tractions, but only a comparatively few
of them attract; the producers are
active, but the public won’'t produce.
Therc are some sixty ‘‘legitimate’’ pro-
ductions from which the public may
choose, and a large section of the public,
it seems, chooses to stay away from all
of them.

This does not mean that the well-
advertised “Great White Way” is de-
serted, or that the theatrical profession
fs in any immediate danger of total
extinction through starvation. There is
a sufficient number of habitual theatre-
goers left in New York, added to the
army of transients (including thous-
ands of Canadians), who flock to the
playhouses while in the city, to keep
the box office employees familiar with
the monetary system. It does mean
that ma.n{ of the habitual playgoers
seem to be gradually conquering the

habit, and the occasional playgoers are

becoming even more occasional. it
means that theatrical prices have to
follow the trail blazed by clothing and
sugar in New York, and that trail leads
down hill.

The first break in the high prices
came this week, when the Seiwyng re-
duced the scale at their new Times
Bquare Theatre, where lklorence keed
is appearing in ‘‘The Mirage.” Scals
at that house which formerly sold at
$3 may now be purchased at $2.50. Buu
Canadians who think of coming to New
York to get a bargain seat had better
plan their trip so that they will not
be here on a Saturday night. There is
one survival of the old scale at the
Times Square Theatre: top price seats
¢n Saturday nights and holidays will
remain at $4. Other managers have,
so far, not evinced any disposition (o
join in the price-cutting
From the office of A. L. Erlanger and
Charles Frohman, Inc., who control an
tmportant share of the theatres here,
came the inlormation
reduction to the $2.50 point had been
planned so far, Several theatres un-
der the control of this group already
have a $2.50 llmlt.. hgwe.vur.

Mr. Erlanger declares the trouble
with the New York theatrical business
is merely over-production, In a re-
cent interview he said:

“Lared by the exaggerated stories of
the enormoug profits made in the bLusi-
ness, too many outsiders have entered
the fleld, calling themselves ‘producers’
and have flooded the market with in-
ferior productions, and there is no
more room for inferiority in the theatre
than there is anywhere else, possibly
less. This increaseq competition has
been accompanied by a corresponding
increase in the salary of everyone €m-
ployed about a theatre, from the man
who opens the carriage doors in front
to the stage doorkeeper at the back."

Thus Mr. Erlanger has diagnosed the
case of the theatre. Meanwhile, now
the shows blossom forth at the rate of

MINERAL GLAIMS
PROVE PAINT MINE

Vagaries of Salton Sea Dis-
close Stores of Pigment.

How a number of men who took up
profitless mineral claims several years
ago on Mullet Island, a tiny volcanic
. formation protruding above the saline
{ waters of the Salton Sea of southern
| California, recently found vast stores

chanics. .

“Gold and pumice were the minerals
they were seeking,’”” says Mr. Hogg, and
littie did they think that the waters
which lapped against their rocky shores
hid from their view a mineral deposit
of another variety and practically in-
calculable value.

Last year the Salton Sea developed
another of its characteristic tempera-
mental streaks. Its surface level
dropped four and one-half feet, leav-

dreds of acres of soft slimy mud. Pres-
ently the attention of the prospectors
was atracted to the mud flats by a
strong odor of sulphurous gas and
nolses which sounded like the flerce
boiling of thousands of tea kettles of
colossal proportions.

Then, after drying in the
sun for a few hours, hundreds ot pounds
of pigxment are spaded out of each pool.

{ The pigment is first dug out into boxes,

trundled onto the isiand in wheelbar-
{ rows, and later sacked for shipment to
the paint factories. It comes from the
pools practically pure, and requires lit-
tle or no refining.

“A crop of low-grade salt is a profit-

able by-product of the newly developed
pigment industry.”

During the early part of the evening
snow fell in just sufficient quantities
to work into the general scheme of
decoration, and to augment the showers
of confetti with which laughing girls
strewed the passers-by. Dundas street
sidewalks were covereq with the fine
multi-colored bits of paper. Only the
warm rays of the sun today will be
able to sort the real snow from this
artificial variety which fluttered down
last night. Confetti was not the only
thing useg to add to the carnival as-
spect of the occasion. Ticklers were
used to good advantage.

The parade, which commenced the
celebration, was a complete success.
Arrangements were carried out to the
letter and not a hitch marred the oc-
casion., Although the procession was
nearly two miles in length, every sec-
tion of it found its place without diffi-
culty, as a result of the careful plan-
ning of those in charge of the celebra-
tion.

Fireworks.

Promptly at 7:30 p.m., a fireworks dis-
play was started at the armories, her-
alding the commencement of the march.
Hundreds of colored balls of fire arched
their way over the street, while blazing
flambeaux on the roof of the armories
and other buildings in the vicinity, cast
a glow over the whole scene.

EXCITING CAREER

Bossed by Most Every Large
European Nation in Past
1,000 Years.

WASHINGTON, D. C., Nov. 11—
Luxemburg, latest and smallest of the
countries of the world to send &
diplomatic representative to the United
States, has a ruler with a better popular
title her throne rhaps any
other reigning monarch. oufh it is
relatively insignificant in area, it has a
history reaching farther into the past
than many of the great nations among
whom it now takes a place.

‘These and other facts about the little
grtnd duchy with which the United

tates is now more closely linkedq are
recounted in the following bulletin
issued by the National Society from
its Washington, D.C., headquarters.

Smaller Than ode Island.

“Tiny Luxemburg, which is smaller
even than Rhode Island, has its na-
tional roots far back in the history of
Europe, if needed it may be said to
have been rooted at all; for it has been
buffeted about like a shuttlecock by the
countries that hem it in, and at one
time or another during the past thou-
sand years hag been under the control
of nearly every one of the principal na-
:‘lon-tof the western part of the con-

nent.

“It started as a pretty principality in
the Holy Roman Empire, and through
it has since lost territory it has gained
prestige, being raised first to a duchy
and finally to a grand duchy. It emerg
with the latter title from the witch
caldron of tha Congress of Vienna in
1815 largely to mollify the king of the

Indus-
trially, Luxemburg is known chiefly for
its iron and steel production, which in
1918 was valued at more than 450,000,000
francs, equivalent at par to more than
$90,000,000.
Capltal is Plcturesque,

“The capital ang chief city of the
duchy, also Luxemburg, is most pictur-
esque. It is bullt partly on th& sum-
mit, partly at the foot of a cliff med
plateau, partially encircled by rivers.
Imposing viaducts lead to the higher
part of the city; where most eof the
public buildings are situated.

“Like Switzerland, Luxemburg has
more than one language. Some of the
inhabitants speak German, some French
and some a mixture of the two. It has
no coinage of its own, and the coins of
f.lh!ts neighbors may be found in circu~
ation.

“French, however, has long been the
officlal language, and the franc the
official monetary unit. The worlg war
and the unpleasintness of the German
occupation brought Luxemburg closer
to France, and in the plebiscite of 1919
which ushered in universal suffrage, the
Luxemburgers voted for an economie
union with the republie, which has since
been effected.”

AUSTRALIA WILL NOT
WAIT FOR CANADA IN
NAMING AMBASSADOR

Will Likely Appoint Envoy To
Washington To Boost
Trade.

B

NEW YORK, Nov. 11.—(By Canadian
Press).—Recent  announcements by
Australian statesmen regarding the
establishment of an Australian office in
Washington have again focussed atten-
tion .upon the proposal for the appoint-
ment of a Canadian ambassadorial rep-
resentative in the United States, and
the matter is the subject of much dis-
cussion by Canadians resident here,

In an interview given recently to a
United States correspondent in Mel-
bourne, Premier Hughes of Australia
emphasized the importance of the rela-
tions between Australia and the United
States and said: ‘“To foster those we are
sending a diplomatic representative to
Washington and trebling our trade rep-
resentation.”

Another statement on the subject
whicn has attracted attention here is
that which was made by Sir Joseph
Cook, minister of the treasury, in the
Australian House of Representatives
last week. He declared it was impera-
tive that Australia appoint a represent-
ative to go to Washington to develop
trade relations and place Australia's
point of view before the United States
Government,

It would appear that so far as Aus-
tralia is concerned the question of ap-
pointing a minister to Washington will
not be dependent upon any action that
Canada may take. It is currently re-
ported that Mr. Mark Sheldon, the pres-
ent Australian commissioner in New
York, will be the first of Australia’s
ministers in Washington, although his
appointment there will likely be of a
temporary nature. It is understood that
he will not act until his successor to the
New York office arrives from Aus-
tralia.

When the matter of trade representa-
tion in the United States was raised by
the Dominions some years ago, Aus-
tralia did not wait for Canada to lead
in the matter.” A trade representative
from Australia arrived in New York
more than a year before Canada opened
an office in this city. It is now reported
that Australia will open, other trade of-
fices in the United States, presumably
one in Chicago and another at Seattle
or San Francisco. There is a good
deal of speculation here as to whether
Canada will follow suit.

A recent dispatch from Ottawa, stat-
ing that the plan for a representative
of the Dominion at Washington had
been suspended for the present caused
regret in Canadlan circles here as well
as among United States businessmen
who are Interested in the trade relations
between the two countries. In this
connection a good deal of discussion
has been aroused by a mysterious edi-
torial on the subject which appeared,
practically simultaneously, in papers
published in different parts of the
United States. It was printed by the
Patterson, N, J., Press and the Boliot,
Wis., News, as well as a number of
other papers. This editorial said:
*“There will be no Canadian minister
plenipotentiary at Washington in the
near future. This much was decided on
at the present visit of Sir Auckland
Geddes to Canada. Geddes will cone
tinue representing Canada and other
British lands.

*“The reason back of the withdrawa?
of Canadian plans was the British be-
lief that if Canada was permitted a
special representative, Australia and
South Africa might ask for similar rep-
resentation, not only at Washington but
in other capitals. Also, it was thought
that, granting Canada one minister, the
Dominion might want representatives
elsewhere,

*British ambassadors will handle Brit-
fsh affairs, and it will not be divided
among several colonial ministers. No
one pretends that this will please the
Canadian nationalists, and on the other
hand, nobody believes it will put an end
to jndependence agitation in Canada.”

numbering about 50, presented arms.

“We unveil this flagpole and gun,”
said Major Graham, ** to the glory of
Goq and to the honor of the soldiers
who gave their lives in a just and right
cause for the whole world.”

During the hoisting of the flag all
istood with bared heads while the band
played ‘‘God Save the King” and the
cadets stood at ‘‘attention.”

Madrid, Nov. 11.—Foreign visitors,
after a short stay in Madrid, begin to
doubt whether Spaniards are able to
-1 tell the time. There are scores of
public clocks in Government buildings
and on church towers, and nearly every
Spaniard carries a watch,
often looks at, but apparently these do
not mean anything to the average citi-
zen.

An invitation to a meal at a certain
hour means that the host or the guest
will appear half an hour or more late.
An appointment for a fixed time and
place nearly always finds both parties
absent at the hour named. An inter-
view arranged with an official involves

usually a wait of an hour in the ante-
room. The tailor will not be ready to
try on. your suit until at least two days
after he hag promised to do so. Trains
rarely start and never arrive at the
scheduled hour. These are some few
Indications of the little interest Span-
iards show in the time.

It is either morning, noon, evening
or night with Spaniards generally—and,
of course, the eternal manana, which
never comes. The exact hour is noth-
ing to them, yet thousands of them
will assemble on the Puerta del Sol to
watch the fall of the globe on the min-
Istry of the interior at noon every day.

for killing Beverly Trumble, roadhouse
proprietor, was that he considered *it
was his life or mine,”

convicted by a jury at the supreme

} court assizes in session at Sandwich,

made a final desperate attempt to gain
lenience for the killing of John Mec-
Kinsely by dramatically standing up
in the prisoner's box and exclaiming:

“Ag I stand at my trial, T committed
the act in self-defence. 1 considered
it was either his life or mine, and I
fired.””

When sentenced by Justice Rose to
a term of flve years in the peniten-
tiary, Collins, who is a confirmed drug
addict, showed absolutely no signs of
emotion, Throughout the trial he has
maintained a sullen indifference to de-
velopment, except when he went on
the stand, and in a straightforward
manner told of how he had shot Mec-
Kinsely on Sandwich street east last
March, when the latter had chased
him with a knife after hitting him
over the head with a billy.

The sentencing of Collins brought to
a tlose this afternoon one of the most
interesting and serious sessions ever
held in a local court. Three man-
slaughter cases, in which Sergt., Bur-
chiel of the Walkerville police depart-
ment and Mrs. Lena Coask were ac-
quitted and George Collins was con-

Was No Surprise.

““Although it was a terrible shock to
me, the shooting -was no surprise, as
Trumble, when I spoke to him last,
said he had a gun dnd intended to kil
Spracklin the first time he entered the
hotel,” Mrs. Chappell said.

She declared she was sorry she had
sold the hotel, although the money de-
rived from its sale kept her in com-
fort.

Mr. Spracklin saig tonight he was
awaiting the action by the crown he-
fore resuming his duties as license in-
spector. On the table by his side was
1the .45 calibre automatic, from which
{ the shot that caused the death of
‘Trumhle was fired. )

Paper Gives Proof.

Seeking to link up the explosion with
the ‘“building trust graft” now being
investigated by a joint legislative com-
mittee, the paper, naming a house-
wreckers’ union, said:

“The World here presents proof that
1,800 men ,nearly all foreign-born, sober,
industrious, efficient and well discip-
lined, have, within the space of eighteen
months been subjected to an amazing
conspiracy of greed and injustice, and
the explosion was the culmination of
this theory. The building trades graft

was responsible for the crime. The
Evening World does not charge the
union, as a union, with responsibility.
It was the work of individuals, pos-
sibly inside the union, possibly the wggk
of sympathizers.

“Further proofs are presented that
the wrath ang resentment of these
workers and their fellows who knew
of their tragic, losing fight to avert
vagrancy and starvation in days of
overflowing labor opportunity, was
centred not only on their arch oppres-
sor, Robert P. Brindell, dictator of the
Building Trades Council, but upon
house-wrecking contractors.”

Invited Every Person.

What makes a person have a cold all
the time?

Query propounded by a new reader.

One doesn't. It just seems all the
time. Exaggeration is an inherent hu-
man trait. If we lose an hour or two
of our regular night's sleep we swear
next morning that we haven't seipt a
wink. If we have an ordinary attack of
appendicitis or something, our nurse and
doctor assure us a week later that it
was the worst case they have ever seen.
If one or two rascals give us a bad deal
we conclude that the whole world is
wicked. If we have more than two at-
tacks of coryza in a season we declare
that we are running full time. If we

have such an inaisposition in flne warm
weather we are not much frightened

Has anyone
ever tound a climate, a season or a
place in the sun where there are no
respiratory infections or where faere is

ulation than the average? If he has he
keeps the secret well.

Coryza is an acute inflammation of
the lining of the nose chambers invari-
ably due to infection. Not every al-
leged “cold in the head” is coryza. Vic-
tims of chronic or permanent diseased
conditions of the nose chamber linings
or of the several spaces or sinuses
(air chambers) communicating with
nose chambers, are abnormally

to atmospheric changes, temperature
changes and changes of clothing. They
experience a stuffiness, an engorgement
or congestion of the nose chambers
and perhaps increased secretion or
running at the nose from tritling al-
terations of external or surfage con-

ditions, and they thoughtlessly say,
“I'm taking cold” or “I'm catching
more cold,” although the unpleasant

symptoms disappear within minutes or
an hour after restoration of the usual
surface conditions. + Not 80 with
coryza; when you have coryza you have
it good and proper for a few days.
The sad part of it is, though, that
easy-going folks who think in the chan-
nels set for them believe what these
misguided chronics say and conclude
that you do take cold from drafts,
dampness, change of weather or
change of clothing. !

Where superstition holds sway rea-
son hasn’t a chance.

The stuffiness and running at the
nose, which these unthinking chronics
so lightly call a ‘fresh cold,” is purely
mechanical. There is no actual in-
flammation and no actual disturbance
of health—no feverishness, no aches
or pains, no malaise, nothing, in fact,
that warrants the conclusion that
drafts, dampness or other atmospheric
factors have any causative effect on
diseases of the breathing organs. In-
deed, no evidence has been found to
support the theory that congestion or
engorgement of a part of the body with
blood favors or predisposes to inflam-
mation of that part, .

NATION'S CENOTAPH

Crowds Deposit Flowers At
Foot of Monument in the
British Capital.

London, Nov. 12.—There has been
Scarcely any cessation since yester-
day’s ceremonies in the tramp of pil-
€rims to the monument to Great Bri-
tain’s war dead in historic Whitehall,
the unveiling of which wuas the prin-
ci-pgl feature of the armistice day ex-
ercises. During the early hours of the
morning, in cold, grey, foggy weather.
So many workers on their way to their
tasks were anxious te pay tribute be-
fore beginning their day’s toil that
the police had to marshal them four
abreast past the memorial.

By eight o'clock many men and wo-
men, both young and old, prinecipally
of the poorer working povulation were
depositing their Yuncheg of flowers
ang weaths at the monument, while
other toilers proceeding to work and
passing by on the sidewalk reverently
removed their hats.

The crowd increased as the day pro-
gressed, necessitating the continuance
of the closing of Whitehall to vehicu-
lar traffic.

HAITIEN”PRESIDENT
DENIES KNOWLEDGE
OF CRIMES CHARGED

Testifies Before U. S. Naval
Board of Inquiry.

Port Au Prince, Haiti, Nov. 12. —
Sudre Dartiguenave, president of the
republic of Haiti, testifying before the
naval board of inquiry, declared he
had no official knowledge of the charge
of indiscriminate killing of natives by
United States marines. Speaking
through an interpreter, the president
said he was without means of proving
the existence of cases of homicide or
violence that may have been commit-
ted by the marines, adding ‘‘they have
been accused by public clamor.”

M. Dartiguenave was the only wit-
ness testifying and after he had left
the chair, Judge Advocate Dyer an-
nounced he had me further witnesses
or evidence. The court then adjourned
to reassemble upon call by Admiral
Henry T. Mayo, president of the board
of inquiry, and it is not probable an-
other session will be held before next
week.
