CATCHES SIGHT OF FORMER
CLASSMATE AND STARTS

Cleveland, Ohio, Nov. 13.—Police
today were confronted with the task |
of solving the mysterious murder of
l.ouis Rosen, 29, and his brother-in-
Jaw, Adolph Adelson, of Phiiadeiphia, |
who, with his wife was visiting the |
Rosens. The men were shot and |
killed by different sized bullets early
today in the rear of Rosen's home,
in the KEast Boulevard district, off
tockefeller Park. |

The first police theory was rob- |
bery. They also were puzzled over1‘
an anonymous telephone call re-
ceived at police headquarters, telling
them “if you get a report of a gang
shooting their guns in BEast 97th
street, don't pay any attention to it.
The noise was their automobile ex-
*haust.”

The shooting occurred after Rosen
.and Adelson returned from a pinochle
game. As they drove into Rosen’'s
yard in his automobile. their wives,
who are sisters, heard six or seven
shots. The women found their hus-
bands lying face down in the grass
outside the open garage. Their |
clothes were rumpled and the sod
trampled.

Adelson was
calibre lead bullets.
pierced his throat and the other
passed through his head. Rosen's
wound was above his heart. where a
.38 calibre steel jacketed bullet had
passed. No weapons were found in
the yard or garage. Neighbors re-
ported having seen three men drive
away in an automobile shortly after
the shooting.

The Adelsons arrived in Cleveland
two days ago to visit the Rosens’
and to attend a wedding in the|
family. On the garage floor police |
found a slip of paper bearing a
Columbus automobile license number |
and other numbers which they could
not identify.

Stating that the commission
supplying “‘a necessity, not a luxury
Manager Buchanan pointed out that
it would cost at least 5 cents per,1,000
gallons to soften the water by means
of a central deminevalization plant
At present the average charge for
water is 10 cents per 1,000 gallons,
while the hause charge is at the rate
of 12 cents per 1,000 gallons,

Thus to soften all the water would
at least double the rates. To lay
double mains te pérmit of furnishing
soft water to those consumers desir-
ing it and at the same time hard
water, as at present, to those unable
to pay for the softened water, would
require the expenditure of a tre-
mendous amount of time, labor and
money.

The plan of softening the
supply has been tried in one
towns in the United States,
where the daily consumption
mates 1,000,000 gallons, not 6,000,000
gallons, as is the case in IL.ondon.
Also the water in the towns referred
to is so hard that even by the soften-
ing process in use its hardness is
softened only to about the hardness
of the water now being supplied Lon-
don citizens.

FOR SPRINGBANK

Would Remove Danger
Pedestrians Visiting Zoo
at Park.

The object of the changes as
proved by the commission is,
course, to remove the danger
children, and grown-ups too, for thac
matter, in walking along the road in
front of the zoo looking at the ani-
mals.
