Active in Religious Werk.

Principal Caven, in addition to hie 
college work, was a frequent preach­
er and an active member of the 
church courts. At an early period he 
earnestly advocated the union of the 
various Presbyterian bodies in Can­
ada, and his church honored him by 
his election as moderator of the gen­
eral assembly of 1875, when the un­
ion was consummated. In 1892 he 
acted as moderator of the United 
Church. Twenty years before this he 
received the D.D. degree from 
Queen’s University. Princeton Union 
gave him the same honor in 1896 and 
Toronto University that of LL.D in 
the same year. Of the latter uni- 
ivereity he was also a senator. Dr. 
Cayen took a leading part in the 
formation of the Presbyterian Al­
liance, better known as the Pan 
Presbyterian Council, and was its 
president at its last assembly in Liv­
erpool, England, in June last, be­
sides holding the office of chairman 
of the western, or American, sec­
tion of the alliance. In 1887 he 
succeeded Prof. Goldwin Smith as 
president of the Ontario Teachers' 
Association, and in addition to num­
erous other similar appointments 
was a prominent member of the On­
tario Lord’s Day Alliance and vice- 
president of the Toronto branch of 
the Evangelical Alliance.

Toronto, Dec. 2—Last night at 8 
o’clock the Rev. William Caven, D. 
D., principal of Knox (Presbyterian) 
College, this city, died after an ill- 
ness of exactly one week. On Friday 
last he attended a meeting at 
Guelph, Ont., where he delivered an 
address of two hours’ duration. While 
there he contracted influenza, after­
wards developing into pneumonia, 
which caused his death. The principal 
was approaching his 71st birthday, 
having been born on Dec. 26, 1880, 
and had therefore exceeded the 
Psalmist's limit, but his eye was not 
dim nor his natural force abated. His 
demise was, therefore, in a manner 
unexpected, and will come" with a 
shock to the people of Canada, for 
his name and fame were in all the 
churches of the Dominion.

The obsequies will take place on 
Saturday, and a movement has al­
ready been made in the direction of 
A public funeral, but this, as well as' 
the place of interment, is meantime 
under consideration by the family. 
About a year ago Dr. Caven suffered 
from a severe illness, which necessi­
tated a retirai from active duty for 
some months, but from this he had

Dr. Caven was In every sensethe "Wigton Martyrs." A cherished 
tradition of the family by the moth­
er’s side relates how one of them, 
for refusing to abjure his faith, suf­
fered grievous mutilation at the 
hands of the dragoons of Claver- 
house, known later as John Graham, 
Viscount Dundee.

His father, John Caven, by profes­
sion a schoolmaster, was a man of 
exceptional ability and attainments 
and a member of the United Ses- 
sions Church, which, in 1840, united 
with the Relief Church, to form the 
United Presbyterian Church, which in 
its turn united with the Free Church 
to forin the present United Free 
Church of Scotland. John Caven left 
Wigtonshire for Canada in 1847, first 
residing at Galt, Ont., and removing 
shortly afterwards to the neighbor­
hood of St. Mary’s, where he resided 
till his death, in 1880.

Studied Under His Father.
William Caven. the future principal, 

began his education under his father 
at Kirkcolm, and proved himself to 
be a diligent and painstaking scho- 
lar, early displaying a strong bent 
towards the ministry, which he later 
adopted as his profession. His theo­
logical studies were prosecuted under 
the late Rev. William Proudfoot of 
London, and the Rev. Alexander Mac­
kenzie of Goderich, members of the 
United Presbyterian Church in Cana­
da. In 1850-51 he studied in Toron­
to, and after reading for another 
year, was licensed to preach in 1852 
by the old Flamboro Presbytery. His 
first charge was in the parish of St. 
Mary's and Downie, to which he was 
inducted in October of the same 
year.

Spent a Year in Scotland.
During 1855-6 he spent a year in 

Scotland for the benefit of his health, 
still retaining his charge, and in 
1865 the synod appointed him and 
Professor Gegg to till alternately the 
chair of exigetical theology and Bib­
lical criticism. In the following year 
he was made permanent professor 
and commenced his long period of de­
voted service to Knox College, suc­
ceeding to the principalship in 1870, 
on the resignation of Dr. Willis, his 
official title being thus chairman of 
the college board. When the building 
of the present college was mooted he 
and his colleague. Prof. Gegg, devot­
ed two summers to a tour through 
the Province of Ontario, and it was 
largely through their exertions that 
the necessary fund was raised. The 
corner-stone was laid in April, 1874, 
and the collège was occupied for the 
first time during the academical year 
of 1875-76. Thenceforward the prin­
cipals life work and history is prac­
tically that of Knox College. And to 
his learning, sagacity, moderation 
and urbanity, it owes its high place 
among theological halls of the coun­
try.

It has been said of Principal Cav­
en. as an.exegete, that his incum- 

bency was noted for his great moder­
ation and candor in stating the opin­
ions which he felt it necessary to con- 
trovert, and, not less for his firm 
adhesion to the views of Biblican 
interpretation, held by the evangeli­
cal churches, as well, as in expound­
ing those more peculiarly his own. 
The truth as he holds it, has had no 
more fearless and uncompromising de-

ef

He was earnest in support of every 
good work, and advocate of all that 
made for the righteousness which ex- 
alteth a people, a wise counsellor, 
and an upholder of the principles of 
justice, truth and freedom.

or infamous trip were "reported” by 
the judges. He will attend the con­
vention and "deplore" the crimes, but 
be will not prosecute the criminals.

Many of the delegates at the con­
vention will deplore electoral crimes 
sincerely and honestly, but what will 
that avail ? One prosecution is worth 
tons of "deplores," but there won’t be 
one prosecution. The convention is 
met to keep in power the men whose 
agents committed those crimes and 
who hold office now by reason of 
those crimes. How can they be ex­
pected to punish the scoundrels who 
stole the goods and handed them 
over ?

The fact is that these crimes must 
be, or the party cannot retain power. 
No one party can hold the reins for 
32 years without falling into the 
hands of heelers and grafters. Peo­
ple naturally tire of having even a 
good government in power for so 
long a time and they Vote against 
it. To make up for this, corrupt 
means are taken, and the result is 
the degradation of our vaunted pro­
vince.

The convention’s resolution may go 
furthei than deploring. It may rec­
ommend more stringent laws against 
bribery and corruption. That would 
look well in a resolution. But the 
trouble lies not in lack of stringency 
in the laws against those offenses, 
but in lack of enforcement of the law 
as it stands. If the law is not en­
forced, what difference whether it is 
lax or rigid? The lack of prosecu­
tion.is the only defect and it arises 
from the fact that the men who con­
trol the machinery of the law—the 
men who ought to prosecute offend­
ers against the law—are the main 
beneficiaries of the crimes that have 
been committed.

ABOUT "DEPLORING."

Major Clark, of the Kincardine Re­
view, had, in advance of the White­
washing Convention, a pretty fair idea 
of what was to be done at that gath­
ering. A day or two before the event 
Mr. Clark had this in his paper:

The convention which Premier, Ross 
has called will do one thing, if it does 
nothing more, it will "deplore” cor­
rupt practices in‘ elections. Premier 
Ross has "deplored" these things him- 
self individually and the convention 
will do it collectively. In the mean­
time Mr. Ross will remain premier by 
means of the practices which he and 
his convention "deplore.”

Cap. Sullivan can say to Premier 
Ross as Tommy Atkins said to Fuzzy- 
Wuzzy, "If we ‘adn’t lost some mess­
mates we would ‘elp you to •‘deplore.*’| 
One or two of the Cap’s messmatesi 
have got into disgrace, but the Cap 
was given a timber berth for $250, 
which he resold for $9,000, and he 
can afford to join in the "deplore.”

W. T. R. Preston engineered the 
machine tactics which made West 
Elgin a hissing and reproach and 
which wrung from Donald McNish a 
confession that ballot box stuffing 
was shamefully prevalent in that rid- 
ing. While the convention is "de- 
ploring" that work Mr. Preston is 
enjoying an easy job at a high salary 
over in England.

J. B. Jackson got money in Toronto 
to buy perjured evidence with which 
to unseat Donald Sutherland in South 
Oxford. He paid $375 to one man for 
"evidence true or false" that would 
have that effect. He is now commer- 
cial agent for Canada at Leeds. Eng­
land, and will be enjoying the fruits 
of his dirty work at the time that 
the convention is "deploring" it, 

“Lack” Kennedy engineered the 
cruise of the Minnie M. by which a 
gang of aliens were taken to Helen 
Mine and Michipicoten to personate 
voters. He instructed them how to 
vote and gave them tickets bearing 
the names of the men, they were to 
personate. He told them not to fear, 
being sworn as the Bible to be used 
by the D. R. O. was a false one, only 
the cover being genuine. He gave 
them lots of whiskey and cigars and 
made them happy on the way.

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The Men to Punish for the Frauds
A great many newspapers are dealing with the election frauds 

with a long pair of tongs. They talk of frauds and about them having. 
been worked by outsiders, who go into a county where an election is 
being held, and they also mention something of a machine that direct­
ed these outsiders, and they say, as The Weekly Sun this week does, 
that the person who works these frauds ought to be prosecuted for 
treason ; and others suggest all kinds of legal remedtes in the way of 
new laws. That is al. right as far as it goes, but there is just one way 
to stop the frauds, and that is to hold any government, any party, any 
member, absolutely responsible for the frauds which they as a parry or 
an individual, profited by. We venture to say that hardly a single fraud 
has been committed, of which either a candidate, or an agent of his, 
or a government, or party, or organizer, did not have guilty knowledge. 
But whether any of the individuals knew of the frauds or not, some­
thing quick and final should be done, and that is to hold the candidate 
and the party to which he belongs, responsible for the fraud, punish 
the party, punish the government, punish the opposition that happens 
to be identified with the fraud, and there will soon be an end of it. 
But resolutions or acts of parliament, or newspaper articles or speeches 
will never stop the frauds.

Talking about laws, why not hold the attorney general of the pro­
vince, the crown attorney under him, the minister of justice, all offi­
cials, responsible, and when they fail dismiss them and their party? 
We’ve got lots of law ; additional laws will do no good when the chief 
criminals are protected by or really are the chief officers of the law them­
selves, or what is the same thing, have profited politically by the frauds. 
George W. Ross, above all men in Ontario, lias profited by the elector­
al frauds that have been perpetrated in Ontario. And he is the first 
man that an outraged public ought to go after.

And, lastly, let the Globe newspaper tel! us what it bas to say of 
the lawyers and police who represented the department of justice, the 
minister of justice,, the new attorney-general, the Belleville magistrate, 
who, one and all of them, allowed Lott and Shibley to flee the country. 
Is any one of them fit for office? Are crown officers appointed and 
paid to .et criminals escape? If the people can't have the chief crimi­
nals to trv, let us try the paid and sworn officials of the law who let 
them escape. Responsibility for every crime, and responsibility for 
every failure to secure punishment ought to be laid at the door of 
some one man, and that man punished by due course of law or dis- 
missed from office.—Toronto World.

EAST AND WEST IDEALS.

Chinese Official States Why Chinese Ask 
to Be Let Alone.

Twice within half a decade the 
spectacle has been presented of a 
primitive civilization rebelling against 
the intrusion of modern methods of 
thought and action. The Boers in 
1899 fought primarily for their re­
ligion and what it stands for in 
their social development. The Chi­
nese arose in 1900 to expel innova­
tors upon time honored customs and 
ideals. Pertinent to the Chinese 
question is the argument of a Chi­
nese official residing in England dur­
ing the Boxer war. It is significant 
as an eastern view of the west. The 
Writer says:

"Our civilization is the oldest in 
the world. It does not follow that it 
is the best, but neither, I submit, 
does it follow that it is the worst. 
On the contrary, such antiquity is, 
at any rate, a proof that our insti­
tutions have guaranteed to us a 
stability for - which we search in vain 
among the nations of- Europe. But 
not only is our civilization stable; it 
embodies, as we think, a moral or­
der, while in yours we detect only an 
economic chaos. Whether your relig­
ion be better than ours I do not at 
present dispute, but it is certain that 
it has less influence on your society.. 
You profess Christianity, but your 
civilization has never been Christian, 
whereas ours is Confucian through 
and through. But to say that it is 
Confucian is to say that it is moral, 
or, at least, that moral relations are 
those which it primarily contemp­
lates, whereas with you (so it seems 
to us) economic relations come first, 
and upon these you endeavor after­
ward to graft as much morality as 
they will admit."

The Chinese and English views of 
the family are then compared, in the 
one case the child being trained to 
individualism, to venturesomeness 
and competition, and in the other to 
continue lifelong in the relations to 
which he is born. The Chinese look 
first to society, then to the indivi­
dual As a man begins so he ends, a 
member of his family group, and to 
tins condition the whole theory and 
practice of his life conform. He is 
taught to worship his ancestors, to 
honor and obey his parents . and to 
prepare himself at an early.age for 
the duties of husband and father. 
Says the writer:

"No man in China is isolated save 
by his own fault. If it is not so 
easy for him to grow rich as with 
you, neither is it so easy for him to 
starve; if he has not the motive to 
compete, neither has he the tempta­
tion to cheat and oppress. Free at 
once from the torment and the ap- 
prehension of distress, he has leisure 
to spare from the acquisition of 
the means of living for life itself. He 
has both the instinct and the oppor­
tunity to appreciate the gift's of na­
ture, to cultivate manners and to 
enter into humane and disinterested 
relations with His fellows. The re­
sult is a type which we cannot but 
regard as superior, both morally and 
aesthetically, to the great bulk of 
your own citizens of Europe. Admit- 
ting that we are not what you call 
a progressive people, we yet perceive 
that progress may be bought too 
dear. We prefer our own moral to 
your material advantages, and we 
are determined to cling to institu­
tions which, we believe, insure us the 
former even at the risk of excluding 
ourselves from the latter." 4

In the opinion of this writer west­
ern people subordinate life to wealth. 
He says: "They are less cheerful, less 
contented, less industrious, less law- 
abiding; their occupations are more 
unhealthy both for body and mind; 
they are crowded into cities and fac­
tories, divorced from nature and the 
ownership of the soil."

As to Government in China, we 
read here:

"You can hardly realize the condi­
tion of a people that are able al­
most wholly to dispense with it. Yet 
such is our case.

"Government with us is based on 
the consent of the people to a degree 
which you in the west can hardly un- 
derstand, much less imitate.

"In China Government is neither 
arbitrary nor indispensable. Destroy 
all our authorities, central and pro- 
vincial, and our life will proceed very 
much as before. The law we obey is 
the law of our own nature. Come 
what may, the family remains, with 
all that involves; the attitude of the 
mind remains, the spirit of order, in­
dustry and thrift."

Confucianism, according to this 
writer, is the exponent of the ideal 
of work. "The duty of man is to la- 
bor, and primarily to labor on the 
soil is a fundamental postulate of 
our religion; hence the worship of 
Mother Earth, the source of all in­
crease: hence the worship of heaven, 
the giver of light and rain."

Pictures of the Eyes.
A writer in the Connoisseur thinks 

that the fashion of painting the eyes 
in miniature is worth reviving. It 
affords opportunity for much skill, 

and an imitation of an eye, he says, 
is a delightful treasure to possess, 
and to cherish as a memorial of the 
person in whose beauty it was once 
a distinguishing feature. Richard 
Cosway is believed to have been the 
artist who introduced the idea of 

> painting the eyes, and it is said that 
that the first work he executed was 
a commission from Mrs. Fitzherbert 
to paint her right eye as a present 
for the Prince Regent. In return for 
this gift the Prince had his eye 
painted and set into a ring, giving 
it as a birthday gift to Mrs. Fitz- 
Herbert.
