Mr. Roussel is also interested 
in the impressionists, such as 
Van Gogh and Toulouse-Lau­
trec, along with “contemporary 
experimentalists”. He advocates 
more art in schools at all levels, 
presented by competent teach­
ers. Mr. Roussel pointed out that 
the Art Gallery is the only mani­
festation of art in the province 
where school children can come 
in contact with art.

“Economic and political de­
velopment is not enough for 
prosperity,” he declared. “We 
need art to ensure our recogni­
tion.”
