PUBLIC RESOLUTION-No. 20.

Joint Resolution providing for the Termination of Articles nunbered XVTlI Io XXV,
inclusive, and Article numbered XXX of the Treaty between the United States of
America and Her Britannic Majesty, concluded at Washington, May 8, 1871.

Resolved by the Senate and House of Representatives of the United States of Anerica
in Congress assembled,-That, in the judgment of Congress, the provisions of Articles
numbered XVIII to XXV, inclusive, and of Article XXX of the Treaty l)etween
the IUnited States and Her Britanic Majesty, for an anicable settlemrent of all
causes of dillerence between the two cointries, concluded at Waslhinigion on the Sth day
of May, A.D. 1871, ought to be terniited at tlie earliest possible tinte, aå be no longer
in force; and to this end' President be, and he hereby is, directed to give notice to
the Government of lier Britannie Aajosty that the provisions of echl a id every of the
Articles aforesaid wil teriinale Iand hle 1ofno0 force oi the expiti ( o1 two> y t ars
next after the tine of giving such notice.

Section 2. That the President be, and he hereby is, directed to give ant d com-
municate to the Goverument of ler Britannic Majesty such notice of sucli termina-
tion on thel st day of July, A.D. 1883, or as soon thereafter as may be.

Section 3. That on and after the expiration of the two years' tinie required by
said Treaty, each and every of said Articles shall be deemed and held to have expired
and be of no force and effect, and that every Department of the Government of the
United States shall. execute the laws of the United States (in tie premises) in the
same mariner and to the same effect as if said Articles had never been in force; and
the Act of Congress approved on the 1st Marci, A.P. 1873, entitled "An Act to carry
into effect the provisions of the Treaty between the United States and Great Britain,
signed in the city of Washington thie 8ti day of May, 1871, relating to the fisheries," so
far as it relates to the Articles of said. Treaty so to be terminated, shall be and stand
repealed and be of no force on and after the time of the expiration of said two
years.

çf a joint' lesolution of both Houses of Congress of the United States, providing for
the termination of certain Articles of the Treaty between the United States of America
and H11er-JriBiannic Majesty, concluded at Washington on the 8th May, 1871, whiclh
Articles, under the Protocol signed on the 7th June, 1873, took effect on the 1st July,
1873, and, "by the terms of the original Treaty-, are subject to termination by either
party on two years' notice given at the expiration of ten years fronthe 1st July, 1873-.
This Resolution, which was approved on the 3rd March, 1883, directs the President to
give notice to the Government of Her Britannic Majesty that the provisions of each
and every of the Articles numbered XVIII to XXV, inclusive, and of A rticle XXX
of the Treaty of the 8th May, 1871, will terminate and be of no force on the expira-
tion of two years next after the time of givinPg such notice, which the President is
further directed to give on the lst July, 1883, or as soon thereafter as May be.

I am therefore instructed to comply with the directions of Congress in this
matter, as set fortit in this Resolution, by giving the notice required, and as the lst
July falls on Sunday, I am directed to give this notice on the next succeeding day.

I beg also, ina compliance with further directions, to inform your Lordship of the
purport of this instruction, and of my contemplated action under it.

RE FERRING to my note to your Lordship of the 18th April last, and to your

Lordship's reply of the 27th of the sane month, I have the honour to recapitulate the
statements I made in that note, to the following effect: That I received on the said
18th April a despatch from Mr. Frelinghuysen, inclosing the copy of a Joint Reso-
lution of both Houses of Congress of the United States, providing for the termination
of certain Articles of the Treaty between the United States of America and Her
Britannic Majesty, concluded at Washington on the 8th May, 1871; wbich Articles,
under the Protocol signed on the 7th June, 1873, took effect on the 1st July, 1873,
and, by the terms of the original Treaty, are subject to termination by either party
on two years' notice given at the expiration of ten years from the 1st July, 1873.
This Resolution, which was approved on the 3rd March, 1883, directs the President to
give notice to the Government of Her Britannic Majesty that the provisions of eaci
and every of the Articles numbered XVIII to XXV inclusive and of the Article XXX
of the Treaty of the 8th May, 1871, will terminate au be of no force on thc expira-
ion of two years next after the time of giving such notice; whichî the IPresident is
urther directed to give on the 1st July, 1883,, or as soon thereafter as mnay be.
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I am, therefore, instructe(l by the President of the United States to comply with
the directions of Congress in this matter, as set forth in the Resohition, by giviungthe
notice required ; and as the 1st July falls on Sunday, I am further instructed to give
this notice on the succeeding day.

I do, therefore, this second day of July, 1883, on behalf of the President of the
United States,hereby give notice to the Goverrnment of lier D1ritannie Majesty that
the provisions of eacli and every of the Articles numbered XVIII, XIX, XX, XXI,
XXII, XXIII, XXIV, XXV, and XXX of the Treaty of the 8th May, 1871, between
the United States of America and ler Britannie Majesty, will t'erminate and be of no
force on the expiration of two years next after the tine of giving such notice.

REFEIRR1NG to your Lordship's note of the 22nd August last, in which your

Lordship inquired whether, in accepting the notice which I gave to lier Majestv's
Governient on the 2nd July last that the provisions of Articles XVI 1, X IX, XX,
XXI, XXII, XXIII, XXIV, XXV, aid XXX of the Treaty of the 8th May, 1871,
betweenr the United States and Great Britain, will terminate and be of no force on ihe
expiration of two vears from the date of said notice, ler Majesty's Government
correctly understand the intention of the United States' Governient to be liat the
provisions or Article XXX, whieli relate oo SNewfounchu shall ense <ùho bin
force and operation at the sane time as tlhe Articles recited iii th inotice, whichî relate
to the Dominion of Canada, I have the honour to acquaint you tliat i lost nio1 time ini
transrnitting a copy of your Lordship's note to the Department of Stale.

I have now received a reply from Mr. Frelinghuysen, iii which I am instructed
to inform your Lordship that lier Majesty's Government correctly understand the
intention of the Goverinment of the United States to bo that the Iprovisions ·-of
Article XXXII of the Treaty of Washington which relate to Newfoundland shall
cease to be in force and operation at the same time as the Articles recited in thie
notice of the termination given by me on the 2nd July dlast, which relate to the
Dominion of Canada.

Mr. Frelinghuîysen states that your Lordship's' inquiry does not appear to invite
aiy discussion of the points involved, or to asi anything more tlian a simple declaration
of the intention of the Lnited States' Government as to the scope of the notice of tbe
termination so given. He states, however, for my information, the reasons why the
XXXIInd Article must be considered as in force only so long as bhc other Articles
which are specifically terminable are in force.- As his views ou this subject may be
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intcresting to your Lordship, I venture to send you a copy of his despatch, although I
have no instructions to do so.

Mr. Frelinghuyseu to Mr. Lowell.

Sir, DeparIment of State, Washington, October 16, 1883.
ANSWERING your despateli of the 28th August last, I have to i;struct you to

infori Earl Granville that Her Majesty's Government correctly understand the
intention of the United States' Government to be tiat the provisions of Article XXXII
of the Treaty of Washington, which relate to Ncwfoundland, shall cease to be in force
and operation at the sane time as the Articles recited in the notide of termination
griven )y you on the 2nd July last, whieh relate to the Dominion of Canada.

IJis Lordship's inquiry of the 22nd August docs not appear to invite any discussion
of the points involved, or to ask anythig more thian a simple declaration of the
intention of this Covernent as to the scope of thn notice of terinnation so given.
For your information I may, lowever, o)serve that, while the Treaty itself does not in
terms provide for terminating Article XXXII, that Article, so far as it concerns the
extension of the fisheries stipulations to Newfvoundland, is dependent wholly upon the
Articles specified as terminable, and that such extension can only last so long as the
privileges [o he extended continue to exist, as they do, by virtue of the Treaty and of
the ascertained and proclaimed fact of legislation being in force for the execution of
the Trcaty in both the United States and Newfoundland. The United States' Statute
to that end of the 1st Marci, 1873, in terms continues effective so long as the specifi-
cally termintable Articles of Treaty shall continue, .nd no longer. The XXXIInd
Article, therefore, loses all valid operative force with ithe removal of the sole bases of
conjoined Treaty and legislation upon which it rested.
