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HINTS FOR
THE FARMER.

»  THE YOUNG OF THE HERD,

It is possible to ruin a good cow
@uring the first six months of its
life. Thers is enough in the feed-
ing and mre of the calves to deter-
mine the future quality of the
whole herd. This fact is not saffi-
ciently emphasized by those who
care %o build up good herds, They
breed good cows to excellent bulls,
and presumably secure good calves,
But something between the birth
and maturity of the young animals
seems to ruin them. They do not
turn out what their beginning
promised, What is the reason for
this? It may not always be pos-
sible to answer the question, but
in very many instances the cause is
found in the heglect of the ocalves dur-
ing their tender age of six months or
less,

To feed the calves Properly one must
decide beforehand, and very early, too,
whether they are to be reared into
dairy or Yeef cows. If we are going to
raise beef cows the food of the calves
must be quite different from that
given to the dairy cows. Beef calves
require food that will make muscle
and fat. The animals must first get a
good foundation of muscle, and then
fat can be laid on that will be firm
and valuable, As the characters of
these animals are determined when
very young, such muscle and fat-pro-
ducing food would ruin a cow for dairy
Purposes, no matter if her parents
were from the very best dairy herd
in the land. The dairy cow is pre-
eéminently a nervoug animal, It
has bundles of nerves, and the -food
it feeds on promotes this characteris-
tic. It might be noted in passing that
owing to this fact the dairy cow can
stand less worrying and excitement
than the beel cow. Being a bundle
of nerves it is easily frightened, and
its milk supply, temporarily at least,
checked. The déiry cow is never a
fat cow. The two never gd together.
When a dairy cow lays on fat rapidly
it may be Jjudged that there is some-
thing wrong. Either the food is too
tat-producmg, or the animal is by na-
turs a beef cow, and should never have
been reared for anything elge. [ts

SALTING COWS IN SUMMER,

day morning. It is not breaking the

When we salted
sheep by throwing salt on wet grass
they ate the grass dowa to the roots.

ETIQUETTE OF MOURNING.

HOUSEROL D,

CANNING, PRESERVING AND
PICKLING.

It is time to prepare thy apple,
peach and pear for winter use. In
canning thase larger fruits ue only
what-is ripe and sound; pa-», coro
and throw inta colq water to prevent
discoloration, For every four pounds
of fruit add, ons pound of sugar anda
quart of water, eome like the addition
of lemon juice. Boil' until clear; put
in the cans; cover well with the boil-
ing syrup and geal. In canning pears
use a pint of water to a pound of sugar
to make the syrup.

In preserving follow ‘the same direc-
tions as for canning, except to use
equal quantities of fruit and sugar,
and allow half, a pint of water toone
pcund of sugar, ‘Weigh: fruit and
sugar accurately and cook until trans-
parent.

Jeily‘ made of apples is delicious.
T.:lke ripe tart apples and cut into
pieces; put into a preserving kettle
with water encuzh to cover. Cook un-
til very tender and strain. To a pint
of Juice add a pint of sugar and boil
untii it jellies, Put in glasses, cover
and put in a cool dark place.

Crab apples make the cream of all
Jeilies prepared in the same way.

If quinces are scarce, the parings
and cores of quinces with good tart
«apples make an pxcellent jelly and the
quinces may be used for preserves.

For - pickling pears, apples and
peaches make a Fyrup of onme quart of
vinegar and three pints of brown sug-
ar; seasom to the taste with cinna-
mon and cloves. When the syrup
boils add the Pruit and cdok until ten-
der, allow plenty of syrup to a can
of fruit and seal tightly,

\ ABOUT GREEN PEPPERS.

There are two ways of preparing
green peppers for the table as a vege-
table. Select for this purpose sweet
Spanish peppers. This is a pepper
similar to the old-fashioned, bull-nos-
ed pepper, but it is larger and milder
in flavor. It is used green, both to
serve as a stuffed vegetable and for
stuffed pickles or “ mangoes,”

A simple and satisfactory way to
Prepare these pickles as a vegetable,
is to plunge them in hot water and
let them simmer for about ten min-

widow’s. It remains practically un-
altered for a year and a day, and then

The peppers may be boiled, stuffed
or baked, and may be served without
any sauce. Cut off (he stems, and take
out the seeds and the inside. After
this, put the peppers in boiling water,
and let them boil fifteen minutes.
Eight good-sized sweet peppers will re-
quire aboutt hree cupfuls of stuffing.
Take a pint of cooked meat, chopped
fine; veal or chicken is befter ‘t han
anything else for the purpose. A
mixture of half roast chicken and half
veal is good. Add to the chopped meat
a cupful of soft bread-crumbs. Moisten
the whole with a cupful of stock or
one of water. It water is used melt
in it a teaspoonful of beef extract ;
season the forcemeat with an even
teaspoonful of salt, a teaspoonful of
pepper, half a teaspoonful of summer
savory and of thyme, and half a tea-
spoonful of sage. Do not replace the
covers on the peppers, but sprinkle
fine bread crumbs over them, at the
end where the stuffing is exposed, and
add bits of butter. Put {he peppers
on abuttered pan and let {hem bake
about fifteen minutes, or until well
browned. Serve these peppers with a
roast of beef, or with chicken. They
are a wholesome and excellent summer
vegetable, stimulating digestion in {he
enervating heat.

There is now a mild red pepper of
about the size of the hullnoszed pep-
per, which is used as salad with salf
and vinegar, like cucumbars, or may
be used in meat salads, where it makes
an ernamental decoration. A)l the old
varieties of peppers were fiery in
auality after they had ripened. Even
the sweel mountain pepper becomes teco
hot for comfort after it turns red, and
is awlays cooked when green. Some-
times a dash of flavor is given by a
single pepper chopped fine and added
to a piquant stew or soup, and a sweet
mountain pepper is chosen for this
purpose. '

THE SNAPDRAGON.,

A big vase of creamy yellow antir-
rhinum, the snapdragon of our grand-
mother’s gardens, in the window .of a
city florist, attracted a good deal of
attention when first placed in posi-
tion, and was much admired, for the
size of the stems and the numerous
individual flowers. Many of the stalks
were covered with flowers for a length
of six and a half inches, even ten in-
ches in some cases. “ What is it § was
a query often put.

The snapdragon is usually ranked as
an annual—though if the plants are
not allowed to exhaust themselves by
blooming too freely the first year they
will endure the winter and bloom a sec-
ond summer. The flowers of plants
meant to endure the winter should be
cut freely and not allowed to form seed.
A good method to employ is to short-
en in the branches about midsummer ;
cut away half or two-thirds and new
shoots will start that will bloom the
second summer,

The seed of the snapdragon is fine
and requires only a slight covering of
soil. The germination requires *ten
days or two weeks. Once started well,
they grow robustly and throw out
many side branches that terminate in
spikes of bloom, The coloring is espec-
ially rich in this plant. Rich and vel-
vety reds and yellows, cream, white,
crimson and scarlet, with white throat,
for the antirrhinum, is always in two
colors or two shades of the same color,
are among the colors it makes its own.
The plants grow eight to twelve and
fifteen inches in height and as they
are branching in habit make a brave
show in the garden. There is a dwarf
variety—the Tom Thumb, growing six
inches high. The foliage is clean, dark,
glossy green, somewhat like the myr-
tle leaf, and the flowers need no other
setting than their own leaves. They
are very lasting, also. The vaseful
mentioned above was in the flor-
ist’s ‘window for more than a week,
yet in good condition.

The snapdrigon wil] grow readily
from cuttings, treated like geranium
slips, and thus, when any exceptional-
ly fine color is grown from seed it
is possible to reproduce it. We see no
reason why the snapdragon should not
make a good bloomer for the window
garden.

THE BRITISH HEN,

A Comference in Enzland to Improve the
Poultry-Raising Industry.

Greal Britain is the largest egg-
importing country. No breakfast ta-
ble is well furnished without eggs, and
British hens would give up in despair
if it were intimated to them that they
ought to supply all the eggs the popu-
lation can consume. In fact, the num-
ber of hens is so very inadequate that
over 1,33),000,000 of eggs, worth $20,-
000,000, are imported every year to
make up the deficiency in the home
supply. Nobody wonders more than
the British do themselves why they
don't raise more poultry and eggs,
and so a poultry oconference met at
Reading to talk the matter over.

Mr. Walter Long, President of the
British Board of Agrioulture, told the
delegates that forty-three eggs were
imported each year for every man, wo-
man and child in the United Kingdom,
and every ome of these eggs might just
as well be raised at home. He would
do all he could to facilitate this de-
sirable result. Some of the delegates
said that the poultry farmer might
reasonably expect a profit of five
shillings a year from the eggs of each
ben, and there was no reason why the
home production should not be largely
increased. °Various ways of encourag-
ing the industry were approved.

Among the diversions of the con-
ference was a trip to Baynards in
Surrey, where the delegates were oon-
dycled over the great poultry-fatten-
ing establishment of Mr. C. E. Brooke,
wiho annually sends 36,000 fowls to
the London market. This market has
scme  peculiarities which the poultry
farmer must take into account. The
chicken must be sent to market with
its head om, for the buyer will not in-
vest in a fowl whose head has been
cut off. The idea is that chickens that
are mutilated may possibly have been
killed by some animal. It is also im-
portant that the chicken should have
white or at least light yellow legs, as
the poultry buylers object to black
legs. There is no good ground for
this objection, but consumers will
have their way and their whims must
be gratified. If chickens with black
legs are forced upon the market they
bring cnly about half the price of
those with light legs.

license is obtainable, with the right
to kill five stags and two does. These
.licensea can be obtained from any mag-
istrate, justice or game warden on
Payment of a registration fee of §1
and subscribing to an oath or affirma-
tion not to violate any of the provis-
ions of the 8ame laws of the island,

These are in brief: Not to kill deer
out of season; not to have in ona’s pos-
session nor to sell or buy any portion
of a deer out of Season; not to kill
more deer than provided by the license;
not to snare, trap or pit caribou, nor:
to hunt them with dogs, nor with any;
contrivance or weapon other than fire-
arms. ' The employment of non-resi-
dent -guides, bearers or laborgrs is
prohibited- ¢xcept under a special lic-
ense, for which §25 is charged, but as

A despatch from Paris, says:—The
city is the scene of most serious dis-
turbances, recalling some aspects of
the comiupe. In response to an ap-
peal of the journals Le Peuple and La
Petite 'Republique, groups of aparch-
ists and sociajists gathered at 3 o’clock
in the afternoon in the Place de la Re-
publique. The police had taken pre-
cautions, and there seemed no danger
of disorders. Sefastian i Faure and
Faberot, well-known revolutionary
anarchists, were the ring-leaders.
Faure, standing on the pedestal of the
statue “which rises in the centre of
the Place de la Republique, addres-
sed the crowd, Among other things
he said that the anarchists should be
masters of the streets, The police then
interfered and dislodged Faure and
Faberot, making three arrests. The
crowd at this point dispersed, but a
column of demonstrators headed by
Faure and Heari D’Horr, made for the
Place de la Nation.

The police broke through the column
and a struggle for the mastery follow-
ed. Shots were fired and M. Goullier,
commisgsary of police, was twice stab-
be with a kmife. This threw the police
into momentary confusion. The mob
reassembled and ran towards the Place
dep la Natiom. The police, reinforced,
by a squad that had been held in re-
serve, made another attempt to stem
the current and fresh f.erce fighting oc-
curred, three constables being wound-
ed. Faure and D’Horr jumped into a
passing street car that was going to
the Place de la Republique;; and the

car driver on arriving there gave a
signal to the police, who immeaiately

arrested them both, together with two
other anarchists, Joseph Verrier and
Jean Perrin.

THE DREYFUS TRIAL

COL. PICQUART’S EVIDENCE AT
THE COURT MARTIAL.
3 S
He Confronts Both Roget and Mercler—The
Twe Generals Squirm Under the C.lo-
mel’s Plain Truths,

A despatch from Rennes, says:—Col.
Picquart practically occupied the whole
of Friday's sitting of the Dreyfus
court-martial with a masterful presen-
tation of his side of the case. He spoke
for five hours and his voice at the end
of that time began to show signs of
fatigue. His testimony was followed
with the closet attention by the mem-
bers of the court-martial and by the
audience, and during the brief suspen-
sion of the court Generals Mercier,

The members of the court-
martial took copious notes during Pic-
quart’s testimony and it was quite evi-
dent that several of the explanations
he gave came as fresh light, Then,
when Picquart concluded, both Genera-
al Roget und General Mercier Jumped
up and asked to be heard contradic-
torily.

That Balzae haq at -least ~ an
adequate estimate of his powers was
Proved by hig saying, on more than one
occasion, “there are only three wrilerg
in France—Vigtor Hugo, Theophile
Gautier and myself.”

Thig verdict, flattering as it was, In
8 sense, to Viector Hugo, was by no
meains indorsed by him. ‘When the
author of “Leg Miserables” heard of it,
he ‘is said to have remarked: “If ycu
remove Gautier, and Balzac, I have no
doubt that will be the verdict of pos-
terity.

Whiny a lady of rank once said to
Malherbe, the famcus  Freach poet,
whoise morals were as faulty as his
veirses were perfect, ‘I want to show
you somg of the most exquisite verses
ever writtes; they will be a revela-
twon  to you,” Malherbe answered:
“Pardon me, madam. If, as ycu say,

@ verses are the most perfect ever
written I have aiready seen them, for
thay, must be my own."”

_Mirabeau, one of the most prominent
figures in the French Revolution,
maintained his vanity to the last. As
h ewas dying he said to his favorite at-
tendant, “Prop up my head carefully,
for it is the most remarkable head in
all France.” Mirabeau was honored
with a public funeral, and hi
wejre. placed in the Pantheon ; and yet
within a few mjonths he was declared
a traitor by {(he very assembly of
wh'ch he had beeg the master spirit
and President.

Bul expressions such as these were,
perhaps, outbursts due to |a sense of
personal injustice, rather than expres-
siong of -honest opinion, for when the
swn began to shine for Wagner few
man were more- modest or charitable
than he. :

Michael Angelo, the greatest paint-
er and, sculptor of all time, was in-
tensely jealous of Raphael, whose star
rose but a few years later than his
own and threatened to eclipse it.
“Raphael,” Michael Angelo used to say
“will mever be anything more than my
pupil.

NEW AIR-COOLING MACHINE.

—

S!mple Device for Lowerlng the Tempera-
ture of Rooms,

A machine has been built on novel
principles for cooling the air of houses
and apartments. It differs from the
refrigerating machines now in use,
which convert mmechanical energy into
heat, abstracteds through the medium
of liquefied gases, in that it depends
on utilizing the great latent heat of
#lvaporization of water. It is not in-
tended for heavy refrigerative work,
but for cooling at maximum efficency
ovier the range of 10 to 25 degrees
Fahrenheit, required to keep a room
at comfortable temperature on a hot
summer day. To furnish the forced
blast which provides both the
culation and the chilling effect, al]
that is required is a litt]e electric mo-
tor blower. This evaporates the water,
which is distributed in a capillary
film, so effectively that 10,000 cubic
feet ol air per hour can be cooled to
about 68 degrees Fahrenheit. Thera is
an automatic adjustment which keeps
the temperature at any desired point,
and atjany desired degree of humidity.
The waterjcan be taken from the loc
supply, and current from the nearest
available source. The apparatus re-
quires no more attention than
mon fan' motor, and can readily be sot
up in sick rooms or hospitals, where
such an appliance is often invaluable.
The ease with which the appartus can
be handled ' and operated, in fact,
sheuld insure its adoption generally in
all kinds of buildings during very hot
weather. It is not only far more ef-
ficient than the ordinary refrigerat-
ing apparatus; but it practically en-
ables any one who is Very sensitive to
indoor heat to pass through the most
trying summer in comfort,
