Mr. Clute re-
auested Mr. Smith to secure certain addi-

Mr. Smith said the pres>nt time in the
history of this province was veiy ertical
from a commercial standpoint; that the
past political excit:ment, rapid changes in
political authorities, all tended, as it had
evidently done, to work up .a nervous
tension on the part of the capita’istie
class. The mining industries of this coun-
try were destined to be enormous, and
under the prezent existing state ¢f com-
motion every care ought to be exercised
as regards the settlement of lebor trou-
bles, and if uneasiness existed he wa3 an-
xious that labor organizations should prove
to the general public that they were not
to blame for that state of affairs. There
was no doubt that there were many
wrongs to put right gnd many injustices
to be removed from a tbor standpoint,
and there was no slackening in his dis-
position in favor of the readjustment of
matters pertaining to the laborer’s inter-
est, but there was only one way to put
these things, right, and that was the pre-
senting of all claims, either by the influ-
ence of the trades union or by the legis-
lative assembly, in an intelligent and open
daylight method. This he was ready to
do, and so far as he was concerned, would
do this in such a way as to place the
capitalistic ¢lasses in the pos'tion of be-
ing to blame if necessary disturbances ex-
isted. This he held was the spirit which
every labor union and every poitician
ought to manifest that had the future wel-
fare of the masses of the people at heart.
He was convineed, that Jabor and capital
would work more harm~n'ously to ether
in lthie province in the future than they
had done in the past.

Being asked what he thought about the
promises of Mr. James Dunsmuir, he stat-
ed that Mr. Dunsmuir, he beieved, had
experienced a change of heart with re-
gard to 'the rights of British subjee’s in
this provinee, and said that he considered
that it was right to say that he believed

tractors to make good wages, as theyv are
doing under present prices, and they have
no disposition at all that any less wages
ghould prevail. The miners’ officials in-
formed him alzo that they believ=d that
the mine managers are anxious to carry
out their contracts and do everything that
they promised to do when the sett’ement
was made. This in a short time will re-
move all suspicion, a fact which iz abso-
lutely necessary to make things run
smoothly and to the bencfit of all parties
concerned.

Mr. Smith was entire'v ignorant of
any feeling coneerning the importation
and employment of Italians until he read
the article in The Miner of Saturday’s
jssue, ‘but being anxious for the good of
the community, and the miners especially,
he could not allow the vpportunity to pass
without discussing this question with the
managers. In discussing this wa'ter with
the managers, Mr. Smith sought to im-
press upon them that any large importa-
tion of this kind of labor into the mines
would not be to the benefit of the city,
a fact which the managers themselves
were ready to admit, In discass'ng the
question, however, it was stated by Mr.
Kirby that neither the company nor the
management had anything at all to do
with bringing labor of any kind into the
camp.  These men, they suprosed, were
brought here by their friends, some of
whom were working in the mines under
contract, and who -were ' making good
wages, but the matter complained of was
understood to be the class of labor em-
ployed on the surfacs around the mines.
Mr. Kirby stated that some of the men
employed in surface gangs were shirking
their duty, and evidentlv intended to loaf
at .their work. This was a princinrle to
which he very much objectad, and in-
tended to ‘do all in his power, in justice
to the eompany, to correct, and as a con-
sequence had allowed some of thes~> hands
to go, and was replacing them with the
class of labor complained of. They intenid-
ed, however. he said, generally speaking,
to have an efficient class of workmen, and
every case where discharge had taken
place it had been done entirely on the
ground of loafing or ineffisiency, and he
would not under any circumstances use
this class of labor for any other purpose
than to prevent what he considered a dis
position- not to do a fair day’s work.
He further sated that in no case were
these men paid- less than the remlar
standard rate of wages for the yerticular
employment in which they were engaged.
Mr. Smith informed the mine managers
*hat there was a feeling in the commu-
nity, and especially ameng some of the
miners, that there was a disposition to
disrupt the union. This they emphatically
denied, stating that they had not in anv
case interfered with the richts of work-
men to join the union, nor did they in-
tend at any ‘time to put any obstacles in
the way of their employes b-coming mem-
bers of the union. 7This they regarded as
the existence of the old dizposition of
mistrust, which ought to be removed as
quickly as possible without . there were
good reasons for knowing  that actval
grievances existed, wh'ech ough\ to be
dealt with in the inftelligent way provid-
ed for by the late agreemeént between
properly constituted committees of the
men and the management. Mr. Smith
stated that nothing tended s» much to
disruption as street gossip, and if the sev-
eral members of the union would iaterest
themselves more in the interests of the
union and place their grievances properly
before the officers, these matt-rs would
be more easily adjusted. and the managers
themselves would be far more likely to
attach importance to labor organizations.
When the men have been made aware of
the reasons given by the management for
the employment of the class of labor com-
plained of, they ought to see to it that
such reasons (if they d'd exist) should be
entirely removed, so that the n-cesity
for any further employment of one na-
tionality to the exclusion of others should
be stopped. Tf this was still  continued,
the union would be in a position to make
out g strong case against the management,
and would undoubtedly be support-d-by
public opinion’ and influence. Mr. Smith
did not want to be understood as object-
ing to certain nationalities, but objecting
to the principle of workmen alraady here
being discharge to give employment to
any other class of men. He stat~d that in
Nanaimo there were many industrious
and good workmen from th-s: foreign
countries employed there, who always
stood up, so far as he knew, for the

DIED IN THE WATER.
A Lad Meets His Death . Suddenly on
Sunday.

At 12:20 on Sunday, John F./Jhmee, a
lad of abeut 14 years of age, went swim-
ming with several other boys in-the pond
in the western portion of the citv. After

he had enjoyed a swim he climbed upon
a raft and sat there sunning himself.
Here he was seized by a fit, to which he
is subject, and fell into the water. The
other boys thought he had dived, and
after waiting a few minutes they began
diving for him but did not find him. Fi-
nally Mr. John McKay, who works in the
Le Roi, brought the body to the surface
after it had been in the water for 45 min-
utes. There was only a very small
amount of water in the lungs, which gives
vise to the theory that death resulted
from the fit. - He had had numerous fits
on previous ocasions and got !over them
without any serious consequences, and
some think that if he had pot fallen into
the water the result would have been
fatal. The boy’s head was fractured from
a kick from a horse over.a year since, and
the presumption was that either a piece
of bone was resting too heavily on the
brain or that a blood clot had formed,
and this was the cause of the fits, which
occured about once a month. Mrs. James,
the mother of the drowned boy, told him
a few minutes before he left the house to
be careful and not go out, as the time for
a recurrence of the fit was mear, He left
the house, and in a litt'e gver an hour
after the body was brought into her.

The drowned lad was the son of Mr.
and Mrs, T. H. James. The father is
employed in the War Eagle. The family
came here from Aspen, Col., in February
last, where Mr. James was for a long
time employed in the mines. T'he pir:nis
of the deceased are completely overcome
by the death of the boy.

BOUNDARY’S RIGHT TO MEMBER
A SEPARATE__-R_E-I_’;{ESENTATION
SHOULD BE GIVEN IT.

Figures Which Show That 1t Has a Larg-
er Number of .Voters Than Westmin-
ster City.

Editor Miner: Sir—The recent provin-
cial elections have furnished some inter-
esting figures from which can be drawn
conclusions that should  incontestably
prove the justice of the claim of the
Boundary country for separate repreeen-
tation. ‘LThe figures given below, though
prooably inaccuraie in the cases of several
of the more scattered comstituencics from
which final returns had not been received
when those given here were published, are
sufficiently correct to serve the purpose
tor whicn they are now quoted, since the
returns from the few outlying polling
places not then heard from will not na-
turally aftect the relative positions ot con-
stituencies or members as herein exhabit-
ed.

The Boundary proportion of, the total
vote of 1,323, Mr. Smith Curtis received
was, with Gladstone, 641, or without that
polling place, 613. This shows that the
Boundary alone polied a higher vote for
its succesaful candidate than did 2¢ (or
without Gladstone, 22) out of the total
of 29 constituencies, and what is still more
in its favor, the totals of the votes ob-
tained by its two candidates were much
¢loser - than were those of the opposing
candidates in most other comstituencies in
the province.

THE CITY GOVERNMENT.

Amateur Engineers and the Threatened
Deficit.

The theory of city government carried
out in all well regulated municipalities of
any importance, is that the city ,foun.cil.
like the parliament of the province or
Dominion, in miniature scale, exercises
legislative powers delegating the carrying
out of the results of their deliberations to
the executive. ‘I'his is the theory, and
where the practice is closest in conform-
ity with it, there is found a thoroughly
practical and business-like administration
of the city affairs, Where corporations

7| are small, often it is the case that the

chairman of any particular committee is
clothed, pro tempore, with executive fune-
tions. Thus, in the city of Rossland it
has come to pass that successive chairmen
of the hoard of works have exercised these
executive functions in the absence of a
properly appointed executive officer—a
city engineer.

Provision, however, was made for this
in the very first mayoralty, and bylaw No.
00 was rassed, defining the functions of
the city engineer. Under the bylaw, sec-
tion 5, this officer has under him the men
employed for the discharge of the auy
work., He it is who employs them and
who  discharges them.

With regard to the city work that has
to be done, the city engineer 1is required
to present to the council on the first day
of June, altered under the present bylaw
revision to April 1, each succeeding year.
the work in detail which is necess>ry in
the city, and the amount of money which
will be necessary for each. So far the
city engineer. Next follows the <luty of
the -sub-committee on works, who, repre
senting the public, have to select out of
this just what work is advisable to be
done at once and what can be best post
poned for another year. After this is
done and the council has approved of its
committee’s selections, the work i3 left
in the hands of the city engineer to car
ry out; the board of works then merely
exercising a supervising, but not an exec-
utive, function, over him, to satisfy
iteclf on the interests of the public whom

| it “represents ‘and ‘whose paid scrvant the
“('giy engineér is, that such work is car

ried out faithfully and in accordance with
the estimates submitted.
* Though mnot provided in the byvlaw, it
is' the custom of well regulated municipal-
ities following the example of the su-
preme government, to make aprropria-
tions specificially meeting the estimates
in detail of the engineer at the time they
are submitted. After the money thus ap-
propriated has been expended the work
ceases and cannot proceed until the coun-
cil see fit to grant a further appropriation.
Any special need it met as it arises, by a
gpecial appropriation, and this - special
work, under the present bylaw of the city,
ig either placed under the control of the
city engineer, or is given to some specially
appointed executive officer for the emer-
gency. o
Any citizen or ratepayer requiring a
certain improvement should, therefore,
bring his petition to the city council, who
will refer it to their engineer as to cost
and advisability, on engineering grounds,
passing upon it later, and after the sub-

public details of the proposed improve-
ment.

It will be seen, therefore, that the
present method of carrying on the work of
the city is not only slipshod, but it i3 in
direct disobedience of the bylaws passed.
‘I'here is no plan of improvements tor the
current year before the council, and the
chairman of the board of works, despite
he bylaw to the contrary, employes, dirzcts
and discharges the city employes as if no
engineer existed.. The improvements are
undertaken without regard to estimate or
to appropriation and all wholly conduct-
ed without the supervision of the engineer,
who is merely a consulting officer.

A LARGE INCREASE IN SILVER-
LEAD MINING.

Visit of Mr. Alexander Dick to the Prop-

Progress of Work.

Mr. Alexander Dick returned last ev-
enign for a ben days trip to the Slocan
and Lardeau districts.

“The outlook for the season in silver-
lead mining looks most promising,” said
Mr. Dick to the Mimer reporter last
night. “In fact in wearly all the best
known Slocan properties recent develop-
ments have exposed large ore bodies, and
1 was told by Mr. George Hughes, one of
the oldest and best known operators of
the Slocan, that the prospecte never look-
ed brighter for a large increase in produc-
tiop all round. The ore shipments, wh}ch
were interrupted last season are bfrm:
gradually resumed and prosperous times
are confidently expected. With the more
settled political conditions the people of
the wmeighboring districts are more hope-
ful, and the increase in the mineral pro-
duction of Kootenay this year will not be
confined to the Rossland disritet.”

What about the Lardeau district ?
~ “Hitherto the ore deposits of the Lar-
deau have been prospected chiefly on the
sutface. Very little mining at any depth
has been done; but recently work on a
more extensive scale has been undertaken
on a number of properties with very sat-
isfactory results. The developments last
season caused two large corporatioms, the
C. P. R. and the Kasio Railway & Navi-
gation company, to begin the construe-
tion of rival lines from the head of the
Kootenay lake into the Lardeau-Duncan
district. No work has been dome on
these branches this season; but it is be-
lieved that the work will be resumed very
shortly and pushed to completion. For
the present a small river steamer, the Ar-
genta, is plying between Kaslo - and
Hall’s Landing, which is a great con-
venience to the people of those places,
and a decided improvement over the
former method of transportation over
bridle trails.”

How are the properties
which you are interested ?

“The Lavina - Butte Consolidated,
Limited, in which Mr. McKane and my-
self are largely interested, is showimg up
splendidly. My visit to the claims was
for the purpose of starting a 400-foot
tunnel to test the ore deposits at greater
depth. Work on this tunnel was begun
Saturday with Martin Salmon of Rose-
land in charge as foremsen. This work
will be hastened to completion. The
trails will be improved and other im-
provements made with a view to shipping
ore from the Lavina mine before the end
of the wear.

; FIRST TRIP TO NOME.

Promise of Great Richness in the Field
There.

The Canadian steamer Alpha was th
first vess¢! t. make the round trip to
Cape Nome. She landed her passengers
and freight on the 25th of May and
touched at Vancouver on the return trip
on the 17th inst. The Seattle Times in
speaking of the returning passengers
says: The five passengers Iavoted
by fortun: who arrived on the Alpha all
agree that the great American gold fields
promise to be the richest in the world.
The uplands seems to have loosened their
coners and pour.d th:ir yelow treasures
on the beaches below. The passengers
claimed that although the- twelve miles of
beach in front of Nome had been worked
over and “sniped” and worked over again
with success, there was still great wealth
to be extracted by machinery. That oth-
er parts of the beach are rich is proved
by the strike on the beach at Topkok.
The passengers seemed to vie w.ta one
another in describing the richness of the
Topkok strike. The innumerable creeks
throughout Nome are said to have dis-
closed pay dirt. One thousand miners
came over the ice from Dawson and
-ome of tnese staked 25 and 50 ciaims in
the names of people for: which they held
powers of attorney, so that_there is great
danger of newcomers buying a lawsuit
should they purchase some of these
claims. Johm Hill, the Seattle butcher,
who returned with a sfake of $40,000,
was the happiest man on the boat; he
had a goodsized bag of gold
DUGEES and an excess of
good nature. Mr. Hil borught back a
worthy colection of curios, including some
phol.ographs of rare interest, and a mam-
moth tusk taken from Dexter creek. The
Alpha had no trouble # landing her pas-
sengers and freight at Nome, about a mile
from Nome City, but Captain Buckholtz
says that ¢here nwere many times during
the terrible drive through the ice.for 500
miles when he would not have given six
bits for his ifon ship and his 250 passen-
gers. He says it was the prolonged agony
that turns a man’s hair grey. Une night
when the boat. was tearing along in an
ice drive he was awakened from his slecp
by the mate. He went on deck and dis-
covered, to his horror, that the ic: was
cloging in behind them with a termfic
erashing noise like mighty peals of thund-
er.

CITY SANITATION.

Suggestion for ihe Disposal of Sewage—&
Practical Idea.

1t is time that something was done up-
on the sewerage system of the city, and
several proposals are before the councik
but as yet there has been nothing decid-
ed wpon.

One of the many proposals which has
severa] points to commend it on the score
of economy and practicability is the pro-
posal to have a septic tank which will dis- -
pose of the sewage at the end of the pres-
ent sewer, and will permit of the escape
of the nearly purified fluids into Traif
creek, the solid refuse to be treated later.
With regard to the night soil and garbage
which cannot be put into the septic tank,
it would be treated in the following man-
ner: The city to acquire by purchase or
lease, a small plot of ground, from five to
10 acres. To this the refuse of the city
would be brought. The tin cans would
be placed separately, they would create
no smell and there is a certain commer-
cial value attached to them because of the
solder. Wood, straw, etc., would be piled
and burned daily. The night soil, togeth-
er with such of the garbags as could not
be burned, because of its wetness, would
be buried in a deep but narrow trench,
some four feet deep by two wide. The
trench would be made of a certain length.
The dumping would be made at one ead
of it. As soon as the first load is dumped
into it another itrench would be started
parallel to the first, the excavated earth
covering up tHe refuse just brought down.
Thus, in the course of time, the whole
aereage used for this purpose would be:
dug over, and by the time the far her lim--
it of the ground had been reached  the-
whole plot would have been raised slight--
ly and th@ess matter would have disap—
peared. In such a trench it should nearly
wholly disappear within two years. The
ground, improved in value, could either
then be sold or used over again.

A crematorium to burn up everything
would cost from $9,000 to $20,000 and would
be expensive to keep up. The plan pro-
posed would involve the employment of
an extra employe to the sanitary depart-
ment, whose duty it would be each morn-
ing to dig the necessary trench, covering
over the deposit of the previous evening-
He vould then pile the cans together and
burn the remainder. His labor need not
oceupy more than the morning hours, and
some gardener in the city would be glad
of the billet. The emoluments ne=d not
be excessive and could easily be borne by
the sanitary department, which is a res-

{enue producer at this present time.

WHO IS BRINGING THEM HERE?

Peter Jannis, an Italian and a driller in
one of the mines on Red mountain, has
written g letter wbich appears :n this
morning’s issue, taking cawcption to the
Miner’s attitude regarding the employment
of ltalian labor in the properties ot this
camp, and asserting that he and every one
of his eompatriots employed in the mines
here, whom he personally knows, are ob-
taining the standard rate of .wages and
will not work for less than that pmd' to
the members of other nationalities. What
Mr, Jannis says may be true, and he and
others of his countrymen may be as de-
sirable cilizens as we possess. I'hbis may
be so, although we very much doubt it,
but it does not impair the corrgctness of
the position which we have taken, that
Italian labor ought not to be brought here
—as it is being brought heré, and brought
systematically. Whatever Mr. Jannis may
say, and however he may be backed up
-in his declarations by those who employ
-him and his countrymen in preference
‘4o the American and British, ltalian labor
.is equivalent to cheap labor; it is eq{uvt-
lent to shoddy labor, vo slave labor, as
far as slavery can exist today. W herever
dtalian labor is found in very great abun-
~dance on this centinent we find society at
.a low ebb, we find impoverished gommer-
«wial conditions, and we find, in the event
of any trouble arising bstween labor and
* capital, crime rampant and tlm;a&:rnnzx\xni~
ty in a state of terror arising from dread
of an irresponsible, ignorant and brutal-
ized mob. Kvery part of the United States
where these people are largely empiloyed,
is an illustration of what we say, and if
they are allowed to crowd into vur mines
in this distriot,.this will bc Kossland’s
condition in a few years. It is only neces
sary to visit any of the large cities of the
United States or Canada to realize the
truth of this. and to see whaf vhe resull
will be if we acquire any considerable
italian population. 1t will be seen that
they herd together in the poorest quar-
ters, like snakes in a barrel; that they
live in a condition of filth of which China-
men would be a.spamed ; that they hoard
what money they acquire by occupations,
which are usually of little or no use to
the community, and that they do not sup-

port even indirectly, the merchant, or
pay towards the maintenance of the state
their proper share for the protection and
conveniences with which they are provid-
ed. Where they are employed in indus-
trial labor they offer their services at a
price which commends it, in preference
to American labor, to that description ot

'| capital which has no regard for the good

of the community and seeks to serve only
its own seifish efids. This aspect of the
Italian labor question is not overdrawn;
in fact, it is mild in comparison with the
truth. :

In view of this it is the duty of every
good citizen, of every man who desires

| to see this promising camp become a great

industrial center, to prevent as far as
in him lies, the employment ot «ws class
of labor in our mines. It is in the most
vital interest of the nw;cmnt that we
shou!ld Lave as little as possible of a popu-
lation which gives little or no suppert
to the commercial interests of the town
and, as the prosperity of every other bus-
iness or profession in the community, de-
pends upon the prosperity of the wage
earner and the merchant, it is to the in-
terest of every resident of the town to ex-
clude from the camp a class of laborers
who will bring nothing but disaster to
the individual as well as to every sort of
enterprise.

‘I'he man who openly or secretly encour-
ages the introduction of men of this class
into the mines is an enemy to the sociely
in which he lives and the commuity ot
which he ought to be a good citizen. No
possible series of arguments couid Justity
conduct of that kind.

certain of the mines in the Rossland camp
today British and Americans workers are
being supplanted by Italians. Where do
these men come from? They are certain
ly new arrivals here, .and it would as-
suredly appear that there was some sys-
tem being adopted in bringing them
hither. If it is possible to find out the
plan of operations it will be made public
and those who are responsible for it
will have to take the consequences, which
may not be as small as they, at the pres-
ent moment, imagine. The good respon-
sible citizens of this town who have in-
vested their capital here and built up
their homes and who, therefore, have a
stake in the community which they do
not wish to jeopardize, will not be in-
ciined tamely to submit to such action,
on the part of one or two companies,
which promises financial disaster to fhem;
nor is it likely that the people of the
province or of the dominion at large for
that matter will allow a great and flour-
ixhing district to be ruined socially, com-
mercially, and industrially to serve the
grasping purposes of a selfish ‘combination
of capitalists. It must be remembered
that in the great mineral properties of
British Columbia _no matter to what
man or corporation of men those prop-
erties may directly belong, in them and
in their development the country at large,
the people themselves have a v:ry strong
interest; and we know that the domin-

ways protected, in a large meagure, the
rights of their citizens againet the en-
croachments of foreign cheap labor, and
in the present instance they .ought to
and doubtless will follow out the sam~
policy.

We contend that, if, as we surmise,
there is a system in bringing in this cheap
labor to the Rossland camp there is yet

THE LE ROI'S FIRST HOIST.

In another column will be found am
item telling how the Le Roi Mining com-
pany could not purchase on the credit of
the company in 1892, a $500 hoist, and be-
fore one could be procured the directors
bad to pledge their personal credit. How
different is the situation with this com-
pany today? It would probably have no
difficulty whateve# in borrowing $5,000,-
000, if it needed it, upon the credit of the
company. The story of this mine reads
more like an improbable and sensational
romance than the sober truth. ‘I'he men
who staked it did not have money enough
to pay for the recording fees for it and
the other prospects which they had lo-
cated, and gave it away for what it cost
to pay for recording the Centre Star and
a couple or other claims. Just think what
a buy that was; a property which is to-
day worth millions was sold for something
less than $20. That, however, was the
value of it to the men totally without
means. Colonel Peyton, W. J. Harris,
Daniel Henley, George Foster and the
others, who recognized the value of the
Le Roi prospect, and who put up their
money and their personal credit to develop
it, are entitled to a great deal of credit.
If it had not been for the faith which
they lbowed! at several critical times in
the history of the Le Roi, it would prob-
ably be still a prospect, undevelored and
perhaps abandoned by this time. It was

1t is within the range of probabilities
that this little hoist commenced the work
that will lead to the production in this
camp of from $150,000,000 to $200,000,000.
A ocamp that has already, and when min-
ing may be said to have only commenced,
produced something over $10,000.009, shcuid
easily reach these figures in ilie next 20
years. and moreover, we believe it will do
so. There are two or three propsrties in
the camp which, it is thought, will nearly
equal the Le Roi and one which the best
experts pronounce to be the v.ggest mine
in British Columbia, although the troduc
tion of ore has hardly commenced in it.
¥rom the number of plants in position
here of many times the size ot the first
one installed by.the Le Roi, the outlook
is that the development will in the im-
mediate future, be very rapid ana 1t will
not be long before a million will bz pro-
duced in an astonishingly short time,
and then people will begin to recognize
that we have here one of the largest, if
not the largest, deposits of gold-copper
ore that has yet been located on this
continent.

THE TROUBLE IN CHINA.

The uprising of the Boxers in China,
and their attempt to drive foreigners out
is one of the greatest known in the his-
tory of that country, and one that prom-|
ises to be pregnant of important events.
[t was the policy of the government at !t.he
start, with the usual- obliqgue Chinese
method of doing things, to disclaim its
connection with the Borers, but the fact
that the garrison of Tientsin is command-|
ed by officers of the regular Chinese arniy,
and other circumstances, show plainly that
the government is behind the movement.
What is the present situation? 'Lhe fats.
‘of the foreign legations in Pekin is um-
known, but Shang, the niinister of t&h&
graphs in' China, says they’are safe. ‘There
is however, no Kuropsan confirmation .’pl
this statement, and the worst is feared.
Admiral Seymour’s forces were repulsed
between Pékin and Tientsin while on their
way to the relief-of the legations at Pekin,
and a lafer report- says they qke
gsurrounded by the Boxers. At Tient.in
the white settlement was destroyed by
the Chinese, but the place is still held by
the alliad forces. A detachment of all’es,
on the road from Taku to Tientsin, was
cepulsed yesterday. This force was on its
way to the relief of those beleaguered in
Tientsin. In order to understand the
situation, it must be understood that
war vessels can reach Taku, and this is
the point of disembarkation of the allied
naval forces. The distance from Taku to
Tientsin is 67 miles, and the jour-
ney can be made by the Peiho river or
by a railway. The w.stance from
Tientsin to Pekin is 80 miles, and
there is a railway between the two places.
I'his makes the distance between Taku
and Pekin 147 miles. There are about
10,000 troops in the allied forces, and
agdinst them are opposed a regular horde
of Chinese troope, regulars and irregulars.
T'he allied troops, too, have:the disadvan:
tage of being divided. into thrce differ-
ent: troops. #

It looks as though the wily Chinese had
been preparing for this trouble for some
time past and, therefore, it makes it diffi-
cult for the small force at the command of
the allies to make headway against them.
It is certain, however, th&t seasoned
European and American soldiers to the
number of 100,000 could easily subjugate
the Chinese.. The experience of Chinese
(Fordon against the Taipings, in 1861,
which was an uprising against the Man-
chu dynasty, show that the Chiness
are very poor fighters when opposed to
European soldiery. Men -who fought with
General Gordon say that the Chines: in
the midst of battle’ would throw down
theiry arms and join hands and make hor-
cible faces at them. Gordon’s soldiers
‘would load ‘and shoot as fast-as they could
and it is said that the slaying of Chinese
was like Kkilling - gheep. In the late
war between the Japanese and the Chi-
nese the latter stood no show whatever,
and revealed that they were vastly infe-
rior to the Japanese, It is, therefore, ap-
parent that a force of 100,000 disciplined
Cducasian troops would easily bring to
terms the Chinese and make them sue for
peace on any terms which the victors
might gramt. ;

After the struggle is over thére will be
two things to do. Onme Will be to di-
vide the great decaying ~empire info
pieces which will be satisfactory to the
several nations at issue.

It is a
lamentable fact, thevefore, that Occiden-
tal progress has made but little headway
against Oriental superstition and conserv-
atism and egotism. Under the circum-
stances, after the country has been di-
vided among the several nations who will
have a share of China, their task will
bhave only 'just begun. Great Britain
and the United States are the best colo-
nizers, and they may be able to accom-
plish something, but ‘the other nations
will find it difficult to make much head-
way against so stubborn, so secretive, s0
superstitious and so egotistical a people as
are the Chinese.

SHOULD WORK IN HARMONY.

The mining interesfs of British Colum-
bia, owing to a number of adver.e oon-
ditions, have ibeen in a bad condition
for something over a year. The labor
troubles in the Slocan lasted for the great-
er part of last year and estended into the
early portion of the present year. In the
midst of this the war in South Alrica
started on the 12th of October, 1899, This
produced a general depression in m'ning
matters and prevented the investment of
British capital. In the early part of the
year, just after the Slocan trouble was
settled, came the labor trouble in this
camp. In addition to these depres-ing
matters there has been more or less polit-
ical dissension ever since the retirement of
the Turner government, and this combi-
nation of ‘unfortunate circumstances has
caused capital to shun the province as e
place of investmen:.  British Columb’a
has therefore retrograded. 2

—

With Sir Henry Joly as Liecu'enant-
Governor and Hon. Mr. Dunsmuir as
premier, there is a chance to restore Bnit-
ish Columbia to its former state of pros-
\ to even increase it. In order
to restore the good name’of the coua.cy
for pelitical stability and to convince
the people outside of the province that

the workmen here are not always in a

state of agitation and strife, it will be
necessary for a period of quiet steady
work with as little disturbance, either
political or otherwise, as possible. With
Mr. Dunsmuir at the head of the govern-
ment, as he is a man who controls inter-
ests which are worth many millions of
dollars,British and other capitalists will feel
assured that their interests will not Le
interfered with nor their vested rights
perilled, by adverse legislation. At the
same time the worker will have confidence
in Mr. Dunsmuir for the reason that he
is replacing his Mongolian with Caucasion
labor. The confidence which capital and
labor have in Mr. Dunsmuir, it would ap-
pear, will not be misplaced. With a fair
assurance of good government, labor,
which is as much interested as capital in
the prosperity of the province, should en-
deavor to conduct itself so that there will
be as few strikés and dissensions as pos-
sible. :

Mr. Ralph Smith, in an interview pub-]

lished in anothér column, alludes to the
da'nget of listening to idle street gossip
and taking it for granted that it is true.
He also asks the union men to present
their grievances to the officers of the
union instead of going into the streets
and telling them. In relation to guarding
as much as possible against Jabor troubles

Mr. Smith said:. The present time in the

history of this province is very critical
from a «<ommercial standpoint. The
past political excitement, rapid changes
in political authorities, all tended, as it
has evidently done, to work up a nervous
tension on the part of the capitalistic
class. The mining industries of this coun-
try are destined to be enormous, and
under the existing state of ' com-
motion every care ought to be exercised
as regards the settlement of labor trou-
bles, and if uneasiness existed he was an-
xious that labor organizations ghould prove
to the general public that they were not
to blame for that state of affairs. ‘There
was no doubt that there were - many
wrongs to put right and many injustices
to be removed from a labor gtandpoint,
and -there was no slackening in’ his dis-
position in favor of the readjustment et
matters pertaining to the laborer's inter-
est, but there was only one way to put
these things right, and that was the pre-
senting of all claims, either by the influ-
ence of the trades union or by the legis-
lative asembly, in an intelligent and open
daylight method. "This he was ready to
do, and so far as he was concerned, woula

. do this in such a way. as to place the
capitalistic -ctasses 'in” the position of Be-

ing to blame if necessary disturbances ex-
isted. This he held was the spirit which
every labor union and every politician
ought to manifest that had the future wel-
fare of the masses of the peop'e at heart.
He was convinced that labor and capital
would work more harmoniously together
in this province in the future than they
had in the past.

Mr. Smith is eminently right in his con-
clusions, and there should hereafter be a
disposition on the part of both labor and
capital to be as open and honest with
each other as possible. With = suspicion
removed and a wish on the part of both
to interest itself in the other, not request-
ing or expecting too much, and with a
desire to be mutuailly fair and above board
honest and faithful, there is no reason
why contidence should not be restored,
and prosperity will then come and abide
with us again for a long period, to the
great advantage of both capital and labor.

THE NEW LIEUT.-GOVERNOR.

The appeintment of Sir Henry Joly as
Lieutenant-Governor of British Oolum-
bia, in succession to Hon. Mr. Mclnnes,
cannot fail to give the highest satisfaction
to every resident of the province who has
any knowledge whatever of the new gov-
ernor’s political career and personal qual-
ities. He has been a prominent political
figure in Canada for close on 40 years,
and during that long period he has com-
manded the respect and good-will of both
parties to a degree which perhaps no pub-
lic .man in this country has ever enjoy-
ed. He took an sactive part‘ in bringing
about the confederation of the provinces
of the Dominion, and under the governor-
ship of Letellier, was premie'r of Quebec.
His political career has been marked by
stainless purity and earnest effort for the
advancement of the country. 1n private
life he js, more than any man in Krench
Canada, the representative of the chivalne
spirit of the ¥rench nobility who came to
fhis continent in the early days. He is one of
the type of high spirited gentlemen which
is fast disappearing. He is the soul of hospi-
tality and from a social standpoint will
fill ¢he gubernatorial chawr with the great-
est acceptance. 'I'he province is fortunate
in every respect in having him appointed
to the lieutenant-governorship.

A WRONG POSITION.

If the report of the proceedings at the
Trades and Labor Council at a meeting
held last evening, is substantially correct,
and that it is so there is little doubt, be-
cause it was furnished by onme of the
prominent members of the organizatioa
to a reporter of the Miner, then we say
that the
express the sentiments of organized labor
in Canada, but has taken a position di-
rectly hostile to the whole trend of union
sentiment in this -country,: or:.for that
matter on this continent.

The feeling was, according to
the report which we received, that if the
commerical classes of the town gave any
encouragement whatsoever to ' Orientals
then the members of the Trades and
Labor Council were willing that this evil
of the employment of cheap alien labor
should be aggravated, with their consent,
by the introduction and employment in
our mines of the debased scum from
Southern Italy. One evil was to be inten-
sified by the addition of another and the
greater of th two was to receive encour-
agment from the members of a recognized

‘| labor union. We do not think that this

action on the part of the Trades and
Labor Council of Rossland will receive
the approval of any other similar organi-
zation in Canada. It is a direct pro-
nouncement on their part that they do
not at all comsider the interests of the
community as a whole, but that they are
prepared to sacrifice the good of the so-
ciety in which they may exist, if meed be,

ends They are taking a stand in direct
oppoistion to the interest of every bus-
in the camp, to the interest of every bus-
iness man and of every resident of the
town, it matters not whether he may or
may not be an occasional employer of
Oriental labor It is a well known fact
' that the Trades and Laber 'Council is
composed of delegates from each’ trades
union in the commumity and that these
delegates are supposed to voice the senti-
ments of the unions which they repres-
ent. The miners’ union is represented at
that council only in proportin to its mem-
bership and its delegites are in a vast
minority as compared with the council as
a whole, so that the views of the miners
on the qustion of the employment of
Italian labor would mot count for a
great deal against the opinion of the coun-
cil generally The majority of the counecil
are made up of delegates from unions
whose members are skilled mechan‘cs and
with whom Italian labor will not come
into competition so that these men, not
fearing the direct evil of the tmpoftation
of Halisne into the tamp, take a very

narrow’ and shortsighted view of
the question and, believing
that they, themselves, are
pot individually menaced, they can af-
ford, they think, to tolerate an evil, which
they do not dread. They apparently do
not recognize the fact that with the gen-
eral demoralization of the camp their own
business must decline and that they will
become involved in the general ruin which
must result. ‘'here are numberless ob-
ject lessons which can be found all over
this continent from which they can learn
the truth of what is here set down, but
they need not go very far from th-ir own
doors to find a most pointed one. Let
them go down as far as Trail and they
will quickly discover the disaster whicil
has heen brought on that once fiourishing
little place by the introduction of this
class of labor into that community.
‘When the members of the Trades and
Labor *Council speak of the emp'oyment
by merchants of Chinese labor and place
that question on the same footing as they
do the introduction of Italians, they make
a very grave and serious error. The Chi-
nese certainly find their way to this camp
and it is' a matter of regret that they do;
it is a matter of more serious mhat
when they do reach here they should find
employment; it is a matter of greater re-
gret still that it is not among the mer-
chants only, but among the members of
organized labor as well that they.obtdin
employment, at least in the way of laun-
dry work. This is a fact which cannot
be -denied and which might just as well
be stated now and might as well be faced
and remedied as soon as possible by the
friends of organized labor here. But the
Chinese come in here. voluntarily, and
they come in after having paid a head
tax, nwhich has just been doubled by the
Dominion government, and the influx will,
from this time on, be very considerably
diminished, while the Italians, as the law
is. at present constituted, have absolutely
free entry, and have agents in this as in
almost eyery other camp in Canada and
the Un/n@d\g\ States, who are continually
watching forl the opportunity of crowding
this class of labor in to the detriment
of our own workmen. It must be remem-
bered, too, that the Chinaman makes a
flat rate for his work, which he gets for
himself, without the neéed or agency of
.an_intermediary, whereas the Italian la-
borers brought to work in most of the
camps, on- the “other side; at least, are
noted for paying to the man who directly
gives them employment and to the pa-
drone who secures them employment, a
proportion of each day’s pay. 1t is impos-
sible for our Canadian laborers to com-
pete with men who will resort to this

ployment. < . < . <
".The sentiment of the Trades and Labor
Council, as evineéd last evening, accord-
ing to the report which we obtained, will
not meet with the sympathy of the com-
qhunity, ag it would seem to be little
less than an attempt to foster class spirit
and class prejudices, and it certainly will
ot receive the endorsement! of the Lrades
and Labor Councils throughout the Do-
minion, which have always striven for
the general good of the community and
which in -some of the cities in Canada
exercise an influence almost as great, and
certainly more wholesvme than the mu-
nicipal council. We think that if the
memibers of the Rossland council will dis-
passionately consider the question they
will ‘decide thati they should very strong-
ly throw in all their weight against the
introduction or employment of cheap Ital-
ian labor, and they will find that by so
doing they will ehare with the community
generally in the benefits resulting from
its exclusion.

WON ONTHREE FOULS

gilry Boyd Given the Decision Over
Billy Woods.

A LIVELY SIX ROUND CONTEST

it was Blood and the Ien Fought From Start to
Finish—The Fireman had the Advantage in
Height and Reach—The Other Features.

% The firemien’s athletic entertainment
given last Tuesday at the Rossland opera
pouse was well attended, which is evi
denced by the fact that the receipts were
$350. The performance given was a& more
than ordinarily entertaining ove, and that
the audience was pleased with 1t was evi-
denced by the frequent bursts of applavse.

The chief event of the evening was the
six-round contest for points: hetween Billy
Boyd, of the fire department, aad mlly
Woods, the champion heavy weigut- of
Montana. The decision was giwven by the
referee in the sixth round, 1o .30y i, as
claimed that Woods had been Touing
him. Boyd, however, had foulad Wooda
by catching him by the 13gs on se c:al
occasions -during the clizri's, but ths
was overlocked. The referre2 Wwus per-
haps a little excited when he gave the de-
cision, and but for this he would probab-
ly have allowed the contest to have gone
to the limit of six rounds and then ren-
dered it in favor of the man who had de-
livered the most clean blows and who had
fouled the least. Boyd was squiied by Mr.
‘White and Jack Allan, and Woods by ¥.
¥. French. J. McArthur was official time-
keeper, while W. J. Venner held the
watech for Woods and Mr. Wynn for
Boyd. Dan Thomas was the reweree. It
was 11 o’clock when the gong sounded for
time for the first round.

First Round.—After some cautions srar-
ring they exchanged . compliments, but
these were light. Woods got in two lefts,
one on shoulder and other on ribs. Boyd
became nettled at this and sent a- left
and right on the Montana man’s cheek
and neck. Woods dodged a right arm up-
per cut that was a swift one. Boyd reach-
ed his right into the champion rope skip-
per’s neck and grazed his chin with his
left and got clear away, and did it so
cleverly that it made the crowd cheer.
Woods landed a rib roaster on the fire-
man’s right side that made him grunt.
Boyd dodged in a clever manner a left
hand swing that would have sent him to
grass had it reached the right place.,
Boyd tried again with his left and cyught
the champion. from Montana on thz jaw.
“T'hen the gong sounded. This was Boyd s
round.

Second Round.—Boyd led and fell short.
“I'here was two or three sharp rallics and
some hard infighting, in which Woods
playe the devil’'s tattoo ‘on Boyd’s ribs,
while Boyd, owing to his superior reach
and greater height, was able to hib his
antagonist more frequently in the face
and neck, Boyd -did most of the leading,
but was often stopped. In elinching, af-
ter a sharp . exchange of blows, Boyd
caught Woods around.{he legs; which is
contrary to the rulés.  Just' before the
round ended Boyd led and landed, and
the pugilists were embracing each other
when the gong souned. This round was
slightly in favor of' Boyd, as he had led
and landed the oftenest.

‘Third Kound.—Boyd led with his left
twice and was ecleverly blocked. They
fiddied for half a minute. ~ The fireman
reached Woods’ neck and face with a
right and a left, delivered within a frac-
tion of a second interval between them.
Woods landed in the vicinity of the me-
dian line and only three inches above the
belt and Boyd puffed.  Then followed
sharp infighting, in which Woods, the man
with the shortest arms, landed often on

left drive for his knowledge box. Boyd
landed three or four times on face and
neck, while Woods was wary, and was
evidently bent on getting in a. kockout
blow. -He did not land often, but when
he did they told. When McArthur sound-
ed the gong they were clinched so. hard
that Dan Thomas experienced consider-
able difficulty in making them break away.

Fourth Round.—1lhis was the bloodiest
round of the fight.” Boyd sent in his left
mawley into the Montana man’s right eye
and started the claret flowing. . This
enraged Woods, and he rushed Iike a
mad bull at Boyd, and landed a double
hander on-the laddie’s forehead, and the
crimson fluid began to trickle down his
face and on to his chin. Boyd landed on
Woods’ face, and the latfer countered
with a left hand smash between the eyes
that must have made the local man see
star eclipses:and other things. “I'hen came
some sharp infighting, in which a Holand
was given for each Oliver. - Woods reached
the body with his right just as McArthur
rung the gong.

Fifth Round.—Woods cleverly blocked
two quick leads made by the fire tighter,
and in the breakaway after a clinch, Boyd'
fell. Boyd tried to reach, the ribs of his
oponent with his left, but fell shortL ‘'here
was some sharp short arm blows. Boyd
led and landed lightly, and Woods count-
ered strongly on the jaw, and for a mo-
ment it looked as though Boyd was a Lit-
tle Shaky on his pins. After more infight-
ing the round closed.

Sixth Round.—1'he pugilists, as soon as
the gong sounded, went at each other
hammer and tongs, and there ensued a
series of clinches and fierce infighting.
Referep’ Thomas caught hold of Woods
during these clinches and told him to stop
fouling, as he said that he was using his
etbows unfairly and striking in the break-
aways. This was true to a certain ex-
tent, but it was because Boyd had sev-
eral 'times caught him by the legs in the
clifthes and held on to his arm so that
he could not break away clean and elear,
as he evidently wanted to. Kinally T'hom-
as, who was laboring undér considerable
excitement, went to the front of the
ring and shoutied:
Mr. Boyd on threé fouls by Mr. Woods.”

Some little confusion ensued, and ex-
pressions were heard which indicated that
some did not agree with the referee. Ki-
nally Woods said to the andjence: “If 1
have fouled, as it is claimed I have, I did
not do go intentiomally. I think the au-

THE KNOB HILL, OLD IRONSIDES
AND VICTORIA MINES.

Ready to Ship 16,000 Tons at Once—The
City of Paris and the Majestic—The
Syndicate Tramway Scheme.

Mr. Jay P. Graves of the Miner
Graves syndicate, was at the Allan yes-
terday affernoon on his arrival from the
Boundary country and was interviewed
by a representative of the Mimer. Mr.
Graves said that the mines in which he
was interested in the Boundary were
looking very well. At present the side
track to the mines branching from the
main spur from Phoenix to the Old Iron-
sides were being ballasted and the work
would be completed in about five days.
The cars for the shipment of ore had ar-
rived in part and ‘the remainder would be
on the ground shortly. There are at pres-
ent, said Mr. Graves, about 8,000 tons of
ore lying stored in the three ore bins at
the Knob Hill, Old Ironsides and Vic-
torial. Besides t«h.ild there is h:‘ :;nch
ore lying broken down _in the stopes
which has merely to be hoisted t& be
ready for shipment. The shipment of
this ore will commence with the finish-
ing of the ballasting of the tracks. An
output of 400-500 tons a day will be able

smelter..

This latter is completely ready with
the exception of the dam on Kettle river,
work on which has been suspended dur-
ing the flate high waier. The river has
fallen considerably and work on the dam
has been recommenced and will be car-
ried forward to completion within the
next two weeks unless an unexpected
rise in the stream prevents the continu-|
ance of the work. 7
Besides the three immes in Phoenix
Camp, of which mention hag already been
made, there are two others, the City of
Paris and the Majestic, situated in
White’s Camp, in which the Miner-
Graves syndicate is interested. Both of
these are shipping in small guantities to
the Granby smelter. The City of Paris
of the two is the betber developed, and
if ‘a railway siding was established to the
mine. it would be able to ship in some
considerable quantity.

Traces the Rise and lafiuences of Fraternsi Or-
ganizations Upon Mankinc —The Birth and
in:eption of the Order—Iits Future Destiny.

Venner also spoke of the progress of the
Eagles, only founded a little more than

brothers joining to an allowance of §7
per week during sickness, a doctor’s at-
tendance and ‘medicine on the payment
of a nominal fee to the Eagles” druggist.

Mr. Jowetf, accompanied in an effective
manner by Mr. H. F. Higgins, t’hcg sang
“My Old New Hampshire Home” in fine
voice, and on being encored, gratitied the
audience by a rendition of “Sleep on the
Deep.”

Grand Worthy Lecturer H. H. Thomp-
son then deivered an address on fraternal
organization ia gemeral and on the
Eagles in particuiar. Tracing back Fhe
origin of fraternal organizations to Sol-
omon, the cffief of the Hebrews, the
founder of the Masonic society, perhaps
the first fraternal order of which any
record exists. From this oliger there
8 many others which, like govern-
m had IYi?re'd and died. Their growth
had been through following an established
precedent. This precedent, however, had
been’ broken in the establishment of the
Eagles, 50 as to be able to embrace many
of the Caucasians who had no fraternal
home.

The Eagles appeal to all men. To the
religious it can be told that three times
in the ritual of the Eagles is the blessing
of the Almighty invoked. Further the
golden rule is taught, which is the essence
of the teaching of the greatest of great
teachers, the Nazarecme. To the enquirer
of the gbjects of the order among woman-
kind it can be replied that love and chas-
tity are inculcated precepts of the order.
To the governments of the earth it can
be replied that the freedom of mankind
s taught. Thus the essence of the relig-
wous aspect of the order is the teaching
of the truest Christianity

The ultimate destiny of the Eagles can
be judged by tracing their origin. The
order was born in obscurity in the city
of Seatfle, two years ago. Some business
men met together to protect themselves
from other men in business. It was then
called the Order of Good Things. The
little association gréw and soon took the
name of the Eagles. A .charter was ap-
phed for at Washington D, O., and the
order spread. From 2,800 two years ago,
it numbers now 28,000 to 30,000. 18

branches are in Galveston, I'exas; in
Maine and in the tar north, the only
order in the Arctic regions on this con-
tinent.

The only question asked of a member
initiated is whether he is an honorable
man and it he has the germ of generous
mankind witha him he is admitted.

The order does much good, said Mr.
Thompson. It is well for any man coming
into a strange city to meet a brother who
will help him. There are 30 per cent
of the Caucasians who have no fraternal
home. It would be well to open the
arms of the society to all of those. And.
said the speaker, when this is consum-
mated a tremendous influence towards
good will ‘be brought into play. “We
must,” declared the lecturer, “know that
we are our brother’s keeper. If he falis
we must help him, but should he fail
to recognize the obligation ‘upon him he
is then and only thean put outside the
portals of the aerie.” .

The order is a fraternal democracy
People who will never meet outside meet:
in the aerie, and social caste and social
prejudice must be broken down as they
cannot exist within the brotherhood. Thus
the order, above gectariamism, bound in
the cement of toleration and brotherly
love, must infallibly spread over the
whole Caucasian world, and raise the
plane of thought of all mankind with its
increase.

The meeting then closed by passing a
hearty vote of thanks to the lecturer. A
verse of “My Country, Tis of Thee,” and
of “God Save the Queen” was then sung
by the whole assemblage.

B. Shaw and J. G. Egan.

After the very excellent menu had been
discussed, T'oastmaster Venner called up-
on Mr. C. E. Gillan to respond to the
toast, the ““City of Roasland.” Mr. Gil-
lan replied in ‘a very fiitting manner,
and said, among other things, that there
was only one Rossland, and although there
had been considerable advertising of Jo-
hannesburg on the part of the war office,
still he was of the opinion that in time
Rossland would take the lead. as the
mines were as good, if not better, than
those in any other portion of the world.
{Applause greeted this.) After it had

subsided Mr. Gillan gpoke of the democ-
racy and freedom of the city of Rossland.
[t could play ball in the aftermoom and
go to chureh in the evening. ‘Lle saloons
were open on Sunday, and yet oa Sunday
and on all other days, it was one of the
quietest and most law-abiding cities that
could be found anywhere in the worid.
(Applause.) »,

Chief Ingram also responded to the
toast, the “City of Rossiand,” in a jelicit-
ous manner, and said that whenever the
members of the Magles’ order had a picnra
or a banquet, he would give them, as far
as lay in his power, the freedom of the
vity. ‘This remark touched the members
of the order deeply and they showed by
laughing and applauding immoderately-

Mr, H. Daniels responded in a pleasing
manner to the toast, “The Kagles,” dur-
ing which he said he hoped, #vove any-
thing else, to see the memberg take even
a deeper interest in the order in the fu-
ture than they bhad in the past, by sitend-
ing the members more regularly and carry-
ing out the duties which devoived upon
them as Kagles.

“Britain and America” was most elo-
quently responded to by Mr. H. H. ‘thomp-
son, the guest of the evening. Mr. Thomp-
son spoke of the solidarity which char-
acterized the two great Anglo-Saxon peo-
ples—the British and the American. Lhey
stood together for the principles of hu-
man liberty and progress, wherever they
were, whether it was in the ‘Iransvaar
or the Philippines. - That their ideals,
their language, their literature and their
awpirations were the same, although they
might differ in the method of carrying
these out, yet they were each striving to
reach the same goals. He roused the ban-
queters to a high pitch of enthusiasmn
when he said that in China today there
were 5,000 Americans, sent from Manila,
who were fighting shoulder to shoulder
with the soldiers of the Queen for the
good of humanity. It was . true
that ‘there were other nations there co-
oerating with them, but they were not
animated by the same aims and ideals as
were the British and Americans, who
fought for the rights of man and for hu-
man progress and freedom in its largest
sense, and in a way which he thought
none of the other nations of the earth
understood. 1t was impossible for Britain
and America to fraternize with other na-
tions as they do with each other for the
reason that they come of one stock and
sre of the same blood. In conciusion he
paid a splendid tribute to the Queen, who
he declared was the peer of any woman
in the universe, as a woman, and outside
of her royal attributes. He declared that
the Americans revered her as the greatest
woman in the world. AMr. ‘thompson was
vociferously applauded and cheerzd as he
sat down.

“Public Morals” was responded to by
Messrs. Daniel Thomas, Ed Watson and
Mr. E. A. Chambers.

Mr. J. B. Combs responded to the toast
“The Press,” during which he spoke of the
manner in which the papérs of Res:land
had energetically worked for the upbuild-
ing of the camp. He also said it was the
firm friend of the Fraternal Order of
Kagles, and had endeavored to foster and
encourage it, as it was a most useful or-
der.” (Cheers and Applause.)

Captain Shaw made a nice speech in re:
sponding to the Grand Aerie, which was
the next toast. He told of the recent trip
which he and Mr. Thomas had made fo
Victoria in the capacity of delegates to
the Grand Aerie. He said if the brothers
had been present at this gathering they
would have realized that the order was
not destined to die young, as it had ali
the elements of vitality in it. When the
speaker had attended the grand lodge m
1899 the membership was but 2,850, but
when he went o the recent Grand Aerie
in Victoria the membership had in-reased
to 28.000. It was preading north, south,
east and west, and Mr. Thompson intend-
ed to plant the banner of the order in
the old world. In conclusion he hoped
that all would attend the meetings and
do all they ecould to make the tagles a
most useful order,

Mr. Daniel Thomas also responded to
the toast *“The Grand Aerie.” He said
that he members of the Grand Aerie were
as fine a body of men as he had ever seen
gathered together. 'T'he Grand Aerie was
supported, however, by the subordinate
lodges, and it was, therefore, essential
for the well being of the order that all
the members pay attention to their du-
ties, attend meetings, pay their dues and
keep the aeries up to a high grade, as
that was the only way in which the
Grand Aerie could be kept up to the
present state, of efficiency. In con-
clusion he said he hoped to see Captain
Shaw sitting in the chair of the-Grand
Aerie. (Applause and cheers.)

Mr. Venner read a letter from the see
retary of the UGrand aerie, in which he
warmly praised the sermon delivered in
this city on the occasion of the Kagles an
niversary, by Rev. Mr. Stackhouse, and
asking for 100 more copies of the Rossland
Miner containing the same. Hew«gaid if
the permission of Rev. Mr. Stackhouse
could be obtained, the intention was to
reproduce the lecture in pamphlet form.

“I'he Ladies” was responded {o by Mr.
Lawn in a happy manmer, in which he
declared that the women of a nation fixed
its status. He thought that t{he mothers
and wives of the Anglo-S8axon race, from
the Queen down to her humblest subject.
were the best women in the world. In
conclusion he asked for blessings for the
ladies.. (Mr. Lawn brought down the
house.) !

Dr. James Campbell responded to the
“Subordinate Aeries,” and stated that he
would see to it that none who were unfit
to be a member would be allowed to be-
come such while he was medical examiner,
and that he esteemed it as g great homnor
to be the medical examiner for the Ross-
land aerie.

Mr. Venner responded to the, *Subordi-
nate Aeries” toast also, and spoke of many
routine matters of the order. Among oth-
er things he said that three members of
the Rossland aerie were in South Africa
fighting the battles of the British Em-
pire there, and that the Rossland aerie
was carrying them and not charging
them dues while they were away.

Mr. Thompson at the conclusion of
the remarks of Mr. Venner, called for all

MIDSUMMER DAY,
The Rossland Day—'l_s“Neuly 16 1-2 Hours
Long.

‘Tt is. popularly known that the 2lst of
! June, midsummer day, is the longe t day

the earth. This is near enough for all
practical purposes, but scientifically at
this northern latitude in which the city
of Rossland is situate, the longest days
are three, today, tomorrow and the fol-
lowing day. The sun rises at 4:2) a. m.,
and does not set until 8:41, giving a day
of 16 hours and 21 minutes on each of
these three days. Then the mornings will
begin to shorten. As a matter of accu-
racy, the sun rose at its earliest on the
18th, 19th and 20th instant, when it ap-
peared over the horizon at 4:1 a. m., and
therefore the morning began to shorten
on the 21st, when the sun did not rise
until a minute later. On the 25th it will
rise after yet another minute. In the
evening, however, the sun sets at 8:41 p.
m. from today until the 29th inclusive.
On the last day of the month the even-
ings will begin to shorten and the long
twilights be past till next year.

Le Roi—The foundation for the ma-
chinery of the big hoisting engine for the
combination shaft at the Le Roi is now
complete, with the exception of the cap
stones, and is now setting.

Columbia-Kootenay.—The vertical shaft
is being sunk through the s'ation at the
400-level, holes being bored in the side,
as sinking is proceeding for subsequent
breaking out.

THE FLAG ON HIGH.

The Red Ensign to Be Replaced on Spo-
kane ‘Mountain.

On receipt of the news of the practical
collapse of the Boer resistance, geveral
residents of the city put up a huge flag
on the summit of Mount Spokane, the
most noticeable peak in the vicinity of
Rossland. This, owing to the high winds
prevalent during the early pat of this
_month, was blown down shortly after-
‘wu'ds. On Sunday W. J. Venner, W.
J. Robinson, 0. A. R. Brown and E. 8.
‘H. Winn; the original four who had rig-
ged up the British ensign in the first in-
stance, reinforced by Messts P. Keiser
and S. Saunders, went up Spokéne moun-
tain, gnd have erected there with great
care, involving much arduous work, a flag
staff upwards of 16 feet in height. This
is placed on the stmmit of the mountain
and is well stayed and braced. A brass
ball, 20 inches in diameter, covered with
gold leaf, has been:fitted, by way of a
truck, on the top of the po'e. Just below
a sheave has been fixed into the upper
part of the mast, and eight-strand galvan-
ized halliards have been r:aved through.
This it is thought, will withstand the force
of any wind that blows. The flag is not
as 'yet hoisted and is being prepared in
town for its lofty future position by be-
ing fortified by painted canvas. It i3 the
intention of the patriotic party to finally
run up the flag on Dominion Day next
with appropriate ceremonies.
