FIREMAN DI
600D WORK IN
CHECKING BLAZE

Fire in Brant Cafe Early
This Morning Menaced
Whole Block.

FLAMES SHOT
THROUGH ROOF

By Quick and Vigorous Ac-
tion, Blaze Confined to
One Building.

Prompt and energetic action upon
the part of the Central Fire Depart-
ment checked early this morning
what might have proved a blaze of
the most serious consequences, to
both life and property. Commenc-
ing in the basement of the Brant-
ford Cafe, 135 Colborne street, the
fire burnt its way through .to the
Kitenen, and-with tne resuft that
when the fire department arrived
on the scene, about 4:20 a.m., the
flames were shooting high above the
roof of the building in the rear, and
menacing the stores on both sides,
and even more gravely, the
tenants occuping the flats above the
front portion of the cafe. All of
these, however, succeeded in escap-
ing uninjured, while the firemen at
once set vigorously to work. Three
lines of hose were laid from Col-
borne Street, and a fourth from
Water Street, at the rear ° of the
building, the East end fire depart-
ment being also summoned to the
scene by Chief Lewis. By diligent
work, the flames were confined to
the rear of the building, and pre-
vented from gaining a footing in the
adjoining buildings, though smoke
did some damage to the stock of G.
H. Malcolm’s dry goods store. The
rear of the cafe -was entirely gutted
and the contents almost completely
destroyed, so that the damage done,
though not definitely ascertained, is
considerable. The cause of the con-
flagration is at present unknown.

Local Casualties.

The name of yet another Brantford
boy appears in the latest casualty
lists as killed in action. Pte. Frank
G. Thorne has laid down hig life for
his country. He was unmarried and
2 years of age, residing with his
father here. Two local members of
the Canadian Mounted Rifles, are
reported as missing, they being Sergt
Oscar Taylor and Pte. Sidney Smythe.
Sergt. Taylor of the 4th C.M:R., is
vnmarried, and went overseas with a
quota from the Brant Dragoons in
the fall of 1914. His father, Alfred
Taylor, well known locally as a
plumber, is now in the 215th Bat-
talion. Pte. Sidney Smythe of the 8th
C.M.R., though a resident of Brant
County, enlisted in Peterboro, some
time ago, and reached the trenches
last March. Pte. James White of
Vancouver, well known in Brantford,
is reported Kkilled. His wife is a
Brantford girl, nee Miss Josie Inglis.

KITCHENER LEFT
ESTATE WORTH
NEARLY A MILLIN

THE SITUATION.

The daily monotony of German and
Austrian offensives has been broken
for some time now, and the story is
not likely to be resumed to any sus-
tained extent. The Russian forces have
notched another great victory in Ga-
licia, and the total of prisoners taken
by them now reaches the enormous
total of 210,000. The Austro-German
losses in killed and wounded will, of
course, have been in like proportion.

British reconnoitring and raiding
parties continue to “feel out” the Ger-
man front. The use of poison gas
also figures in the tests. Results are
stated to have been successful, not
alone in themselves, but also with ref-
erence to information gained on be-
half of a general attack.

The recent awakening of the Ital-
ians has extended to a vigorous of-
fensive against the Austrians along
the entire front, and with excellent
results.

DOMINION DAY—A BIT OF
HISTORY.

The men who brought about the
confederation of the then scattered
Provinces which make up the Domin-
ion of to-day have all passed to the
great beyond, but their achievement
remains, an everlasting monument.
There were brave hearts in those days,
which did not flinch for an instant
before even seemingly insuperable
difficulties. ;

It was in 1864 that the feeling com-
menced to gain sway that the time
had arrived for the settlement for ever
of the constitutional difficulties aris-
ing between Upper and Lower Can-
ada. To this end leading Conserva-
tives and Liberals got together, and
were applying themselves to the great
task, when it was learned that the

““three Provinces by the Atlantic—Nova
\Scotia, New Brunswick and Prince
Edward Island—had also decided to
call a meeting to consider a little
union of their own. They were waited
on, and the larger plan explained, for
the most part to their satisfaction.
There were many tremendous obsta-
cles. The Rouge party, led by Dorion,
were hostile to the whole project, so
were .some Upper Canadian Reform-
ers. The people of New Brunswick
pronounced against the scheme at the
polls, before the question ever came
up in their Legislature, and the Prince
Edward Island Provincial House de-
clined to enter any union:
“which it believed would prove politi-
cally, commercially and financially dis-
astrous to thc rights and interests of
its people.”

These were a few of the things
which Sir John Macdonald, aided
mainly by Sir Charles Tupper, had to
overcome, but they triumphed, and
July 1st, 1867, witnessed the birth of
the Dominion.

Lord Monck, then Governor-Gen-
eral, when confiding the duty of form-
ing the first Cabinet to Macdonald,
said:

“In authorizing you to undertake
the duty of forming an administration
for the Dominion of Canada, I desire
to express my strong opinion that, in
future, it shall be distinctly under-
stood that the position of First Mia-
ister shall be held by one person, who
shall be responsible to the Governor-
General for the appointment of the
other Ministers, and that the system
of dual First Ministers, which has
hitherto prevailed, shall be put an end
to. I think this is of importance, not
only with reference to the mainten-
ance of satisfactory relations between
tht Governor-General and his Cabinet,
but also with a view to the complete
consolidation of the union which we
have brought about.”

In a general election which followed
shortly afterwards the Macdonald
Ministry was splendidly endorsed,
with the exception of Nova Scotia,
where the yarn became current that
the Province had been tricked into
the Confederation plan. Tupper was
the only Conservative to be elected,
but next general contest the figures
were reversed, and only one Liberal
got in—such was the influence of Tup-
per in his native province.

It was a far from easy task to bring|

SIX PARTIES OF
FOE REPULSED
BY CANADIANS

German Raiders Beaten Off

by Men of Montreal
Battalion.

BLOCK ENEMY SAPS

Lts. Mathewson and Rout-
ledge and Sergt. Jones
Spoil Plan.

"Ottawa, June 30.—The following
communique has been received at
the militia department from the Can-
adian general representative at the
front.

“Canadian Army Corps Head-
quarters in France, via London, June
30.—In spite of the inclement wea-

ther the consolidation of our new
positions progressed satisfactorily.
Exceptional activity in reconnais-
sance was displayed by our patrols
and useful information as to the
enemy’s dispositions was obtained by
our patrols.

“On one section of our front pa-
trols of a Montreal battalion exam-
ined some enemy saps. The following
night their bombarding parties, un-
der Lieut. Matthewson, Lieut. Rout-
ledge and Sergt. Jones of this unit
went forward and established strong
posts which will check any further
advance of the German line in this
direction.

Raise Red Cross Flag
“Artillery, trench mortar and gre-
nade contests were frequent and at
times severe. On one occasion the
Germans raised a Red Cross flag
above the parapet and were obsery-
ed removing a number of wounded.
“On the same day three German
observation balloons opposite our
front were successfully attacked by
British aeroplanes and fell to the
ground in a mass of smoke and
flames.

“Our snipers met with consider-

counted for by them in one day.
Foe Raiders Repulsed
‘“Early one morning a fierce bom-
bhardment was directed upon the
trenches of two Montreal battalions.
Six separate parties of between ten
and 15 men each left the German
trenches and advanced against our
positions. They were met by rapid
rifle and -machine gun fire. In one
trench Sergt. Macleod jumped up on-
to the parapet and hurled bomb after
bomb at the approaching party. Only
a few of the enemy succeeded in
reaching our entanglements and at
no point were our trenches penetrat-
ed. Having failed to attain their ob-
jective and having suffered many
casualties, all the enemy parties rap-
idly withdrew.
“Two wounded Germans lying out-
side our wire were subsequently
made prisoners.”

' Old World Notes

A decline in the British birth rate
during the month of March of an
alarming nature is reported from Ab-
erdeen, according to the statement of
the Medical Health Officer, Dr. Mat-
thew Hay. There were 301 births,
121 marriages and 250 deathg. The
births during the month were at the
rate of 21.3 per 1000 per annum, and
the marriages were at the rate of
£.6. In February the birth-rate was
5.3. In March of last year the birth-
1ate was 27.4, and the marriage-rate
was 8.2. There were accordingly,
86 (or 22 per cent) fewer births last
nionth than in the corresponding
month of the preceding year, and
five more marriages. The number
of illegitmate births was thirty-one,
as against thirty-six in the preced-
ing month and thirty-seven in March
of 1915. The deaths from all causes
during the month were at the rate of
17.7 per 1000 per annum. The rate
for the preceeding month was 17.3,
and for March of last year 23.9.

“clifker-knocker” “fnitiate’ goes to
sea, as a second-class stoker, in |
which' capacity he trims coal for the
skilled first-clags hands.

When rated ‘“first-class” a stoker’s
pay rises to two shillings and one
renny a day (about 50 cents). Now
let us see how he earns it, not by
the sweat of his brow alone, but by
that of every part of his body that
has a sweat gland in it.

Right down at the bottom of this
huge hattle-cruiser, rushing through
the water with a big “bone in her
teeth”’—so far down that quite a |
long lift journey must be made to
reacnh the place—are .row after row
of ziowing furnaces.

Before each of these are grimy,
perspiring men, clad only in flannels
and a pair of “fearnought” trousers.
Hard at it are they trying to satis-
fy an apparently insatiable appetite.
‘With sturdy, practised swing, they
throw shovelful after shovelful of
coal into the greedy maw that gapes
hungarily in front of them.

One man after a quick look over

“pricker” or a “slice,” thrusts it deep
into the dragon’s throat,” and by a
spasm of strenuous effort forces the
monster to ‘“‘spit out the crumbs”
or, to use words void of imagery, he
clears the fire by dragging out the
red-hot clinker.

Good Stoking Makes Records.
These by the furnace mouths are
the expert stokers—the first-class
men—whose gkill in keeping steam
enables the ship’s enormous engines
to exert their thousand-fold horse-
power to the full—and sometimes a
little bit more.

During an action the stokers have
the least enviable situation of any-
one in the ship. Their chance of
escape should she be sunk, is so
small as to be almost non-existent.
Although they can hear the guns
firing and feel the concussion they
know nothing of what may be hap-
pening above, being quite cut off
from the upper deck. Amid all the
turmoil of the fight the stokers must
remain incessantly at work feeding
the' fireg so ' that the ship has the
steam necessary to enable her to
respond to ordérs from the bridge.
And should mishap occur, the stand-
ing regulation is that the stokers
must draw fires before leaving their
rosts.

1f the ship goes down they are al-
nmiost certain to go with her, ‘as they |
know, full well. Yet they show no
fear, and may always be depended on
to stick to their duty to the last. Men
who show such grit as this are sure-
ly worth a meed of praise. 3
Good stoking, ifi fact, has advant-
oged our Fleet more than once dur-|
ing the war. It helped Admiral Stur-|
dee to run down the German squad—!
ron off the Falklands, and through it |
upon this occasion, the cruiser Kent
was enabled to go two or three knots
faster than she had ever done be-
fore thus preventing the Nurenberg
escaping.

That appears to be a far less satis-
factory statement than the earli
one.

THE INTERNATIONAL SERIEé.

Text of the Lessom, Acts xvii, 1-15
Memory Verses, 11, 12—Golden Text,
Acts. v, 31—Commentary Prepared by
Rev. D. M. Stearns.

In the lesson of two weeks ago we
saw Paul and Silas leaving Philippi
after the night of wonderful events.
Before they departed they comforted
the household of Lydia and the breth-
ren, who had no doubt been much in
prayer for them (chapter xvi, 40). He
would no doubt eomfort them, as he
did in his letter to them, by the as-
surance that -all that had happened
had fallen out rather unto ‘the further-
ance of the gospel, and as his great
desire was “by all means to save
some” he could and did rejoice in spite
of “all' his sufferings and shameful
treatment (Phil. i, 12, 18; I Cor. ix, 22).

His next place of testimony was
Thessalonica, where in the Jewish syn-
agogue for three Sabbath days he Tea-
soned with them oui of the Scriptures,
working between times at his trade
night and day that he might not be
any expense to them (Thess. ii; 8, 9).
The gospel he preached was in the
power of the Holy Spirit, for he spoke;
not as pleasing men, but God, who
trieth our hearts, and they received it
not as the word of men, but as it is in
truth the word of God, and it effectual-
ly worked in those who believed,
leading ' them to turn to God from
idols to serve the living and true God
and to wait for His Son from heaven,

who had delivered them from the
wrath to come (I Thess. i, 9, 10; ii,
{ 18).. Judging from the two epistles
| to the Thessalonians, probably the first
. that -Paul wrote, we -cannot help no-
ticing how fully he must bave instruet-
ed them in the coming again of the
Lord Jesus, beth His coming for and
His coming with His saints (I Thess.
i, 9, 10; ii, 19; iii, 13; iv, 16-18; v, 23).

Then in his second epistle he cleared
up for them some difficulties which
they had concerning His coming in
glory and the great and dreadful day
of the Lord. The effect of this sadly
neglected but glorious doctrine is al-
ways, as 1 have seen it for over forty
years, to make people- more eager to
tell. out the glad tidings and to labor
more earnestly to bring the kingdom
(I Thess. i, 3, 8. In verse 3. of our
lesson we note that Paul opened to
them the word concerning the necessi-
ty that the Messiah should suffer and
rise again from the dead, but can you
teschers who read this do that?

Do you see the promise of a deliverer
and the way of salvation and the as-
surance of resurrection glory*in Gen.
iii, 15, 21, 247 Do you see the death
and resurrection of Christ foreshadow-
ed in the story of Isaac in Gen. xxii?
Do you see it in Ex. xii, Lev. xvi and
xvii? Have you seen His sufferings,
as if written by one who saw it all. in
Ps. xxii and Isa. liii and His resurrec-
tion and glory in close connection
there? Do you see both suffering and
glory in Jer. xxx,.21? As to the king-
dom, with Israel as the center, it is in
the prophets everywhere (Acts iii, 21;
x, 48; xiii, 32-39). ;

If those who hear the word would
not take the teacher’s or the preacher’s
word for what they believe, but test
all- that they hear by the Bible itself
they would then be able to say, as the
Samaritans did, “Now-'we believe, not
because of thy saying, for we have
heard Him ourselves” (John iv, 42).
Believers' will never be well establish-
ed: nor grow as-~they should - unless
they hear God-‘speak to their own
hearts -directly from His own word.
Our hearts should say, “I will hear
what God the Lord will speak;” then
His message will come expressly to
us, as-it did to Bzekiel (Ps.

BIG NEW CREDIT
NOW AVAILABLE

Twenty-five Million Dollars
to Finance Fresh Brit-
ish Orders.

Ottawa, Ont., June 30.—The min-
ister of finance, as a result of his
conference yesterday with the Cana-
dian PBankers’ Association, was able
to cable the British treasury that a
$25,000,00 further Canadian credit
for the purchase of war munitions
and supplies was immediately avail-
able.

With the $50,000,000 already ad-
vanced by the Dominion Government
and the previous loan of $75,000,000
by the Canadian bankers, a total of
$150,000,000 has been found in Can-
ada fer the imperial government to
meet its commitments here.

The transaction has been carried
out through the minister of finance
as trustee for the hanks and for the
imperial treasury. It has been great-
ly facilitated by the offer of Sir
Thowmas White to rediscount at any
time the imperial treasury bills held
as collateral for the advances. The
fact that facilities for discounting
have been provided has made possible
the transaction on so large a scale.

It ie the intention of the minister
of finance to adopt again this fall the
plan which proved so successful last
year, of providing discount facilities
for the financing of the western crop
movement.

EXPECT RAID NEXT FALIL.
)

Fifty Zeppelins Can Then be Con-
centrated, British Writer Says.
London, June 30.—There cannot

be,says thé Globe, moreée than some-
where about 35 or 40 Zeppelins at
present existing, says C. C. Grey,
editor of the Aeroplane, whose con-
clugion may be taken to be well
founded.

Some of the Zeppelins, Mr. Grey
says, must be kept regularly at work
over the Baltic and North Sea on
patrol duty, some of them must be
laid up for repairs, and some of them
must have had accidents of some
sort.  Consequently one can reckon
that if favorable weather happened
‘within the next few months it'is un-
likely that the Germans could con-
centrate a fleet of more than 25 Zep-
pelins at once for a raid on this
country.

At the preesnt rate of increase of
output, one may undoubtedly assume
that another thirty.or forty ships will
be added to the fleet by the next
real Zeppelin season in September,
and that then it should be possible
to concentrate fifty ships at a time
for a raid.
