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When Wole lay fatally wounded on
the Plains of Abraham, and the bat-
tle light in the eyes-that looked upon
the mists of death
there stood by
an officer,

victory through
was fast fading away,
his side, supporting him,
whom the dying general esteemed as
a brother. Bravely had he fought on |
that eventiul day. when the French
lost Quebec and Cdnada, and the gol
den likes were trampled beneath the
feet of the British troops, triumph-!
ant. This officer was Major Samuel
Holland, a gallant soldier, a gentle:
man-of Hberal edueation and courtly

manners, an ancester of the #olland
family represented so worthily in'
Prince Edward Island today.

Major Holland received his military
education in England, where he was
born, and at an early age entered the
agmu as lieutenant in the artilary,
serving some time .on the continent.
In 1756 he was promoted 'to a cap- |
taincy, and in the fellowing year was
appointed and entrusted with the at-
tack on the western gate when it

surrendered. ‘He was also at the bat-,
tle of Beauport, as well as the sub-,

sequent battle of Quebec. On the day
of the latter contest he was present-

ed- with a pair of pistols by General

Wolfe,on the barrels of which are en-
graved the words : ‘“The gift of Ma-
jor General Wolfe to Captain Samuel
Holland, 1759."" ~

These pistols remained in the Hol-
land family for a number of years,
but through marriage they passed in-
to other hands and- are now in the
possession of Mrs. James F. Welsh,
of Charlottetown.

The barrels of the pistols are near-
ly ten inches in length, the butts are
heavily mounted, so after being dis-
tharged they could be efiective as

clubs when held by the barrel end.
They are of the flint lock pattern of
that time; the locks are still in good -
working order and the weapons, on
the whole, are in an excellent state
of preservation considering their an-
tiguity. Each pistol has its ramrod
with screw attached for withdrawing
the load, and the case costaining
apartments for holding the flints. i

“Barber,”” presumably the name of
the manufacturer is marked on the
pistols. The case containing them |
has the name ‘‘Josias Whitney, late |
foreman to the late Mr. John Rich-
ards, 85 Strand, gunmaker, No. 3,
Craven St., Strand.”

No_elaborate -carvings adorn the
pistols, which are evidently bmlt for.,
business—not as souvenirs.

father of the late Queen Victoria,
and it was there that Holland died
in 1801,

In 1763 after the treaty of Paris,
King George the Third decided to
have accurate surveys of all posses-
sions in America. Accordingly in
that year,- Major Holland, then cap-
tain of artillery, was appointed sur-
,veyor general of Quebec and director
of surveys in North Amrerica. In the
;same year he was appointed a mem-

'ber of the council of Quebec. As the

fisheries of the gulf and St. Lawrence
river were considered of great dim-
portance, he was instructed to begin
the survey of Prince Edward Island,
j Cape Breton and the Magdelens. In
1776 he completed the survey of the
St. Lawrence and a ‘map of Prince
Edward Island, showing the counties
'and townships. One of
seven townships or lots containing
twenty thousand acres was granted
to himself, and in 1776, in compli-
_ance with the terms of his grant he

“sent to the island a number of sett-

]ers whose decendants are now
amongst the prosperous farmers in

(Montreal Star.)

The NewYork American, disturbed

In Canada the demotracy is absol-
utely unchecked. It names the House
of Commons, which names the execu-
tive, which in turn names the senate.
We have no executive entrenched in
power which we cannot overthrow ne
matter how badly it may go astray.
Our form of government—so far from
being ‘‘obselete’’—is living and grow-
ing; and it will not be many years
before the Americans will find that
they must in many ways copy its
if they are to turn
their wooden system into a workable
machine. “Adhesion to a dying em-
pire”’ is cheap rhetoric. 'If expansion
is a sign of death, then the British
Empire is dying. If the growth of the
Canadian West is a symptom of com-
ing decay. then decay is at hand.

HUNTING SEA OTTER

With about twenfy-one sea otter
skins, valued at about a thousand
dollars each, and 228 seal skins, the
sealing schooner Vera, of the Victor-
ia Sealing Co., returned this season |
_to port from a sealing and sea otter
hunting trip in the North Pacific.
The sealing schogner Casca, belonging
to the same company, which last
season took twelve sea otter skins,
had eighteen of these skins en board
on Aug.-1st of this year and was
still hunting. :

The success of the schoomer Casca
in otter hunting last season induced
the local sealers to send two schoon-
ers out this “year prepared for this
branch of hunting. They cleared in
January last, engaging in pelagic
sealing off the coast-of California and
norfhern coasts until the coast seal-
ing ended on April 30, and then went
to the vicinity of Copper Islands be-
yond the 180th parallel to hunt sea
otters only. Although seal hunting
in the North Pacific from April 1st
to Aug. 1st is forbidden, when the
Bhering sea season commences, the
restrictions of the Paris Tribunal do
not cover otter hunting, whieh is le-
gal outside 'the three-mile limit pro-
vided by international law. The
catech of the Vera eguals in-value
nearly a thousand sealskins, and is
valued at not far short of $25,000.
The Vera left Victoria on Jan. 9th
and took 173 sealskins in the south
of Montery .and vicinity and came
north following the seal herds: She
“was off Victoria in « April and in
that month took 55 skins.

I would urge in the strongest man-
ner possible  that the commission
rule as it at present stands should be
adhered to. If it were changed to a
lower scale permanent injury would
be wrought, not merely in the grain
trade, but eventually and just as cer-
tainly to the farmers. A reduction
in the commission would have this
certain effect, it would put a large
percentage of the smaller grain deal-
ers out of business; the larger con-
cerns would have other hranches of
the grain trade, mills, elevators the
export business, etc., to depend upon
and could stand the strain by mak-
ing these other departments pay for
the losses incurred in their commis-
sion business, but in the end the
grain producers- must suffer #hrough
the restriction and practical elimina-
tion of compétition;to a much great-
er extent than they would benefit by
the reduced commission rates.

The gxperience of other grain ex-
chanyg completely bears out’'the as-
sertion that a rule fixing a reason:
able commission is in.-the interests
of all interested in grain. The Du-
luth board of trade some years agn
virtually suspended :tiie commission
rule, and completely demoralised the
business at that point as a resulf,
and in self defence it hastened {o Tre-
impose it and has adhered to it very
strictly ever sinte. The rate > com:

as that now imposed at Duluth and
Minneapolis, -with 4{he exception of
the rate on flax.

whole fabric of western business, has-
ed as it is almost wholly on the pro-
ducts of the field.

I would, however, recommend one
change in the present commission rule
in my opinion the rate on oats
should be one-hall cent instead of ome
cent per bushel.

annual meeting referred with regret
to the fact that the exchange had
‘been subject to criticism on the part
of many who imperfectly understood
or deliberately misunderstood its fun-
ctions. These criticisms of the grain
exchange break out periodically. They
are ‘almostywholly the result of the
efforts of mischevious agitators who
foster and further the delusion for
their own interested purposes; though
their number is growing less every
yeéar. there still remain a few of the
farming community who profess to
believe; in spite of repeated proofs of
the most convincing character, that
this institution is Tun with one single
abject,- which is, by combination and
conspiracy, or violation or evasion ol
the law or by any other means, to
deprive or defraud the farmer of the
fair reward of his labler for their own
unfair advantage.

I would repeat what was emphati-
cally stated last year by President
Tilt that the grain exchange is a non
trading body, that it does not in any
way regulate or attempt lto regulate’
the price its members pay for gtt‘hln
that on the contrary, the whole
of the organisation is - to p
competition,, and  bhat nowhere lsr
competition to get}’ grain -to handle
more actual or more keen than right
here on the floor of this exchange.

It is hardly necessary for me to
say that any reforms in the methods
of carrying on the handling of graln
that may be advisable either in the
interests of the farmer or the deater
will be welcomed by none so heartily
as by the members of this exchange.
Phat’ this iic the case is ‘abundantly
proved by the record. Though neith-
er as individuals or a body were we
consulted by the authorities either as.
0 the personnel or the scope of the
ingwiry of the Royal Grain Commis-
sion this exchange has as a corpor-
ate body, -and its members have as
individuals, « done . their utmost to
'turther and facilitate the securing of
all the evidence necessary to enable
it to arrive at its conclusion. Ever
since the enquiry was, at. the request
ofthe grain growers, commenced, we
have placed.our services af the dis-
posal ol thegcommission, given them
access to our books, offered ourselves
'as witnesses and in—every possible
Iway assisted the enquiry by giving
the commissioners all possible ipfor-
miation as to the conduct of the glain
trade in all its features and aspects.

While the royal grain commission
has not yet issued its Teport, and it
would be improper to even hazard a
guess at its findings, it is in perfeet
order to say thalt the evidence . ad-
duced was emphatically not of a
character to -warrant any radical
change in the present conduct of the
grain  business, in the interest of the
dealers or the producers. Further-
more it is an indisputable fact that
the evidence, faf from sustaining the
assertion of those who agitated for
the commission’s appointment, was
of a character to disprove many ol
those assertions. Among those who
followed the investigation it is today
admitted that excepting some mat-
ters of detail, ‘the system of grain
trading in force in western Canada
at the present time is equitable alike
to the dealer and the producer. That
such should be the resylt of ai rn-
quiry, destined, in the minds of many
who promoted it, to ~wind up the
Winnipeg Grain Exchange, must be a
matfer of congratulatnon to everyone
of its members. ' This is more not-
able when the thorough nature of the

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TERY few persons understand the
proper care and treatment of the
4 hair, even in this day, when so
many details in regard to it are
freguently . prblished.

USEFULLNESS OF MASSAGE

Cne of the surest ways of stimulating
the secalp and keeping up the amount of
circulation it needs is scalp massage.
Fven ten minutes daily devcted to this
simple exercise would save many a case
of falling hair and premature grayness.
(Ii.loosen the hair and part it in the mid-

e.

Place the hands on either side of the

part with fingers a little separated, press -

gently and firmly into the scalp, at the
gsame time pushing the fingers forward
and making wheel-like movements,

Don't forget that the object is te loos-
en up the tight scalp. Nine times out
of ten the person afflicted with falling
or diseased hair is found to be what is
called scalp-bound.

Where the scalp is in a healthy con-
dition dry massage only is necessary,
but if through neglect the scalp has be-
come diseased, if 't fs afflicted with
dandruff or is too dr, or too oily, it is
more beneficial to apply a suitable tonic
when giving massage.

One of the commonest and deadliest
enemies of the hair, and one of the
most neglected, ,is dandruff. It may
arise from sluggish circulation, improper
care of the scalp, mental strain and
many other causes, but it is perfectly
curable if properly treated.

If the legions afflicted with dandruff
could only be brought to realize the dan-
gers- arising from it, I am sure there
would be a smaller percentage of poor
hair, faded hair and bald heads. AS
soo? ;tts it begins to appear take steps to
Tou .

The combination of scalp massage with
a good dandruff remedy and frequent
shampooing is the best treatment, and
will invariably effect a cure if perse-
vered in. Cleanlinegs is as essential to
the hair as to the rest of the body, es-

_pecially as dust and other impurities

are very apt to cellect in it. The periods
between washings must be regulated by
the necessities of the case and by com-
mon sense.

As a general rule, the hair should. not
be washed oftener than once in two or
three weeks. However, I know of cases
where once a week seems not to do any
harm, but rather to keep the. hair in
good condition. The effect of sham-
pooing must be carefully watched and
the condition of the hair be taken into
consideration in order to decide this
point. Oily hair, of course, needs more
frequent attention than dry hair.

A good method in general is as fol-
lows: Dissolve any good soap in water
until it is soft enough to pe rubbed into
the scalp with the finger-tips, care being
taken to avoid scratching with the nails.
Enough hot water is added to make a
good lather. A few drops of ammonia
may be used in the water, especially if
the hair be oily. More than this is apt
to crack the hair. Or a teaspoonful of
borax may be added to the first basin of
water.

After thoroughly washing the hair and
scalp, rinse thoroughly. Several waters
should be used until the last one is per-
fectly -elear.

Drying should be accomplished by rub-
bing’ with warm towels, followed by a

until the whole head is in a glow. When-
ever possible, dry your hair in the sun,
A sun bath brings out its color and
beauty as nothing else can.

When sunshine is not available, fan-
ning is a good substitute. But avoid
fire heat if possible. After the hair is
thoroughly dry the tangles should be
carefully removed with a coarse comb
with smooth, round teeth, and then it
should be well brushed.

Don’t neglect the ends; see that the
brush touches the hair from the roots to
the very tip ends.

CLIPPING AND COMBING

Another important point which is often
neglected iz keeping the ends of the hair
properly trimmed. They should be care-
fully examined, and at the least sign of
splitting should be singed or trimmed.

eglect to do this is frequently a cause
of premature grayness.

--~There aré many devices in the shops
for aiding in the care and beautifying
of the hair. One of the mewest is a
scalp sprayer for applying tonic or per-
fume, This looks very much like

currycomb with nickel teeth, atiached
to a rubber bulb such as is séen on an
atomizer. The teeth are hollow and are
filled with tonic by compressing the bulb
fnd then suddenly allowing it to expand,

By running this comb through the hair
close to the head and pressing the bulb
the fluid is forced directly on the scalp.
It is a much-simpler process than rub-
bing tonic in with the fingers or a brush.

I,believe that it is within every wom-
an’s power to possess beautiful, healthy
hair if she will. And if you haven’t it
it is because you are negligent. If you
have beautiful hair, give it every care.
If you have diseased hair, lose no time
