Another method of preserving timber 
has recently been tried. It consists in 
dissolving In naptha the heavy oils 
and waxes left after the distillation 
of petroleum, and forcing the solution 
into the seasoned timber In the same 
manner as In creosoting. The timber 
to then heated, when the naphtha eva­
porates, and Is recovered in a cooling 
chamber, while the waxes, etc., remain 
behind in the wood, waterproofling it.
