At the last meeting of Elizabeth-
town Township council, the following
resolution was carried :—

“Barr'ger—Taplin that the council
are of the opinion that tolls and - toll-
gates should be removed and abolished
from our municipality and that we will
do our utmost as far as in us lies to
carry the above project into execution
providing the ocounty oounmcil or
Government rates and comes to
our rescue to purchase the other toll
roads. And we further believe that
tolls and toligates shounld be a thing of
the past. As it is at present tolls are
a puisance and detrimental to the
travelling public, and in these days of
advancement and progression and to
keep in touch with the times, the
aboye proposition. should receive our
heartv support, and that all other
municipalities and corporations should
do likewise and thus secure freedom
on the public roads.”

The above paragraph is right in line
with what the press of the county has
been saying for the last quarter of a
century, and its significance lies in its
origin. For years Rear Yonge &
Escott and Athens have been endeavor
ing to secure the removal of the gates
on the Farmersville Plank Road, and
while they had no trouble in agreeing
upon the amount that each should pay,
they never found a council in
ElizabetLtown willing to contribute
the small sum asked from that munici-
pality. Apparently, the golden
moment has at length arrived, and the
progressive citizens inside and outside
of the counties council should have
little difficulty in arranging a satis-
factory settlement of the whole ques-
tion.

The matter should at once be
pushed to a conclusion, so far as re
lates 1o the municipalities chiefly
interested and to the aid that may be
obtained from the Ontario government,
8o that the counties vouncil may be in
a position to deal with it finally at the
June session.

As we understand it, the time dur-
ing which county  councils could
qualify for a share of the government’s
million dollar grant has expired, and
the grant is now to be made available
to individual municipalites,

™ BURNED TO DEATH

A very sad accident occurred :\
Brockville on Saturday evening, by
which Mrs. D. R. McQuigge lost her
life. About 9.30 she started upstairs
with her three children, aged uine,
seven and one year, holding the lamp
in one band and the baby with the
other. Turning to lock the front doeor,
she set the lamp on the lower step,
and while doing so, the baby, who had
a bottle in its hand, dropped it on the
lamp, smashing it to pieces. The oil
immediately ignived and ran over the
floor. At this time the two older
children were about balf way up the
stairs. Such was the position of the
children, with theé fire separating them
from their mother. Quickly realizing
that their avenue of escape was cut off,
Mrs. McQuigge at once proceeded to
stamp out the blaze with her feet. The
two little ones, bowever, successfully
got over the banister and ran<to the
front door. The mother pushed them
out and followed herself with the baby.
The latter she deposited on some grass
and shrieked for belp, Mrs. McQuigge
at this time being a mass of flame.
Neighbers came to the rescue and ex-
tinguished the flames, but not before
the clothes had almost been burned
from the woman’s body. She was
taken to the hospital but died a few
hours later. Mrs. McQuigge was aged
only 32 years. Her waiden name was
Alice Burns, a daughter of Mr. Jobn
Burns of Maitland. At the time of
the accident Mr. McQuigge was em-
ployed on the new Guelph and God-
erich Railway.

Olds, Alta., Apr 1, 1905.

Editor Reproter,—Olds is beautiful-
ly situatea on the plain that slopes
gradually from the east of the snow-
capped Rockies which, though eighty |
miles distant, present a pictare of
never failing interest. The town is on
the Caleary and Edmonton Railway,
87 miles north of Calgary and has a
daily train service.

HORSE GUARDS PARADE
At St. Petersburg Was a Tame Affair—
Czar Absent.

Petershurg, April 10.—The annual
parade of the Horse Guards, always here-

St
tofore one of the most spectacular mili-
tary cevemonies as well as social fune-
tions of the. year, was chiefly notable
to-day by the absence of Emperor Nicho-
las and the imperial family. The Horse
Guards is the Emperor’s own regiment,
and never bhefore has he failed to attend
its annual parade. \With the Empress,
Dowager Empress and the entire court,
the Emperor remaiped at Tsarskoe-Selo.
The only grand dukes who ventured out
of their palaces were Nicholas, Boris and
Alexander Michaeloviteh, the first named
representing his majesty.  Even Grand
Duke Viadimir, commander of the mili-
tary district, was not present, the ex-
planation being that he was detained at
the palace on account of sickness. The
danger to the imperial family was re-
garded as especially great to-day, as it
happened that this was the festival of
the immaculate conception, one of the
strictest religions holidays. All business
was suspended. the entire population was
in the streets. and the fear of an un-
toward ineident in view of the activity
of the terrorists, indueed extraordinary
precautions. Mounted gendarmerie were
stationed at the bridges and in the
streets leading to the barracks of the
regiment on the Tlorse Guards boulevard
to keep back the rougher element, and
ordinary spectators were not allowed to
approach witlin a block. The parade,
instead  of oceurring within the usual
open space before the barracks, took
place within the riding school, being in
every way a purely perfunctory affair,
a few foreign representatives of members
of society being present.  After the
trooping of the eolors the regiment
marched to the Chureh of the Aseension,
adjoining the barracks, where religious
services were held.  The area around the
chureh was filled with solid phalanyes of
enirassiers and  chevalier  guards, - who
later grected Grand Duke Nieholas as he
emerged from the portal with the *“*hur-
rahs” always given to members of the
imperial fawmily. The public had only :
glimpse of the ruling dynasty, and nc
echoing cheers came from the erowd. The
ceremony of trooping the eolors was also
carried ont in the square of the winter
palace by the troops on duty there. The
police made a number of arrests, but both
military displays happily passed off with-
cut disturbances,

MAY ADOPT RURAL RELIVERY.

Canadian Postal Officials at Washington
Looking Into Free System.

Washington, April 10.—Rural free delivery
mail service, as successf{ylly and exlensivcly’
established in the United States, has :ﬂal
tracted notice in Canada, and Canadian post-
al officials are now conducting an investiga-
tion, with a view to determining whether
such a service can be put into effective oper-
ation in that country. W. Smith, of Otta-
wa, Secretary of the Postoffice Department
of Canada, and George Ross, of "Toronio,
General Postoffice Superintendent of the Do-
minion, are now in Washington, and were at
the Postoffice Denartment to-day, in con-
sultation with various officials, who could
furnish them information concerning rural
free delivery. They held a brief conference
with Postmaster-General Cortelyou, but
spent most of their time in Third Assistant
Postmaster-General Madden's department.

‘‘Canada has no rural free delivery,” sail
Secretary Smith, ‘““and I cannot say that the

service will be established in the immediate
future. However, our postal officials have
been interested in the question for the past
two years, although no definite steps have
been taken as yet toward extending our cer-
vice in that line. We are always anxious
to learn, however, and we found that we can
learn much by studying the postal system of
the United States. We have watched the
growth of rural free delivery in this country
with great interest, and it is quite possible
that we may seek to profit by your exam-
ple.” /

The chief difficulty in the way of estab-
lishing a rural free delivery service in Can-
ada, it is understood, is that the rural dis-
tricts, except in comparatively few instanc s,
are so sparsely populated that the returns
from the service would not be proportionate
to the expense of maintenance.

Meeting L,ookéd Upon as an

Affirmation of Entente.

Response to Germany's At-
titude Towards France.

Paris, April 10.—The arrival of King
Edward in Paris to-day was the occasion
for a notable manifestation of Anglo-
French cordiality, which is being inter-
preted to-night-. a conspicuous re-
sponse to Germany’s attitude regarding
Moroceo, although the King remained
but a short time. He was met outside
the city by President Loubet, who held
a private conversation with his Majesty,
lasting nearly an hour. Beyond  this
private conversation, King Edward con-
fined himself to the usual public expres-
sions of good-will. He spoke at the sta-
tion of the pleasure a visit to France
always gave him.

President Loubet joinedsthe royal train
at Pierrefitte Station, where, surrounded
by distinguished officials of both Gov-
ernments, the two rulers exchanged
greetings. The King conducted Presi-
dent Loubet to his private car, where
conversation continued until the Lyons
\railway station was reached. Outside the '
station the crowd was held back by cor-
dons of police. During the half-hour at
the staton Kine Kdward continued to
talk with President Loubet and held an
extended conference with the British
Ambassador to France, Sir Francis Levi-
son Bertie.

King Edward left Paris at 7.10 o’clock
for Marseilles, where he will j8in Queen
Alexandra on board the royal yacht Vie-
toria and Albert.

The semi-official communication rela-
tive to the mecting of King Edward and
President Loubet says: “It is natural
to suppose the conversation between the
King and President led to an exchange |
of views on diplomatic questions of the
day, but as neither has divalged the
confidence it is necessary to receive with
reserve the morewor less ingenious ver-
sions which will be placed in eirculation.
Judging, however, from external appear-
arces, one cannot but remark that.the
rreeting to-day was marked not only by
less reserve than that of last year, but
notably by the greater freedom of con-
fidence exchanged.”

The public and press, however, herald
the meeting as significant. The Jour-
nal des Debats says: “It is a new af-
firmation of the Anglo-Fiench entente,
which will be followed by naval demon-
strations by British and French squad-
rcms,”

This, says The Debatz, is the response
to the attitude Germany has taken to-
wards France, and the paper adds: “It
will be prudent if statesmen at Ber-
lin fail to observe this particularly con-

spicuous reaffirmation of the Angln»l
Trench entente.

The Temps also says that the inter-
view emphasizes the enduranee of the
Anglo-French enfente,

The effect of the visit appears to be
o strengthen the determination to pro-
ceed with France’s poliey in Moroeco in
accordance with the terms of the Anglo-
French agreement. as the visit is con-
strued as a timely expression from the
signatories of that agieement.

Dist-ibuted at Knox
Convocation.

Toronto. April 10.—At the Knox Col-
lege convocation held last night in West
Presbyterian Church the degree of doc-
tor of divinity was conferred on Rev.
John Ross, of Brussels, Ont.: Rev. D. Gi.
McQueen of Edmonton. N. W. T, and
Rev. J. Turnbull, LL. B.,. of West
Presbyterian Church, Toronto,

The church was crowded to its utmost
capacity. After the opening exercises by
Rev. Dr. Milligan, Moderator of the Gien-
eral Asembly, Professor Robertson pre-
sented the graduates, fifteen in all, who
received their diplomas from Acting
Principal MacLaren, D. D.

In presenting the class Professor Rob-
ertson said he had never seen a brighter
class of young men so full,of Christian
zeal, and he could not but hope that they
would be a great blessing to the country.

FOR HOMELESS CATS, v

Institution  Established by Pussy’s
Friends in Washington,

The very severe winter weather which
has been unusually prolonged in Wash-
ington, has turned all charitable hearts
to the consideration of the suffering
that exists. The poor citizens have been
cared for, to the extent of the means
at hand; the birds have been fed by the
kind-hearted, dogs are under the care
of the District, but the poor, homeless
cat, the friends of the felines say, would
be entirely forgotten were it not for the
comparatively few members of the
Washington Cat Club. If not neglected,
possibly they would be maltreated by
heartless persons.

For several years it has been the con-
stant effort of the club,*both in summer
and winter to institufe a home and a
shelter for the downtrodden stray, the

*outcast and wanderer of the cat family,

the much despized and ill-treated alley
cat, which' by reason of the carelessness
and thoughtlessness of citizens is a nui-
sance and- a pest. The homeless cats of
the city ‘ destroy property (the flower
beds, young chicikens, ete.,) disturb slum-
ber ,wreck nerves and wring hearts
through their sufferings at the hand of
the small boy and the vicious adult, and
are a menace to the lealth, not only of
our pets, but of our children and of
our households,

The cat’s condition is not of its own
making, it is urged. Its roving and night
howling is not of its own secking, but
through the hardheartedness of man
it is forced upon it. 1f a cat howls it
is condemmed, but if it sits for hours
watching for a rat, man’s most despic-
able pest, it gets neither credit nor re-
ward, and when the snow is deep, and
there is no way for it to get a morsel
to eat, it is forgotten. It will not even
be allowed a sheltered place, be it the
cold of a back porch, to lay its weary,
hungry, but patient body, if the ordin-
ary human is cognizant of the fact.

After many trials, the surmounting of
many obstacles and with much hard
work in conducting shows, and many
hours of thought and discussion on the
part of the club members, their object
has been accomplished. A cat home ex-
ists and has for several months past,
and the energies that the club commands
are taxed to maintain it. The home is
located at 1830 32nd street northwest,
directly opposite the old xeservoir, one
of the highest points of the city. It is
a neat little two-storey basement bricic
house, nicely painted and kept by the
couple_in charge in the prime of neat-
ness and good order.

The basement rooms are set aside for
the cats, and runs in the large vard
forty by sixty. feet have been erected.
The yard is protected on the north by a
stone wall surmounted by the regulation
fence, making an enclosure at least four-
teen feet high and on the west by a
brick building, which, as will be seen,
protects the runs on the north and west
whence the cold winds blow.

A hydrant in the yard suppljes plenty
of fresh water, and several large shade
trees will produce the necessary shade
in summer. There are quite a number
of cats being cared for at present, and
all who wish are cordially invited to pay
a visit to the refuge.

The whole*object in the organization
of the Washington Cat'Club was the en-
deavor to protect and in every way bet-
ter the condition of the dopitestic cat, by
fostering the love of them, improving
the breed of the best varieties, caring
for the homeless ones and painlessly
nding the lives of the hopelessly sick
and maimed. With this object in view,
it is the earnest wish of the club to con-
tinue the refuge and home where the
broadest humanity and best methods of
care for, these beautiful and useful crea-
tures are employed.

To accomplish this the club asks the
co-operation of all those interested in
the real wel-fare of the cat in lessen-
ing the number of vagrant, starving
ones in our streets and alleys. It is hop-
ed that those interested will join the
club. and- that contributions for the
maintenance of the home will be forth-
coming.

Boarding cats will be fed and cared
for in strict accordance with the own-
ers’ wishes and instructions. They will
be called for and delivered free, within
the city limits. A» small fee wijll be

MAN OUT OF WORK A CRIMINAL,

Laws of Germany so Hold and Provide
for Sick and 0ld.

Interesting details regarding the con-
dition and treatment of the poor by the
municipality of Berlin are contained in a
report forwarded to the state depart-
ment by United States Consul Haynes
at Rouen, France. TFrom this-report it
appears that it is a crime in Berlin to be
out of work.

When a ragged man makes his appear-
ance on one of the streets in Berlin he
is immediately requested by a policeman
to show his papers. If they show that
the bearer has slept more than a certain
prescribed number of nights mn an asy-
Ium for the homeless, from three to five
days, he is immediately conducted to the
workhouse, which, although not a prison,
resembles the latter in all details.

Every person of humble means is in-
sured by the State in Germany. Clerks,
shop assistants and servants are com-
pelled to insure against sickness and old
age. The state has built an immense
sanitarium at Beel:tz at a cost of nearly
$2,500,000, where the wmvalided .citizen is
sent with his pension, in order to expe-
dite his return to the ranks of the wage
earners.

The whole object of the Berlin munici-
pality is to secure the physical and in-
tellectual well-berhg of its citizens, and
affhough the Germans are not soft-heart-
ed in the manner of achieving this pur-
pose, they have this recommendation—
they succeed. :

Dr. Freund, the chairman of s#ate in-
surance in Berlin, takes the ground that
the state shoull do everything to fit its
citizens for the battle of commercial com-
petition, and when it has done everything
¢when :t has first equipped then safe-
guarded and -afterward assisted in dis-
tress) it should punish sternly and stead-
Fall
sick, says the state to-its work people,
and we will nurse you back to vigor:
drop out of employment and we will find
you fresh work: grow old and we will
provide you with bread and butter, but
become lazy and vagabond and we will
lock you up and make you work till you
have paid the uttermost farthing of your
debt.

Rags and misery dare not Ite about in
the parks or scatter disease through the
crowded streets. If there is any, virtue
in the unemployed the state will dertain-
Iy develop it as well as it is possible to
do so. There is a central bureaun for pro-
viding men with work and when a man
knows that not to work means the work-
house he solicits employment lere and
elsewhere with such a will as almost
compels wages. In one year the state
has secured employmeént for 50,000 men.

The citizen is provided with sanitary
dwellings, with unadulterated food, with
schools and technical colleges and with
insurance for sickness and old age. For
a penny he can travel almost from one
end of Berlin to the other by electric
tramway or electric railway. Iis streets
are clean, brilliantly lighted and noise-
less; his cafes and music halls are in-
numerable. He lives in a palace. And

For a Home Garden.

Leading Varieties of Vegetables, With Notes oa Methods of
Caltivation by Prof. H. L. Hutt.

At this season of the year the ques-
tion of the farmer’s garden comes up.
Too often the arrangements for the mak-
ing of the home garden are neglected till
too late, and especially is this so im re-
gard to the ordering of the seeds. It
rerguently occurs that it is necessary to
order some varieties of seeds from a dis-
tance and: therefore it. is well to decide
early what varieties are to be planted.
The following list of varieties of vegeta-

es has been prepared with a view to
aiding in the choice of kinds suitable for
the home garden, and very brief culture
notes have been appended to each.

Asparagus—Conover’s  Colossal
Palmetto.

Plant in rows 4 feet apart, and 2 feet
apart in the rows; apply manure liber-
ally and cultivate thoroughly.

Beans—Summer, golden wax; autumn,
Burpee’s bush, Lima; winter, navy. Sow
when danger of spring frost is past.

Beets.—Globe, Egyptinn turnip; long,
long smooth blood.

Bow as soon as ground is fit to work,
Thin when small to 3 inches apart, and
take out every other one as soon as
they are large enough to use.

‘ Cirrots.—Chantenay and scarlet Nan-
es,

and

Sow early and thin the same as beets.

Cabbage.—Early, Winningstadt; late,
ﬂnii\ Dutch and Savoy; red, mammoth
rock. :

Sow seed of early variety in hot bed
about middle of March, and transplant to
open ground about emd of April. Sow
seed of late varieties in the open ground
about the end of May, and transplant
about the first of July..

Cauliflower.—Extra early Erfurt and
early snowball.

Treat the same as cabbage.

Celery.—Early, white plume; medium,
Paris golden yellow; late, giant Pascal.

Sow seed in seed box or hot bed about
first of May. Prick out into flats or cold
frame when about an inch high, and

—Early, golden bantam and white

;/ medium, metropolitan; late, coun-
men and Stowgll’s evergreen.

out first of May, and if plants

are injured by cold or frost, sow again

about the 24th of May. ;

Cucumber.—For skcing, white spine;
for pickling and slicing, cool and erisp.

Sow in hills about 4 feet apart when

danger of irost is over.

Lettuce.—Toronto gem, and California

cream butter.
Sow seed as early as possible and at
intervals of one month for succession of
crops. Thinplants to 6 or 8 inches apart
to secure good heads. .

Muskmelon.—Rocky ford or emerald
gem and Montreal market.

Sow seed in enriched and well prepared
soil when danger of frost is past. Hills
should be 5 or 6 feet apart.

Onions.—Yellow Danvers, prize-taker,
and red Weathersfield.

Sow as early as possible. The thin-
nings may be used as green onions.

Parsnips.—Hollow crown.

Sow as early as possible and thin to 6
inches apart in row. Leave part of the
crop in ground over winter for spring use.,

Peas.—Early, Steele Briggs’ extra ear-:
g; medium, Gradus; late, champion of

ngland.

Sow early kinds as early as possible,
and others at intervals of two weeks to
obtain succession of crops.

Potatoes.—Early, early Ohio;
Empire State. {

eep potatoes for early planting in a
warm room in the light for three weeks
before planting. Plant a few for early
use as soon as the und is fit to work,
and follow with others when danger of
frost is past. Plant late varieties about
the 24th of May.

Rhubarb.—Victoria, or any carefully
selected seedling variety.

Plant 4 feet apart. Manure liberally,
cultivate thoroughly, and break out seed
stalks as they appear.

Salsify.—Long white.

Sow as early as possible and thin to
4 inches apart in the row, Part of the
crop may be left in the ground over
winter for spring use.

Squash.—Summer, crookneck = and
white bush scallop; winter, Hubbard.

Do not plant until danger of spring
frost is over. Bush varieties require
about 4 feet of space between hills. Hub-
bard should have at least 8 feet.

Tomatoes.—Early, Earliana, Dominion
Day and Mayflower.

Sow sced in seed box or hot bed about
the middle of April. Transplant in the
open when danger of frost is past.

Watermelon—Hungarian honey and
Cole’s early.

f Plant when danger of frost is past in
well prepared hills 8 feet. apart.

PRUNING ::. |
FRUIT BUSHES.

To0-009000-9

Among the things that should occupy
the attention of the farmer and the fruit
grower at this time of the year, one of
the first in importance is the pruning of
his fruit trees and bushes, In the farm-
er’s garden the bush fruits are very gen-
erally neglected though the pruning
which they reqiiire is simple in nature
and can be done with comparatively lit-
tle labor. The following directions may
serve as & guide for some who have
bushes to prune this spring:

Raspberries—The pruning of raspber-
ries may be summed up briefly as fol-
lows: Remove the old canes after fruit-
ing; thin out the weakest of the mew
canes so that the row may not be too
thick; head back the new canes taabout
three and one-half feet, so that good
strong lateral shoots may be developed
near the ground. Strong laterals may be
headed back about one-half. In some lo-
calities where there is danger of the
canes being injured during the winter, it
may be best to leave the pruning=until
spring, but where there is no danger of
injury from frost the work is as well
done in the fall.

Blackberries or Thimbleberries—These
should be pruned much the same as rasp-
berries, except that the new canes should
be left somewhat longer, four to four
and one-half feet being considered about
right. It is generally advisable to prune
blackberries in the early spring, as the
canes are liable to freeze back during
the winter.

Gooseberries—\Without ecare gooseber-
ries Lecome a tangled mass, which pre-
vents the proper development and the
easy harvesting of the crop. The fruit is
borne on one, two and three year old
wood, mostly, however, on the one and
two year old wood. The aim should be
to replace the three-year-old branches
with good healthy new shoots very early
each season. Six mam branches, two of
which may be replaced annually, is a
good base from which to build the frame
of the bush. Head back the new growth
about one-third and keep the bush just
open enough to permit the easy harvest-
ing of the fruit. If opened up too much
there is danger of the fruit being injured
by sun-burning:

Red and White Currants—Currants are
borne on the short spurs arising from
the old wood, and near the base of the
new shoots. T'wo year old canes produce
the finest quality and the largest quan-
tity of fruit, although some fine berries
may be produced on the three-year-old
branches. . Train the bush to six main
stems, two of which may be removed
each season and replaced by two vigorous
voung canes. All other new canes aris-
ing from the ground should be removed.
Head back the two mnew shoots about
one-half and all new branches one-third.
Keep the head of the hush open enough
to permit of free cirenlation of air and
to admit sufficient sunlight to ripen the
frunit properly.

Black Currants—1ae ' treatment of
black currants does hot materially dif-
fer from that of reds. The fruit is borne
on one-year-old shoots arising from older
branches. As the bushes grow larger
and stronger than the reds, it is well to
leave about sight canes, rencwing two
cach season. Head back the growth se-
verely to encourage the formation of
many new spurs from the old wood for
the production of fruit. ILeave the head
open enough to permit of free circula-
tion of the air and the entrance of sun-

licht to the centre of the bush.—Press |

INDIANS MIX WITH WHITES.
ia Five Genorations Twe Races Will Be

Brantford, gave
some interesting information about
our Indian Wards in The House of
Commons the other day. He assured
the House that the money voted for
the Mohawk (nstitute had been
wisely and well expended, and if al)
the money voted for Indian educa-
tion had been as well expended no
fault could be found with the ad-
With re.
spect to the progress made by the In-
dians as a result of educational ef-
forts, Mr. Cockshutt regarded it as
satisfactory. As to the future of the
Indian race, Mr. Cockshutt was of
the opinion that the Six Nations will
ultimately become absorbad into the
Canadian nation. White blood is
now, so completely infused into the
racé that there are comparatively
few of pure Indien blood left. With-
in probably three generations; or five
at the mopt, the process of absorp-
tion will have been completeg at the
rate it is now proceeding. Young In-
dians who were educated at the
Mohawk Institute have beem very
successful, and he mentioned by way
of illustration several who occupy
important positions in commercial
and other walks of life. The result of
the adoption of the Provinci&l fran-
chise had been to deprive the Indians
of the Six Nations, in common with
those of other tribes, of the fran-
chise. This he regarded as a step in
the wrong direction, inasmuch as the
Indians were to be advanced in civili-
zation largely by placing upon them
the full responsibility of citizenship.
They should be given the franchise,
and, although he was riot in a posi-
tion to ask for that to-day, that
should be the ideal kept in view.
No nation in the world had pro-
gressed more rapidly than the Six
Nations, who a century and a halfl
ago were in a wild and savage state.
At the Mohawk Institute technical
and manual instruction were embrac-
ed in the curriculum, and that was
the only practical and effective me-
thod of imparting education. Al-
though pagan rites were practiced to
a very limited extent upon the re-
serve, it was largely the result of
the demands of white visitors, but
for whom these rites would have lonyg
since bhecome extinct so far as any
significance they might have formerly

We, the 2nd Battalion, Canadian
Mounted Rifles, landed in Afriea on, 1
believe, the last day of Fébruary, 1900.

Hospices of the Alps,

The Hospice of St. Gothard, which a
despatch from Geneva says has just. been
destroyed by fire, was useful in its day,
but that day has been past for about ten
years. The construction of the St. Goth-
ard railway has put the foot traveler by
that route, lost in the snow, and found
by intelligent dogs, wholly out of busi-
ness; and of late the old hospice has
served as an attachment to a rather
modern hotel, where one can live in more
or less vomfort for 8 or 9 francs a day.
The famous hospice is that of St. Ber-
nard, further west, that was foundea
by Bernard de Menthon in 962, and that
is still doing useful work on a rather
reduced scale. The original St. Bernard
dogs are believed to have come from the
Spanish i’yren«es, but it is said that the
old breed is extinct. These hospices
were really the mountain hotels of the
old days, those who were saved being
expected to express their gratitude by
liberal gifts; and in the middle ages
men “did pay royally for that kind of
service. .In these later years most per-
sons give about the usual hotel rates,
while the modern facilities of travel
through the Alps make a large number
of the visitors mere sight-seers. The
St. Gothard building doubtless had its
recollections, but for all the practical
uses of a mountain hospice it was mere-
Iy a relic of conditions and needs that
no longer exist.—Hartford Courant.

Flounders, called “flukes” in the More-
cambe Bay district, says the London
Graphic, are caught by means of stake-
nets pegged far out over the expanse of
yellow, treacherous sands.

RUSSIANS REPULSED,

Large Force of Russian Infantry Lose
200 Men in Killed and Wounded.

A Tokio cable despateh says: Imperial
Army Headquarters, reporting to-day,
says: “Part of our Kaiyuan force en-
gaged in driving the enemy, occupred
Kuyuaha, three miles nortfeast of Mien-
huachieli, on the afternoon of April 4.

“On the afternoon of April 3 the en-
emy, with mounted artillery and machine
guns, advanced south from the direction
of Tawo., on the Fenghua road, and-on
the morning of April 4 opened a bom-
bardment on Chincheatun.

“Simultaneounsly a large foree of infan-
try advanced from the viemity of the
main road. two other columns detouring
to cover both our flanks.

“They approached within 400 metres of
our positions., but at 6 o'clock in the
evening we entirely repulsed them.

“Our casunalties were 27 men wounded.
The enemy’s loss is uncertain, but it is
estimated at over 200 killed and wound-
ed.”

CRUSHED BY COPPER ORE.

Fred Hargraves, of ét;pper Cliff, Instant-
ly Kiiled While at Work.

Copper Cliff, April 10.—This afternoon a

Two Twin Screw Steamers Now Being
Built for the Company.

Tondon, April 10.—A “highly placed”
representative of the C. P. R. has been
talking to the London corresporident of
the Birminglwm Daily Post, and  says
there will be no turbine steamers in the
transatlantic service of the C. P. R.
The two twin-screw steamers now be-
ing built for the company will be the
fastest on the dircet route.  The com-
pany had a record list of railway de-
velopments, but did not. believe it would
be guided by any rigid rule touching the
exclusive use of steel rails or engineer-
ing plants made in Canada.

As in the past, the company would
place orders in the specific market in
America or kurope which offered the
maximum attraction in the way of price,
quality, and competence to deliver the
woods within prescribed time limits.

SCAMP IN CLERICAL G;RB.

Was Arrested for Forging Name of
Bishop Sweatman.

A Woodstock report: A forger of cler-
ical costume, who nas been operating in
eastern Ontario, was taken into custody
here to-day. At noon he asked to have
a check cashed at the Crown Bank. It
was drawn on the Dominion Bank by
Bishop Sweatman, of Toronto. He. en-
dorsed it with the name of “C. F.
Brooks.” The fact that it was dated at
Toronto, -April 5, made Manager Fuller
suspictous. He told his clerical visitor
that he would have to call to-morrow,
and then telephoned for the police.

The man immediately went to the Tra-
ders Bank and presented a similar check,
marked “for Synod expenses.” Manager
McMahon happened to be well acquainted
with the Bishop's signature, and, invit-
ing the bogus clergyman into his office,
locked him in and called the police, who
soon took him into custody. The prs-
oner is a- short man about 60 years of
age, becoming grey., He admitted this
afternoon that he had served time in
Kingston.

This is evidently the same man who
did up two banks for $25 each in King-
ston. The alleged clergyman called on
the bank managers and told of his asso-
ciation with bankers in other towns and
of his Jocat:on in a Kingston diocese
parish. Then he produced a check on a
Synod bank, and, as he had no means of
being identified, the managers accepted
his story and the checks were cashed.

NEEDS HEALTH EXPERT.

: Something Causing a Terrible Epidemic
at Hull

Ottawa, Apri] 10._Hull’s death rate in
the past two months has been the larg-
est in the history of the city. About
the first of February an epidemic of dys-
entery set in with most disastrous re-
sults, eight and nine deaths are occur-
ring daily, and last week there were 37
funerals. All efforts so far to check
the advance of the disease have proved
unavailing. Among those under five
years especially the mortality has been
appalling, as the following figures sup-
plied by Rev. Father Duhaut show:
From February lst eo March 1st there
were 146 deaths, of which 118 were of
children under five years of age, while
from March st to April 4th, there were
164, of which 133 were of children under
five years. This makes a tutai of 310
| deaths in two months and four days, of
which 251 were children and the remain-
ing 59 persons were over five years,

Among the Protestant population the
mortality, which is not so great, and
of which no fgures to date are yet avail-
able, will increase these figures, and tt
the present rate the four hundred mark
will be reached before the end of the
week. The druggists are overworked
and almost unable to meet the demnd
for prescriptions, and the doctors are
kept busy respondjng to calls for medi-
cal aid.

BLOWN TO PIECES. .

WAS KILLED BY AN INFERNAL
MACHINE WHILE IN BED.

Tuscon, Ariz., April 10—T. C. Lamb,
superintendent of the Tres Amigos Mine,
has been blown to pieces by an infernal
machine while asleep in his house at the
edge of the town. Several sticks of
dynamite were placed under a corner of
the house and a five foot fuse attacheu,
When it was exploded the house and
contents were scattered all over the hill-
side. Fragments of Lamb’s body were
found at places a half mile apart.
