CANADA’S FUTURE

(From the Boston Post.)
Our restrictive immigration fesvs are 

giving to Canada an opportunity that 
our northern neighbor has quickly grasp­
ed and is profiting thereby." Statistics 
iust furnished by the Canadian Pacific 
Railway show that immigration into 
Canada during the first six months of 
the current year has increased by more 
than 40 per cent. Dominion authorities 
rejoice over these figures, as they have 
every reason so to do, because they 
may be accepted as an indication that 

the first swell of a rising tide has set 
in towards the shores of the Dominion 
that bids fair to continue to 
increasing extent”.

There is pfenty of room up there for 
these newcomers, who numbered 77.125 
tor these first six months as against 
52,592 in a similar period of the previous 
year. They include nationals from 
about every country, even Russia send­
ing over about 1500. The English gov­
ernment is not alone encouraging its 
people to emigrate, but is co-operating 
with the Canadian government in fur­
nishing them with farms.

What Canada needs more than any­
thing else is qn increase of manpower,. 
The cultivation of its fertileand 
the uncovering of its hidden wealth has 
been handicapped and blocked by the 
lack of hands to do the work. Canada 
can take care of millions of newcomers, 
provided they are willing and able to 
work. There are tremendous possibili 
ties up there, that only await exploita­
tion and maturity to give to the world 
another great civilization as powerful 
and populous as any that are now tin 
existence.
