Victory for Cannon.
The nomination of James School­

craft Sherman, the. Utica, N.Y.. Con­
gressman, was not received with the 
warmest enthusiasm by the adminis­
tration and was in a measure a victory 
tor "Uncle Joe” Cannon, Speaker of 
the House of Representatives, who 
last night took hold of the Sherman 
boom and pushed it through. While 
neither the President nor Secretary 
Taft made any stand against Sher­
man. it is known that they would 
rather have had Dolliver or Cummins.

One New York Republican to-day 
even went so far as to say that the 
President could trot hare beaten Sher­
man after "Uncle Joe” took hold of 
his campaign even if he had tried.

The nomination of Congressman 
Sherman as Taft's running mate was 
a fitting climax to a convention which 
after nominating the administration's 
candidate for the Presidency, com­
promised on the most important plank 
in the platform.

Congressman Sherman remained in 
hi? room at the Auditorium Annex 
during the session of the convention, 
and tTie first word of his nomination 
was brought to him by Secretary Bart­
lett of. the Congressional committee. 
Shortly after the convention had com­
pleted its deliberations Mr. Sherman, 
followed by a mob of several hundred 
people, went to the New York head­
quarters in the second floor of the 
Auditorium. There a line was formed 
and while the band played a college 
glee club sang "Sherman's a Friend 
of Mine.” a paraphrase of "Old Rud- 
weiser.” The nominee shook ham' 
with probably 10,000 who formed 
line and passed in one door and out 
another.

COMMON CIVILITY.
Railroads may not be regarded as 

great moral forces, yet they have dons 
much, by those in authority insisting 
in many cases upon total abstinence of 
their employees in the use of intoxicat­
ing liquors, to or vance the cause of tem­
perance among the people. They are also 

gainst, the use of pro­
fanity among their employees and in­
sisting that the patrons of their roads 
shall be treated with civility and polite­
ness by those iu their employment. The 
employees of the Canadian Pacific have 
been instructed to refrain from swearing 
or using bad language and have been ask 
ed to see that the passengers also ab­
stain in a similar way, and the Grand 
Trunk recently discharged six men for 
disobeying orders and using profanity 
on passenger trains. Across the line the 
Lackawanna Railroad Company has is­
sued instructions to all employees and 
officers to be courteous in all their deal­
ings with the public. Courtesy, the com­
pany believes, is not only proper and 
pleasant, but it pays—it is good busi­
ness. and it expects that its patrons will 
receive politeness and civility when trav­
elling on their road or dealing with it. 
Other corporations and companies may 
well follow the example of these roads 
in this respect. Why should it be neces­
sary to instruct and order men to be de­
cent?

Half a Dezea Fire» Started by

Violent though it was, and leaving 
some destruction in its train, last night’.; 
storm was welcomed because of the great ; 
good the drenching rain must have done.

Government. Although as a result of 
the regulations passed on the return 
of Air. .Mackenzie King from England 
and the action of the Indian authori­
ties in discouraging any lurther emi- 
gation of Hindus to this country the 

ifiux ot" the latter has practically stop­
ped, the Government has founu that 
there is still a loophole or two by which 
Hindus, attracted by stories of high 
wages m British Columbia, might slid 
get into Canada. In order to lorcstali 
my possible influx this summer the new 
regulation has been passed.

l he order in Council does not specific­
ally mention India as the country par­
ticularly affected by it, but is eoucjbetl in 
general language, india, however,"is the 
only country to xvhicn it will apply:

'me order recites that: Whereas 
Canada is looking primarily for immi­
grants of an agricultural class to oc­
cupy vacant lanus, and as immigrants 
from Asia belong, as a rule, to the 
laboring classes, and their language and 
mode of life render them unsuiied for 
settlement in Canada, where there are 
no colonies of their own people to 
sure their maintenance in case of their 
inability to secure employment, it is 
necessary that provision oe made so

TRADE IS REVIVING.

Twenty-five Million Dollar Decrease in 
Two Months.

Ottawa, thine 19.—Trade figures for 
the first two months of the current 
fiscal veur show a total of $68,052,664, a 
decrease of $25.2IV,212, as compared with 
April and May of la*t year. Of this 
decrease $19,516,234 was in imports. 
Domestic imports fell off by $5,455,606. 
For the last month the imports totalled 
$23,424,684. n decrease of $11,382,556, 
while the exports of Canadian produce 
totalled $134*96,472, a decrease of $2,- 
998.585.

The falling off in imports of near­
ly 30 per cent, for the past two months 
reflects the business depression of the 
winter months, when wholesalers re­
stricted foreign orders for goods. Re­
ports being received by the Customs 
Department now indicate a gradual re­
storation of normal conditions and 
trade figures for the ensuing months of 
the year are expected to show consider­
able improvement.

glaceTbay BARROOMS.

Over a Hundred of Them in a No- 
License Town.

Glace Bay, June 19. The Dominion 
Coal Company will likely take a hand 
in suppressing the liquor traffic in nil 
the colliery towns, owing to the large 
number of men who absent them 
selves on Monday after getting their 
pay. Glace Bay, a no-license town, 
has 103 barrooms, a number of them 
dunning wide open. Last Monday 810 
men were away from work. This is 
ten per cent, of the company’s em­
ployees. Drink is said to be the cause 
of the greater portion of absentees. In 
one mine only did all the men chow 
up. The loss in the output from the 
beginning of the year to last April is 
estimated at 45.000 tons of coal, which 
is at the rate of 130,000 tons per year. 
The year’s loss in wages to the men am­
ounts to $130,000. The Government loses 
$16.250 royalty. A quarter of a million 
dollars are spent for liquor every year 
in colliery towns 3*i which the Dominion 
Coal Company operates mines.

It seems to be impossible to % t the 
town to enforce the law. The Coal Com­
pany will probably spend two or three 
thousand dollars a year to help enforce

WOMEN APT IN ASTRONOMY.

Many Members of the Sex Have 
Achieved World-wide Celebrity.

One of the most prominent of to-day’s 
scientists is Laxly Huggins—the wife of 
the president of the Royal Society — 
whose work in astronomy will descend 
to posterity with that of Caroline Hers- 
chel and Mary Somerville. Roth these 
ladies received, as some slight apprecia­
tion of their work, election as honorary 
members of the Royal Astronomical So­
ciety, and this year—sixtv-eight years 
after—the Royal Astronomical Society 
has seen fit to honor in similar fashion 
yet two other women—Lady Huggins 
and Miss Agnes Clarke. The former’s 
fame will inevitably be linked with that 
of her husband, whose work includes the 
foundation of a science—that of astro­
physics, on the problems of which hun­
dreds of earnest inquirers are at present

As a mere child, Lady Huggins, who is 
of Irish birth, became devoted to the 
stud}- of the stars, going out at night 
with a dark lantern and star atlas to 
learn the story of the heavens. During 
the day, too. she was no less indefatiga­
ble, examining the sun with her own in­
geniously made appartus and working 
at chemical experiments—and all this in 
spite -of no encouragement. The young 
girl had then some knowledge ajid skill, 
when in 4875, she married Dr. Huggins. 
A part of Sir William's brilliant later 
success has been due to the aid of his 
clever wife. The home at Tulse hill has 
the addition of an important observa­
tory, which is entirely a private one. al­
though the telescopes therein have been 
loaned by the Royal Society. Divided in­
to physical and photographic laboratory 
ies and fitted up with electrical arrange­
ments of latest pattern, the building is 
eminently adapted to research purposes. 
—London News.

SHARKS RETURN TO PREY.

Their Reappearance in the Baltic
Drives Away Small Food Fish.

As ia well known, fish like a change of 
home, and frequently, without apparent 
reason, abandon waters in which they 
have long disported, and are next foitfrf 
in some distant part of the sen. A de­
sire for a change of scene, however, is 
not the cause of the pilchards suddenly 
leaving the west coast of France, and 
the fishermen are unable to discover the 
reason.

Now it is announced, according to the 
testimony of fishermen, that the shark 
has returned to European- waters. In 
the Baltic, where sharks had been extinct 
since 1759, they have made their reap­
pearance in considerable numbers and 
several fishing boats report having whole 
catches of fish devoured from the nets,

! which were broken, in the Belt and the 
j Cattegat. A fisherman who fell over- 
! board narrowly escaped with his life, 
j Shoals of sharks, some of them large 
! size, have been seen off the German 
const, nnd they are even reported as be­
coming far from rare in the North Sea. 
Their presence is attributed to their pur­
suit of the herring shoals on the west 
coast of Norway.

Beetles That "Play Possum.11
!Look out for the blister beetles, more 

scientifically known as Hytta—long, 
slim, grayish-black bug| that about 
this time of the year suddenly appear 
in swarms. They have a great liking 
for clematis and Japanese anemonee, 
nnd usually touch nothing else as long 
as these last. These voracious eaters 
will clean up a large vine in two *>r 
three days’ time, leaving only) bore 
stalks. They should bo fought prompt­
ly and vigorously, nnd none left alive. 
One way to do this is for several to at­
tack them at once. J-ar the vines and 
every beetle drops to the ground in a 
counterfeit death, but only for a mo­
ment, nnd then they scamper off at a 
lively pace. Quick work with dubs 
while the bugs play 'possum will finish 
most of them if several unite in the 
work. An hour later, the same thing 

can be repented. Another way is to 
use insect powder, puffing the powder 
in a cloud of dust over the vine. It 
kills every beetle it touches and is the 
easiest way of all. Repeat the dust 
shower if more beetles appear, for the 
insect powder soon loses its power af­
ter the oxygen of the air strikes it.— 
Floral Life.

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CLINGS TO THE FALSEHOOD.
' The power monopoly organ, which had 

been using every resource of falsehood 
in its endeavor to commit the city to an 
onerous and wasteful contract for power 
with the Hydro-Electric Power Commis­
sion, seems to think that a sufficient 
answer to exposures of its falsehood, is to 
refer to contemporaries, unwilling to ex­
cuse its detestable conduct, as “Catar­
act organs.” On Tuesday last it indulged 
in some reckless falsehoods which both 
the Times and Spectator pointed out and 
refuted by the figures of the official re­
port of the llydro-Electric Commission. 
The Herald affects to regard the similar­
ity of the statements given in refutation 
of its falsehood as evidence cf collusion, 
or as suggesting "the idea of a pair of 
instruments moved by one lever” “in a 
common cause.” The only “cause” which 
the Times champions in this nutter is 
the cause of the people: the only argu­
ments it advances are those based on 
facts and sound principles. It holds a 
brief for neither the Hydro-Electric 
scheme nor the Cataract Power Com­
pany. It has no interest in either, nor 
does it seek, by pursuing a certain 
course, to induce any one interested to 
“reason” with it with the grosser forms, 
of “argument” to lead it to assume a 
different attitude.

The ^Herald’s statement on Tuesday 
was that the Hydro estimate for To­
ronto was that incandescent lighting 
could be furnished at 5 and 6 cents per 
kilowatt hour (yesterday it omitted the 
0 cents per kilowatt hour entirely!)

of incandescent lighting in Toronto. Th- 
Commission’s estimate or guess w.i* 5 
and fl cents pe,-kilowatt honr without 
lamp renewals, it assumed a certain cap­
ital cost for lighting system, a cast less 
than it is now expected to be. Any in­
crease in that capital cost will nv<;?s 
sarily increase the actual price of the 
lights. It based its estimate on a total 
consumption of 33.732 horse-power, 
which is more than three times Toronto’s 
purchase.

THE PINCHM JAPAN.
hlr. E. T. Dillon, in discussing Japan's 

financial status, draws attention to the 
herculean task which she has to face to 
meet her obligation of debt while pursu­
ing the ambitious programme she ivis 
mapped Out for herself. To begin with 
■he owes a foreign debt of 2.250,OOO.OuO 
yen, or about $1,125,000,000. The inler- 
est on this vast sum constitutes an ap­
parently Staggering burden for a people 
of her population and earning capacity. 
Then five years ago her annual budget 
did not require over 2'0,000,00J y 
while this year 610,000,000 yen is lev: -<1. 
Roughly, this budget calls for 12.01 y«n 
from every man, woman and child "in 
the empire, or 63 yen from each family 
of five. It means that it calls for 20 
per cent, of the earnings of every wealth- 
creating inhabitant. Japanese states­
men sugar coat this pill by saying that 
the Frenchman pays 37.80 yen, the Aus­
trian 34.41, the British 32.18, the Italian 
28.46, the German 19.68 and the Yankee 
14.09. That, Mr. Dillon remarks, may 
be true, but at best it is one of the half-

is that the average income of the Japan­
ese wealth producer is very much le.-s 
than that of the people who*» taxes his 
are compared with.

To add to the difficulties 
of her people the cost of living lifts enor­
mously increased within the last two 
years, prices of rice—the chief staple 
food—having advanced 1UU per cent, 
within a year. The Government, too, 
has extended its monopolies and is 
grasping at everything that may odd to 
its revenue. Its people are remarkable 
for industry, thrift and sobriety, but 
the exactions of the tax-gatherer threat­
en to overcome the advantages of these 
virtuous aids to progress. Already 
there is serious grumbling at the policy 
of the Government which places such 
heavy burdens on the people, and the 
increase ol" taxes and depression of the 
masses in consequence is much resented. 
Japan may nut have to go abroad to 
find her troubles, if in her haste to be­
come nationally great she overtries the 
patience of her loyal people. A certain 
amount of sacrifice is properly expected 
from the individual for the nation; but 
in this age of the world men should not 
lie required to become mere brute bur­
den bra revs for national ambition. ___

Put into a double boiler with 
three pounds of granulated sugar moist­
ened with the juice of six lemons. *lhcn 
add a half pound of blanched almonds, 
minced not too fine. Let boil until quite 
stiff, and seal. A most excellent relish 
to serve with roast meats.

Good Fruit Balls—Grind through a 
food grinder an equal amount of figs, 
dates, and nuts. Mix into a paste with 
melted currant jelly. Form mto balls 
and roll in powdered sugar.

Cucumber Pickles—To one gallon of 
pickles add one gallon vinegar, one cup 
of mustard, one cup salt, and two cups 
sugar. I hey will keep two years, and 
can be used as soon as. prepared.

Delicious Baked Cucumbers — The 
cheaper cucumbers, that have the large 
seeds, are the best to use. Slice the cu­
cumber in half lengthwise. With a spoon 
scrape out as much of the cucumber as 
possible, but do not leave the shells too 
thin. Add one egg, salt and pepper to 
taste. Use enough cracker crumbs to 
make a thick mold. Fill shells heaping 
full and put thin strips of bacon on top. 
Put in pan and bake in moderate oven 
about twenty to thirty minutes until 
nice and brown. Serve in the shells. 
Only the inside is to he eaten. The 
smaller cucumber» make a dainty dish 
when served individually.

Sun Preserved Strawberries — Take 
any quantity of berries you wish to 
preserve. Stem, wash, and drain thor­
oughly. then sugar, using about one cup 
granulated sugar to a quart of berries, 
unless extremely tart, then use more su­
gar. Let stand over night; place in pre­
serving kettle, and let come to a hard 
boil; skim. Place while hot in shallow 
pans (granite), or platters, with flue 
skimmer; then pour a sufficient amount 
of the sirup over them. Place in.sun for 
three days, or until thick. Place glass 
over pans, leaving a small corner free for 
ventilation. Must not he left out at 
night. When thick they should be 
whole and of a delicious flavor.

Steamed Brown Bread—Take three- 
quarters of a cup of New Orleans molas­
ses, two cups of sour milk, one-half tea­
spoon of salt, two cups of graham flour, 
one cup of cornmeal and one level tea­
spoon of baking soda; a few seeded rai­
sins may be added if desired.

After you have all ingredients toge­
ther except soda, dissolve that in a lit 
tie boiling water, and add the raisins 
dredged with flour. Steam for two 
hours; do not remove cover of steamer 
until done.

Pepper Relish—Take fifteen red pep­
pers, eighteen onions, three pints of cid­
er vinegar, two cups of sugar, two table­
spoonful of salt. Boil twenty-five min­
utes. Seal while hot.

Cream Surprise—An almost perfect 
substitute for sweet cream for coffee, 
when cream ia scarce or suddenly gone 
sour: The yolk of an egg well beaten 
and gradually thinned with milk to 
the proper consistency, then stirred into 
the cup of coffee.

Recent experiments have proved' 
that the average bird manages to eat 
about one-fifth of his own weight daily 
with ease, if he can get so much food, 
and in the wild state, though the 
bird has to hunt for his daily prov.

to get his full rations.

The smaller the bird, the more vora­
cious seems to be its appetite and ita 
power of absorption.

A German scientist recently kept a 
canary under observation for a mon*n 
the little creature weighed only six 
teen grams, but in the course of die 
rhonth it managed to eat 512 gr.vns 
weight of food, that is, about thirty- 
two times its own weight. The bir* 
must therefore have eaten its 
weight in food every day.

How Big Ocean Liners Eat.
(By Irwin Ellis.)

Wonderment at the dimensions of the 
two great liners, Lusitania and Maure­
tania, has subsided. It is taken lor 
granted that nothing is too great in size 
tu float tlie Atlantic, and that the limit­
ations of speed of the liner of the future 
easily may be that of the limited rail­
road train.

But in the period of interest in these 
two great sister ships some of the most 
startling of facts concerning them were 
not accessible to the public. The stu­
pendous figures concerning coal, steam, 
and water consumed by one of these levi­
athans only recently are leaking out for 
Lite wonderment of the world, 'that such 
giant vessels could be propelled through 
the water at twenty-five miles an hour 
and more day after day hinted at an 
enormous consumption oi coal. Here are 
some of the concrete figures.

In the bunkers of one of these vessels 
7.0UU tons of coal are stored for the At­
lantic trip. This means that 145 coal 
ears of 100,000 pounds capacity each 
would be required to load these bunkers 
to their capacity. This would require 
five monster locomotives and the crew 
for five trains to deliver this one load­
ing of coal at the docks.

How much of this coal is burned on 
the average trip is known only to a few 
privileged persons. But it is known that 
iu round figures each vessel consumes 
1,000 tons, or 2,000,000 pounds, of coal 
each twenty-four hours. In each ship 
are twenty-five boilers, each with its 
yawning fire-box underneath seething 
under forced draft. This means that into 
each of these furnaces 80,000 pounds of 
coal must lie fed every twenty-four hour# 
—the capacity, virtually, of the greatest 
coal car in railway service.

Each pound of coal should develop nine 
pounds of steam. This gives 1,800,000 
pounds of steam which passes eveïÿ 
twenty-four hours through the ship’s

turbines. This steam as generated and 
held for power stands at a pressure of 
200 pounds to the square inch. At this 
pressure a pound of steam occupies 
about two cubic feet * of boiler space, 
which indicates 1,680,000 cubic feet of 
steam through the engines every hour.

Six hundred and twenty-five thousand 
pounds of water a minute are necessary 
to slake the thirst of the great boiler*. 
This is 450,000 tono of water in twenty- 
four hours, or 100,800.000 gallons a day. 
The average consumption uf water in the 
cities is thirty-five gallons a day for 
each inhabitant, so that the needs of 
these passenger ships is equal to the 
needs of a city of almost 3.000,000 popu­
lation.

In the furnaces twenty pounds of air 
ore required to consume a pound of coal. 
Ihus twenty tons of air must be driven 
through the grates of the furnaces every 
day. With the temperature at 100 de­
grees, this means that 26,100,000 cubic 
feet of air enters the furnaces every 
hour. A pipe ten feet square supplying 
this amount of air would develop gale 
conditions with wind blowing at fifty 
miles an hour.

DEPTH OF CYCLONES.

Their Motion Does Not Affect the Up* 
per Atmosphere.

From the study of clouds an official of 
the United States Weather Bureau con­
cludes that the ordinary cyclones which 
traverse our country from west to east 
are not more than two or three miles in 
depth, although their diameter is many 
hundreds of miles. In other words, their . 
motion does not affect the upper regions 
of the atmosphere.

In the case of hurricanes this author­
ity finds that the depth is greater, 
amounting to as much as five or six 
miles. But higher currents blow direct­
ly across the cyclonic and anti-cyclonic 
areas which produce storms and fair 
weather at the surface of the earth.

This new theory tends to offset form­
er ideas concerning the circulation of the 
atmosnhere.

CIRCULAR SENT
TO CRICKET CLUBS

M. D. MacDonald, acting secretary held to consider the whole question.

i game by a score

of the Canadian Cricket Association, 
has sent out the following circular 
letter to the affiliated clubs :

As the result of a discussion at a 
meeting, held recently in Toronto, at 
which were present representatives 
from various cricket clubs in Toronto 
and neighborhood, it has been thought 
that it would be in the interests of 
cricket in Ontario if an association 
were formed to have a general over­
sight of the game in the province.

The multiplication of organizations 
is to be avoided, but thçrc is no or­
ganization which can look after, cr 
which pretends to look after the in­
terests of cricket generally through­
out the province. The Canadian Crick­
et Association does not appear to have 
the power to assume the oversight of 
cricket throughout the province, and 
in fact does nothing except manage 
and select the team for any match 
which is of an international character.

An association, representing the 
cricket clubs of this province, could 
arrange and control the playing of 
district and tie mat tes, and the play 
ing of an inter-» *• xincial match w«*h 
the Eastern Association, which would 
be of scarcely ijss interest tha i »n 
international match, and in many 
ways could prom Me the intere» -£ • f 
the game.

At the meeting referred to, a small 
provisional committee was formed to 
communicate with the secretaries of 
cricket clubs throughout the province, 
as far as they might be known, and 
to publish a letter in the press bring­
ing the project to the notice of the 
cricketing public generally, and to 
invita discussion at a meeting to be

or by letter to the press.
The committee desires to have the 

views of as many cricketers as pos­
sible with regard to the formation of 
a provincial association, having the 
objects mentioned, and it is hoped 
that those who are interested in the 
matter, if they cannot atter> in per­
son at the meeting, will communi­
cate their views on the subject to the 
undersigned, as secretary pro tern of 
the committee.

Th chief points upon which sug­
gestions are desired are the follow-

1. The desirability of organizing an 
association charged with the duty î 
looking after the interests of crick 
throughout the province.

2. The basis of membership of clubs 
in the Ontario Cricket Association and 
provisions for their representation.

3. What connection, if nnv. should 
such association have with the Cana­
dian Cricket Association.

4. Whether the playing of district 
matches, under the control of the as­
sociation, should be one of the ob­
jects of the association, and. if so, 
now the districts should be divided.

It is probably too late to admit of 
any district matches being played this 
year, but if the idea of the district 
matches is approved, the districts and 
schedules can be arranged during the 
coming winter for next season. There 
is no reason, however, why an inter- 
provincial match should not be ar­
ranged and played this year.

A meeting will be held at the King 
Edward Hotel, on June 29, at 8.15 p 
m., for further discussion, and if t 
is thought advisable an association 
will be formed and a constitution sub­
mitted and officers elected. All 
cricketers will be welcome at the meet­
ing.

ESKIMOS HAVE NO OATHS.

Curses Are Product of Civilization and 
Marks Race Development.

Just where oaths cauic from history 
does not record. At first glance ana 
without a moment for sober inflection it 
would seem comparatively safe to say 
that all languages contain some word uv 
words with wmch to express extreme 
displeasure,, disappointment or pain. The 
old Romans swore when they were pleas­
ed as well as displeased. Latter-day 
folk sweuv mostly when they are di»-. 
grunt led or angry. The Englisn language 
contains great, round, broad oaths lor 
all ocasioiis. the Latin tongues, such as 
the French, Spanish and Italian, are rich 
in expletives to be used as the event re­
quires. But a language without an oath 
surely can be no such thing. Human 
natuie k the same always.

Pain, joy, despair or pleasure entail 
the same emotions in the breast of the 
Eskimo as it does in the fiery bosom of 
the Latin, but that is just wnere the ex­
ception is. Ihere is no oath in the Es­
kimo language. I Qik, "the man with the 
broken nano,” stood in front 01 the 
make-believe icebergs of the Eskimo vil­
lage on the north Midway at Buffalo.

"Unguavin- 
aluk,’’ he grouted in savage tones.

FOOLED THE REPORTERS.

If the New Brunswick Elopers Are i 
Montreal.

Montreal, June 10.—That the daugli 
ter of Lieutenant-Governor Tweedie, of 
New Brunswick, and her coachman-hus­
band, with whom she eloped Wednes­
day night, are now in Montreal is prac­
tically certain, although the couple es­
caped at the station, and the small army 
of newspaper men who have been on 
their tracks up to this afternoon failed 
to locate them.

This morning a young couple who had 
been apparently recently married got 
off the St. John train at the V. F. R. 
station. They hurried through the 
crowd to the baggage room, where the 
man attended to some business. They 
then hurried out, stepped into a cab, 
and were gone.

The young man was a muscular-look­
ing chap, though not by any means good 
looking, while the girl was young and 
pret-tv. She was plainly but richly at­
tired in a dark blue travelling costume.

The couple in every way answered 
the description from St. John. Their 
arrival was before that of the newspa­
per scribes, and, therefore, ns no one

bout the station was curious about 
the track, and a heavy freight train 
trading undue notice.

The baggageman either has a poor 
memory or else he was subsidized by 
McEwan when that gentleman arranged 
matters with him relative to the bag­
gage.

Victim of Accident Will Get $75,000 for 
His Invention.

Montreal, June 19.—Joseph Mackie, 
for sixteen years brakeman and yard­
man of the C. P. R. in Montreal, and 
who some time ago lost three fingers 
uncoupling cars, has perfected an inven­
tion for car coupling which promises to 
make his fortune. It is a draw bar 
which can be used with safety when cars 
are being “kicked from one track to an­
other.” The V. P. R. is now negotiating 
for the exclusive rights of tins inven­
tion, which is pronounced to be the best 
thing yet by the railway’s experts. It 
is said that Mackie will get in the neigh­
borhood of $75,000 for it.

BIG FORCE ON.
Over the Mountains Now the G. T. 

P. U Coming.

Montreal, June 19.—From Prince 
Rupert comes the nexvs that Foley 
Bros., Stewart & Welch, contractors 
for the hundred mile section of the G. T. 
P. from Prince Rupert eastward, have 
two thousand men busy on the contract. 
These will have an all winter job in the 
heavy cuttings of the coast range, and in 
spring the force is likely to be reinforc­
ed to la-tween five and six thousand.

The new seventy-mile section, which 
is about to Ih» given out by the Grand 
Trunk Pacific west to Edmonton, will 
take the road to Yellow Head Pass, or 
two hundred miles west of the Alberta 
capital. Several tenders have been re­
ceived for this section, and the en- 
gitiers of the company are figuring out 
the cost.

A New Welland Canal.
Toronto Saturday night : A national 

undertaking, which would greatly bene­
fit (fenada. was the official intimation 
about a week ago, that the Canadian 
Government will procure estimates of 
the cost of deepening the Welland Canal 
to a draught of twenty-five feet,, and 
also of the cost of an entirely new canal, 
which might be more desirable and 
cheaper, as it could be made with a re­
duced number of locks. The cost was 
expected to range from $25,000,000 to 
$30,000,000. The transportation inter­
ests of this country, which are of great­
est importance in its development, are, 
we are happy to say, receiving some 
recognition. In respect to the appre­
ciation of the value of cheap water 
transportation, Canada is to-day far 
ahead of her neighbor across the 49th 
parallel. Both water and rail routes 
are encouraged by our Government. 
With a free and judicious expenditure 
of money in this direction, we will hold 
and increase our trade with the west. 
Only the other day the news was pub­
lished that several largb trans-Atlantic 
freight steamers had been withdrawn 
from business at New York because 
United States grain from the west was 
being shipped through Canada and out 
of Canadian ports on account of the 
lower rates imposed by our railways.

GERMAN AFRICA 
A RICH COLONY.

CONTAINS 10,000,000 POPULATION; 
TWICE AS BIG AS GERMANY.

Soldiers Well Drilled—Capital a Fine 
Town, and Officials Lead Comfort­
able Life; Street Work by Chained 
Women.

(By Frank G. Carpenter.)
Das es Salaam, German East Africa.— 

Stand with me under the cocoanut trees 
on the shores of the beautiful harbor 
and take a look at the chief city of the 
Kaiser's colonial empire. Germany lias 
five times as much territory on this con 
Lineut as in Europe, and German East 
Africa is the best of the whole. It is 
twice as large as Germany itself, and 
l)as es Salaam is its capital. The town 1 
is by far the most beautiful of all those 1 
1 have yet visited on the shores of the 
Indian Ocean. It is as bright as a nexv 
pin and it has every sign of prosperity 
and trade. There are great xvarehouscs 
along the wharves, a German' man-of- 
war lies in the harbor, and a huge dry 
dock, sufficiently large to hold any 
ship of this part of the world, is 011 the 
edge of the shore. There are craft of 
many kinds in the bay, and one of the 
large steamers of the German East Afri­
ca line has just come in on its way doxvn 
the coast.

Colony’s Capital.
Turning to the city itself, one walks 

through wide streets, shaded by tree» 
and bordered with flowers. There are

tives are the soldiers. The Kaiser has an 
army of 2,500 blacks to keep his mil­
lions of East African subjects in order, 
and so far they have doue well. These 
negroes have been selected for their size, 
and they remind one of the famed guard 
of Frederick the Great, none of xx-honi 
xvas under 6 feet. They are big framed 
and broad shouldered, and their faces 
seem to me the personification of ugli- 
jiess and brutality. They are dressed in 
khaki, with khaki caps with aprons at 
the hack to protect the neck, and their 
uniforms are much like those of the 
German army, save that they ore bare­
footed. These soldiers are armed with 
the best of modem guns and they know 
how to use them. During my stay here 
I have seen them at drill. They go 
through all the evolutions common to 
the (German army, including the famous 
“goose step,” and other military gymnas­
tics. I am told they are proud of their 
profession, and that they are loyal to 
the Germai», even when xvarring against 
their own people.

During my stay I hax-e visited the bar­
racks. The natives are allowed to have 
their wives with them. They cook for 
their husbands, and their presence keeps 
the soldiers in a good humor. This same 
custom of allowing the women to go 
with the army is common in British East 
Africa and l ganda, save that there the 
native soldiers and police live in villages 
of huts which arc put up for the pur­
pose.

Talk With Governor-General.
I met the gOx-crnor general shortly nf- 

tre I landed here. He is the supreme 
ruler of the 10,000.000 people who inha­
bit this great German colony and he has 
entire control of German East Africa. 
He has a grea^ building devoted to his 
offices and a beautiful villa in a great 
j»ark some distance axxav. My first talk

government house is far superior to any­
thing in British East Africa, and the 
great white poetoffice, with ita tiled 
floors, makes one feel as though he 
were in Europe rather than in the wilds 
of the black continent. There is a large 
German club, n half dozen modern 
churches, and a first-class hotel, which 
is known as the Kaiserdorf. There are 
many stone villas, the residence of the 
officials, and there are same faarly good 
business blocks. The buildings are all 
new, clean and artistic. Most of them 
were built by the German Government 
after plans by German architects, and 
the result is one of the prettiest and 
most artistic little towns of the world. 
Indeed. I know- of no place which com­
pares with this except some of the cities 
of Java, and they are by no means so

The Germans have laid out the town 
so that it seems to be a part of a Itotan- 
ienl garden. It is situated not far 
from the equator, and its vegetation is 
surprisingly beautiful. The buildings 
rise out of cocoanut palms, and the fan­
like leaves of other palm trees whisper 
a welcome as xve xvnlk through the 
streets. There are many acacias and 
trees loaded with flowers of all kinds. 
The roads are well kept. Every blade of 
grass and weed is pulled out, and 
chain gang of native women convicts 
paunds hard the roadbed after each rain. 
These women have iron collars about 
their necks, and there are chains which 
run from collar to collar, holding the 
gang together. They are bareheaded, 
hareshouldered. and barefooted, and 
they move along taking up the whole 
width of the road and pounding the 
ground firm with wooden stamps, which 
they raise and let fall in unison.

Where the Natives Live.
The natixe section of Dsr es Salaam is 

hack from the harbor. Neither Hindoos 
nor Africans are allowed to have houses 
in the European settlement and their 
huts are shoved off in the woods at the 
rear. The town has altogether about 
25.000 people. The most of them are 
natives of the different tribes which live 
along the coast and a large number who

Baron von Rechenberg excels as a lin­
guist. He speaks seven languages fluent­
ly and he has mastered some of the na­
tive tongues here. He can talk with his 
subjects in Sw-nhili and he understands 
the African natix-c alxout as well as any 
man in this part of the world. He 
spends a great deal of his time travel­
ling o\*er the colony. He has just return­
ed from p. long safari about the slopes 
of Mount Kilimanjaro; he knows the 
coast lands thoroughly and he has made 
many trips into the interior. Our eon-_i 
versation was hold in English and it cov- 1 
ered a variety of subjects.

Government of the Colony.
I asked the governor general to tell 

me something ns to how- the colony is 
managed. It has a governor general ap­
pointed by the kaiser and nine adminis­
trators, one by the kaiser and nine ad­
ministrators are appointed by the goxer- 
nor, and each is aided by a council of 
three or five members, of xvhieh the ad­
ministrator is president. The members ot 
thkx council are appointed by the gov­
ernor and one of them must represent 
native interests. Justice is administered 
by supreme courts and district and. na­
tive courts. The army consists of the 
military and the police and in it there 
are about 300 Germans and 2.500 na-

Ro far the chief trading station has 
been Bagsimayn. which lies on the coast 
juat opposite Zanzibar, which is on an is­
land thirty-four miles across the chan­
nel. From time imme.norial the porters 
have brought ivory and other goods on 
their heads from Central Africa to that* 
port, and have shipped them to Zanzi­
bar and thence shipped inland via Bagia- 
jnoyo.

CANADA’S
LABOR LAWS

APPLAUDED AT PAN-ANGLICAN 
CONFERENCE.

Mr. N. W. Hoyles, K. C., Tells of the 
Fair Wages Act and the Lemieux 
Act—Socialistic Tendencies of the 
Younger Clergy.

London, June 19.—At the Pan-Angli­
can Congress when the question of 
capital and labor came up for discus­
sion, under the Presidency of the 
Bishop of Columbia, Mr. N. W. Hoy­
les, K.C., told his hearers how far 
Canada had gone on labor question, 
and won rounds of applause when he 
declared that the State should no long­
er be content to act as a trustworthy 
policeman and keep the ring while tne 
various contestants struggled and 
strove therein. A fair wages clause 
had now a place in every Canadian 
Government contract.

The Labor Department was respons­
ible for deciding what were in any 
given place a circumstance fair wages, 
and Conciliation Boards, about which 
public opinion played freely, had 
proved entirely successful in prevent­
ing serious labor disputes, but the 
evils of unemployment were growing, 
and the recent practice of despatching 
unfit English emigrants in large num­
bers was adding to it.

Canon Walter Williams, New Zea­
land, said he came home to find 
“friends among the laity turned pro­
tectionists and his friends among the 
clergy become Socialists.” The So­
cialism of the younger clergy seem* 
especially marked. They loudly ap­
plaud every proposition which makes 
for State control, municipal enter- 
price and Socialist ideals.

The Bishop of Columbia, summing 
up the discussion on capitalism,-sain 
that the Canadian method of investi­
gating and fixing wages before the 
letting of a contract was most valu­
able and a new departure. (Hear, 
hear.) It was worthy of consideration 
whether any trade ought to be al­
lowed to continue that did not provide

from back in the interior. Many of them 
are Swahilis, noted as the brightest of 
the East Africa negroes, and there are 
also a large number of East Indians who 
have monopolized the retail trade.

These people all dress in cottons and 
they are more clad than those 1 saw in 
British East Africa, Uganda, or around 
Lake Victoria. Some of the native wo­
men arc fine looking, but they all muti­
late their ears and many scar their 
bodies so that the flesh stands up in 
great welts. The women comb their 
hair in such a way that they seem to 
wear hoods. They shax-e partings at in­
tervals of about one inch all around the 
head, plowing furrows as it were over 
their scalps. Many wear enormous ear 
plugs, which distend the lobes of the ear 
so that a silver dollar can be easily slip­
ped in and out through them, and a few 
have nose rings. Their clothes are of 
bright colored prints made in India and 
shipped here from Bombay.

London, June 20.—This month will 
be a memorable one for Anglican 
churchmen. On Monday last com­
menced in London the Pan-Anglicm 
Congress, the most remarkable gath­
ering which has ever assembled ;n 
the history of Christianity. It com­
prises not only members of the 
Church of England, but also mem­
bers of her several daughter and sis­
ter churches—as, for example, the 
churches of Ireland, Scotland, Aus­
tralia, Canada and South Aifrêa, and 
the Episcopal Church of America, to­
gether comprising the Anglican Com­
munion.

Some idea of the aims and organiza­
tion of the congress will be obtained 
from a comparison with existing 
church gatherings. It differs from the 
annual church congress, inasmuch an 
not only has every one of the 251 dio, 
ceses scattered all over the world 
been invited to send delegates, but 
also each see has been consulted in 
the drafting of the programme, ft 
differs from what is known as the 
Lambeth conference, which is a de­
cennial gathering of all the bishops 
of the Anglican Communion, because 
of its representative membership, be­
ing composed of archbishops, bishops, 
deans, archdeacons, canons, preben­
daries, priests, deacons, laymen and 
women. And., thirdly, it differs from 
any previous religious or political 
meeting, or series of meetings, be­
cause of the fact that five years have 
been spent not only in the organiza­
tion of the details of the congress, 
but also in preliminary discussions 
and the study of probable subjects 
for consideration.

The congress commenced on Monday 
with a celebration of holy commun­
ion in Westminster Abbey. This was 
followed by an intercession service for 
the workers, also at the abbey, and a 
reception of delegates in the even­
ing. The meetings prof>er are con­
ducted on the sectional principle

which obtains at the meetings of 
the British Association. Several halls 
have been engaged, among them be­
ing the Royal Albert Hall, Cox ton 
Hall and the Church House, West­
minster.

In the evenings mass meetings were 
held at the Albert Hall. In addition, 
four great evening services were held 
during the congress at St. Paul’s 
Cathedral, and the four selected 
preachers represented Asia, Africa, 
Australia and America.

Suffragettes Plead for Plank in Republican National Platform in Favor 
of Equal Political Rights for Women

WANTED SYMPATHY.
TALE OF PARISIAN’S MORBID DE­

SIRE TO ATTRACT ATTENTION.

Caused Sores on His Limbs With Potash 
and Even Allowed His Arm to be 
Amputated—Suffered Terribly From 
His Injuries.

Paris, June 19.—A remarkable story 
has been related at the Academy of 
Medicine by Dr. Paul Dieulafoy of 
the case of a man who, from a mor­
bid desire to attract attention and 
sympathy, wilfully • allowed the am­
putation of an arm for the sake of 
curing an imaginary disease.

The subject enjoyed excellent 
health, was intelligent and well-bred, 
and was employed in a Government 
office, where he bore an excellent 
reputation. WThen his misfortune first 
began he was a centre of friendly sol­
icitude. That was a few years ago. 
At that time there suddenly appear­
ed on his left arm a numbjr of raw 
sores. The man consulted several 
physicians. Their diagnosis was al­
most always different, and the treat­
ment invariably unsuccessful. The 
sores were so persistent and rendered 
the poor fellow so unhappy that a 
surgeon finally suggested that he have 
the arm amputated. The patient con­
sented, and the operation was per­
formed.

Three months later the sores ap­
peared on the right arm, and then 
on the feet. The patient sought con­
sultation at the Hotel Dieu with Dr. 
Dieulafoy, one of the most celebrated 
practitioners in France.

The phvsician studied the case thor­
oughly. he was forced to reject one 
hypothesis after another until one day 
in the course of an examination he 
noticed that the sores were similar to 
those made by potash burns. H pliad 
the patient with questions, and .’.c- 
cused him of causing the sores him­
self. The'patient met the insinuation 

first with indignant denials, but 
finally confessed the truth. Under

the dominion of an impulse too strong 
for the will to overcome he had made 
all the sores himself with potash 
The same impulse forced him to sub­
mit to amputation.

Dr. Dieulafoy said that this was one 
of the most remarkable cases of simu­
lated disease that he had ever noted. 
The patient suffered terribly from the 
wounds, and stood the suffering hero-

CATERPILLAR PLAGUE.

Train in New Brunswick Stopped by 
Immense Army.

St. John, N.B., June 19.—Caterpil­
lars are creating havoc in many sec­
tions of the Province. An army of 
them is reported from York county 
between Tracy and Cork stations, on 
the C. P. R. line between Frederick0 
Junction and McAdam. On Thurs­
day evening the pests started to cross 
th track, and a heavy freight train 
that came along and-rushed on them 
was soon stalled. Three times in a 
distance not greater than a mile the 
train was stopped by the pests. The 
train crew were forced to use shovels 
to clear the track.

They report that there were mil­
lions of caterpillars, and that they 
had eaten a most every green thing in 
eight, and had wrought particular 
havoc to poplar trees. More than an 
hour was spent in getting the train 
past the spot, and it was only by 
shovelling the caterpillars off the line 
and piling up gravel that the train- 
ment succeeded in overcoming the dif­
ficulties.

TWO OF TAFT'S SPEAKING POSES.

SPOKE OF MEMBERS OF THE GOV­
ERNMENT AS GRAFTERS.

New Military Buildings at Toronto and 
Winnipeg Under Discussion—Supply 
to the Amount of a Million Dollars 
Passed—Breeze in the House.

Ottawa, June 19.—The House went in­
to Committee of Supply in the evening, 
consideration of the public works esti­
mates being resumed.

An incident of the discussion on the 
item of the Winnipeg military hospital 
was an attack on the Minister of Mili­
tia by Dr. Barr, who declared that Sir 
Frederick Borden trusted too much to 
his subordinates.

Several Opposition members criticised 
the proposal to erect a separate build­
ing as an hospital at Winnipeg on the 
ground of expense.

Sir Frederick Borden, in defending the 
vote, stated it1 was the intention as soon 
as possible to construct new military 
buildings in Toronto, and the plans, 
which were now practically completed, 
provided for the necessary hospital ac­
commodation in a separate building.

In connection with the vote for Do­
minion* buildings in Ottawa, Mr. George 
Taylor read an anonymous letter, charg­
ing an official of the Public Works De­
partment with having obtained a holi­
day in order to act as a deputy return­
ing officer in the recent Provincial elec­
tions. Mr. Taylor protested against such

Hon. Mr Pugsley expressed surprise 
that a deputy returning officer should 
be appointed from partisans in Ontario. 
That was not the case, he said, in other 
Provinces.

A rather lively scene followed a re­

ference by Mr. Henderson to “the graft­
ing Government." There were cries of 
"Order, order,” from the Government

Mr. Henderson, amid the laughter and 
applause of the Opposition, expressed 
surprise thAt anyone should object to 
the words. They embodied a common 
expression, so well understood in con-? 
nection with the Government that no 
one thought there was anything wrong 
in it. He made use of the word grafter 
in no offensive sense, he went on, amid 
renewed Opposition laughter. The word 
was so common that he would not think 
any member of the House would feel 
hurt if it was applied to him.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley did not think such 
language in order or gentlemanly.

Members of the Opposition immedi­
ately raised shouts of “Order, order'/* 
and tried to make it appear that Mr. 
Pugsley had declared Mr. Henderson wa* 
not a gentleman.

The Minister protested against any 
such construction being placed on hi» 
words. Mr. Henderson was so gentle­
manly and courteous that no one could 
help but regard him ee a gentleman, 
and Mr. Pugsley was sure the reference 
to grafters was made in a moment of 
absent-mindedness.

Whereupon Mr. Henderson smilingly 
arose and remarked : “I think I ought 
now to rise and say that the hon. Minis. ' 
ter of Public Works is not a grafter.”

The incident thus.closed.
During the course of the discussion 

on the item for Rideau Hall, Hon. Mr. 
Pugsley said he thought the time had 
come when they should cease spending 

i money on repairing the present resi­
dence of the Governor-General and look 
out for a site for a new house. Items 
amounting in the aggregate to about 
$1.000,000 were passed.

The House adjourned at 11.16.

Themselves are both zealful and confi- j 
dent that the National American Woman ; 
Suffrage Association has prepared to j 
be presented to the Resolutions Commit 
tee of the National Republican Conven­
tion a resolution which, if passed, would 
commit the grand old party to the en­
dorsement and support of feminine en­
franchisement.

Be the reason what it will, the reso­
lution is ready, and is to be commended 
to the consideration of the gentlemen of 
the Republican party by a committee of 
half a dozen chosen suffrage orators and 
leaders, and will be "endowed with accen­
tuated weight by the courtesies and 
civic honors accorded the delegates to 
the Republican National Convention and 
their wives by 100 representative women 
of Chicago and Illinois at the rooms of 
the Chicago Woman's Club through the 
entire session of the vast political assem­
bly.

Members of Resolutions Committee.
The Committee on Resolutions for the 

National Republican Convention will 
probably include Senator A. J. Hopkins, 
of Illinois; John Edward Addicks, of 
Delaware; Powell Clayton, of Arkansas; 
William L. Ward, of New York; J. W.

“This movement in the United States i 
for the enfranchisement of women would 
be helped greatly if the National Repub­
lican Convention would pass a resolution 
something like the one noted below. May 
we depend upon your help in securing 
the passage of such a resolution if you 
believe the women of Che United States 
should be honored as are the women of 
these other countries? Yours truly, 

"Ellen M. Henrotin,
“Gertrude B. Blackwelder, 
“Catharine Waugh McCulloch. 

“For the National American Woman 
Suffrage Association.”

Equal Suffrage With Men Asked.
“Resolved, that we favor the extension 

of the elective franchise to the women 
of the United States, by the states, upon 
the same qualifications upon which it 
is now accorded to men.”

In the absence of Mrs. McCulloch from 
Chicago to attend the International Wo­
man’s Suffrage Alliance meeting in Am­
sterdam almost simultaneously with the 
Republican party in Chicago. Mrs. Hen­
rotin is general of the resolution cam­
paign and has summoned to her aid Miss 
Harriet Stanton Blatch, auditor of the 
National American Suffrage Associa­
tion; Miss Grim, of the University of 
Illinois, who won the oratorical contest 
on woman's suffrage at Galesburg, I1L, 
in May, and secured the El mina Springer 
prise; Rev. Gertrude Bartlett Crane, who 
represents the professional women, and 
Miss Jane Adda me, who, as Mrs. Hen­
rotin phrased it, “we put on all com­
mittees.”

After an introductory address by Mrs. 
Henrotin, each of these women will 
speak in favor of the resolution before 
the members of the Republican conven­
tion. And their direct efforts toward 
influencing the passage of the resolu­

tion indorsing the enfranchisement of 
women will lie aided and abetted by the 
indirect methods, characteristically fem­
inine. of the committee of one hundred 
Chicago and Illinois women led by Miss 
Jane Addams, Mrs. Charles Henrotin, 
Mrs. Charles S. Deneen, Mrs. Black- 
water. Mrs. Frederick K. Tracey. Miss 
Ellen L. Foster, and Mrs. Ira G. Worden, 
secretary. The members of the commit­
tee are recruited from the most prom­
inent of workers in clubs, civic affairs, 
and educational matters.

<>n Wednesday the sthie officials and 
their wives will be tendered a reception, 
and on Thursday all the delegates and 
their wives will lie guests of honor at 
the largest and most important of the 
three functions. On one afternoon Mrs. 
Kate Wisnier MeCluskey will read from 
“The Modern Madonna,” one of the new 
American suffrage novels, and every 
afternoon there will lie music under the 
direction of Miss Jennie Johnson, special 
songstress to suffragettes.

It is also expected that some of the 
women delegates will make addresses 
pointing to the benefits derived from 
woman's vote in the states where she 
casts a ballot.

(By the Rev. Canon Scott Holland, D.D.)

"Let them alone; they be blind leaders 
of the blind. And if the blind lead the 
blind, both must fall into the ditch.”— 
Matt. xv. 14.

The pathos of the perverted con­
science, of misdirected sincerity, of dis­
astrous loyalty! Here, in a vivid pic­
ture, we see and feel the misery of it 
nil. Remember, "t is the Plmrisco who 
suggested the picture. Our Lord is think­
ing, therefore, not uf some poor, pitiful 
man shut up in his blindness, and hum­
bly, tentatively feeling his way along 
with creeping, bewildered steps. No. but 
of the man. who has no notion that he is 
blind. Everything in him carries him to 
the front. He has the instincts of com­
mand. lie is confident in himself. He is 
sure of his aim. And he is absolutely 
sincere. He commits himself wholly to 
his supreme business of leading. He 
has but one desire—to discharge his ob­
ligation faithfully. He has no doubt, 
hesitation, vacillation; for hç feels that 
he has the exact qualities which mark 
him out for his post. He has capacity, 
steadiness, tenacity, courage, force of 
will, concentration, devotion, self-reli-

Yes, only he is blind. That is the 
hitch! He cannot take the true measure 
of things. He cannot detect what is in 
front of him. With all his splendid gifts 
he cannot see what is happening, nor 
where he is going. And, therefore, he 
is making straight for the ditch. And, 
behind him, those others who follow 
have all th? virtues that should make an 
effusive party. That is what Pharisa­
ism suggests.* They thoroughly trust 
their leaders. They will follow them any­
where. They are committed .they are 
loyal, they never linger, or waver, or 
criticise, or dispute. When the word is 
given them, they go forward. They act 
as a corporate body at the guiding touch 
of the chief whom they have chosen. 
Compact, resolute, sympathetic, attuned, 
they move as one man. They discharge 
themselves in a single mass down the di­
rections given. A perfect organization.

VIII. Topic: Fact and purpose of 
Christ's death.

he was crucified at nine o'clock; two 
thieves were crucified with him; Pil­
ate wrote the title in Hebrew, Greek 
and Latin ; the soldiers cast lots for 
Christ's tunic; Psa.

IX. Topic; Divine voices in the re­
surrection. Place: A garden near Cal­
vary. Mary Magdalene stood near the 
tomb weeping; she looked into the sep­
ulchre; saw two angejs in white; they 
asked her why she wept ; she replied 
that they had taken away her Lord and 
she did not know where they had laid 
him; turning she saw Jesus, but suppos­
ed him to be the gardener; he spoke1 
her name; she knew him; he sent her

X. Topic; A personal vision of Christ. 
Place; Jerusalem. It is the evening of 
the resurrection Sunday; the disciples 
assembled; Thomas absent; Jesus en­
ters; shows his hands and feet; blesses 
them; gives them authority over sin; 
Thomas would not believe; one week 
later Jesus appears again; Thomas pres­
ent; sees Christ and is convinced that 
he has really risen; Jesus pronounces a 
blessing on those who believe though 
they have not seen.

PRACTICAL APPLICATIONS.

He could as easily raise 
Lazarus that day as the lost day, for 
He, the resurrection, the power, to im­
part, maintain and restore life was 
there. He would teach Martha that the 
resurrection was not an impersonal fate 
to take place in the future, but a per­
sonal effect proceeding from himself; 
not a distant resurrection-time, but a 
present resurrection-power.

III. Life and service. “She hath done 
what she could” (Mark 14, 8). God will 
use what you have if you lovingly do 
your part.

IV. Life and love. “By love serve one 
another” (Gal. 5, 13). Human love can­
not attain to all this. We must obtain 
divine love. We must “abide in His love” 
(John 15, 10).

V. Life and heaven. “In my Father’s 
house are many mansions” (John 14, 2). 
Faith in Christ here leads to life with 
Christ hereafter.

VI. Life by the Spirit. When Jesus 
went to the* Father He sent the Com­
forter, the Holy Spirit, to give life to 
the world.

VII. .Life and power. “As soon then 
as He had said unto them. I am He. they 
went backward, and fell to the ground*” 
(John 18. 6). The soldiers fell backward; 
Jesus demanded protection for His dis­
ciples; the servant's ear was healed, all 
of which shows His supernatural power.

VIII. Life through death. “Christ 
died for our sins according to the Scrip­
tures” (I. Cor. 15, 3). lie took the place 
of the forsaken, that we might take the 
place of the accepted (Eph. 1, 6).

IX. Life after death. “But now is 
Christ risen from the dead, and become 
the first fruits of them that slept” (1. 
Cor. 15, 20). A little girl stood with her 
mother beside the open grave of a dar­
ling sister. Her mother said, “Take one 
more look, my child, this is the last look 
you may have of your sister.’’ But the 
child thought beyond the tomb, and re- 
olied. “Oh. mamma, we shall see her in 
the resurrection.” What a balm that 
was, in that hour of severe anguish. It 
was better to think of that part, than 
grieve over the separation on earth.

X. Life imparted through Christ.. “But 
these are written, that ye might believe 
that Josus is the Christ, the Son of God; 
and that, believing, ye might have life 
through His name" (John 20, 31).

XI. Life and service. Peter was for­
given and then given a great work to do: 
"Feed my lambs.” “Feed my sheep.”

Moving Pictures in Color.
E. Albert Smith, lecturing in Lon­

don concerning automatic colored pic­
tures, said :

“When I show you a small roll <'f 
kinematograph films bearing, say, 
5,000 little photographs, these photo­
graphs having no trace of color about 
them, you nre to understand that they 
carry within themselves, in their long 
range of tones and half tones, so to 
speak, a record of the color waves 
received by the lens when the picture 
was taken, and when this film is 
run through a bioscope projector fit­
ted with the proper attachment the 
recorded ‘color waves' are again set 
in motion and the scene is reproduced 
to our eyes in its proper colors.” Com­
menting on this, the London Lancet

"First of oil, a film is used which is 
rendered as sensitive to red, yellow, 
or green rays as the ordinary photo­
graphic film is to blue rays. This is 
run through a kinematograph camera 
in the usual way, with the exception 
that between the film and the lens is 
a rotating disk, part of an annulus 
of which is composed of a green gela­
tin screen—i. e., blue plus yellow— 
and another part of the same annulus 
of an orange red screen—i. e., red 
plus yellow. The film when developed 
shows no color at all. but only the 
ordinary gradations of black and 
white. When, however, this film is 
again run through the kinematograph 
lantern, with the revolving disk be- 
ween it and the lens, the color waves 
are again actuated and the photo­
graphs on the film appear upon the 
screen in color. Thus the photograph 
of a lady in a white dress with red 
sash and red roses in her hat came 
out in pure coloring, while another 
photograph of a child dressed mainly 
in green who held up at intervals a 
tartan plaid, the tartan containing a 
great deal of red and yellow, came out 
equally well. Allowance has to be 
made for the fact that as the films 
were taken by daylight and exhibited 
by the arc light the colors naturally 
showed some slight deviation from the 
appearance which they would havi 
presented by daylight. So far as we

Heliotrope, however, is a different 
matter, and few know that, mixed with 
powdered orris root, the result Is almost 
the fragrance of the violet, and It Is 
far more lasting. In fact, orris has a 
preserving effect on most sachets, and 
should always be mixed with them.

The sachet should be In little, white 
cotton bags, which will not hold too 
much powder. In fact, these are called 
"thumb bags." for they are about the 
size and shape of a thumb. This does 
not waste the powder and. when the 
fragrance has gone bag «and all may 
be thrown away.

The hat is a good medium for per­
fume, as it Is worn in the open 
sir and Is away from the natural 
warmth of the body.

Sometimes the hat Is scented by put­
ting some orris and heliotrope In the 
bottom of the hat box and covering it
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with tissue paper. Sometimes a little 
thumb bag may be tucked between the 
folds of the ribbon; sometimes a still 
smaller one may be hidden In the heart 
of a flower. All of these ways are good, 
but the hat sachet may be stronger than 
the sachet to be worn indoors, as the 
air will soon dissipate the sweetness.

A good way to wear a sachet, too, is 
In the pompadour. The bag should be 
very small and of silk the same color as 
the hair, and it should not be placed 
too close to the scalp. The false hair, 
too, might be kept in a perfumed bag, 
but It should always first be aired well.

One might air the curls, puffs and rats 
all night and then tuck them into a 
strongly scented bag for an hour before 
wearing. The puffs, etc., that are not 
being worn—those that are resting— 
should be kept In the air until they are 
fresh and nice, then they may be tuck­
ed into a bag. If they are to "rest" long 
the bag should be but delicately scented.

Lavender is really the freshest and 
cleanest of sachets, and It is without 
parallel to place with lingerie and linen, 
while If lavender is adopted as a per­
sonal perfume It Is far less tiresome and 
not so pungent.

sence of rose, ten drops. Apply to moth 
patch night and morning.

The application of this lotion will 
cause light freckles to disappear: Citric 
acid (lemon), three drams ; hot water, 
eieven ounces; borax, two drams; red 
rose petals, one ounce; glycerine, one 
ounce. Dissolve the acid and borax In 
the water; infuse the petals for an hour; 
strain through a Jelly bag after twenty- 
four hours: decant the clear portion and 
add the glycerine. Apply as often as 
agreeable.

For Whitening the Skin
PRISCILLA—I am giving you a for­

mula for a preparation which will im­
prove the condition of your skin: Pure 
oxide of zinc, one ounce; glycerine, 
one dram; rosewater, four ounces; es­
sence of rose, fifteen drops.

Sift the zinc, dissolving It in just

enough of the rosewater to cover It; 
then add the glycerine; next, the re­
mainder of the rosewater.

Shake well, and apply with a soft 
sponge or an antiseptic gauze. The 
face must be well wiped off before 
the liquid dries, or it will be streaked.

Massage Cream for the Bust
R. E. M.— Persistent use of the mas­

sage cream will develop the bust in a 
few months’ time. Formula: Lanolin, 
five ounces; spermaceti, one-half 
ounce; mutton tallow (freshly tried), 
four ounces; cocoanut oil. four ounces; 
oil of sweet almonds, four ounces; 
tincture of benzoin, one dram; oil of 
neroli, twenty drops.

Persian Patriotic Societies Seek the 
Kaiser’s Aid.

St. Petersburg, June 19.—Special des­
patches received here from Teheran say 
that Persian patriotic societies at Te­
heran, Kasvin and Ispahan have united 
in a demand for German protection 
against Turkey. They ask that Ger­
many send officers and officials to re­
organize the Persian army and Govern­
ment. The Turkish invasion of Persia, 
arises from a question of sovereignty 
over Armenian territory. In January 
of this year Turkey began concentrat­
ing reserves on the Persian frontier, 
and Turkish troops soon crossed the 
border in the vicinity o* Urumiah and 
began committing depredations.

The Turkish occupation of the district 
of Azerbijan, west of Lake Urumiah, has 
been carried out in a systematic man­
ner. and the method of administration 
of this territory would seem to indicate 
that the Turks mean to remain perman-

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RATES FIXED AND
SALARIES CUT.

Supreme Court Independent Order Foresters 
Agree on Compromise Schedule.

Toronto, June 20.—At 4 o’clock yes­
terday afternoon it seemed as if the 
Supreme Court of the Independent Or­
der of Foresters would not be able to 
settle the rates problem for several days 
yet, to say nothing of a discussion re­
garding the general expenses of the or­
der. Matters took & peculiar turn, how­
ever, and at 10 o’clock last night a de­
cision had been reached with reference 
to rates and the salaries of the Supreme 
Court officers had been adjusted. The 
new rates will only aflect the 110,000 
members who joined prior to 1899, while' 
the finding of the court was in the na­
ture of a compromise of the two origin­
al propositions most favored. The new 
scale varies troui amounts of 25 cents 
a month hightr than the old rate which 
these members have been paying. It was 
described last night as a combination of 
permanency and expediency. There are 
provisions by which these old members 
do not need to pay the increases." One 
of these entails the lessening of the 
values of the policies they carry, while 
in another instance they may borrow 
the difference in the monthly payments
front the funds of the order, and they 
will be charged 4 per cent, for such 
sums. In the end these sums will come 
out of their policies. Of the delegates 
123 voted lor the compromise and 58 
voted against it.

Comparison of Rates.
The new scale of rates for these old 

members will apply according to their 
age of entry. Supposing a member 
entered at twenty years of age prior 
to 1899 he will in future be charged the 
twentv-year-old rate. A comparison 
between the now rate and the old 
rate may be made from the follow­
ing table:

Under a representative form of govern­
ment the interests of any particular set 
of people are more likely to be advanced 
when represented by one of themselves 
than by one of another class, no matter 
how e.ltruistic.”

Before the Republican National Con­
vention Jane Addams will argue to the 
effect that women living in a city can 
no longer, by their individual efforts, 
safeguard their homes from dirt, impure 
food, and the danger from fire. These 
things are now done, by the city collec­
tively—i. e., the government. So that 
the women, to deal with them effective 
ly. must have a vote.

“We must be contemporaneous if we 
are to be useful,” says Miss Addams.

The suffragettes before the convention 
will point to the suffrage gains all the 
world over and appeal to the pride of 
the American man in keeping abreast of 
current progress.

WILLIAM HOWARD TAFT,

Republican Standard-Bearer in Presiden­
tial Struggle.

For the past year or more Secretary 
Taft has allowed himself to reflect the 
opinions and policy of President Roose­
velt so faithful y that the idea ha.s to 
some degree got abroad that lie is a 
man of but small mental calibre, who 
owes his distinction to the fact that he 
Is the President’s friend and henchman. 
But such is not the case. Taft has a 
native ability of no mean order, and 
long before Roosevelt's appearance on 
the scent as a political force had won 
distinction as a lawyer, as a Judge and 
to some extent as an administrator. 
Last winter, after the secretary’s speech 
to the Socialists and Labor men at 
Cooper Union, the Evening Journal, in 
an editorial, called him "a good, earnest, 
honest. manly, better than average 
man,” and this from Hearst, the arch­
enemy of the administration, is no small 
meed of praise. President Roosevelt has 
said that Mr. Taft combines qualities 
which would make a first rate President 
with those that would make a first class 
Chief Justice.

FARM HORSES.

Looking After Them in a Rational 
Manner in Summer.

There Is no more important animal on the 
farm than the horse. No farm te complete 
without them. But the care these animals 
eo often receive maxes one wonder Lf the 
farmer really knows their value. This neg­
lect Is more generally caused by the man 
In charge, and In many cases the owner is 
ignorant of this neglect.

Extreme hot weatner brings more or less j 
suffering to a horse. The animal that has j 
not received the proper care and attention : 
Is very apt to become a victim of heat ex- 
haua-tioa.

Poor nutrition and a badly ventilated and 
filthy stable will bring about a bloodless, 
debilitated condition; while overfeeding and 
lack of proper regular work will produce a 
state of obe&ity, with flabby muscles, mi- 1 
paired circulation and excretory organs which 
are not sufficiently active.

During hot weather especially the stable | 
must be kept clean, ad it must be well venti­
lated without draughts. The horse should 
be given pure, cool water and allowed to I 
drink at frequent Intervals. His food should 
not bo only nutritious, but should be com­
posed of such material as will have a cool­
ing rather than a heating effect. His skin 
must -be kept healthy and the pores open 
by proper grooming.

A bran mash twice a week will assi&t in 
keeping the system cool, and in case of over­
fat. a dram of pulverized saltpetre added to 
the mash will be beneficial.

When the weather is very hot It is better 
to allow the teams two hours of a dinner 
instead of one. and they should not be fed 
until they are somewhat cooled off. It will 
always be beet to take off the harness while 
tne horses are eating their dinner. This ex­
tra labor to the attendant is greatly offset 
by the comfort given the animats.

Feed lightly of hay at noon, during hot 
weather, and green grass that has been cut 
and allowed to sweat in the heaps should not 
be given.
COMFORT iS AN IMPORTANT FACTOR.

It is important that the collar fits the horse 
properly. An aggravated cause of heat ex­
haustion is often traced to cellars that fit 
too tightly. Considerable comfort is a bo 

en by pr
the bead, provided, of couree. that it Is 

.so arranged that the air can freely circulate 
beneath it. The plan of fastening a sponge 
on the poll or crown of the head Is not a 
good one. In fact. It is Injurious unless kept 
wet and cool, which is practically Impossible.

In a three-horse team, the middle horse 
is more liable to heat exhaustion than the 
rest, on acount of the additional amount of 
heat radiated from the horse on either ride 
of him. It therefore is advisable to eo change 
horse.- that one will not be compelled to be 
in tbe middle more than half a day at a

Short rests in a shady place, if possible, 
should be allowed at frequent Intervals, when 
the team is doing continuous work while ex­
posed to the direct rays of the hot sun A 
few swallows of ccel water should be given 
as often as convenient.

Should it be seen that the animal togs, 
droops his head pants hard or ceases to per- 

1 spire, he should at once be unhitched and 
I the harness removed. Then with a hose or 

éponge. very cold water should be applied to 
the hack and crown of the head, after which 
he should be allowed to stand In a shady 
place outdoors.

If. however, the exhaustion becomes more 
pronounced, and the eyes of the horse are 
bloodshot, the nostrils fiery red and the pulse 
bounding strong and fast. give.

How Paper Car Wheels are Made.
In making paper car wheels 120 to 150 

layers are put together with flour paste 
and subjected to a pressure of 500 tons 
while at a temperature oï 120 degrees 
Fahrenheit. The blocks are then turned 
in a lathe, slightly larger than the tire, 
and the hole is bored for the cast iron 
centre. In turning, the paper blocks 
make a shaving that resembles strips of 
leather. The average life of the tire of a 
paper wheel is about 300.000 miles. That 
represents about one and one-quarter 
inch wear. The centres do not seem to 
be affected by service, and they are al­
ways good for renewal of tires unless 
some accident happens to them.

Standard Time in South Africa.
The Governments of Cape of Good 

Hope, Natal, Transvaal, Orange River 
Colony, Rhodesia and Portuguese East 
Africa, having decided to adopt a stand­
ard time for railroads, telegraphs and 
other public purposes, have agreed that 
the time shall be that of the meridian 
30 degrees east longitude—that is to 
say, two hours in advance of Greenwich 
time.

Miniature railroads seem popular as gifts to the 
children of wealthy parents. One of theso, laid for a 
young scion of the Vanderbilt house, was operated by 
electricity. There was a little car, a miniature of the 
father's private car. which ran merrily over the 
course. This young gentleman also had. little automo­
biles and electric toys in great number and variety to 
banish monotony from his youthful life.

But the most famous—and. perhaps, costly—of all 
miniature railways is one on the estate of Percy H. 
Leigh, in the suburbs of Manchester, England. ‘It cost 
In the neighborhood of $50.000.

The "country" through whtçh this little railroad 
runs is a huge single-story building. 30 by 90 feet. 
Every detail la complete, from passenger and freight 
stations to the signal system along the route.

Locomotive and

5 feet long and 18 Inches high. It runs on a tr-lnch 
gauge track, and Is an exact duplicate in miniature 
of an express engine on the London and Northwestern 
Railroad. The little engine and tender cost $1800, and 
took about nine months to complete. Nearly two years 
were required for building the entire^ system.

Charcoal is used for fuel in the locomotive, which 
can travel six times around the length of the system 
without renewal of fuel. The train makes a speed oT 
about six miles an hour on straight stretches of track, 
although this speed Is considerably reduced on curves.

There are both passenger and freight trains. The 
passenger train has four cars, and accommodations for 
first, second and third class travel are portrayed with 
faithful attention to detail as It is known in England. 
The freight train consists of ten cars and a caboose, 
and indicates facilities for handling every kind of 
freight, from coal to grain and cattle.
