strong, They became exhausted, and shoot-
ing them down would have taken too much
time ; so we took the assegais from ghe
dead men, and rushed among the livin
ones, stabbing them right and left wit
fearful revenge for the misfortune of the
28th ult.

DIFFERENT BREEDS OF FOWLS.
DORKINGS, g

This is & pre-eminently English breed of
fowls, and is, as it always will be, & geuer-
al favourite, especially with lady fanciers.
The general predilection of the fair sex for
Dorkings may be eagjly accounted for, not
only by the ' beauty +of all the
varieties, but even more perhaps by their
unrivalled qualities as uble-birg:—n point
in which ladies may be easily supposed to
feel a peculiar interest.

The varieties of Dorkings usually re-
cognised are the grey or coloured, silver
g:cy, and white. . We believe the white to

the original breed, from which the
coloured varieties were produced by cross-
ing with the old Sussex or some other
large coloured fowl. ' That such was the
cases is almost proved by the fact that only
a few years ago nothing was more uncer-
tain than the appearance of the fifth toe in
coloured chickens, even of the best strains.
Such inty in any important point is
always an indication of mixed bl ; and
that it was 80 in this case is shown by the
result of long and careful breeding, which
has now rengered the fifth toe permanent,
and finally established the variety.

In no breed is size, form, and weight so
much ed in judging the merits of a
pen. e bédy should be deep and full,
the breast being protuberant and plump,
especially in the ¢ock, whose breast, as
viewed sideways, ought: to form a right
angle with the lower part of the ¥
Both back and breast must be broad, the
Iatter showing no approach to hollowness,
and the entire general make full and
plump, but neat and com; 1t is diffi-
cult to give a standard, but we consider
that a cock which weighed less than 10
Ibs,, or a hen under 84 1bs., would .stand »
poor chance at a first-class show ; and
cocks have been shown weighing over 14
lbs. This refers to the coloured variety,
White Dorkings have degenerated, and
are somewhat lesa.

The legs must be white, with perhaps a
slight rosy tinge ; and it is imperative that
each foot exhibits behind the well-known
double toe, perfectly developed, but not
running into moxdstrosities of any kind, as
it is rather prone to do. An excessively
large toe, or a triple toe, ‘or the fifth toe
being some distance above the ordinary
one, or the cock’s spurs turning omtward
instead of inward, would be glaring faults
in a show pen.

The comb may, in coloured birds, be
either single or double, but all in one pen
must matoch. The single comb of a cock
should be large and perfectly erect. White
Dorkin%: shonld have double or rose
combs, broad in front at the beak, and
ending in & raised point behind, with no
hollow in the centre,

In the grey variety the colour is not ma-
terial, 8o long as the two hens in the pen
match. The cock’s breast may be either
black or mottled with white ; the hackle,
back, and saddle are usually white, more
or less striped with black ; and the wing
we like best to see nearly white, witha
well-detined black bar acress.

In the Silver Grey Dorking, however,
colour is imperative. This variety, there
is not the slightest doubt, was at first a
chance off-shoot from the preceding, bnt
has been perpetuated by careful breeding,
Coloured birds will always occasionally
throw lilver-gny chickens, and such are
sometimes exhibited as ‘‘ bred” silver
greys ; but it is needless toadd that disap-
pointment is sure to ensue, unless the
strain has been kept pure for many genera-
tions.

About seven hundred persons assembled
at the place near Custer City yesterday
afternoon to witness what was reported to
be a mortal combat between a bull #énd a
bear, Before the train had fmoved from
the depot the crowd made a rush for the
pit where the widely-advertised fight was
to take place. It lay about fi
of the village, in a piece of w d. On
the outside were a wheel of fortune, chuck-
luck, and sweat-board, and other blin
devices. The pit in which the t tool

lace was eleven feet deep, twenty-six
?eet wide, and thirty-eight feet long,
There were eleven rows of seats ranged
around the pit, after the fashion of those
used in a circus,

At thirty minutes past two o’clock there
were about five hundred persons oocusying
seats. Among the spectators were a dozen
women and eight or ten little giris. Two
men in shirt-sleeves nestled themselves
cozily in a shady spot, each with a baby on
his knee. Bruin was shambling about
lazily in the pit, diverting himself with
pawing cigar stubs thrown in by the spec-
tators. In afew moments the door into
the pot was thrown open, Taurus sent into
the pit with a rush, and the door quickly
closed. At the commers of the pit above
were men with heavy oaken clubs to
prevent the bear from leaping out o1 the
pit.

The supply
of maize for the week was3,160,000 to 8,200,000 bush,
v. an sverage weekly consumption in 1877 of 1,261,-
124 bush, v. 1,390,774 bush in 1876, and 778,858 bush
in 1875. The quantity of wheat and flour on transit
for the United Kingdom on the 3rd inst., showed an
increase of 125,000 quarters on the week, and
amounted to 1,375,000 quarters, against 1,399,000 on
the 19th ult, and 1,083,000 &t the corresponding
date last year. The quantity of wheat due at the
pofts of call in the United Kingdom during the four
weeks from June 19th to July 17th amounted to
$13,000 grs., of which there were 21,000 from the
Biack Sea ; 42,000 from Atlantic ports ; 120,000 from
California, and 130,000 from Chili and Australia.
Fugther cable advices to the 1st inst. report wheat
erops running into straw and coming into ear very
slowly ; large tracts of land submerged, and the
situation becoming serious. Prices were firmer ;
about 1s per quarter advance was being paid, and &
further advance expected, which has since been
realised. Mail advices to the 28rd ult. state that
the agricultural situation in France underwenta
marked improvement during the preceding week,
and with the exception of a few summerstorms,
the weather left little to be desired. Under the in-
fluence of & warmer temperature, the wheat fields
bhad d & more p ising aspect, but eariog
eommenced fully a fortnight later than usual. A
continuance of fine dry weather was expected
to go farto dissipate the prevailing backwardness
of all cereals, and this was especially desired in the
cage of wheat, as the acreage sown was admitted
to be less than usual.

Prices varied but
little, an advance having taken place in 9, and
s decline in 18 markets out of 85 advices
received. At Parls s quiet business was done
in spot wheat at previous prices. At Marseilles the
arrivals of wheat for the week ending June 14th
amounted to 75,800 qrs, but the stock in the docks
decreased to 64,000 qrs. Business in wheat was less
animated than of late, as the more favourable
weather restricted the demand. In G y vege-
tation was making rapid progress, the weather hav-
ing been warm and fa ble to the develop
of cereals and oilseeds. Agricultural reports from
the North were couched in more promising terms,
both with regard to wheat and spring corn, but the
ears of rye were thin and poor, the crop having
been irremediably injured by late frosts. At Berlin
spot wheat was scarce, and fine qualities met a
ready sale, but there was little speculation for for-
ward delivery, and with improved crop prospects
prices receded 1 t» 2 marks on the week for Jaly-
August term.
