While modern tourists reqo
in crowds to Jerusalem to visjt the mythi-
cal sites which are snpposed, upon ‘t
vagpe basis of ecclesiastical tradition,
be Adentified with episgdes in the‘{ifa
the great Teacher,scarcely one ever finds
his way to this remote locality Iying just
put of the heaten track along which
Cook leads his herds of sightseers; and
yet it is probable that the x:e‘ﬁor part
of that iod in the life of Christithe
record of which_is contained in the four
Gospels was spent at Caperpeum, which
the most careful investigation, by the
highest authoritiesin' such mattérs, has
indentified with these ruins of Tell Hum,
amid which I was just now standing.
Here it ‘was that Ohrist cured Peter's
imother-in-<law, restored .the pamlytic,
called Matthew, cured the cemturion’s
sorvant, raised Jairus' daughtér from
the dead, and obtained a tribute eof
money from the mouth of a fish. . It was
here He spoke the parables of the sow-
er, the tares, the treasure hid in the
field, the merchant seeking goodly pearls,
and the net cast imto the sea. Sir
Charles Wilson,swhose researches om this
t led him to-identify it as being fhe
site of the city of Caperuaum, believes

to
of

one built. by the Roman centurion (Luke
vii., 5.) and, thevefore, one of the most
sacred spots on earth. It was in this
buildirig, if that be the case, that the
well-known discourse contained' in the
Sixth chapter of John was delivered ;
and it was not without s strange feelitig,
says the same cxplorer, that on turnin
over a large block we found the pot o
manna engraved ox its face, and remem-
bered the words: *‘I am that bread of
tife. Your fathers did eat manna in the
wilderness and are dead.”

This very synagogue was probably the
soene of the healing of the demoniac and
of the delivery of many of these divine
lecturés on faith, -homility, beotherly
love, and formality in worship, as we
read at the end of one of them : ‘‘These
things said He in the synagogue as He
taught in Capernadm.” - Perhaps it was
in the httle creek where a buat was now
riding at anchor only a few feet from the
shore, that Christ tanght the people from
the boat 8o as to avoid the crush of the
multitude. It was doubtless in one of
these inleta thist James, the son of Zebe-
dee and.John, his brother, weré mend-
ing their nets, when; baing éalled, they
left their ship and followed Him ; and it
was on this coast that Andrew and Peter
were castiny their nets when they were
summoned to_become fishers of men. It
has a higher claim to be called the birth-
place of the religion which has since
revolutionized the world than any other
apot upon it ; and it is a matter of some
surprise to me that neither the Greek nor
the Roman Catholic churches, in their
zeal to discover holy places, which may
serve as levers for political intrigue,have
yet thought of occupying this one,whigh
would seem the holiest of all. Perhaps
it would lead to a comparison between
their praotice and the teaching of which
it waa the scene, which might give rise
to some inconvenient reflections. Yes,
and of Protestant churches, too.

Apart from their assoziations,the ruins
themselves are not particularly striking.
They cover an area of sbout half a mile
in length by a quarter in breadth, and
consiet chiefly of the black blocks of
basaltic stone which formed the walls of
the houfes.

Farm and Barden.

The chief difficulty in teaching calyes
to drink from the pail arises from too
yreat haste. Let the calf become hungry,
warm the food to the temperature of new
milk, give it the finger to suck, buat only
for a moment, and the calf is easily
taught to drink. v

The best stock water is that of living
springs ; the next that of running streams.
Fully equal to these, save in the ex-
ception of hardness, is the water of wells
free from surface drainage. The worst
water is that of slack streawms, and stag-
nant ponds.

An exchange thinks heifers intended
for the dairy should not be fed on fat-
tening foud. Plenty of coarse proyender
is better. It enlarges and strenythens
the "digestive organs, and “Whed they
cem® in profit, the tendency Will be'milk
and not fat.

Cows well fed, and which yield a large
proportion of cream to their milk, al-
ways make hard buttér, even im warm
weather. Insuch cows, on the prcper
food, a part of the fat which usually
goes into suet passes into the milk veins
and is converted into butter.

There is no doubt that corn fodder,
either grown as grain or in drills, makes
the cheapest as well -as best feed for
cows, heaping bushel basket of cut
stalks three times a day will keep the
cows in good condition. If they are
giving milk a ration of meal should be
added.

. The varigty of beets most commonly
grown for stock feeding are the long red
mangel, the yellow globe mangel, and
the sugar beet. The long red grows the
Iargest and produces the heayiest, crops,
and is mostly preferred by dairymen F:r
cows and hogs. A rich sandy soil is the
Lest for beets.

There are a few conditions whick must
be observed by all who wish to sueeeed
in poultry keeping, and they are cleanli-’]
ness, proper ventilation, good food and
plenty of room, both inside the ceop and
out in the yards, and if these conditions
are not respected one should not hope to
meet with success.

Artichokes on good land, with the
same cblture as corn, 'will produee fro
300 to 500 bushels per acre, says a grow-
er, and A. C. Williams, a prommnent
Illinoie hog breeder, says 40 hogs may
be kept on an acre of artichokes wit§out
any other food, and that they produce
more hog food than any other crop.

The small streams which often flow
tbrough farms are almost invaluable
sources of fertility, if the mud which
accumulates in them is every year clean-
ed out and spread upon the land. All
the leaves, together with the fine mold
from cultivated fields, find a lodgment
in the beds of these streams.

THE HAY FAMINE.

I insist upon that any farmers is fool-
ish to sell hay at $6 or $8 per ton, no
matter how abundant it may be, or how-
ever he may feel that he has plenty to
to suffice for his own use. It is worth
more money than that of feed, and if he
has not stock, enough at farm auctions,
thought it is not at these places that the
best bargains may be looked for, Better
borrow a little cash and buy up some
additional stock than sell hay at such
prices as hundreds of tons were sold for
at the beginning of the past winter.
Better indead keep the hay for a highest
market, which is pretty sure te come
before very long. It would have been
quite a bonanza to inany farmers, if they
had held on to the hay they sold last
fall, for if they only done so, they would
have doubled their money.

STARTING IN THE BEE BUSINESS.

At the start it will depend altogether
on the extent to which you intead to go,
If you want only one or a few celonies |
for honey to be used at home, for study
or as ornament to your place, any of thé
standard works on bee-culture will give
you sufficient theoretical knowledge to
begin with. In conoection with this,
you should, if possible, visit some prac-
tical hee-kceper, watch him thromzh the
various manipulations in the apiary, ask
the ‘“why and wherefore” of anything
youdo not understand. The same course
may be pursued if you intend eventually
to go into’ bee-keeping on a larger scale,
have at present some other business onl

Thewe -is vo hard or
violent work to contend with in the busi-
ness itself ; hut the bee-keeping to-day
is made up of an_indefinite number of
little matters, which can be learned only
by constant. study, close application and
daily practice. There is perhaps, no
other 'cecupation’ where the haud and
brain have to work as faithfully tuyether
to insure success and preveut failures and
disappointment as in the bee business.
Like any other occupation it has its
bright and its dark side, its ups and
downs, good seasons followed by bad
seasons, frequently low pricus, losses
t irough hard winters, anfavourable sum-
mers or by disesse, and only he, who
his a genumne love for his vecatiom,
coupled with perseverance, intellivenee
and economy, will be likely to stick to it
until the end.
POVLTRY NOTES.

““They say’ fat hens lay small eggs.

Pepper iu warm food is good for
fowls.

Eggs for hatching should not be ever
two_weeks old.

Don't forget to spinkle the eggs under
the getting hens oceasionally with luke-
warm water, ; '

See.that there is-a pisce-cf rhstyiiron,
or a few old nails, in the water that the
young chickens driuk.

I In selecting eggs for hatching, do nut

buy the largest, but rather those of an]
even size, and with good and perfect
shells.

Young chicks have litt'e to fear from
disease, if properly fed and housdd.
They cannot stand damp, and until four
or five weeks old should be kept in a¥
dry juarters as possible. Keep them'in
their coops till the heavy dews are off.

How to get the largest numbver of
chicks from the fewest hens is what is
desired. A good plan is to set several
hens at one time aud after 8 week or ten
days examine the eggs, remowing thase
that will not hatch, placing the good
egys together under some of the hens and
resetting the other birds.

Remember, ¢hat- oarly chickems and
ducks bfing - remunerstive priees, if
marketed early and in good conditign.
So don’t stint the feed or allow'them
roam the country over in order to pic
"op & living. When abgut 'twowonths
old these intended for matkes shauld be
placed in coops, and fed with buckwheat
or, oatmeal made into dough for eight or
ten days, uot longer. p

There is more solid nutriment in whole
wheat as a food fer poultry, than in any
of the ceresals, weight for weight. Great
oare. however, should be exercired in
feeding it, especially to the Asiatics.
Too much of this very hearty food might
provedetrimental. Mix one third whedt'
with two-thirds of some othec grain, for
otdinary purposes in the laying season,
and hens will do well, and be kept in a
bette?n;vmgo condition than b{ a
greptar allowance.

Our
apple pie lover pronouncad it very good,
but then he is so easily pleased that I
leave others to try it for thamselves.
Some housekecpers talk of their ‘‘bréad-
winner” being hard to please in the
culinary art ; but I have never had :n{
axperience in trouble of that sort, yet
think it is evéry housekeeper's duty to
see to-it that her family are catered for
as in*elligently and with as much regard
to hygienic rules as is possibie with her
often limited mears and restricted store
closet, and it is 8lso a duty to teach the
younger members of one’s family to
understand these things, to\ know  the
laws that govern health and digestion,
which to use and what to avoid under
certain conditions, which is likely to be
of more advantage to them through life
than the brain work that is often given
to memorizing the population of Hindoo-
stan or the square miles of New Zealand.
All these things aro good and useful
knowledgs, -but too often the study of
maskind embraces everything else but
man.
