WHAT “FAITH FENTON" SAYS.

The “Empire's” Correspondent Keeps Her
Eyes Open After Dark.
From the Toronto Empire.
Over the dinner table we discussed
the sermons, while the Canada set full
speed for Goderich, which we reached at
10p.m. We drove with the inspector
through the streets, so still in the late
night hours, Each street seemed a tree-
lined avenue, or else, in the star-light,
the foliage became more darkly promi-
nent,
Goderich is beautifully situated. It
stands over 100 feet above lake level, on
a high bluff or tableland, and from the
dock a multiplicity of steps must be
climbed before reaching the town. The
streets run like the points of the compass
from the court house square in the cen-
tre. The effect is decidedly unique aund
retty.

The lighthouse is only twenty feet in
height, but the high ground upon which
it is built brings it 140 feet above lake
level. We climbed the short tower and
stood in front of the lamps that wore
sending their radiance lakeward, but it
was two warm to remain long. We ex-
amined the little iron bux with dial face
that measures the wind’s velocity. It
owns a long name that I intended re-
membering, but quite forgot. Then
drove back to the boat.

Upon' the wharf we met Mr William
Cawpbell with copies of tha Signal-Star,
a neat magazine illustrating the scenic
beauties and commercial interests of
Goderich ; also Capt Wm Babb, who
kindly invited us to see the lfe boat
that, during the fcur years since its
establishment, has already saved 21
lives. Capt Babb explained the intri-
cacies of the boat and the provision
made for the safety of the crew and the
rescued, regretting that the hour of the
Canada’s arrival prevented us witnessing
a practical test of the crew’s skill.

It was past midnight when we return-
ed on board—a late close to a strangely
spent Sabbath.

On Monday morning we served Point
Clarke, twenty miles beyond Goderich,
where, because the shoal extends far out,
an unsually fine light has been erected.
Lt is dioptric, of Parisian glass, of largest
size, and cost £11,000. This is the most
valuable light on the upper lakes.

and so the years fly by and she is old—
old with years, and older with worry.

One writer attributes as one cause of
fretfulnees the habit that some women
have of underfeeding themselves.
Whether it is from carelessness, from a
general indifference to food, or cn ac-
count of having no appetite, or because
they are too busy to give the time to eat
the proper quantity that their system
demands, many women are underfed,
and the result is felt in both mind and
body. Many women really live on two
meals a day, taking only a cup of tea
and a slice of bread and batter at noon.

"It is so easy to be
healthy and strong, if people wiil
but pay a little regard to their health,
The demands of society on woman,caused
by the increasing complexity of modern
Iife, require perfect health.

New Orleans Times-Democrat : The
watermelon crop of Carolina, Georgia,
and Florida is rapidly getting too large

—this is the manufacture of syrup from
the melon.
