Fishermen’s Brave Act

SAVES SIX MEN FROM DROWNING

By the schr. Jean, of Salmonier, we
learn tHat a fisherman of Holyrood,
St. Mary’s Bay, performed a very
heroic act shortly dfter the storm of
Monday week ‘sprang up. This was
Peter Houlihan of that place. Peter
St. Croix and 5 men were caught out

at their trawls when the breeze came

up, and in making for the beach with
a big sea running the skiff in which
they were heeled off and a comber
boarded her, sweeping every man on
board into the sea. About 100 fisher-
men . were  assembled on the beach
watching the craft. The accident .oc-
curred when the boat was about 100
vards from the shore, and prompt
measures were required if the men’s
lives were to be saved. Houlihan is
1 splendid swimmer and immediately
throwing off his boots and outer gar-
ments he placed a rope around his
waist and dashed into the seething
waters to save the lives of his friends.
The men on shore held the end of the
line, and Houlihan went out = six
times on as many receding waves and
at each attempt secured a man and
was hauled ashore. His experience
18 a swimmer served him in good
stead and he so managed that none
)f those whom he rescued could grip
him and run the risk of bringing him
under water. He did his work quick-
ly, but nevertheless at least two of
the men rescued were greatly ex-
bhausted and could not have remained
much longer above water. Houlihah
himself was also greatly fatigued,
but was satisfied that he had saved
the lives of his friends. The fisher-
men up there call him the ‘“water
dog.” In August last he with others
were at a dance, when just at dark
a boy came and informed him that
his boat was drifting away from the
“collar” owing to a stiff off-shore
breeze. Running ‘to the beach he di-
wwestéd himself of his clothing, jump-
€d into the water, and after a swim
of three-quarters of a mile caught up
with the boat, clambered on board,

Mr. Blackall emphasised ,the im-
portance of implanting a love of na-
ture inte the minds of the rising
generation.

It was unanimously agreed that a
Natural History Society should' be
formed, and a committee consisting
of Messrs. McNeily, Harrington, Bray,
Smith, Garriock, and Rev. Bro.

Supreme Court.

GRAND JURY PRESENTMENT.

A deputation from the Grand Jury,
consisting of thé fcreman, Mr. J. L
Hepburn, Mr. H. LeMes-
surier, Mr. W. Pike and Mr. J. Roper,
attended the Supreme Court this
morning and handed in their present-
ment of the Grand Jury, which was
whom the Judge
complimented on the excellence of the
document and the many practical
suggestions made on the conduct of
the public institutions. The opening
paragraph contained a timely allus-
ion to the death ef King Edward the
Seventh. Expressions of loyalty to-
wards His Majesty George the Fifth
followed. The Jury referred to the
fact that they had visited the princi-
pal public institutions, including the
Poor Asylum, the
L.unatic Asylum and the General
Hospital. The superintendents of
each conducted the jurymen through
the different departments of the build-
ings and supplied them with all the
information they desired. In refer-
ence to the Lunatic Asylum the Jury
were of the opinion that the number
of keepers and attendants were too
few considering the work that had to
be performed. The salaries paid em-
ployees in several cases were insuf-
ficient. The: Jury also visited the
Hospital and were conducted through
the wards and all the departments
by Dr. Keegan. They suggested a
few . improvements and expressed the™
opinion that on the whole the msutu-
tion, under Doctor Keegan, was’
well conducted. As a result of the
vigit to the Poor Asylum the Jury
thought well to suggest that the Lu-
natic Asylum be converted into a
home for the inmates of the = Poor
Asylum, and that instead of building
a new Poor House, as has been de-
termined on, that a new Lunatic
Asylum be erected. The last para=
graph runs as follows:—

“The health of-the city, we are
pleased to report, is at present a mai-
ter for congratulation. Disease of an
infectious nature is not prevalent, and
this is to be wondered at considering
the lack of attention that is given to
the flushing of our drains and sewers.
The superintendents of our sanitary
department want waking up. It is
a disgrace to a city such as ours for
inhabitants to be subjected to dust
from sanitary carts almost blinding
them whilst walking the streets, not
to speak of the offensive odour that
is met with every day in most of our

streets.”
