Underground
Jerusalem.

Hezekiah’s Tnnnei Explored.

No more interesting task awaits 
the twentieth century archaelogist 
than the systematic exploration of the 
network of ancient tunnels, conduits, 
and cisterns which lie under Jerusa­
lem. Three years ago a small party 
of British investigators set to work 
upon this task, beginning with the 
examination of the Virgin’s Well and 
the famous tunnel which runs from it 
for 1,700 feet voder the rock of -Mount 
Sion or Ophel to the Pool of Siloam. 
The first account of the results ob­
tained by three years of unwearying 
explanation is given by "H.V." in this 
’week’s Field.

The tunnel In question was made, 
according to the Book of Chronicles 
by the Jewish King Hezekiab. In it

was discovered thirty years ago the 
earliest known Hebrew inscription of 
any length. This tells how. while the 
workers were still at their task cut­
ting through the rock from both ends, 
when three cubits yet parted them." 
On clearing the Virgin’s Well and 
breaking through a mass of concrete 
the explorer’s discovered a fresh 
conduit cut in the living rock, some 

| 6 feet deep, which led to a small cav­
ern. The cavern was choked with 
debris, whch was removed and ex­
amined. It consisted of mud. pots­
herds, and fragments of jars, all an­
cient. The pottery found was in no 
case as late as the ninth century, B. 
C. and some of it was much earlier. 
An Israelite lamp of the eleventh cen­
tury B. C., was recovered in almost 
perfect condition from the mud aoove 
the later fragments of pottery.

Further instalments will describe 
the clearing and examination of 
Hezekiah’s tunnel, and the evidence 
obtained in the course o fit that 2.U96 
years before David. Jerusalem was a 
Jebuslte city. It was the work of 
tills party of archaelogits which led 
to wild tales among the population of 

\Jerusalem that Englishmen were ex­
cavating the tunnels under the site of 
Solomon's Temple and the Mosque of 
Omar to carry off the treasures which 
Jeremiah was said to have hidden. 
For these tales there was never the 
smallest foundation.

LONDON, To-day.
The Italian flag floats over the Sul- 

tanla forts at Tripoli, which were oc­
cupied by landing parties. Part of the 
fleet Is anchored in the harbor, and 
other warships lie a abort distance 
from the dismantled fortifications.

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Important to the
Insuring Public.

In the Royal Gazette of September 
26th last, is published the first part 
of the judgment of the Supreme Court 
in which an application for a new 
trial was refused to the plaintiff in 
the case of Piccott vs. The Guardian 
Insurance Co. The judgment is dated 
June 29th, 1911, but the publication 
was begun in the issue of the Royal 
Gazette of the date mentioned and 
concluded in last Tuesday's issue. 
The judgment is of so much import­
ance to those effecting insurance that 
we propose to draw attention to it. 
The note at the head of the report 
runs as follows: —

“The plaintiff obtained insurance 
upon a shop and its contents, but did 
not, at the time he applied for insur­
ance, inform the Company that he had 
another policy elsewhere upon the 
same- property. In an action to re­
cover the amount of the insurance, 
the jury found that it was material to 
the Company in considering whether 
the risk should be accepted to know 
that such other insurance existed, and 
that the double insurance exceeded 
the value of the property. Judgment 
was directed to be entered for the 
Company. Upon an application for a 
new trial
.. Held—That it is the duty of anyone 
applying for insurance to disclose to 
the Company all material facts, and 
that as the jury had found that the 
fact of prior insurance was material 
and that no notice thereof had been 
given to the Company, the application 
should be dismissed.”

The head note, just quoted, sum­
marizes the case shortly and set out 
the judgment of the Court. The Chief 
Justice sets forth his reasons at con­
siderable length. Mr. Justice John­
son expresses his concurrence also 
at some length. Mr. Justice Emerson 
dissented. ,

As there à re very many persons 
who take out policies of insurance it 
is well that they should thoroughly 
understand their position.

It must be understood in the first 
place that there was no deliberate or 
designed concealment. That would

! have been fraud and would have in it- 
| self vitiated the agreement.

The real issue was whether it was 
i the duty (Of the plaintiff to inform the 

Company of a policy in another .office.
In part the Chief Justice said: —

“Insurers are entitled to have all 
the facts disclosed so that they may 
be ii^a position to determine whether 
the total amount of insurance, com­
pared with the value of the property, 
is such as to make the risk acceptable 
to them. “Insurers should have had 
all the facts declared to them to en­
able them to decide whether, in their 
judgment, the total amount insured 
under both policies was such (having 
regard to the value of the property) 
as to deprive them of the protection 
offered by the margin of risk usually 
left to be borne by the insured him­
self.” (Per Griffith, C. J., in Sinna- 
mon V. New Zealand Insurance Co.
8 Q.L.J. (1897) 114). “If the insured 
is not in part a coinsurer, if the part­
ies to the contract have not a com­
mon interest in the preservation of 
the property, one of the most efficient 
safeguards against fraud and crime is 
taken away.” (Per Taschereau.C.J.)

The contract between the parties is 
necessarily based upon the applica­
tion or proposal as submitted by the 
plaintiff to the defendant. In the ab­
sence of any information by the plain­
tiff that other insurance existed, the 
defendant company must be taken to 
have contracted presuming there was 
no other insurance, for it was the 
duty of the plaintiff to have disclosed 
it and its nondisclosure^ raised the

presumption that there was none. 
The facts as disclosed to the defend­
ant company and upon which its pol­
icy issued were not the whole facts 
affecting the risk and the difference, 
the fact concealed, was material to 
the defendant company."

Mr. Justice Johnson said in part:— 
“To my mind, it must be material 

to a company to be made aware of 
other insurance whenever the aggre­

gate of the Insurances approximates 
j the value of the property. A fortiori, 

where it exceeds that value. No hon­
est jury of average Intelligence could 
help finding, in the circumstances of 
the present case, that it was material 
to the defendants, in considering 
whether they would incur or con­
tinue this risk, to be made aware that 
other Insurance existed which, added 
to the 13,600 of the present policy, 
would exceed the value of the pro­
perty by so great a proportion.”

H. R. H. the Duke of Clarence, and 
uncle of His Majesty the King, is 
scheduled to leave England to-day and 
to take up the office of Governor 
General of the Dominion of Canada 
next week-end.

13 5 Inch Guns Make 
Great Concussion

London. Sept. 23.—The battleship 
Orion’s 13.5 inch guns have been 
tried with remarkable effects. So 
tremendous was the concussion 1 hat 
windows were shaken in Southsea, 
ten miles away. The structure of the 
ship withstood the test and showed 
no damage. All those engaged in the 
firing operations <vore wool padded 
earlaps. Hardened glass skylights 
and ix)rtholes were fractured and the 
coverings of canned goods in the 
shiit's stores burst and much crock­
ery was smashed. The decks were 
not buckled by the blast, thanks to 
the manner in which they were spe­
cially strengthened, but the bottom* 
of one of the ship's boats fell clean 
out.

A new life preserver, which has 
been successfully tried, may be in­
troduced into the German navy. The 
apparatus, which weighs five pounds 
and a half, consists of two swimming 
cushions bound together by straps. 
The cushions lie upon the breast and 
back. The apparatus is provided 
with a small lamp fed by a battery. 
The lamp can be fastened around the 
head with a band worn on the fore­
head, so that in an accident at night 
the position of the person in the 
water can be seen at a considerable 
distance. The small electrical lamp 
burns three to four hours, and with 
a reflector added, throws the light 
several hundred yards at night. In 
several recent tests of life-sating at 
night the victims of the supposed 
shipwreck by aid of the lamp have 
been easily discovered.

Methodists From 
Ail Ends of the Earth

WILL BE GATHERED AT TORONTO 
FOR TWO WEEKS.

The Zion of Methodists, from all 
the ends of the earth, will be for the 
next fortnight, the Metropolitan 
Church. Toronto. They will require 
to take much more than their staff 
in their hand. For two hundred 
come from beyond the seas and more 
than twiee that number find their 
way from all their altars on this 
continent It will be the “salt" of 
that greet denomination. In both its 
spiritual and intellectual power. 
Having just enough minor differ­
ences to relieve the monotony of uni­
formity. they are still “Methodists" 
of the original mould. And they are 
coming together not to strive with 
one another in debate, but to wor­
ship and to wait at their common al­
tar.

TREMENDOUS GROWTH.

In ecclesiastical history the name 
Methodist is found only in its later 
chapters. In the twenty mile stones 
of Christian progress all but the last 
two are passed ere they join the pro­
cession as a distinct6 church. Yet 
their rise was similar to that of 
Christianity itself. From a very hum­
ble beginning it has grown tremend­
ously. Unlearned men played a lead­
ing part in both. And finally the 
"new wine" was found to require new 

“skins.” Nothing could restrain 
them and to-day this modern organi­
sation has 54,207 ministers. 106,000 
lay preachers, ministering to thirty 
million people. Wherever they are 
established they are a strong power 
on behalf of evangelical religion and 
moral reform.

That Toronto has come this early 
as the choice of a tabernacle is a 
tribute to the city herself and to Can­
adian Methodism. It is to be noted 
that the great feast is held only aft­
er each decade. There have as yet 
only been four gatherings. The last 
was in Ivondon, England. Hence 
there is the plainest recognition of 
the place and power of the Methodist 
Church in this land. The enthusiasm 
and sacrifice of the pioneer preachers 
have indeed beconie the seed of the 
church. The circuit rider and his 
protracted meetings have left an im­
press upon Canadian life which is one 
of the great vital forces of the pres­
ent. The atmosphere therefore will 
be congenial and during the two 
weeks conference, there will be great 
joy within their gates.

AN ATTRACTIVE PROGRAMME.
The programme is most inviting 

Evidently it was planned more for the 
printing press than the platform. Foi 
it will take a goodly portion of th< 
next ten years to digest the good 
things there provided. The benefits 
have, therefore, been designed for the 
whole Methodist family, wherevei 
scattered. But those who are permit­
ted to enjoy the scene and have the 
fellowship of the great fathers and 
brethren, will not quarrel with the 
weight of the programme. In a real 
sense they will be sitting at the feet 
of the masters of Methodist Israel.

It is only natural that the royal 
tribe of Wesleyans should have thf 
acknowledged pre-eminence. The 
strength of the denomination still ap­
pears to come from the loins of its 
great founder. Th,eir voice will be 
heard throughout the conference from 
Its invocation to benediction. There 
are the theologian Dr. G. G. Findlay 
of Headingiey College, Leeds, the 
great preacher Rev. J. E. Ratten bury 
of the old Lyceum theatre, London 
and Rev. H. Haigh. the president ol 
the Ecumenical Conference, as types 
of the clerical members, and Sir F 
W. Perks, M.P., Rt. Hon. W. Runci- 
man, the minister of education in As­
quith's cabinet, and Mr. Henderson. 
M.P.. a noted labor leader, as re­
presentatives of the influential lay­
men. All of these are Wesleyans.

The Real “Sans Gene,”
Story of Her Adventurous Career in 

French Army.

(From the London Globe.)
Every one knows the washerwoman 

who was so familiar with Napoleon in 
Victorien Sardou’s play ‘Madame 
Sans-Gene,’ but the real ‘Sans-Gene’ 
who lived at that time was a dragoon 
in one, of the great Corscian’s armies 
and spent twenty years in camps and 
barracks, in campaigns and battles 
over Europe. In the Musee de L" 
Armee in Paris a special case has 
just been Installed inside which 
stands her equestrian statute.

Her real name was Marie Therese 
Figueur and she was born In Burgun­
dy In 1774. When 19, at the end of 
the Reign of Terror, she enrolled in 
a cavalry regiment commanded by 
one of her uncles and soon acquired 
the nickname of ’Sans-Gene.’

Mme. Sans-Gene fought In Germany 
with the French and Batavian arm­
ies, charged at Hohenlinden, took 
part in the selge of Toulon, was In 
the Italian, Spanish and Austrian 
campaigns and fought at Austelitz 
and In Russia. .During the Hundred 
Days the Emperor conferred the le­
gion of Honor upon her and she 
charged at Waterloo for the last time.

With the Restoration she left the 
array to get married. She was then 
39. In the course of her martial 
career Sans-Gene had five horses shot 
under her and was wounded eight 
times in different engagements. She 
died in hospital in 1861.
