Dear Sir,—As your paper is one of
the all-too-few publications, that
seem to take any interest in the

It appears quite evident that in
many places, this Morris-Morison
Government, has, what we may call
“Secret Service men,” creatures,
many of them, who, for the past four
or five years, have been drawing
salaries for jobs made specially for
them by the politically corrupt Gov-
ernment; jobs of no use whatever to
the general public, but only intended
to pay these low, contemptible crea-
tures for talking politics, or, perhaps,
it would be more correct to say,
working politics, for in many cases
they haven’t the manliness to talk
out straight, but prefer to play a
double game.

Besides, let us consider too, that,
what is perhaps even worse for us
than the wasting of the Colony’s
finances, and the ruination of hel
material resources, is - the fact that
a horrible feeling or spirit of sus-
picion has been engendered, which
has imbued our people in general, so
much so, that in many places each
man suspect his fellow-man of being
in some way, implicated with the
getting of government sop-money,
and trying to over-reach his neighbor.
And this terrible, devilish spirit of
envy, avarice, and greed, has struck
far deeper than many who love, and
are working for -civilization and
Christianity in Newfoundland, care
to’ realize. ;. ¢

Some of the present Government's
appointments to responsible and ele-
vated positions in the Colony's ad-
ministration have created such a
low and harmful moral tone, that it
will take all the uplifting elements
in our midst years to restore. “Pol-
lute the stream at its source, and all
its waters become defiled;” so, also,
when the highest council of the peo-
ple becomes corrupt, what must be
the inevitable result? {

The above is not the ideas of an
individual, but is the deep-grounded
ideas of the great majority of ihe
voters of the South West Coast.
