PARIS, Jan. 4.—(Official.)

Last
year the Diana prosecuted the seal-
fishery at the front and since then has
been thoroughly renovated. She will
operate in the Gulf the coming season
in charge of Capt. John Clarke, late
of the Bloodhound. We wish the
Diana, ‘her. new owners and Capt.
Clarke a load of ‘seals.

Preparing for
Bank -Fishery.

From passengers who recently ar-
rived in the city from Burin we learn
that at-that port preparations are al-
ready being made for the bank fish-
ery. Nearly all the crews have signed
on and operations will begin about the
end of the month. A supply of frozen
herring has been brought along from
Bonne Bay and Bay of Islands by the‘
s.s.

The promotion of the Princess Pa-
tricia batlalion to the trenches marks
a step in the making of the great Im-
perial British army which -is expect-
ed to exert a decisive influence in
smashing German militarism. The
Dominions had already done some-
thing to add to the efficiency of the
British Navy as a force ever ready to
meet the foe. Cape Colony has al-
ready contributed the cost of the Good
Hope which was lost off Coronel.
New Zealand has paid for the battle
cruiser New Zealand, which is with
the Home Fleet. Australia had or-
ganized a Colonial Navy, mainly of a
modern type, which has rendered al-
ready active. war service in the -Paci-
fic and Indian waters. A sister ship

~~of the New Zealand, the battle cruiser

Australia, is the flag-ship, which car-
ries Rear-Admiral Sir George E.
Patey as commander of the squadron.
The squadron also includes the En-
counter, a light cruiser of 5,880 tomns,
completed ten years ago, which car-
ries eleven six inch guns, and the
.Melbourne and Sydney, built.in 1912
of 5,400 tons, and carrying eight 6
inch guns.. The Brisbane is a sister
at present building in Australia. The
squadron also includes three destroy-
ers and two submarines. Canada,
somewhat backward owing _to party
disputes as to the form Canadian
Naval aid should take, has the Niobe,
in part manned by Newfoundland
reservists ' taking part in the general
patrol of the North West Atlantic,
and the Rainbow in the Pacific. New-
foundland has already sent forward
between seven and eight hundred re-
- servists for active service and has
pledged herself to bring up the num-
ber to a thousand. The eflectiveness
of the Navy is the British mainstay.
It has already enabled British com-
merce to keep the seas, and driven
the enemies’ commerce from it. It
has also enabled Indian troops and
British garrison troops to be trans-
ported to Europe, to Kai Chow, to
East Africa, to Egypt and elsewhere
to take part in holding British over-
seas and in seizing German overseas
° possessions.. South Africa has played
its part in throttling the rebellion of
recalcitrant Boers fomented by Ger-
many and is preparing to strike Ger-
man troops in German East Africa.
The greatest aid, however, that the
Navy has contributed to the military
situation is that it has given time,
some five months now, for the raising
and ‘organizing, training and trans-
porting of troops throughout the
British world. . The territorial forces
have been doubled at home. Over
three quarters of a million men have
joined the Kitchener army. Large
numbers of new troops have been
raised in Canada, Newfoundland,
South Africa, Australia, New Zea-
land, India and elsewhere. The
whole Expeditionary force in Britain,
with territorials, Indian and Colonial
additions are now at the front in
France and Belgium, and an immense
force of home and colonial troops are
now organized at home in brigades,
divisions, corps, and armies, with of-
ficer staff, medical units, service
corps and all that is necéssary to put
them in the field. A force of such
a size has never before been known in
the  Britishh Isles. : The feature of
these forces at home in reserve and
at the front is that it represents the
whole Empire. That it represents not
only in its bodily form, but it repre-
sents the spirit of fhe Empire, for not
a man of it, or of thogc serving on the
sSea is a forced ma “All: are volun-
teers.

The potato is an unostentatious and
bumpy?growth attached to the roots
of a small plant which is a paradise
for bugs.

Nothing is less attractive than a po-
tato fleld which has lost the bloom of

1 youth and is ready for the harvest ex-

copt the potato iself. Nature wasted
no  time in making' the potato hand-
some. It is as shapeless as a man
with:'a 54 inch waist line, and Whgn
it:;was first introduced into Europe
people refused to eat it until a law
was passed forbidding them to do so.

By this means the potato was made
a very popular food and the world
was removed several paces farther
fromy starvation. The passage of this
law marks the highwater mark of
statesmanship. If we would pass a
law in this country compelling every
citizen to drink and gamble at least
four hours a day temperance would
sweep over the country like a wave in
flashy clothes would look up the word
“work” in the dictionary.

The potato in spite of its dumpy and
ill-bred appearance is stuffed full of
nutriment and can support man al-
most unaided. It has practically main-
tained Ireland for the last century.
Still the government of New. York
should not be blamed on the potato.
The potato is a present fromy the
new world to the old. Spanish ex-
plorers found it in Chile and brought
it home with them. It is much more
highly appreciated in Europe than in
Amerca, for Germany raised 1,500,000,-
000 bushels of potatoes a year. while
we wriggle along with about 350,000,-
000 bushels and curse profoundly
when called upon to deposit a dollar
for a small sack of the same.

For this reason we should look to
Germany and other European nations
with considerable respect. If Ger-
many and other European nations
with considerable respect. If Ger-
many had to depend upon: wheat, rye
ard barley in the present war she
would be in the bread line by spring.
But each German has 23 bushels of po-
tatoes laid away in a cool, dry place,
and he should corrugate his brow
with care.

Potatoes are raised in light sandy
soil which isn’t good enough to pro-
duce corn. They bring from 50 cents
to $1 a bushel and with intelligence
400 bushels ¢an be raised to an - acre.
But we prefer to raise 40 bushels of $1
wheat and to pay 50 cents for a dish of

RACING TO SAFE WATERS.

Rotterdam; Dec. 28.—A graphic de-
scription of the sinking of the Mar-
komannia, one of the supply ships of
the German cruiser Emden, is con-
tained in a letter just received from a
Dutch naval officer in East India:
“To-day I had the day watch,” he
says. “Shortly after six o’clock I saw
a smudge of smoke on the horizon.
The previous night our wireless man
had picked up code messages ad-
dressed to Singapore, so I surmised
that the smoke came from a British
cruiser, ' Close by. our destroyer, two
ships; one Greek and one German, both
colliers of the Emden, were lymg at
anchor.

“The two colliers soon recognized
their danger and, putting on every
ounce of steam, they set out for ter-
ritorial waters, but they were too
late. "Behind them the British cruis-
er, which turned out to be the Dart-
mouth, was racing after them with
the speed of a greyhound. As the col-
liers sped toward the coast we ran
alongside of them to ascertain when
they crossed the three-mile limit.

“Minute by minute, the distance
between the Dartmouth and the col-
liers grew less. It was now five min-
utes to seven a.m,,
were still two miles from the three-
mile limit. The Greek ship, realizing
her helplessness, dropped back and
hoigted her flag. 3

“Bang! A shot from the Dartmouth
caused a column of spray to splash
skyward behind the racing Marko-
mannia. -Qnly 2,000 yards more and
the collier would be safe Another shot
rang out, then another  and another.
The Markomannia hoisted her German
ﬂag and hove to in order to face the
enemy. Up-to this time the Dart-
mouth.  had not hoisted her flag, nor
did she do so afterwards. A shot car-
ried .away the Markomannia’s flag-
staff. Another set her on fire. She
was drifting helplessly now under the
fire of the British ship. ‘The colller
started to settle by her bows and soon
she* disappeared.

“Nothing remained but bits of char-
red wreckage where a short time be-
fore'the proud, new ship had glistened
in the sun.”

RUSSIAN REINFORCEMENTS SE-
CURED ADVANTAGES IN GALI-
CIA.

BERLIN, To-day.

Heavy reinforcements from Kiev
were responsible for the recent change
in the situation in Galicia, accordinz
to a correspondent of the Tageblati,
with the Austrain headquarters. The
Russians after their defeat at Lodz
and their unsuccessful battle at Lim-
anowa, the correspondent says, seem-
ed on the point of being ejected from
Galicia and retired behind the Vistula,
but reinforcements although princi-
pally militia were sufficient to turn
the scale in favor of the Russians who
launched @ new offensive southwards
in the direction of Nowy Sendec, in ths
hope of jambing in between Galician
and Carpathian armies. The Austri-
ans, however, by a new disposition »f
their troops and reinforcements suc-
ceeded in arresting the advance. A
renewal of southward movement, the
correspondent continues, is improb-
able now, as a further advance would
bring the Russiang between two fires.
Instead of this a heavy pressure west-
ward in the direction of the fortress
of Cracow is now noticeable. Simul-
taneously the Russians turned on the
Carpathian army but confined them-
selves to an attack on the south west-
ern passes, forcing their way into
Hungary over the Uzsek. This move
assures them continued control of im-

porntant petroleum fields.south of Lem-
berg and Przemysel.

He
also said that Petty Officer Badder,
who had also been on the Calypso, had
gone down in H. M. S. Monmouth in
the naval fight off the Chilian coast.
Mr. Badder was well known
in the city and his many friends,
though grieved to hear of his death,
will remember with pride their friend
who gave his life in the service of his
country.
