Frenzied Finance.
The House of Assembly 
has amended, drastically 
amended, the Business 
Profits Tax. The fact 

itself is refreshing evidence of the 
force of public opinion, for not a 
single member raised a dissentient 
voice against the original measure. 
This reflection apart, the changes are 
interesting. It is only fair to admit 
that some of them are an improve­
ment; it is equally fair to say that 
the rest more than sweep the im­
provement away. The starting point 
of the tax is extended on to $3,000 
and the obvious step of taxing only 
the excess above that amount is 
taken. This is all to the good, not 
that it is to be particularly recom­
mended but because it considerably 
limits the pernicious propensities of 
the whole Act. A further improve­
ment, altogether to the good, is the 
reduction of the tax itself from 
twenty-five to twenty per cent. There 
the credit side must stop. On the 
debit side we have a tax of one-half 
per cent, on the deposits in every 
bank except the Government Savings 
Bank—a most unfair discrimination 
and altogether the most stupid tax 
imaginable to apply to a country like 
ours, which the banks are doing such 
splendid work to develop (they will 
naturally retaliate and the whole 
country suffer)—and the elimination 
of the six per cent, on the capital, 
which tiiose who defended the origin­
al Bill rightly emphasised, since it 
was its one saving virtue. It now 
disappears and its disappearance 
enormously outweighs the benefits 
imported by the other changes. A 
firm like, say. Bowring Brothers was 
allowed by the first Act anything 
from $60,000 up before it was taxed: 
it. is now permitted the princely 
abatement of $3,000! What this 
means will be clear from a simple 
instance. A firm with a million dol­
lars capital and making the very con­
servative profit of ten per cent, 
would, under the original Act, pay a 
tax of $10,000, under the new Act, 
$19,500 or all but double. But possi­
bly that is the sort of “amendment” 
the Government wished.

Concerning the effect of these speci­
fic details we will say no more: the 
debate in the Council will elicit abler 
and fuller criticism than we can pre­
tend to give. But we will offer a few 
general observations which may di­
rect the minds of some of our read­
ers towards the general tendencies 
and probable effects, if it becomes 
law, of this important Act. We will 
give the Government credit for ap­
preciating the financial state of the 
country, the imperative need of in­
creasing the revenue, and the unde­
niable and undcnied fact that a period 
of unforeseen (though we think large­
ly superficial) prosperity has been 
experienced which should be used to 
supply the needed funds. But, realis­
ing all this, they have gone about the 
task in the wrong way, approached it 
from the wrong end, used wrong me­
thods. If undue profits were made,

most scandalous omission, why is the 
professional man completely exempt? 
His occupation may be uncertain, but 
it is no more so than that of the busi­
ness man, while his earnings are 
rarely put back, like the business 
man's, into productive channels but 
used selfishly or accumulated in 
bank accounts.

The truth is, as we have before 
pointed out, Newfoundland is the last 
country to which such a tax is appli­
cable. It works well in England, for 
there is there a large floating capital, 
usually devoted to huge investments 
abroad, out of which it can be paid, 
leaving the fixed capital, the true 
source of wealth, virtually unaffected 
It is unsuited to countries lacking 
such a capital. But we have further 
disadvantages absent from countries 
like us in that respect. Canada, want­
ing this same capital, has wisely 
avoided an income tax until the stress 
of war has compelled it; but Canada 
has mines, stable industries, a mag­
nificent agriculture and other re­
sources yielding certain returns which 
we lack entirely. Our national busi­
ness is a huge speculation. Who can 
estimate in advance the fruits of our 
fisheries? The profits of a good year 
must be placed in reserve to meet the 
losses of a bad one. If the Govern­
ment will offer to indemnify the com­
mercial community against loss, the 
latter will accept with equanimity a 
large tax on its gains. But they will 
not do this.

That is really the essence of the 
matter. Those who attempt to justify 
this tax look only at effects and 
not at causes; they regard only 
profits and do not consider loss­
es. What does that mean? Those who 
imagine that only the wealthy mer­
chant will be hurt and gloat over the 
prospect, as many fools are only too 
ready to do, fall into the most serious 
of errors. A merchant wants to know 
beforehand what his chances are. He 
will now add to his expenses a clear 
quarter of his possible profits. Take 
the sealflshery. To the already enorm­
ous risks involved in that industry, 
those who prosecute it must add this 
tax. It curtails considerably the net 
returns, with the result that few will 
be found bold enough to take the risk. 
If the tax becomes law, we have no 
hesitation in saying that not half-a- 
dozen ships will go to the ice next 
spring. How will this affect the coun­
try? How will the fishermen take the 
extinction of such an industry? A mil­
lion or more dollars possibly thrown 
away because the risks, instjad of be­
ing minimised, are made too great to 
justify the venture! It is even worse 
with the codfishery. What merchant 
will now supply a fisherman, knowing 
that the debt may be charged to him 
in the tax while it may, if the fishery 
is poor, be worth nothing to him? All 
this must be considered before, not 
after, the event. If thé merchant must 
pay cash in taxes he will demand cash 
for his supplies. We tell every fisher­
man in the Island this plainly, that If 
this tax is enacted he will have the 
greatest difficulty next year in getting 
supplies except for cash down. Every­
one knows what that means. The 
same considerations apply to other 
branches of our commercial life. 
Many more will be adduced it* the Leg­
islative Council. Apart from details, 
the whole effect of the Act is so perni­
cious as to Justify the Council in re­
jecting the whole Revenue Bill. If It 
is argued that that is an extreme ac­
tion, and it is, it can be answered 
that is not comparable with the un­
principled and corrupt action of the 
House of Assembly, by which both 
parties combined, ostensibly to form a 
National Government at a time of na­
tional emergency, but in reality to se-j 
cure to both political patronage and 
ministerial seats, to stifle all criticism 
and to ensure the passing of legisla­
tion having behind it no discernible 
motive but the notorious personal vin­
dictiveness of its members towards 
certain classes in the community.

To Develop Steel
Mountains

By late advices we learn that the 
vast iron ore areas about seven miles 
to the south of St. George's, and 
commonly known as the Steel Moun­
tains, are about to be developed. The 
ore contains considerable tttanum 
acid, which cannot he smelted by the 
ordinary blast furnace method. An 
electric smelting process, however, 
lias recently been discovered by which 
the ores can now "ue successfully 
smelted. The ore is said to run from 
80 to 90 p.c. magnetite, from which 
tlie best carbon tool steel is made. 
The situation of the areas is ideal for 
mining and shipping operations, there 
being a gradual slope to the seashore. 
For shipping purposes a railway will 
he laid to Turf Point, near the en­
trance oV St. George's Harbor where 
shipping' piers will be erected.

C. W. Himman caught three sal­
mon on Harry’s River weighing 13, 10 
and 3 lbs., respectively.

At Fox Island he 
found salmon very plentiful, but the 
fish would not rise well due to the 
lowness of the water. Mr. Himman 
returned home on Friday.

Hon. W. C. Boyle and J. E. White, 
of Cleveland, Ohio, spent four weeks 
on Serpentine River accompanied by 
J. R. Whitaker. They secured 33 sal­
mon and about 40 sea tiout. The 
heaviest salmon weighed 26 l6s. 
Three others weighed 21, 19 and 17 
lbs., respectively and the remainder 
about 9 lbs. each. The heaviest trout 
weighed 7% lbs.. They found both 
salmon and trout very plentiful in the 
pools, but the water was Very warm 
and the river low.—Western Star, 
Aug. 1.

This is a direct 
challenge to Mr. Wilson’s appeal for 
a democratic amelioration of the Ger­
man system. The new Chancellor re­
presents that system and proposes to 
defend it, whether peace is at stake or 
not. In view of this declaration we 
could not take very seriously the 
“peace vote” of the Reichstag even 
though it were in terms considerably 
more concrete than it is. On the 
whole, although the desire Cor an end 
of war is clear enough in both utter­
ances, and what may be côusidered a 
distinct drift toward peace is manifest, 
we are given very little grounds for 
the hope that in the absence of some 
critical event not yet discernible the 
world tnay be spared more months 
of slaughter and destruction. These 
utterances may be a brave covering ' 
for a very different reality, but we | 
shall be foolish if we put any faith in j 
that theory.

Stirring Words From Rev. T. B. Darby,

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Mr. Editor,—Your issue of yes­

terday’s date reached me to-day. I 
am pleased to see the action of the Re­
cruiting Committee re Selective Con­
scription. Let the politicians and the 
Government take warning. One of the 
great evils of our present system is 
that volunteer troops, in addition to 
their physical fitness, are certain to 
contain men of courage, men imbued 
with the spirit of self-sacrifice, alr 
truism and idealism in greater pro­
portion than the population at large. 
This system drains the country much 
more heavily of its best stock, because 
this naturally steps forward first in 
the service of its country. No Gov­
ernment which looks to the future, 
can afford to accept this great sacrifice 
entirely.

This stock naturally furnishes the 
leaders of the country. Many of them 
will return and woe to the politicians 
who for present gain of a few votes 
from cowardly or ignoble slackers, 
fail to do their duty by the Regiment 
and the Empire at this Juncture.

As a matter of fact the Government 
should commandeer all the resources 
of the Colony both in men and money 
for our #ono supreme business now is 
to help win this war. If we fail to do 
our duty here, and the Empire and her 
Allies march to victory without us, wc 
shall not only be branded as disloyal 
cowards by our fellow subjects, but 
worse, wc shall have betrayed the 
men who on land and sea have died for 
us.

You have now, Mr. Editor, not only 
the Methodist Conference, but the Re­
cruiting Committee behind you in your 
brave fight for fair play for our brave 
boys in France. Some of use regret 
that this is not the year for the meet­
ing of the Anglican Synod for we feel 
sure if it had met you would have had 
the backing of that influential body. 
The writer made the statement in the 
Conference in reply to a suggestion 
as to the loyalty of the Conference 
that there was not a Methodist Par­
sonage in the country where there was 
a boy of military age who was not in 
khaki or wearing a Rejection Badge.

Bill Levying a Tax 
on Business Profits

PASSED LOWER HOUSE IN AMEND- 
ED FORM.

With an entire absence of criticism 
and with typical ingenuity, the so- 
called National Government passed in 
the House of Assembly yesterday af­
ternoon under an assumed title the 
Business Profits Tax.

A Bill amending the Saw Mills Act 
of 1915 was introduced and went 
through all stages. The Minister of 
Justice explained the measure, point­
ing out that the object of it was to 
remove a doubt regarding pit props. 
Under the old Act. after timber had 
been cut 18 months and not removed, 
right of property ceased: but, accord­
ing to the amending Bill, right of 
property is given to the owners of 
pit props cut since Oct. 1st, 1915. 
What necessitated this change was 
the fact that a considerable quantity 
of pit props were cut last year but 
owing to lack of tonnage could not 
be exported.

The House then went into Commit­
tee on the Bill "An Act to Levy a Tax 
on Business Profits,” although it read 
on the official order paper, “An Act 
further to amend the Revenue Act” 
The Bill was submitted in amended 
form. In the original Bill there was 
an interest of 6 per cent, allowed on 
capital, but this is stricken out alto­
gether in the new measure, which pro­
vides a tax of 20 per cent, on all 
businesses instead of 25 per cent, on 
all net profits over three thousand 
dollars instead of two thousand, which 
was the amount stated originally. A 
tax of one-half of one per cent, is to 
be imposed on all deposits held in all 
Banks on December 31st, the New­
foundland Government Savings Bank 
being immune. The Bill passed Com­
mittee stage in remarkably quick 
time. The Minister of Justice had 
charge of the Bill, but explanations 
of some of its clauses were made by 
another Minister. The Bill was read 
a third time. The measure was then 
sent to the Upper House where it will 
be aired this afternoon.

The Premier then moved the ad­
journment of the House, intimating 
that His Excellency the Governor 
would be pleased to prorogue the 
Legislature at 3 p.m. to-morrow (Sat­
urday) if the Legislative Council had 
finished all its business.

The Profit Tax.
Mr. Grieve Writes on the New Pro­

posals.
St. John’s, Nfld., 

August 2nd, T7. 
Editor Evening Telegram.

Sir,—it is rumoured that the 
"PROFITS BILL” is to be amended, 
and instead of an allowance being 
granted to Capital of in one sugges­
tion 6% and in another 10% before 
levying the tax, that a profit of $3,- 
000 is to be deducted before estima­
ting the profit to be assessed.

This won’t go far when there are 
several partners in a firm who with 
their families live out of their share 
of profits.

Take a case of a man who values 
his services at 1% of his capital 
which let us suppose is $250,000 and 
therefore yields $2,500. He gets then 
$2,400 plus $3,000 and it his profit 
amounts to 6% on his capital he will 
hand over $2,400 to satisfy the tax.

The Banks allow 3% on deposits 
and charge about 7% upon advances.

Government guarantees 5% on the 
Hr. Grace dock, upon the Woollen 
Mills, &c. It further protects tobac­
co, oleomargarine, biscuits, cordage, 
and other local industries.

What principle will be observed in 
taxing these and when do they earn 
a profit? Will it be fair to allow 
them to pay 10% dividend and to cre­
ate large reserves clear of taxation, 
and differentiate against, say. a Con­
ception Bay merchant who risks his 
all in supplying for Labrador or the 
dry goods merchant of Water Street 
who, if he gives him credit, shares to 
some extent the risk?

Will it not be wise to retire from 
hazardous enterprises that alone are 
taxed anil wait patiently for fi, 8 or 
10% good dividends from all the pro­
tected dividend paying joint stock 
Companies?

If Mr. Coaker has guaranteed the 
investors in the F.P.U. 10% for their 
money, is lie to be allowed to deduct 
10% from his profits before account­

ing to Government for this new tax?
I am asking for information, I de­

mand fair play. I plead for careful 
sifting of the measure before it has 
the force of legislative enactment. 
We read that "joy cometh in the 
morning”; so it does, but it will be a 
very modified joy that will greet the 
fishermen of Newfoundland when they 
plead In vain next Spring for those 
facilities which when judiciously ex­
tended are proper and necessary to­
wards developing and prosecuting the 
fisheries.

This bill may be a blessing in dis­
guise. Some of us do not see it, and 
being Christians wc cannot fold our 
hands and exclaim Kismet.

The mother who is bereaved 
through the war may not at once be 
reconciled to lier loss. Time and 
faith may effect this.

Give us time to discuss and digest 
this proposed measure, prove to us 
that it is not class legislation, show 
us that our fears are only vain 
dreams and that the nominal success 
of the measure is not to be neutral­
ised by substantial and permanent 
loss to the whole Colony, and thereby 
carry the Country with you in favour 
of the Bill.

In Canada, Australia, New Zealand 
and elsewhere the cry is “Why 
should my boy fight for the Empire 
and yours loaf at home?” The Board 
of Trade's sentiments, as I understand 
them, are, conscript wealth or afflu­
ence if you will, but be impartial and 
honest a'nd let every grade of pros­
perity bear its share of the Imperial 
burden.

ONMAJOR-GENERAL MAVRICE 
THE WAR.

LONDON, Aug. 2.
‘ Looking iroin the broadest extent 

at the events of the past fortnight," 
said Major-General Maurice, Chief 
Director of lhilPary operations at the 
war office, in his weekly- interview 
to-day, “it will necessarily mean the 
prolongation of the war. We cannot 
longer ctiunt bn any great material 
assistance from Russia. This means 
a greater burden on the other En­
tente Allies and the United States. It 
means she must come into the field 
as soon as possible and with the 
greatest possible force. This week’s 
battic in Flanders was entirely suc­
cessful. General Sir Douglas Haig 
fixed a definite line of objectives. 
Speak’ng generally lie attained it suc­
cessfully. On the southern third of 
the front attacked he gained his ob- 
jeHive easily. On the northern third 
the enemy's resistance broke down so 
completely that General Haig felt jus­
tified in permitting his troops to go 
well beyond their objectives. In the 
centre third we fell â little short of 
the objective owing to enemy resist­
ance. General Maurice said the Brit- ] 
isii Commander’s next move was to 
determine another objective and then 
after the customary process of pre­
paration to proceed similarly to 
achieve it. In cases of this kind, he 
said, the objective line depends main­
ly upon the range of the artillery. The 
attack must be patient and method­
ical. In this way we can gain ground 
ard inflict heavy losses on the enemy 

[ without heavy losses to ourselves.
That is the system we used at Arras

LOST TERRITORY REG AI NE If.
LONDON, Aug. 2.

The British forces to-day launched 
a counter-attack against the German 
positions in Flanders.

[line in the neighborhood of the Rou- 
lers-Ypres railway, some territory 
which the Germans yesterday had re­
gained.

SITUATION UNCHANGED.
British Front in France and Bel­

gium (by Associated Press), Aug.- 1.— 
“The situation is virtually unchang­
ed." This sums up the day’s news 
from the wide zone along which the 
British and FTench yesterday hurled 
Prince Rupprecht’s forces back to the 
supporting defences at a depth vary­
ing between one and three miles. Ar­
tillery activities continued with great 
intensity, the British pouring a steady 
stream of high explosive shells into 
the positions which the Germans now 
hold, but there was comparatively lit­
tle infantry fighting. The Allies to­
day were busy consolidating tlite posi­
tions they captured yesterday. Heavy 

| German counter attacks had been 
looked for, but outside of a few local 
attempts to regain positions, these did 
not materialize. This was perhaps 
due partly to the heavy rain which 
continued without cessation since last 
night, filling shell holes with water 
and turning the grohnd into a deep 
mud, over which it is difficult to fight. 
The German guns, however, many of 
which had been withdrawn to posi­
tions further back before the rain 
began, have been carrying on a steady 
bombardment, especially against the 
territory captured by the Allies on 
the northern side of the Ypres sali­
ent, but their firing has been more or 
less erratic because of the storm 
which blocked the work of the obser­
vation officers. As usual the Ger­
mans are employing great quantities 
of gas shells, due to the complete pre­
paration made for yesterday’s assault. 
The British casualties have not been 
excessive, but the condition of the 
battlefield and statements by prison­
ers indicate that the German losses 
were exceedingly heavy. The British 
Medical Corps has again evinced the 
most complete organization 
o’clock last night all the British 
wounded had been collected and 
brought back to the emergency sta­
tions. More than 4,000 prisoners with 
some 60 officers were taken by the 
British in the Ypres salient alone. 
Prussians. Bavarians and Saxons all 
have given of their number to swell 
the total captured, and no more de­
jected appearing men have been seen 
in the prison stations since the be­
ginning of the war. Particularly no­
ticeable was the scarcity of veteran 
non-commissioned officers and the 
large number of youths from the 
1918 class which are nothing more 
than raw recruits. One veteran of 
many battles freely expressed his con­
tempt of these youngsters, who he 
said lacked the stamina to stand up 
under the hardships of war, and could 
not be depended upon in a tight place, 
such as they found themselves facing 
yesterday. Most of the prisoners 
were a miserable. sick-looking 
lot, many of them suffering from in­
ternal complaints caused by expos­
ure, and the majority from hunger. 
Few of them have any hope of Ger­

many winning the war, and one ôffi- 
cer ventured the opinion that the time 
of the Fatherland’s downfall was 
near. ' He based his opinions largely 
on the scarcity of men, and certainly 
the boyish faces now in prison cages 
appear to be indicative of a lack of 
human material.

HEAVY FIGHTING.
LONDON, Aug. 2.

Telegraphing from the British 
headquarters in France and Belgium, 
the correspondent of Reuter’s says 
Despite the weather there has been 
much hard fighting during the past 24 
hours. The Germans were manifestly 
perturbed by our gaining so much 
ground along the Pilken ridge and 
they have launched several desperate 
counter attacks. Although these 
were repeatedly checked by our ar­
tillery, yet in places they readied a 
stage of hand to hand fighting of a 
ferocious character. The Germans are 
throwing in their best troops to re­
lieve the situation. Their losses must 
be collossal, as our preponderance of 
gun power enables our artillery to 
maintain a steady barrage upon the 
rear of the new German lines, so that 
relief must be. brought through this 
before they: come to organize for an 
attack. The; enemy artillery has 
been concentrating heavily upon cer­
tain sections.

Your Boys and Girls.
These are a feffv things that every 

mother should know: Babies should 
never be held sitting up straight un­
til they sit up of their own accord and 
can hold their heads erect.

No Food for the Enemy.
Twelve Dutch ships and one Nor­

wegian, with cargoes of wheat, corn, 
oats and oilcake, started from an Am­
erican port last Friday to cross the 
Atlantic, thus avoiding the export 
license rules which were to., be In 
force two days later. It is understood 
that they had no safe conduct letters 
from the British Government. Dis­
patches from Washington say that if 
they pass the British blockade thé 
neutrals will gain nothing by this 
venture, because the cargoes will be 
charged against the total for which 
licenses are to be granted. This in­
dicates that our Government intends 
to permit the shipment of some speci­
fied quantity of foodstuffs to those 
countries, from which Germany has 
been receiving, and still receives, an 
essential part of her food supply.

The question whether Holland, Den­
mark, Norway and Sweden should 
have any more wheat and feed for 
livestock from this country is one of 
he highest importance. Germany’s 

need of food imports from them is 
greater now than it has been at any 
other time during the war. Mr. 
Pollen, the British naval expert now 
in Washington, said in last Sunday's 
Times:

"If all the Scandinavian countries 
are rationed down to their own ab­
solute necessities, with nothing left 
over to ship to the enemy, either 
across the border from Holland and 
Denmark or through the sound from 
Sweden and Norway, Germany can­
not possibly go on.”

Germany’s food supply is very low, 
and the crops now to be harvested 
are small. Gloomy testimony about 
them in the Dutch and Danish press 
caused the Berlin Government to mis­
represent their condition some weeks 
ago. But the farmers denounced this 
misrepresentation, and partial failure 
of crops has since been admitted. 
Hope that a separate peace with Rus­
sia might open the door for imports 
from that country has come to noth­
ing. Realizing that our Government’s 
action may deprive her of what she 
must have, if she continues to fight, 
Germany says in her press that we 
are trying to "crush and annihilate" 
the neutrals. These countries, by 
sales to our enemy, have been rob­
bing their own people. A large part 
of the food exported has been needed 
at home. There is proof of this in 
the riots at Rotterdam and Amster­
dam. and the protests of Scandinav­
ian workingmen. In Denmark last 
week it was proposed by a Minister 
that the Government should take con­
trol of the harvest to prevent famine. 
There is no fodder for the country’s 
cattle. While it was available, thous­
ands of cattle were sent to Germany 
every month. Holland wants Amer­
ican fodder to be used in making 
meat, butter, milk and cheese for the 
Germans. In all these countries a 
small part of the population has pro­
fited greatly by reason of the German 
trade, while the majority have suffer­
ed on account of high prices and a 
reduction of supplies. And much of 
this export trade has been carried on 
in violation of agreements with the 
Entente Allies.

We should compel the neutrals to 
be satisfied with the cargoes now 
crossing the ocean. No licenses should 
be granted for the shipment of Am­
erican wheat, fodder grain,or oilcake 
to them. By their exports to our en­
emy they have prolonged the war. We 
must not help them now to delay the 
coming of peace. We have soldiers 
in Europe. American food must not 
be used to nourish and support those 
who will strive to kill them.—N. Y. 
Times. •
