COMPETITION.

The raising of the Allied
blockade againet Germany lets
down the trade barriers set up
against that country, and per-
mits its manufacturers to get
back into the realms of interna-
tional trade and commerce. Nor
have they been slow in their en-
try into outside markets, though
they bitterly complain of the
endeavours of other persons,
whom they charge are flooding
parts of Germany nearest the
French bhorder with foreign
goods. That, according to Ger-
man ideas, is bad business for
Germany, because there is com-
petition with home industries.
But, according to the German
theory, it is good business to get
your own wares into the com-
petitive market, and acting upon
this principle and without regard
to any commercial niceties, or
the observance of the customary
amenities, Germany has early
begun upon a new after-the-war
trade war. Accepting the old
axiom that the end justifies the
means, German manufacturers
have enlisted the services of
French soldiers, who formed
part of the army of occupation,
to introduce German wares into
France at prices which are be-
low the cost of similar articles
of French manufacture by three
quarters of the production rate
of the latter. The object of this
is at once plain, it being an at-
tempt to capture the trade with
attractive prices, though how

it e

.
£

thoroughness, is not an honest
trader, nor does he manufacture
honest goods. Shoddy is stamp-
ed all over his output. Attrac-
tive in make up, but that is all.
Nor is he over squeamish re-
garding trade methods. Falsifi-
cation of trade marks was not
the least of his commercial
crimes, and the substitution of
inferior goods for the product of
a higher standard, in filling or-
ders, was regarded as something
quite clever in Germany.

Discussing these matters a
contemporary declares as fol-
lows:

“The Commercial World learn-
ed too much of the German’s
real character from the experi-
ences of the past five years, and
from revelations which came
during those years, regarding
German practices in the earlier
time of peace, for it to enter
trustfully into new trade with
him. He will be watched. It
will be unfortunate—for him—
if it should turn out that the re-
formation, which Germany has
professed to have undergone
since last November, has not ex-
tended to her commercial
methods.”

CURZON ON THE EX-KAISER.

LONDON, July 20.

(Reuter’s Ottawa Agency.)—In the
House of Lords, on the second read-
_ing of the Treaty of Peace, Lord Cur-
‘zon said he disagreed with the view
, that the trial of the ex-Kaiser might
!attract support to him. Compaglng
the ex-Kaiser with the condemned
Sovereigns of History, he said there
was something picturesque about
Charles the First, something grand,
and almost heroic, in the intellectual
scope and initiative of Napoleon, but
a man who not only was guilty of the
war’s atrocities but ignominiously fled
from his country, immediately it got
into difficult circumstances, was a man
unimaginable as a hero or a martyr,
His presence just over the German
border might be a political danger to
all the Allies and though he believed
that the German Emperor, more than
any other individual, was responsible
for the shocking breach of faith
through which the war began, he was
more than any man responsible for
the terrible crimes disfiguring the
war, and upon his shoulders forever-
i more rested the burden of the appall-
ing calamity, which had overtaken the
{ world. The ex-Kaiser hitherto has al-
; ways emphasized the commanding
j nature of his position, and it was diffi-
tcult from the tenour of his speeches
;to estimate whether he regarded him-
solf as the especial protege of the Al-
imighty or whether the Almighty was
under his special patronage. Such a
| man ought to be tried and judged, and
if guilty, punished. The difficulties
of holding the trial had been exagger-
ated. The final decision, as regards
the place of trial, had not been taken,
but, if it took place in Britain, it did
! not follow that London would be the
place selected.

BULGARIAN PEACE DELEGATES.
PARIS, July 26.

The Bulgarian Peace delegation ar-
rived at Lyons Station at eight o’clock
this morning, and were received by
Col. Henry, on behalf of the Allies,
and were escorted in automobiles to
the chateau Madrid at Neuilly.

He ended up his memorable let-
ter as follows,—“I hope the day is not far
distant when St. John’s will be the first link
in the electric chain which will unite the
0ld World with the New.”

So enthusiastic was Mr. Gisborne that he
resigned his lucrative position with the
Nova Scotia Telegraph Company and or-
ganized a local company in Newfoundland
for the purpose of cpnstructing the first
telegraph line in our Island between St
John’s and Carbonear, and during Septem-
ber of the same year he set out upon the
arduous expedition of surveying the line to
Cape Ray. This occupied him and his par-
ty of six men, upwards of three months, in
which they suffered extreme privations and
narrowly escaped starvation. On his re-
turn to St. John’s he reported very favor-
ably on the project to the Legislature, and
furnished estimates of the probable cost.
Mr. Gisborne then proceeded to New York
and formed the Electric Telegraph Com-
pany with Mr. Tibbits and Mr. Holbrook,
of that city, as his chief supporters. He
then left for England to purchase a suit-
able submarine cable to connect Newfound-
land with the mainland—his project being
from Cape Ray to Prince Edward Island
and thence across Northumberland Straits
to New Brunswick. He returned by a
small steamer, and in the month of No-
vember, 1852 he laid the first submarine

cable of any length in America, across the j

FAVORED AN UNDERGROUND SYSTEM.
In the Spring of 1853, Mr. Gisborne went

] to work vigorously to complete his favor-

ite undertaking of laying a telegraph line,
chiefly underground, between St. John’s
and Cape Ray. He had constructed some
thirty or forty miles with every prospect of
success, when most unexpectedly his finan-
cial supporters in New York refused to fur-
nish the required funds, and brought opera-
tions to a sudden termination. Mr. Gis-
borne being the only recognized party. was
stripped of his entire property and was ar-
rested to answer the claims of his credit-
ors. He cheerfully and honorably surren-
dered everything he possessed, and did his
utmost to relieve the extreme distress in
which the laborers on the line were in-
volved. Mr. Gisborne went to New York in
January, 1854 to see his friends again, but
they could give him no support. ‘While
staying at the Astor House he met an en-
gineer, Matthew Field, and through him he
obtained an introduction to Cyrus W.
Field. brother of Matthew, who was a mer-

_chant of New York, and although a com-

paratively young man, had retired from
business with a substantial fortune.

ENTER CYRUS W. FIELD.

Mr. Gisborne spent an evening at the
residence of Cyrus W. Field, describing
the route of his proposed telegraph enter-
prise and the points it would connect. Mr.
Gisborne admits that he never proposed a
trans-Atlantic cable, as the project was too
Quixotic, and his ambitions were on a very
much smaller scale. Cyrus Field admits
that the idea of a trans-Atlantic cable had
long been a matter of speculation with
scientific men, though their theories had
never attracted his attention until Mr. Gis-
borne brought his project up, and when he
grasped the idea, it took a strong hold on
his imagination and led him to entertain
the Newfoundland scheme as a preliminary
to the other. Iz cared little for shortening
the communication with Europe by a day
or two, but the hope of greater results in-
spired and gave him courage to enter upon
a work which no man could foresee the end.
Cyrus Field then made his own enquiries
with the very best scientific authorities as
to the possibility of laying this trans-
Atlantic cable, and being satisfied he then
formed up a new  company with Peter
Cooper, Moses Taylor, Marshall Roberts
and Chandler White as the first directors.

FIRST ORGANIZATION MEETING.

They met' on Saturday evening, and as
they were all very busy men, they had not
much time to spare, so they agreed to
meet on Monday morning and organize the
New York, Newfoundland and London Tele-
graph Co., with a capital of one and a
half million dollars, and I may here state
that it was under this company tkat my
friends and fellow-operators Edwin F.

THE FUTURE HIDDEN.

The sum of one and a half million dollars
was quickly subscribed before breakfast
at that memorable meeting, and the com-
pany took over Mr. Gisborne’s enterprise
| in Newfoundland, paid all his debts, and
well it was for them that the future was
hidden (o them, with its heavy burden of
many wearisome years, or in all probabil-
ity it would have chilled the most sanguine
amongst them. There is nothing easier
than to build a railroad or telegraph line
on paper. You have only to run a line
across the map and one thousand leagues
vanish in a stroke. Look at the enterprise
and determination of the Reid Nfld. Co.,
who by their pluck and perseverance over-
came all obstacles, and finished their con-
tracts without a compromise, or the orig-
inal contractors being financially hamper-
ed, which is an unusual occurrence in such
great enterprises, as witneess those in the
United States, Canada or elsewhere. The
original contractors seldom carry out their
part to a finish, but the Reid Nfid. Co. have
done so, and that with very few accidents,
during the past quarter of a century, and
certainly with every fair play towards their
employees, because I know scores of men
who entered the service when Reid took
over the contract, and they are in the em-
ploy to-day, which speaks for itself.

THE FIRST CABLE.

Gisborne had made a beginning at the
easiest end, but now the hard work began.
Able and practical men like the late Hon.
A. M. Mackay {who rose to the position of
Superintendent and held it for thirty years
or more), T. D. Scanlan and a few others
were young operators, and the difficulties
began to disappear, but it would take me
too long to narrate one-tenth of their ad-
ventures and hardships. For 'two years
they underwent incredible privation and
labor of every kind, and then came the
laying of the cable across the Gulf to con-
nect with another telegraph line of one
hundred and forty miles in length on the
Island of Cape Breton. The first attempt
to lay a cable across the Gulf in 1855 was
a failure; but they were successful in the
following year on their second attempt.
The company had now telegraph connec-
tions from New York to St. John’s, a dis-
tance, approximately, one thousand miles,
and they stood on the heights of historic
Signal Hill looking across the bread At-
lantic—ready to, metaphorically speaking,
clasp hands with their fellpw-men in Old
Ireland, and flash the news to and from in
the twinkling of an eye, should their vast
enterprise succeed. And the people of the
entire world wondered at the vastness of
the scheme, by which a few enterprising
men hoped that they would overcome the
great storms and waves of the broad At-
lantic, and enable the peoples of the two
hemispheres to speak to each other with
almost the rapidity of thought. The con-

summation of this %onderful undertaking,
probably the greatest in the history of the
world, first brnought our beloved country
into prominence, and compelled even the
British Government to. turn their attention
to us, as occupying the most important
geographical position among all the col-
onies. We became the connecting link be-
tween the Old World and the New. The
hope of the great prelate, Bishop Mullock,
was about to be realized. The land of his
birth and the land of his adoption were
about to be united by the Atlantic cable
from shore to shore. It was no longer to
be a hazy experiment, but an established
fact.

FIELD'S GREAT OBJECT.

This brings us to the beginning of the
great object of Cyrus Field to span the
Atlantic. It was true that the ocean had
been sounded and an excellent plateau had
been found between Newfoundland and
Ireland that was ideal for laying of this
cable, but the very idea of laying a cable
across the bed fo the ocean, two thousand
miles in length. was looked upon as pre-
posterous. How could it be strong enough
to stand the weight and strain to which it
would be subjected, and then how could
the copper wire be in perfect insulation
for such a long distance? The idea was
looked upon as chimerical by th= pessi-
mists, in fact, by the world at large. The
very idea of communication between New-
foundland and Ireland in this manner was
just as unlikely to prove a success as if we
tried to open up communication with the
inhabitants of Mars or Venus to-day.

MORSE ON THE “NIAGARA.”

The announcement was now made that
the s.s. “Niagara” had sailed from New

York to assist in this work of uniting two~

worlds by an electric cable along which
the thoughts of men would fly with the
speed of lightning itself. The United States
Government had acted generously in se-
lecting the ‘“Niagara”—their largest and
best equipped ship for the great under-
taking, and the British Government on its
part displayed an equal liberality. Profes-
sor Morse was one of the few passengers on
board the “Niagara.” He was the inventor
of the electro-magnetic telegraph, and was
known throughout the civilized world, It
would take me too long to give the details
of his many endeavors to perfect this won-
derful agency of communication. For over
forty years he had been prominent before
the British and American Governments on
this important work, and he 'was now the
chief electrician. Cyrus Field was in Eng-
land where he was organizing the Atlantic
Telegraph Company. This was part of the
great project to enlarge the company by
increasing its capital with British share-
holders. Old John Bull was slow to be-
lieve, and asked for more evidence. The
undertaking was too vast to be taken hold
of rashly, and as yet there had been little
or no precedent to go on, as the longest
line that had been laid was only three
Lundred miles. Mr. Field had already made
one failure in trying to cross the Gulf of
St. Lawrence, and his experience therefore
was not very encouraging.

BRUNEL’S PROPHECY.

Mr. Field took council with Robert Ste-
phenson, who manifested a deep interest in
the enterprise, and he was joined by young-
er men, such as Samuel Canning, who were
to prove of great strength to aid him in the
arduous work. No less cordial and en-
thusiastic was Mr. Brunel, a man known
in both hemispheres, who was then building
the “Great Eastern,” and one day he took
Mr. Field down to Blackwell to see the
leviathan hull then rising on the banks
of the Thames—“There,” said he, “is the
ship to lay the Atlantic cable,” but little
did Mr. Brunel think that ten years later
that very ship would be employed in the
service;, and in the final victory cver the
sea, and redeem all the mlsfortunes of her
earlier career.

POLITICAL : DIFFICULTIES SMOOTHED.

The s.s. “Niagara” arrived in England on
the 14th May, and was joined by the British
,man-o’-war “Agamemnon.” The “Niagara”

was to take half the cable from the manu-
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factory at Greenwich, near London, and the
“Agamemnon” the other half at Birken-
head, near Liverpool. Mr. Field had been
successful in forming a company, raising
£350,000 to lay the cable. Mr. Field took
one-fourth of this amount himself, and
British subscribers three-fourths. T. H.
Brooking, well known in Newfoundland,
was one of the prominent men, and was
elected Chairman of the Executive Com-
mittee. Professor William Thomson, LL.D.,
of Glasgow, was also connected with it.
He was afterwards to be so well known as
Sir William Thomson, and later
Kelvin, one of the most eminent men in
this department of science in Europe.

Mr. Field now returned to New York,
and thence he was hurriedly called to
Newfoundland to assist in getting an “Act”
passed by the Legislature. He then had to
rush off to Washington to meet politicians
there that were causing trouble, arguing
that both ends of this cable were in Brit-
ish possessions, but an agreement was
reached, giving the Government of the
United States priority of transmission of
their messages over all others, and the
“Act” was passed. It was the work of a

diplomat to smoothen over national jeal-
ousies and opposition, but Field was equal
to the occasion and showed the Washing-
ton Senators that England was not in
reality “crawling under the sea to get
some advantage over the United States.”

THE CABLE FLEET.

Now let us return to the s.s. “Niagara.”
She was three weeks getting the cable coil-
ed on board, and arrived at Queenstown
about August 1st to meet the rest of the
fleet.. Here are the squadron engaged in
this work at that time ,and will give some
idea of its great importance:

The U. S. steam frigate . “Niagara,” with
half the cable.

The U. S. steam frigate “Susquchanna,”
as tender.

The British warship. “Agamemnon,” to
take one half the cable, and start laying
down from the American side.

H.M.S. “Leopard” as tender to
mennon.” !

H.M.S. “Cyclops” to go ahead and Kkeep
the course.

The steamers ‘“Advice” and “Willing
Mind” to assist in landing the cable at
Valentia, Ireland. The U. S. steamer “Arc-
tic” and Telegraph Co.’s steamer “Victeria”
were to be in Trinity Bay, Nfid.,, and await
the arrival of the fleet, and assist in land-
ing the cable there.

INVOKING THE DIVINE BLESSING.

Monday, August 1st, Valentia Bay was
studded with innumerable craft bedecked
in bunting—their crews and sight-seers
cheering enthusiastically, as the work pro-
ceeded. The Lord Lieutenant of Ireland
stood in the beach for several hours sur-
rounded by his staff and the directors of
the Telegraph Company, waiting the land-
ing of the cable, and when the American
sailors jumped into the water with the
hawser to which it was attached, His Ex-

of it and pull it to the shore. The wire
having been secured to a house on the
beach, the Rev. Mr. Day, of Kenmore, ad-
vanced and offered prayer, asking for en-
couragement to direct and prosper the
work. The Lord-Lieutenant, Mr. Brooking
and Mr. Field were then called on for
speeches.

THE FIRST FAILURE.

August 5th, the “Niagara” started on her
trip to cross the Atlantic. All went well
and the ships were moving out into t=-
broad Atlanttic. There was a strange un-
natural silence in the . ship. The cable
seemed to them as a human creature upon
whose fate they hung, as if it were to de-
cide their own destiny. The engineers are
all there, including Professor Morse—the
paying-out machinery does its work, and
the rumbling is music to their ears. On
Monday, one week after they started to
land .the cable, and they are now two hun-
dred miles to sea—they have got beyond the
shallow water of the coast and were now
approaching where the cable sank {o the
depth of two thousand fathoms. The cable
was each hour burying itself in ths Atlan-
tic Ocean, and every instant the flash of
electric light in the darkened telegraph
room told of the passage of the electrio
current. At nine o‘clock that night a mys-
terious interruption occurred which stag-
gered all on board. Suddenly the electrical
continuity was lost. The cable was not
broken, but it ceased to work. De Saunty
tried it and Professor Morse tried it, but
neither could make it work. The electric-
ians gave it up, and the engineers were
preparing to cut the cable, when suddenly
the elgetric current came back again. It
had been interrupted for two and a half
hours. The return of the current was like
life from the dead, and it was the greatest
relief to all on board. The sailors talked
of the cable as if it were a pet child, but
although their hopes revived, they were
crushed again before morning. The cable
was now running out freely at the rate of
six miles an hour, while the ship was ad-
vancing about four miles. To check this
the engineers applied the brakes firmly
which at once stopped the engine. The ef-
fect was to bring a heavy strain on the
cable that was in the water, and as the
stem of the ship arose from the trough of
the sea, the pressure was too great, and the
cable parted. The unbidden tear started to
many a manly eye, and as Captain Hudson
stated, “ it made all hands of us feel that
we had lost our dearest friend.” There was
nothing left to be done but return to Eng-
land and report failure of the enterprise,
after laying 350 miles of cable.

FIELD UNDAUNTED,

A private letter from Cyrus Field, dated
August 13th, 1857, shows the grit of that
gentleman in his deepest troubles. Here
is an extract from his letter,—“The suc-
cessful laying down of the Atlantic Tele-
graph Cable is put off for a short time, but
its final triumph has been fully proved
from the experience that we had since we
left Valentia. My confidence was never
so strong as at the present time, and I feel
sure with God’s blessing that we shall con-
nect Europe and America with the Atlantic
cord.”

Mr. Field was now made General Man-
ager of the Company, and preparations
were made for a second attempt. The first
expedition opened the eyes of all to the
vastness of the undertaking, and led many
to doubt who did not doubt before. The
directors gave orders to manufacture seven
hundred miles of new cable, and the Brit-
ish Government promised its powerful aid.
The American Government granted Mr.
Field his requests for further assistance.
On June 10th, the second -expedition de-
parted with smooth water, fair sky and
bright prospects. They were almost sure
of fine weather during June, and therefore
a speedy success before them. For three
days all went well, but, alas, the barometer
startéd to fall, .and signs indicated to the
seamen rough _weather. From that day it
was a succession of gales for a week—it
blew fiercer and fiercer. The heavy weight
of 1,300 miles of cable aboard the “Agam-
emnon” caused ‘that steamer to roll and
strain heavily with every sign of founder-
ing. In her tremendous rolls the cable
broke loose, but at the most fearful mo-
ments the gallant captain never lost his
presenc eof mind. The vessel suffered
considerably, and the main coil of cable
had shifted and became_ so twisted and
tangled that one hundred miles of cable
had to be got out and coiled in another
part of the ship. Things were now getting
into shape again, but not three miles of
cabl® had been payed out before the cable
broke, being caught in the machinery
aboard the “Niagara.” Both ships at once
turned about and -spliced the cable. Now
all went well. Abount forty miles of cable
were payed out when suddenly the current
ceased. Professor Morse went on deck and
reported a total break of continuity. ’;[\’his

i’as disheartening, more especially from
the mystery of its cause. Before cutting
the cable Mr. Field decided on testing its
strength. The brakes were shut down, and

the “Niagara” hung upon that slender cord
for one hour and forty minutes, notwith-
standing a fresh breeze at the time. The
ships returned to Queenstown, and Mr.
Field hastened to London ‘o meet the Di-
rectors. Some resigned—some advised
selling the cable, #nt Mr. Fie!@ and Pro-
fessor Thomson gave their opinion that
while it appeared a forlorn hope, still the
ships were there, and they still had suffi-
cient cable to cross the Atlantic. Their ar-
guments prevailed, and they decided, like
Robert Bruce, to try again. The first ex-
pedition was a total failure, but it was the
spirit and determination of Cyrus Field
that was to pluck victory from defeat, and
their bold decision to try again met with
encouragement, and not one moment did
Jhey delay. The orders came from the Di-
rectors that not an hour was to be lost, as
it was now the 5th July, and summer would
soon be over. Within four days the fleet
bhad been coaled, and the squadron started
on the expedition. Nobody cheered—no
potice was taken of them—everyone seem-

The weather was beautiful—as calm as a
millpond and great progress was made.
On Wednesday, August 4th, at 8 am, land
was sighted at the entrance of Trinity Bay.
By morn they were in the Bay, and at 7.30
p.m., Capt. Otter, of H.M.S. “Porcupine,”
went on board to pilot the ship to an an-
chorage near the telegraph house, and at
noon on 6th August, 1858, they were ready
to land the cable at Bay Bulls Arm, Trin-
ity Bay. The ‘“Agamemnon,” after many

‘trying experiences, head winds and several

mishaps. to the cable, arrived safely at Val-

the general joy. Cyrus Field found him-
self famous, and within twenty-four hours
his name was on millions of tongues, and
congratulations poured in on him at Bay
Bull’'s Arm from all quarters, from the
President of the United States and the
Governor General of Canada, and every
other dignitary on this side of the water.
For three days the people of St. John’s (to

which the “Niagara” proceeded for coal),
spent in festivities. The “Niagara” then
started for New York where the public
were devouring every sentence of news
that concerned the cable. Despatches from
Trinity Bay stated that signals were con-
tinually passing over the cable, yet no news
reached the other side of the Atlantic. Mr.
Field explained that the cable was landed
in the woods at Bay Bulls Arm, Nfid, and
until the telegraph instruments were all
ready and perfectly adjusted, no com-
munications could pass between the two
continents. He promised the earliest in-
formation, but it might be several days be-
fore all was ready. The first through mes-
sage, he sdid, would be one from the Queen
of Great Britain to the President of the
United States, and the second would be his
reply. Still the public were not satisfied,
and many were beginning to doubt again,
when on the 16th August, 1858, it was sud-
denly announced that the Queen’s message
was received, and the same day James
Buchanan, the President, made his reply.

CELEBRATING THE SUCCESS.

The next morning, August 17th, the City
of New'York was awakened by the thun-
der of heavy artillery—and flags were fly-
ing from all the public buildings. That
night the city was illuminated, and such
was the blaze of light round the City Hall
that the Cupola caught fire and the Hall
itself narrowly escaped destruction. ‘The
next morning the “Niagara” reached New
York, and Cyrus Field was at his home to

receive the congratulations of all his
friends. In England, where the enthusiasm
did not approach that of the United States,
the London “Times” stated on the morning
of August 6th, “That nothing since the dis-
covery of Columbus compared with the
vast enlargement which had been given
to the sphere of human activity.” To mark
the occasion, the chief engineer of the ex-
pedition, Charles T. Bright, was knighted,
and Capt.' Preedy and Capt. Aldham were
both made Companions of the Bath. Thus
England showed her appreciation of their
services. Alas for human glory! That
very day, when every honor was being
done for the Atlantic cable and its author,
it gave its last throb, and the first cable
went to sleep—silent in its ocean grave.
“The Atlantic Cable was dead!” What a
bitter disappointment to all! Years of
labor and millions of capital were swept
away in an hour into the bosom of the
pitiless sea. People were ashamed of their
late enfhusiasm, and many hastened to give
it a parting kick. There was no longer
any dispute as to who was originator of
the great achievement. Popular excite-
ment rushed to the other extreme, and
many believed it was a gigantic hoax. It
was the same in E£ngland, where they
made merry at the expense of Sir Charles
Bright, and one writer endeavored to prove
that not only wag the Atlantic cabie never
laid, but such a thing was impossible.
Others said it was a “Stock Speculation,”
and one writer excelled himself with the
enquiry, “How many shares of his stock

Ethie From Straits.

BRINGS FISHERY REPORT.

(Western Star-July 23.)

The s.s. Ethie, Capt. E. English,
reached Curling at 1.30 Monday after-
noon, from Straits and bropght us the
following report: At St. John’s Is-
lands there was from 15 to 25 quintals
cod per trap on 11th and 12th, but on
14th there was none. The best trap
at Port au Choix has 150 qtls. on
shore; some traps however have none
to ‘date. At Farrole on 14th some
traps had 30 to 40 qtls. There is some
cod at times at Darby's Tickle; best
trap has 120 qtls. ashore; there is
loose ice about which interfere some-
what in operations. At Current Is-
land and at Flower’s Cove all traps
were up on 15th owing to ice. Abun-
dance of cod struck in at Bonne Es-
perance and Salmon Bay on 14th July,
and on 16th Whitley had about 600
qtls. At Bradore and Blanc Sablon
there was nothing doing on 15th, and
much ice about. No cod at Forteau,
and on 15th first caplin struck in.
No cod along shore to Pleasure Hr.
when the Ethie was there. At Battle
Hr. on 19th there was just a sign of
cod in traps, good salmon fishing, and
caplin plentiful. Nothing .at Chat-
teau at present, had a little spurt till
the ice came on the shore again. No-
thing doing at West St. Modest, Lance
au Loup, Forteau. All the traps at
Blanc Sablon had to be taken up owing
to ice when the Ethie was coming
south, one trap was reported with
60 qtls. on 19th. There is good fishing
at Flowers Cove, traps getting from
25 to 40 qtls., and on Saturday one trap
had 80 quintals; the fish struck
in there on Friday, 18th. At Brig
Bay there is good fishing since Fri-
day, when the weather is mnot too
rough. At Port au Choix there is
no cod in traps, but trawlmen are
doing well. Cod struck in on 18th
from Farrole Point along the shore
down to Cape Norman. The schr.
Diver Jack was lost at Forteau, the
crew came by the Ethie. The ship en-
countered dense fog with scattered ice
throughout the trip. Ice moved off
from Red Bay down to Battle Hr.
last Thursday.

Thought Gasoline
Was Kero.

Another of those unfortunate cases
where the man is not sufficiently
careful to separate his engine gaso-
line from .the kerosene, and the dan-
gerous habit of lighting fires with
kerosene ended seriously when the
house of Joshua Leyte of Samson’s
Island was burned to the ground with
all its contents and his wife badly
burned about the arms and body.

Mr. Leyte arrived from the fishing
grounds just as his wife, a mass of
flames jumped into the water, while
the home/,itself was in flames. Mrs.
Leyte went to light the fire and secur-
ed from the stage a can which she
thought contained kerosene, but was
really gasoline. Igniting it flamed up
around her, setting her clothes on
fire so that she barely escaped with
her life, and is very seriously burnt,
while the laouse was utterly destroyed
and nothing was saved from it. Mr.

Betrayed by a Button.

How Murderers Are Brought to Jus-
tice.

In the majority of cases it is some
trivial thing which leads to the dis-
covery of the most flagrant crimes.

A constable at Southampton. re-
cently noticed breath marks on the
window of a jeweller’'s shop. This
caused him to stop and listen, and
ultimately led to the arrest of two
burglars.

Even smaller clues than this have
been responsible for bringing crimin-
als to justice.

A cigarette of a peculiar brand, left
behind by a burglar named Fitzpat-
.rick in a city warehouse, earned for
him a long term of penal servitude.
Another burglar, at Middlesborough,
was run to earth after a long chase
with only a broken cigar band as a
clue.

Pierre Jaune, the famous French
detective, who died in 1915, once
traced a murderer within forty-eight
hours with no clue save a trousers
button. Suspicion was first aroused
in the Crippen case by the spelling
of the victim’s name, “Elmore,” with
two “I's” on a forged letter.

The mysterious murder of a little
girl in Devonshire was solved owing
to the accidental finding of some of
her hair in a bird’s nest.

A single word, “Cudham,” over-
heard by chance at the Penge post-
office, was the starting point of the
inquiry which brought to light the
shocking murder by starvation and
ill-use of Mrs. Louis Staunton in a
house rented by her unnatural hus-
band near that remote village.

The chance of a shutter falling up-
on a passer-by was the chief means
of convicting a Liverpool youth,
George Sumner, of the murder of Miss
Bradfield some few years back. Or-
rock, who murdered a constable at
Dalston in 1884, was brought to the
scaffold by a single initial hastily
scratched upon the blade of a chisel.

Early last year a girl named Nel-
lie Trew was brutally done to death
on Eltham Common. In trying to de-
fend herself she had torn a button
from her assailant’'s overcoat. A tiny
clue! But it sufficed.

In the case of a similar murder at
Bodmin some time back, perpetrated
by a man named Ollison, the girl vic-
tim tore a handful of hair from her
assailant’s beard. The day following
a constable was waiting his turn in a
barber’s shop when a man came in
to get his beard trimmed. It was
Ollison. He was hanged.

When Crooks
Escape by Air.

Undoubtedly one of the problems
which Scotland Yard will have to
cope with in the near future will be
the pursuit of criminals through the
air.

Plans for the organization of a
corps of aerial trackers, with a
special Scotland Yard aerodrome
from which detectives could make an
immediate start in pursuit of wrong-
doors who sought to escape the
clutches of the law through the air,
are already being carried out.

It may be some time before crim-
ina&s include private aeroplanes
among their equipment, but it will
be a comparatively easy matter for
the swell cracksman and wealthy
murderer to arrange for an escape
by air.

Whether he will succeed depends
on the aerial organization of Scotland
Yard and the alertness of the cus-
toms and coastguards. Quick com-
munication between the police and
the latter may result in an easy cap-
ture.

As a member of the Criminal In-
vestigation Department points out to
the writer, although the air is wide
the flying criminal has got to come
down somewhere, and by wireless his
description and that of his machine
can be flashed over the world in a
few minutes.

One method of stoppage and detec-
tion will be through the medium of

aseries of sound-detecting instru
ments along the coast, linked up by
telephones with each other, and
also with corps of aerial police. The
noise of the machine will be detected,
and if it does not land for inspection
as required by aerial navigation
rules, it will be located and reported,
and a strict watch will be kept at
all points,

Control of flying machines is being
S0 organized that every machine en-
tering Britain, for instance, will have
to land for inspection.

The watch will be so strict that the
possibility of evading the cordon of
guards will be very slight. Other
countries, in accordance with the sug-
gestions of the Aerial Advisory Com-
mission of the British Peace Delega-
tion, are adopting similar plans for
the control of air trafic. The chan-
ces of the flying criminal escaping
justice, therefore, are not of the
rosiest.

Fortunes in Stamps.

Judging by the amounts realized
at the recent sales of the stamp col-
lections made by two Taysiders
(writes W.B.B. in the “Dundee Ad-
vertiser”), stamp collecting would
appear to be a profitable hobby.

How a sum like £2,500 or £1,667
(obtained for the collections of Mr.
A. G. Kidd, Dundee, and the late Mr.
D. Dickson, Newport, respectively)
could be amassed %ut of the collection
of postage stamps must be a source
of curiosity to most people.

Yet, while these particular sums
were realized for collections which
were probably amassed in the course
of many years and with great pains,
there are single specimens of stamps
which, if they were auctioned, neither
of these very comfortable amounts
would purchase.

M. de la Renotiere, a Paris collect-
or, possesses the only specimen
known to exist of what is reckoned
to be the rarest stamp in the world—
namely, the one-cent (1856) of British
Guiana. It is claimed that this stamp
would . not change hands now for
£2,000.

One wonders how this tiny affair is
guarded, and how many attempts
have been made to extract it from
its resting place.

A close second to this is the famous
twopenny ‘“Post Office” Mauritius. A
glaring mistake was made in the en-
graving of the dies for this stamp,
and instead of “post paid” the en-
graver (a local watchmaker) scratch-
ed on the copper the words “Post
Office.” One thousand of these stamps
were issued, and only twenty-two
copies have been traced. Omne of the
latter was put up for auction in 1904,
and realized £1,450. That particular
stamp is now contained in King
George’s collection.

If it were again put up, it is cer-
tain it would command a very much
higher figure.

The King’s collection is reported to
be one of the finest and most inter-
esting in the world. His Majesty’s
interest in philately and his own al-
bum is demonstrated by the presence

J

of a representative at all important
stamp sales.

The most famous collection is that
of the late Mr. T. P. Tapling, M.P.,
which he bequathed to the British
Museum, and which has reposed there
for twenty-eight years. Its estimated
value is approximately £1,000,000.
one of the rarest specimens contained
therein was removed from the show-
cases and placed in a locked room.

Curious Clubs.

The announcement in the Press re-
cently that a “Baid-headed Man’s
Club” had just met—the first time
since 1916, owing to the war—serves
to recall one or two quaint clubs.

“The Fat Man’s Club,” for instance,
was known to exist in Paris in 1897.
Its heaviest member turned the scale
at twenty-four stone, and the chief
qqualification for membership of this
club was to weigh fifteen stone ten
pounds.

About this time there also met in
New York the “Society of the Pointed
Beards”—one of the most exclusive
clubs of America. No one was eligible
unless he had a carcfully-cultivated
beard of natural and personal growth,
in good standing, and terminating in
one symmetrical point half an inch
from the apex of the chin, of suffici-
ent evidence to preclude controyersy.

At two club dinners, held in 1898,
everything as far as possible harmon-
ised with the objects of the society,
even the menu-cards giving evidence
of the beard mania, and the celery
was even served with its leaves trim-
med to a point.

The first baby born in England
after the Insurance Act came into op-
eration was Mary Lydia Georgina
Frances Golding, of St.  Luke’s Mews,
Cromwell Road, Notting Hill. She
started this life at one mniute past
twelve on January 13th, 1913, and
promptly received a silver cup from
a leading daily newspaper. Her two
names. Lydia Georgina, were given
to the helpless infant as a compli-
ment to Mr. Lloyd George.

The first concrete ship made her
maiden voyage in February. Despite
heavy weather, the Armistice behaved
satisfactorily, steered remarkably
well, and showed an entire absence cf
vibration.
