Better Times Coming
for St. John’s.

T, HENRY SMITH.

Although I have been in St. John’s
only five weeks I have perhaps (from
a wide and travelled commercial ex-
perience) been able to gather some-
thing of the trials, troubles and suc-
cesses possible to traders of all class-
es here.

Now my experience may be taken,
perhaps, as a guide to the future of
St. John's, at least I hope I may bene-
fit somebddy, for I have met polite-
ness here which I greatly appreciate.
I rather think I can almost exactly
compare the St. John’s of to-day with
the Cardiff of 30 years ago (and Car-
diff to-day is a Britisl city of great
importance). The Water Street of
to-day compares with the Bute St.
Cardiff of the past, therefore bar ac-
cident Water Street will mot be the
shopping centre but the wholesale and
office district. T should say the shop-
ping centre will go westward . and
eastward with possibly the smaller
traders in the bye streets en route.

To go straight to the point: I have
heard recenly the remark, “Oh, trade

will wake up soon, the outport folk
will come in to buy sooner or later.”
Now I wish to deal with that remark
specially. Some few years ago I;
owned (and I was quite young) a
number of stores and a factory in|
Cardiff. At that time we traders de-
pended chiefly on the workers from:
“the valleys” (you St. John’s traders |
depend on the “outports,” and “the
valleys” of Wales was then the pre- l
cise equivalent) and a merry time we |
had I can assure my readers until, !
ah! something happened! and that!
was the “valley” folk did mot come!
up to buy in such numbers and (like‘
St. John’s to-day) the Cardiff ‘traders
suggested amongst themselves, “Oh,
it's all right, they’ll come along
shortly.” However, to cut a long
story short, they did not come along
any more, nor do they to-day even,
and Cardiff has lost the bulk of the
“valley” trade.

Will this be the case with St.
John’s? I say “Yes,” (and I should:
hate to appear presumptive, too). !
Yet Cardiff is prosperous and so will
St. John’s be, very, but not in the,
same manner of trade or trading.

What happened in Wales? Traders
opened up some smart shops in the
“valleys” and took the trade from
Cardiff—simple surely—and I waa
one of the first to open a country

(valley) depot. TIs this happening in
thé outports? Not having had time I.
cannot ascertain, but I guess it is so.

! Britain in face of high-grade compe-

tition).

What a God-send compulsory edu-
cation would be. To be without that
is a crime on the part of those re-
sponsible. Wake up! St. John’s folk,
and educate your childrén from this
very day at all costs.

CODFISH.—The shlpment's of fish
from St. John's this week to foreign
markets amounting to 10,916 quintals.
The schooner Alcala took away 2,352
quintals to Martinque from Messrs.
Job Brothers & Co. Ltd., the schooner
Hasbet 2,564 quintals from G. M. Barr
to Gibraltar for orders, and the An-
dreas Roca 6,000 quintals to Seville
for F. D. Garces.

In the outports the Nellfe T. Walters
sailed from Hermitage for Oporto
with 3,610 quintals for Thos. Garland,
and the General Plumer cleared from
Marystown with 4,210 quintals for 'the
Marystown Trading Co. The schoon-
er Proven sailed from Carbonear for
Alicante with 2,730 quintals for W.
J. Moores, the Rita M. Cluneit from
Burin with 2,883 quintals for Oporto
from E. Inkpen. The Ave Maria from
Fogo for Malaga with 3000 quintals
for Earle Sons & Co., and the Gen-
eral Smuts from Grand Bank for
Oporto. with 4,658 quintals for S, Har-
ris, Ltd.

This makes a total of 20,991 f'om
outports, which added to 10,916 from
St. John’s makes a grand total of 31,-
907 quintals.

COMMON COD OIL.—The market
is lifeless. Efforts to sell on the for-
eign market are without result, and
the trade are simply marking time.
The United States buyers hope to see
some improvement now that the Presi-
dential election is over. The British
buyers have been saying the samne in
reference to the coal strike that has
held everything up for weeks. We
hear of a few sales at $1.80, but the
general price is from $1.40 to $1.70
per tun in the local market.

CODLIVER OIL.—Very little doing
im Codliver Oil this week, the market
being stagnant both at home and
abroad. A large importer at New
York, writing to an exporter here
says. “We regret to say that we can
make no offer in Codliver Oil. The
demand is at a very low ebb and
there is no immediate prospect for
business.” The local quotation is
around $1.00 per gallon.

HERRING.—The fishery is now in
full swing at Bay of Islands and
Bonne Bay. Preparations have been
made for a pack of about 30,000 bar-
rels. Scotch Pack are quoted at $11
to $11.50 per barrel. Herring are
plentiful, but much of the caich are
small. The Americans want large
and medium this season. Shrinking
of many nets in the mesh by barking
has resulted in small herring.

BEEF.—The Beef Market coatinues
quiet but firm, and thers is no change
in quotations, according to advices re-
ceived from the United States mar-
kets during the week. In the local
market owing to the “great disparity
between Beef and Pork, Choice Bone-
less is $32.00, as compared with
$56.00 for best grade Pork, Bos. Flank
$35.00, Family $34.00. Imports for
the week 625 barrels.

PORK.—There have been consider-
able fluctuations recently in the Am-
erican market from day to day, in-
fluenced by labor conditions in the
United States and strikes in Great
Britain. There is a noticeable in-
crease in pork exports to Europe the
past month, which tends to keep the
prices on the upward grade. The im-
ports for the week amcunted to 600
barrels. Prices are: Mess, $38.00, Fat
Back, $44.00, Short Mess, $56.00, Ham
Butt, $53.00. The total imports to
date from January 1st are 24,451 bar-
rels.

FLOUR.—Messrs. Harvey & Co.'s
circular summarizing the flour situa-
tion this week says that “Locally the
importation is nearly 70,000 barrels
short, with very little during the next
two weeks.” Importers have . been
holding off for lower prices and this
is the main cause of~ the scarcity.
There are several large consignments
coming forward from Montreal by
steamers this month. Meantime an
effort is being made to get flour to
distant Northern outports that are
likely to be shut out by weather con-
ditions and ice before the end of the
year. Leading brands here are quot-
‘ed to-day at $15.75, other grades
grades $14.75 to $15.50.

SUGAR.—There ar3 about 6.500
 barrels of the “controlled” sugar re-
maining, which is believed to be suf-
; ficient to supply all requirements till
! March. There is a rumor that the
| F. C. Board _contemplate importing
5000 barrels of the present low priced
sugar to make up their former loss
by its sale. We hardly can believe
that this will be done, for there is a
possibility that sugar may go still
lower and new losses would be in-
curred.
! declinig market in existence that pre-
vailed when some 15 years ago sugar
went down to 3 cents in New York.
Meddling with the sugar market by
inexperienced people is extremely
! dangerous at the best of times, and
' is outside the functions of a Govern-
ment, except in extreme cases of
either securing adequajge supply
or preventing profiteering. These
, grounds for interference no longer
Iexist. Therefore, the market should
ibe left open to the regular importers.

MOLASSES.—Owing to the fall in
sugar prices, molasses has declined
about ten cents per gallon from the
Summer price despite the short sup-
ply. The St. John’s quotation is now
$1.58.for Fancy and $1.52 for Choice
per. fugg wholesale. Tierces three

There are all the signs of a

cents and barrels five cents over this
price.

POTATOES.—During the past week
thére were many salées made in the
city of home-grown potatoes at $3 to
$3.50 per barrel from first hands. In
the outports large lots were taken at
$2.50, and this is likely the lowest
point that will be reached this season
for hqme-grown. BStorokeepers here
are . asking as high as $4.00 to-day.
Canadian importerd - are looking
stronger and will probably sell at
$5.00 per sack of 180 pounds next
month.

Age Secrets.

As most people are aware it is pos-
sible to tell the age of a horse by ex-
aming its teeth.

The age of a sheep may be known
in a similar manner—but is, by its
teeth. The number of years a cow
has lived is found by a different met-
od. The horns. are examined,
and the numbered of rings on -these
horns. tell almost exactly -the age of
the cow. ~

Just as the horns indicate the age
of the cow, so the development of the
antlers helps one to calculate the age ’
of animals belonging to the deer fami-
ly, and the length of life of others
horned animals is arrived at in the
same way.

The age of many birds can be dis-
covered by examining the spurs.

Trees often live to a very great age,
and while they are standing it is- a °
difficult matter to arrive at the age of
these; but when they have been cut
down the age of the tree may be reck- '
oned by counting the number of rings
visible in the section.

It is a comparatively easy matter
to learn the age of growing mistletoe,
as each shoot sends off two new
shoots each year, and by counting the
Joints from the root to the tip of any
branch, the number of years the mist-
letoe has lived may be computed,

The insane regulations to
which the Minister of Marine
and Fisheries pledged his au-
thority at the instance of a
couple of exporting firms on
Water Street, have practically
brought about a state of chaos.
Not only in St. John’s are the
evidences visible, ‘but through-
out the island generally. North,
South, East and West have felt
the disastrous effect produced
by the enforcement of the regu-
lations, and whole sections have
been reduced to a state of semi-
starvation because of them.
How absurd and silly then to
have exponents of the regula-
tions argue that but for them
prices would be nowhere. The
fishermen who are going around
the streets of St. John’s to-day,
with yaffles under their arms,
as samples of quality, cured and
made according to Mr. Coaker’s
instructions, are now awake to
the fact that they were duped:
that the regulations, instead of
protecting, have penalised them.
They experience difficulty in
disposing of their season’s
catch. No one will make them
an offer excepting at ruinous)
prices, and they naturally lay
the blame to the policy advoca-
ted by Mr. Coaker and enforced
by the  regulations.

Powerful Sermon by
Rector of St. Thomas’s.

Reg, Dr. Jones delivered a very
powerful sermon last night on Some
Phases of the Report of the Lambeth
Conference, dealing particularly with
Christian Industry and its soclal re-
lations. First of all the Rev. Doctor
dealt with what he called the three
primary principles of social life,
which are Human Value, Human
Brotherhood and Human Responsi-
bility. The preacher gave illustra-
tions of all these principles, but
space will not permit more than a
mere mention of them. The speaker
then said that there were two open
sores in social life, Labor and Drink.
Referring to the former, he dealt
with the necessity for a living wage.
He also stated that the element in
wages could be settled only by the
employer, and finally that the em-
ployer should consider the individual
apart from a mere instruvament of pro-
duction. He then spoke of the inse-
curity of employment, and said the
answer to this was that men should
seek a better eduecation, but, he sald,
there must always be some who wi]l
be “hewers of wood and drawers of
water.” He expressed the hope that
in the near future there would be a
bureau to find “a man for every job,
and a job for every man.” He next
dealt with the question of women in
industry. Whilst admitting that there
was room in industrial life /for wo-
men, he stated that a woman’s prin-
cipal work is in her hon\:e, and that
in home life is the secret of a Na-
tion’s life. 'He then spoke of the
habit of taking children away from
school too early.

In referring to Drink, the Rev.
Doctor said it was an unmitigated
nuisance, and that there should be
no open sale of intoxicants. In pro-
hibition, he said there was a splendid
privilege of Christian Service. In
concluding, he spoke of the duty of
the Church. The Bishops had said
to the Church, “Wake up.” He would
say in answer, “They should wake us
up.” Only a small minority, he said,
have ever given real interest to la-
bor problems. They must see that
the laborer has ‘his day of rest. The
speaker regretted that here in New-
foundland there is no law to uphold
the Lord’s Day. Finally, he said that
all must cobmine to make the world
better for Humanity to live in.

To Honor Glorious Dead

In order to perpetu’ate the memory
of our glorious dead, all normal ac-
tivities in the country will cease for
two minutes, commencing at 11 am.
on Thursday next. The noon gun at
Cabot Tower will be fired as a signal
for the observance to begin. It is
proposed that for the two minutes
trains will be ‘stopped on the rail-
ways, traffic on the streets, ships at
sea (as far as possible), and work
suspended everywhere, in schools,
shops, mines, factories, etc. During
the 2 minutes there should be com-
plete silence. It is hoped that the
‘many who last year forgot to make
the observance, will do so this year.

Encounters Bad
Weather.

The Danish schooner Energie, 45
days from Setubal, arrived in port
yesterday morning. The vessel was
bound for Little Bay Islands with salt
for the Monroe Export Co., but en-
countering rough weather and becom-
ing disabled, she was forced to put
into St. John’s. The Energie was at
sea during the heavy storms experi-
enced on the Atlantic lately and whilst
off the Azores, lost her foremast and
some of her canvas. When the wea-
ther became calmer a jury mast was
rigged up, enabling the ship to reach
port safely. It is likely that the En-
ergie will discharge her cargo of salt
here and have the neccessary repairs
made.

At 8 o’clock this evening the Wes-
ley Church Epworth League will be
addressed by Hon. John Anderson on
Civic Affairs, a subject which is very
popular at the present time and which
requires a great deal of careful
thought.

Rev. Dr. Curtis Delivers Earnest Dis-
course on “Brotherhood.”

(IL.C.M)

Althought we hear a good deal
about Brotherhood, and have in our
midst a great many fraternal socie-
ties, it is not often that we hear a ser-
mon which is wholly and directly de-
voted to the subject. But last night
the Rev. Dr. Curtis broke the record,
and in plain and stirring words made
a strong plea for the brotherhood of
all men.

ThePe may be strong objections to
the principles of human brotherhood
from a social and physical standpoint,
but according to the teachings of com-
mon Christianity,

It was this great fact that the doctor

dwelt upon, and in his usual vigorous’

manner pressed home the "salient
points of his discourse. As a basis of
his subject the speaker quoted the
great commandment—the Command-
ment upon which hang the law and
the Prophets. This quotation, with
other portions of Holy Writ, directly
teach the Fatherhood of God, and the
brotherhood of man; and the principle
is so plainly defined, and the rela-
tionship so closely “allied, that they
cannot be separated without injury,
one to the other; nor without loss and
suffering to the children of men.

But unfortunately these principles
are separated and because of this the
conditions of modern life are upset,
and seriously estranged, and men are
not brothers in that high-sense which
was intended for them. The difference
between the standard of national life
and the standard of Scripture is very
great; and the factions into which so-
ciety has divided itself are contrary
to brotherhood. A League of Nations
may be very good, but is quite neces-
sary, but the brotherhood of all na-
tions would certainly be better. Such
a spirit would better interpret the
teachings of the Gospel, and would
bring into daily life, some of the hea-
ven which we all long for. Men can-
not live merely for themselves, nor
can one nation cut itself clear of the
other nations. There exist common in-
terests, and these Interests must be
considered if the task is to be accom-
plished. ¥ .

It is in this aspect that the lack of
brotherhood is seen to-day, and whe-
ther it be in the church or the com-
munity, or in the state or the realm,
or in the world at large, that this lack
is found, the results are the same.

In closing his discourse the preach-
er made a strong plea for a better
feeling among men in general; and
suggested the formation of a Brother-
hood. Perhaps Dr. Curtis may repeat
his discourse at a later date, or per-
haps he may deliver it some Sunday
afternoon in the College Hall, but
whether it be repeated or not, we
sincerely think that the sentiments
which it contained will be bornme in
mind and that in daily life men will
“Brothers be, the wide world over.”

This
was pleasing to the English people,
for Henry had long been talking of
war, and had often received supplies
and "extorted benevolences for the
purpose; but it had not yet been ful-
filled. Still he invented reasons for

delay, and it was not until October,

1492, shat he landed -in. Frapcd and
laid siege to Boulogne. The invasion
ended as did that of Edward IV. The
French King knew Henry's love of
money; and ere.the:siege had lasted
many days he secured the Treaty of
Estaples (now Etaples) by promising
& large sum. Henry received this on
November 3, and retained it, besides,
all the money he had extorted from
his own subjects for the war. This
caused much discontent among the

1 people, while the nobles murmured

that they had been baulked of their
conquest- of France, in anticipation
of which many of them had mortgag-
ed their estates.
