WANT mn'rm T0 INTERVENE.
LONDON, June 19.

An offer of Anglo intervention
would be welcomed by the best opin-
ion in Greece, in order to aveid unnec-
essary bloodshed in the forthcoming
offensive, the Smyrna correspondent of
the London Times has .authoritative
grounds to believe. He adds that the
British Consul officially visited Pre-
mier Gounaris on Saturday.

CANNOT-AGREE.
PARIS, June 19,

Great Britain, France and Italy have
again appealed tc Greece to postpone
her offensive, and accept their media-
tion in an effort to forestall war in Asia
Minor. This is the outcome of two days
Conference hétween . Premier Briand
and Lord Curzon, British Foreign Sec-
retary, which ended this evening with
the despafch of a note to King Con-
stantine, csking for an immediate re-
ply as to whether Greece was willing
to let the Allies settle the Turkish
question. If a favorable answer is re-
ceived, it is probable Greece will be
asked to state the terms upon which
she is willing to make peace, and Turk-
ish Nationalists will then be approach-
ed. M. Briand and Lord Curzon devot-
ed part of this afternoon to the sub-
ject of Upper Silesia. They decided to
ask High Commissioners for a unan-
imous report on the disposition of that
territory. Failing this, experts will be
sent to make an equitable distribution,
and stern measures will be taken
against Poles and Germans, if either
or both refuse to accept Allied deci-
sions. Lord Curzon pressed for a set-
tlement of the Turkish question to-day,
but Premier Briand would not commit
France one way or the other. He point-
ed out that the consent of both Greels
and Turks to mediation was the first
thing necessary. Plan of proceedure
would then follow. The British plan
involves the withdrawal of Greek
forces from all Smyrna and the restor-
ation of Turkish sovereignity over this
territory, with  international police
forces to guarantee the protection of
Minorities. The Ministers failed to
agree on thrace, Lord Curzon advocat-
ing the maintenance of the Treaty of
Sevres,* while M. Briand favored the
substitution, of the Enos-Midias line
for the original Hne. It was decided
that no settlement could be determined
until Turks and Greeks agree to medi-
ation. The Italian Government replied
favorably this afternoon to & note sent
to Italian - representatives, asking
Italy’s consent to the forwarding of a
Greek note,

of General Byng the,Canadian Corps

The
fight was officially known as the Bat-
tle of Arras. QGallant troops, superb
generalship and elaborate pre-arrange-
ments were factors which contfibuted
to the success of the Canadian Corps.

At five o'clock in the morning of
June 20, 1837, the Archbishop of Can-
terbury and the Lord Chamberlain, ac-
companied by Sir Henry Halford, the
King’s physician, arrived at Kensing- |
ton Palace toannounce to Victoria,!
daughter of the late Duke of Kent, that
she was the Queen of Great Britain
and Ireland. She had only just attain-
ed her eighteenth birthday, but her
composure and self-possession created
general surprise. Having taken her
seat in the council chamber, held later !
in the day, after the Lord Chancellor‘
had administered the oaths, she made
quite a nice little speech in the sweet- |
est possible voice. Failing this young
gr'i:eeu, the next heir. to the throne

the Duke of Cumberland, notori-
ously a reactionary of a dangerous
type. But Victoria, the late King’s
niece had been trained to a wery high
sense of du& and became af once the
political pupil of Lord Melbourne, who
taught her the ideals of a constitution-
al monarch. She was also happy .in
marrying a prince whose sense of duty
was 48 high as her own, and who prov-
ed himself capable of learning to grasp
constitutional conceptions remote
enough from those known to any Con-
tinental court. A sentiment of chival-
rous kindliness toward a young girl
placed in a very difficult position, re-
vived the iatent loyalty of her people,
which was fostered by her own admir-
able character and conduct. And this
girl was: destined to reign for sixty-{
four years, during which period the
principles of British constitutionalism
bécame too firmly established to be
easily shaken, whether by revolution-
ists or by reactionaries.

Dear Sir,—It is evident from many
letters received by this Association
that there is great objection in some
quarters to the holding of Commemor-
ation Day on the first Sunday in July,
and it seems that a word ot explnn—
tion is necessary.

The majority of the
meeting concurred with the Executive,
and resolutions were passed, “That
July 1st should be a holiddy to be
known as Memorial Day and the fol-
lowing Sunday to be known as Com-
memoration Day.” i

this effect and an Act was passed set-
ting aside these days.

Newfoundland Premier
Not Coming.

Sir Edgar Bowring, the High Com~
missioner for Newfoundland, has re-
ceived a message from Mr. Squires,
Prime Minister of Newfoundland,
stating that owing to the illness of
the Minister of Finance, and the con-
sequent extra pressure of Parliamen-
tary work which has devolved upon
himself in connection with the present
session of the House of Assembly, ne
will be unable to attend the Imperial
Peace Cabinet meeting. If no other
Government representative attends in
place of Mr. Squires, Newfoundland
will probably be represented by the
High Commissioner in London.—The
Times, June 2.

Railway Management.

Reports say that some definite ar-
rangement will be made on the first
of July about the Reid Nfid. Co., Ltd.,
either that the Government or the
Company will assume control of the
railways and the whole system of
mail, freight and passenger by water
and by rail. The likelihood is that
the Reid Nfld. Co. will resume control
and. that the Railway Commission will
pass into oblivion. The company has
had the benefit of the money voted
to it at the last session of the Legis-
lature and the whole system is in
better condition now than it had been
before the Government came to the
rescue and gave the people’s money
to rehahilitate what was generally ad-
mitted to be otherwise than in first-
class condition. Were not the words
“ramshackle railway” used by some-
one in the people’s House within the
memory of ordinary men. The raik
way should be in a good condition to-
day as those in charge of its opera-
tions have, first, a goodly gift from
the people’s treasury and, secondly,
reaped a rich harvest from the in-
crease of passenger and freight
rates. The increase in freight char-
ges gradually advanced until a small,
single parcel of liquid from the much
abused .department of' the government
went up to thirty cents, and the pas-
senger rates increased so that many

people had perforce to travel second
class. - The management had a mon-
opoly and it took all and every ad-
vantage of the power that it held,
with the result that the people had
to suffer ‘without redress.

Whether the Company or the Gov-
ernment assumes control of the sys-
tem known in the old days as the
Newfoundland Railway does not mat-
ter much, but it is a matter of great
concern to the people that they are
not taxed by and through the Com-
pany and the Government for the ex-
periment made about a year ago, the
preamble of which was that the Com-
pany had three significant letters ad-
ded to its title. The Government of
to-day is expected to guard the peo-
ple’s interests, and by wise delibera-
tion and thoughtful action see that
the power entrusted to it is not bar-
téred away by the designs of men
who seek their own profit at the ex-

pense of the country—Hr. Grace
