By the Kyle yesterday letters were 
received by gentlemen In this city 
from Mr. D. Gillie, Secretary of the 
Miners Committee at New Waterford, 
Cape Breton, which said that word 
had been received tirera that efforts 
were being made to arrange for some 
five' or six hundred men from this 
country to be pet to work nt the mines 
In Cape Breton in place of the work­
men now on strike there. The letters 
said there were hundreds of these 
miners belonging to Sydney and the 
smaller mining towns now out of 
work, and that they would strongly 
resist any attempt to put Newfound­
landers in their places in the mines, 
and therefore warned these gentle­
men to advise people from this coun­
try against coming over to Cape 
Breton seeking work at the col­
lieries.

By the Railway Contract of 
1898, it was provided that the 
Contractor should “furnish ad- 
“ditional rolling stock, equip­
ment and accommodation, as 
“fast as, and of such quantity 
“and of such description as the 
“developing and increasing busi­
ness of the railway may re­
quire, so that the traffic re­
quirements of the Colony may 
'“be fully met.” As by the same 
Contract, the Contractor be­
came the owner of the railroad, 
subject only to his faithful 
dperation thereof for fifty years, 
there was no provision and no 
obligation for the Colony to pay 
for such additional material. By 
the Amending Contract, made in 
1901, the exact words of the 
above quoted provision were re­
enacted, with this addition: 
“At the termination of this, 
“agreement, such additional roll­
ing stock, equipment and ac­
commodations, and all addition­
'll branches and improvements, 
“which shall after, this date 
“have been contracted or erect­
ed with the consent of the Gov­
ernment, shall be taken over by 
“the.Government, and paid for 
“at a fair value.” By the same 
Contract the Government às- 
sumed the ownership of the 
Railway, and therefore, it was 
logical that-it should agree to 
pay the Contractor for additions 
and improvements.
