Fencing Experts to
Meet in London.

Forest Fire Destruction.
DUE TO HUMAN RECKLESSNESS.

NEW YORK, June 7—(A.P.)—New 
regulations and ^conditions for the in­
ternational fencing matches in Lon­
don, July 20, 21 and 22, between Brit­
ish and American teams for the Robt. 
M. Thompson trophy, laid down by 
the Amateur Fencers’ Association of 
Great Britain, have been accepted by 
the American Fencers' organization. 
The new conditions were made, the 
British .authorities announced, in an 
effort to prevent a recurrence of the 
unsatisfactory outcome of the 1921 
international matches held in this 
country and won by the United 
States.

In 1921 America Won the foils 
match, and the epee match went to the 
English swordsmen. The sabre match 
was a tie in bouts, but the British 
team scored the greatest aggregate 
number of touches. America, however, 
was awarded the trophy on bouts un­
der the rules. The American rUIe per­
mitting frequent substitutions also 
did not meet with the approval of the 
British team.

This year the foils and sabre boats 
will be decided by the greatest num­
ber of hits in nine, and the epee by 
one touch. Each team will consist of 
six swordsmen, four of whom fence. 
Substitutions will be allowed only In 
cases of accident or iUness. The de­
cision will be by matches instead of 
by bouts, as in 1921. In case of a tie 
in matches the decision will be by 
bouts, and in event of a tie in bouts, 
by touches.

Ottawa, June 16—“The meaning of 
the sudden outburst of forest fires in 
Ontario and parts of Quebec recently 
is that the limited remaining supply , 
of timber in Eastern Canada has • 
dropped several notches lower and the 
‘franchise’ of 6,000 industries has 
been substantially shortened.” This is 
the gist of a statement made the other 
day by the Canadian Forestry Asso­
ciation. “The forest is the stuff that 
jobs are made of and Canada’s supply 
of forests Is now so limited that every 
serious conflagration in timber areas 
definitely cuts down employment and 
shortens the life of one or many in­
dustries. The causes of the recent ter­
rific fires have not been reported as 
yet, but year after year the records 
show, that nine-tenths of all forest 
destruction is due to human reckless­
ness. The Canadian Citizen, on pleas­
ure bent, appears determined that 
the biggest industrial magnet our 
nation possesses shall be wiped off 
the slate of national assets within the 
lifetime of the present generation.”

TO BE STUDIED BY EXPERTS.
LONDON, May 19 (A.P.)—London 

is said to be slowly crumbling away, 
or at least most of the historic build­
ings are decaying^

In an effort to ascertain the cause 
of this crumbling of apparently In­
soluble stonework, the government 
has appointed a committee of scienti­
fic experts to thoroughly probe the 
matter.

It Is known that stone used in one 
part of the country will stand unaf­
fected, but if used in another it will 
decay. This is s mystery the experts 
have to. probe, and it will take con­
siderable time, for it involves ques­
tions of chemistry, biology and 
physics. Among the buildings need­
ing immediate attention are the fa­
mous Carlton Club, Tower of Lon­
don, Houses of Parliament, Holyrood 
Castle and Tintera Abbey.

Tommy Gibbons 
Has Made Boxing 

His Life Career,
a smt

the man H. J.StatMCoST. PAUL, June 7th.—(A.P.)—Just 
shout the time most anxious fathers 
are “feeling out” their sons to ascer­
tain their life-work desires, a young 
man of St. Paul—“hardly more than 
a kid,” his friends said—gripped the 
lower rung of the ladder of puglls- 
tic fame.

It was his selection Çor a life pro- 
fesson .and how well he has master­
ed it will be demonstrated July 4, 
when he seeks to wrest the heavy­
weight boxing crown from Jack 
Dempsey at Shelby, Montana.

For the young man who decided on 
fisticuffs as a life work wâs Tommy 
Gibbons of St. Paul .only a youth of 
16 years when he answered the lure 
of the game. Many boxers have 
gained their start in the ring through 
their prowess as rough-and-tumble- 
mixers, \ With science developed later 
as a necessary requisite to greater 
success.

Not so with Tommy Gibbons. It 
was purely a business proposition 
with him, and he selected his career 
for the same reason that'many other 
young'men have entered less violent 
professions. It was the attraction of 
more money than he could make 
any other way„

Tommy's path had been beaten by 
his brother, Mike Gibbons, five years 
his senior, whose boxing skill later 
gained for him the sobriquet of “The 
Phantom.” It was the verbal per­
suasion of Mike, coupled with his suc­
cess at fighting that decided Tommy.

“I had left school and had gone to 
work for the Great Northern Rajlway 
here,” he said in recounting Ms start. 
“Of course, I was only making a lit­
tle money; no more than a kid of that 
age is _Jikely to make.

“One day Mike came to me with a 
proposition that I enter the ring. He 
said he could pay me more than the 
railroad company did, and as I had 
watched with some envy the money 
Mike was making, I decided to take 
him up.

“Mike, was a great teacher* and 
from that time till very recent,» 
when Mike's eyes have been bother-, 
ing Mm he gave me thorough instruc­
tion. It is to this, of course, that I 
owe much of whatever boxing ability

Adelastado Pedro Menendez de 
Aviles was a haughty adventurer in 
the reign of King Philip II whose 
name appears in the almost-forgotten 
histories of more than one American 
settlement.

He was born at Aviles, in the prov­
ince of Asturias, in 1619 and, like 
many of the aristocratic youths of his 
day, the castles of his ambitions lay 
to the westward where Columbus, the 
Italian to whom Queen Isabella had 
been godmother, had but recently 
found fame and fortune. He joined the 
navy, became a captain-general, 
served his king in many daring en­
terprises and in 1560 landed in prison, 
disgraced.

But Columbus, too, had been dis­
graced once, so this young 'Spaniard 
kept heart. In five years he regained 
the king’s favor and shortly was ap­
pointed governor of Cuba and Florida, 
with orders to colonize the latter 
country.

With a proud armada of 19 ships 
and 1,600 men, de Aviles sailed from 
Cadiz in 1666. A storm scattered the 
oxpedltioh. Only seven of the ships 
reached Florida. Tan weeks from the 
day they embarked, de Aviles founded 
St. Augustinè and, after massacring 
nearly all of a colony of French 
Protestants that clung precariously to 
the banks of the St. John’s river, i 
Spanish dominion was established
