His arrange-
ments being completed on Friday morn-
ing he opened the vein, and wishing to
avold flooding the cell with blood held
the wash basin to receive’ the vermilion
stream. He had eaten nothing for a con-
siderable time, and after he had bled
freely for some time he fainted, and the
red tide stagnated. He had been lying
on his bed all the time, and was found
there when the tarnkey entered some-
what sooner than was his wont. The gaol
surgeon, Dr. Herod, being from home, oz
not to be fonnd immediately, Dr. Mc-
Guire's services were procured and the
wound bound up. McGregor is still very
weak but the color is returning to his face
and he is fast recovering. Weasked him
if, when he felt life fleeting, he did not re-
gret hisrashness? Hegaid he then felt
no pang equal to what he had endured in
reflecting on his folly and his crime,
With his name dishonoured and a period
of servitude before him his hopes for this
life fled, and he would havechosen to flee
to those ills he knew not of, rather than
face those he saw plainly and palpa-
bly before him.

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Assassination of Mr.-McBiee,

‘Whalen before the Police Magistrate

The assassination case was brought be
fore the Police Magistrate of Ottawa on
Thursday. The prisoner Whalén was
brought in under guard, and placed in the
dock on the direct charge of the murder
of Mr Mc(Gee, laid before the authorities
last night. He :p%eamd somewhat worn
and fatigued, as if he had passed a sleep-
less night, but assumed an air of apparent
indifference. Mr O’Reilly, Q.C., Recorder
of Kingston. appeared on behalf of the
Crown. The information was laid by
Detective O'Neil, and was to the effect
that the prisoner on the 7th day of April,
did feloniously and with malice afore-
thought kill and murder the Hon. Thos.
D’'Arcy McGee. The prisoner had no
counsel.

After the Coroner was examined, Sergt
John Wyld, of the P. C. O. Rifle Brigade,
gave his evidence, to the effect that he
knew prisoner in Quebec in 1865-66, by
the name of James Sullivan, that he had
worked at the citadel as a tailor, that
while there he was arrested on a charge
of Fenianism, but was found not guilty,
and released.

Wm. Graham, the doorkeeper of the
House of Commons, swore that on Mon-
day his attention was particularly attrac-
ted to the prisoner by his going up and
down to and from the gall of the
House foar five time that night, and
appeared to be in a fidgety way the whole
evening. The same night, between nine
and ten o'clock, prisoner had a long con-
versation with Patrick Buckley in the
grand lobby of the House.

Edward John O’Neil, sworn—I am a
detective officer ; got some information
about the prisoner relative to the murder
of Mr. McGee on the day of the murder ;
went in search of the prisoner in company
with detective Cullen of the cit! police of
Montreal, and Serg D of the
water police of Montreal, and other offi-
cers; found him in the house of Michael
Starrs about half-past ten that night;
from appearance he had just gone into
the house; arrested him ; said to him
first, “'What is your name ?” He an-
swered, “James Whelan ;” I then said
you are my prisoner; I had previousl
received information that he had a pistol.
Therefore I placed my hands on each side
of his coat pockets, and said to him—let
me have what you have got in your pos-
session ; at thistime Sergeant Davis came
up; Iallowed Him to search the right
hand coat pocket while I searched the
left, first having felt a lump in each of
the kets; in the left coat pocket I
found a box of pistol cartridges such as
those nead in R[mitk * Wesson’s revol-
vers; thos are . produced in court;
they are Seet’s cari:. :2¢s ; there were 29
cartridges ; there are now 28 cartridges ;
1 gave the other one to Sergeant Davis ;
immediately after taking the cartridges
out of the left coat pocket, O'Donohue of
the Montreal Police took a cleaner out of
the same pocket. Sergeant Davis then
pulled a revolver out of his right coat
pocket, the same revolver that is now
produced in court. It is Smith & Wesson’s
make—a new one—a six-shooter, No.
50847 marked on the butt of the stock. |
Six charges in chambers were found |
when taken, five of them appeared to |
have been in for some time, from the
grease and dust round the edges, and dis-
colouration ; the other appeared only
recently put in. My attention was then
drawn to the revolver itself, one barrel
was recently greased on the inside, and
the muzzle then showed indications of
burnt powder, as if the revolver had been
but recently discharged. I fdund also
that in the front part of the cylinder, at
the mouth of each of the cells, theré were
indications of grease having been care-
fully pressed on the top of everiy; ball and
pressed down. It appeared to'have been
done to avoid suspicion of the réevolver
being just lately discharged. Cartridges
are placed in the revolver from the butt
end of the cylinder, and the grease in-
side the eylinder could not have been
from the cartridges. Grease conld not
have been pushed down the cylinder by
the cartri . Detective Cullen, myself
and the er officers with us, went up
stairs, searched his trunk, and found some
private letters, newspapers, some books,
anumber of papers called Jrish American,
published in New York, dated 7th March,
1868, a paper publiehed in the interests of
Fenianism, (O'Reilly here read the head-
ings of different articles in it indicating
such characters. From the headings of
the articles it shows to be a paper devoted
to Fenianism ; in his jacket was found
the Constitution and By-laws of the St.
Patrick's Benevolent Society, Montreal,
Among the articles found on the prisoner
was a little black-covered book, which
tk.

A valentine was also
found among the letters, having on ita

A log of wood
and & bit of twine will suit you better
than me for a valentine,” After satisfy-
ing ourselves of the search, we brought
him to the lock-up. When on his way
to the lock-up, Iasked him how he was
going to account for where he had been
on Monday night? He said that was
cagily done. I then said—“See here;
what time did you leave the Parliament
Buildings on Monday night?” He said
he had left a little while before the house
adjourned. I said, “You left it when the
house adjourned in the neighbourhood of
a quarter after 2 o’clock.” He replied
it was only 10 minutes after 2 when I
was at the Russell House. I then added
«Itis all right if you can manage that.”
1 believe the bullet produced in Court to
be one of the cartridge bullets used in
Smith and Wesson’s revolvers. That is
the bullet I received from the Corouner.
I compared it with those in the prisoner’s
tin box, and also with those in the re-
volver; it exactly corresponds to those in
the cylinder of the revolver. I found
that cartridges of this description were
for sale at Thomas Issac’s; those for sale
here are for the same sort of a revolver,
but for those four or five sizes smaller.

The prisoner exhibited considerable
nervousness during O'Neil's examination
The prisoner declared that he had no
questions to put.

. The New Postal Law—Its Oper-
ations.

If we stated that the New Postal
Law gave general satisfaction’ we
nhnld be very far from oxpmnng the
g it. The
pﬂisionu by “which letters weighing
nob more than half an ounce are trans
mitted fr om one part of the Dominion
40 another for three cents is pleasing
tq everybody, but there are some of
the other enactment which are consid-
ered, and not without reason, nuisan-
oes and grievances. The part of the
bill most loudly condemned is that
which regulates the postage on drop
letters and transient newspapers. By
the term drop letters, is to be under-
stood those letters which are put into
any particular post office to be taken
direct therefrom by the party to whom
they are addressed. By the new law
it has become imperative that these
should be prepaid by the parties send-
ing them, otherwise the addressce will
not be allowed an opportunity of re-
leasing them, for they must at once be
Jaid aside for transmission to the
Dead Letter Office. It is not easy to
imagine a more absurd enactment
than this. Heretofore the one cent
postage on drop letters was a perquis-
ite of the postmasters when the money
was paid, and of course when the mis-
gives were stamped the Post Office
Department was the gainer. The ob-
Jject of the new law no doubt is to se-
oure to the Government all the reven-
ue thus accruing, but we do not imag-
ine that they will be much richer in
consequence.  People will come in
time to understand the fate of their
letters if they be not prepaid, and they
will prepay those that they drop, but
the number of these will be very ser-
iously diminished, and while the pub-} _
lic will be incommoded the Depart-
ment will not be the gainer. Under
the old law we believe that there was
but a comparatively small proportion
of the unpaid drop letters which were
notredeemed. But this is only anoth-
er verification of the old proverb that,
“bco much cookery spoils the broth.”

In reference to the postage on tran-
sient newspapers it is as great a bore
as that of which we have been speak-
ing. If we recollect properly, at the
time the Bill passed it was left to the
wisdom and discretion of the Gover-
nor in Council to say whether the rate
of postage should be one cent or two
cents, that point not having been de-
termined in Parliament. When the
law went into operation we discovered

that the decision had been in favour |

of the larger sum, to the end, perhaps
that what was lost by the reduction

on letters might be compensated by |

the increased rate on transient news-
papers. There 1s almost a certainty
that tiic design will fail in producing

the expected effect—if the three cent |

The Reciprocity Treaty,

In reply to a resolution of the Hou.
of Representatives, asking for a state-
ment of the trade between the United |
States and the British Provinces, the |

Becretary of the Treasury has sent in |

a communication prepared by George
Washington Brega, in which that per-
son reports favorably to a renewal of
Reciprocity. The N. Y. Herald, re-
ferring to the subject, says:—'* The
desirableness of some fresh arrange-
ment, akin to that which, for party
reasons, was permitted to expire in
March, 1866, is, we believe, admitted
by the great majority of intelligent
business Americans. The old treaty
may not have been perfect in all its
details, but its general operation dur-
ing the ten yearsover which it extend-
ed was undoubtedly beneficial both to
the United States and the Provinces.
It was, in fact, much too beneficial,
mutually, to be sacrificed at the bid-
ding of high tariff men.  Of this the
experience of the last two years has
furnished abundant proof; and we
hope and believe that, either by con-
current legislation or treaty, some
plan of Reciprocity will be consummat-
ed at no distant day. We cannot look
for it this year or next, but the inter-
ests involved are sufficiently numer-
ous and large to warrant steady effort
for the enlizhtenment of Congress on
the subject.”

CaurioNT0o REEVES AND DEPUTY
REEVES.—By one of theamendments
to the Municipal Act just adopted by
the Legislature of Ontario ac its re-
cent session, reeves and deputy reeves
of towns and townships, and aldermen
of cities, are required, before they can
act as magistrates, to qualify as such
in the same way as magistrates ap-

inted by the crown, by filing the af-
gtoiuvn of quahﬁcanon with the Clerk
of the Peace. Those intcrested will
do well to attend to this matter, oth-
erwise their judicial acts will be very
apt to be set aside; while they will at
the same time be liable to the penal-
ty imposed by statute, namely, a fine
of one hundred dollars for every of-
fence, one moiety of which goes to
Her Majesty, and the other moiety
to such persons as will sue for the
same, to be recovered, with full costs
of suit by civil action or information
in Siny pourt of competent jurisdiction.
This requirement does not apply to
mayors of towns and cities.
