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Mennonite Immigrants. \

The constant arrival of Mennonites
on our shores and their departure to
the Province of Manitoba, makes a
ketch of their character and man-
ners both interesting and profitable.
From what we learn both of thoge
who have settled in the United Staies
after the Revolutionary war, as well
as of those who are now arriving, this
influx will be a most valuahle acquis-
ition to the new Province.

These Mennonites are a sect of
German Baptists, whose forefathers
lived forjupwards of one hundred
years in the Crimea. They take ob-
jection to the conduct of Russia mn
trying to.make them Greek Catho-
lics, and liable to military service;and
although the law ordaining th s does
not come into operation for four
years, yet this people, with their
usual foresight and prudence, are
avoiding violence and perhaps blood-
shed by leaving the cuuntry in .the
meantime. Itis probable that, un-
less a change is made in the aspect
of the Russian Government towards
this people, or something unforseen
ocecurs to render emigration injudi-
cious, this hegira will continue until
about forty thyusand more have left
LRussia.

As may be judged from the fore-
gong statement, their religion is very
strict. They do not smoke; and if
any one drinks too much, he i8
publicly reproved in the religious
meeting. The idea of divorce is
obnoxious to them; and if a man
and wife separate, nvither is ever al
lowed tv re marry.

Wedding-rings are not worn, being
considered too worldly; and in this
categury also come ribbons, earrings,
and brooches, The dressof the wo-
men consists of a blue calico gown,
with a blue handkerchief thrown over
the head, while the men are dressed
like ordinary Geuman peasants. ‘I he
children ure numerous, some f
numbering eizht or ten, while the
nuiuber vi very old persons is large.

‘I'hese immigrants come well pro.
vided financially. It is reported
that one of a party which arrived in
New York recenuy had a dratt for
26,000, gold ; while many others had
letters of credit for from $1,000 to
$2000. A calculation would give'
about §300 on an average to euach|
immigrant. Thereason of this great
wealth 1s that they teach their child-
ren mdustry and 1rugality as a reli-
gious duty, and luziness and thrift.
lessness are, among them, vices to
be particularly avoided.. They are
not what the Yankees call “intelli-
gent,”’ neither are they . cute,” but
they are extremely honest, eminent-
ly active in caring for their own in-|
terests, without detriment to those
of 1theirmeighbors, and ro 1ndustri-
ous that they will not only enrich
themselves, but as they increase in |
numbers and wealth they will con-
fer incalculable blessings upon the
whole country.

't'he Beecher-Lilton Seandal.
TILTON'S APPEARANCE IN COURT.

New York, July 29th.—Tiltonappeared
in the court room of the Third District
Court, Brooklyn, which was crowded
with spectators, shortly after ten o’clock
this morning. As there were a number
of small cases ocoupying the attentionof
the Court, Mr. Tilton was taken into
Justice Reilly’s private sanctum, where
he awaited the calling ot his case. Mr.
Gaynor was pregent at an early hour and
was the eynosure of all eyes. He was

ttended by a few gentl friends who
held long conversations with bhim in
whiepered tones. About 11.80, Justice
Reilly called Mr. Gaynor, requesting
him to step into the room where Tilton
was, and it wds thought the examination
would be concluded in the private 1com.
Titton objected to having $he'examina-
tion private, snd demandel, a publie
hearing, which was ultimatély assented
to. Tilton's counsel was ex-Judge
Morris, who, having learned from Mr.
Gaynor that the latter took the case en-
titely on his own respo asibility, and not
on behalf of Beecher, arcued that this
case should not Lave been called to
safety the cravings of publio - seandal,
He suggested an adjournment t on-
day. Mr. Gaysor defended himself, and
argued that the defendant had violated
one of the laws of the State, and: it was
his duty us a citizen to bring him into
Court to answer for it. He thought he
had a public right to bring Mr. Tilton
herefor- preliminary-examination, or if
defendant chose, he could bring his case
before the Grand Jury. Justice Reilly,
with the consent of both parties ad-
journed the hearing‘of the case until
next Monday. \

The Brooklyn Arg: ishes the rest
of Mr. Carpenter’s story of the difficulty
between Beecher and l’l’rlton. Carpenter
is willing 1o swear that his first absolute
conviction that there had been adultery
between Beecher and Mrs. Tilton was
derived from a statement of Oliver John-
son to that effect. He says :—*“1 can
!prove that Oliver Johnson used these
words : * My lips are sealed by a solemn
promise, but 1f I shotld disclose what
I kuow the roof of Plymouth Church
would come right eff.” Another time
Mr. Johnson said to me ‘I know a great
deal more about this case than you. do,
and what you know is bad enough.’”
Carpenter also says:—* Mrs. Tilton, in
my. presence, was asked by Mr. Tilton
to put in writing something in reference
to her relation with Mr. Beecher that he
could show to Dr. Storrs. This was in
December, 1872, or January, 1873. Mrs.
Tilton assented willingly, and, going to
her room, returned in a few moments
with a manuseript on which was written,
as near as I can remember, these words:
| ‘On a certain occasion Mr. Beecher
Esulit-itml me to become a wife to him,
{with all that is implied in this re-
lavien, This proposition I communi-

ed -to—my husband.’. Mr. Tilton
took that wriling to llev. Dr. Storrs,
and said, I ecame to you for advice in re-
gerd to the proper action to be taken by
myself in reference to the statement
made in the Woodhull letter. Dr.
Storrs 1eplied * I'bave not "read the
statement made by Mrs. Woodhull, but
if you thipk it is of sufficient. importance
to merit attention, I will do eo.” Dr.
Storrs read the Woodhull story, and a
few days later, when Tilton visited him,
said : ¢ Mr. Tilton, I have read thia pa-
per carefully, and if the statements are
true, I draw from them four conclusionss.
Mr. Tilton askid what the conclusion’
wero.  Dr, Storrs then said : * 1st. That
Mr. Beecher and Mrs. ‘Lilton bad crimi-
nal felations, 2nd. That you discovered
that. 8rd. Thst Mr. Beecher reccived a
a peaper from Mrs. Tilton denying that !
such relations had ever cxisted. 4th.
That Mr. Moulton got tkat paper frem
Mr. Beecher.’ Mr. Tilton said: ‘ Dr.
Storrs—What if those points can't be
denied ?° Dr. Storrs reptied; * If those
points caunot be denied, I baveno ad-
v'ee to give ; an evasion would be worse
than silenee.”

The Brooklyn Eagle says it is anthori-
zed to announce that Beecher has very
recently written a letter to Frank Moul-
ton, in which he earnestly asks and ad-
jures Moulton to gs bafore the Committ-
ee, exhibit all he has, and tell all he
knows with reference to the controversy
hetween Theodore Tilton and Heory
Ward Beecher. The letter is - declared
to be long, explicit, unmistakable, and to
to the eficct that Beecher las no wish
and Moulton no alternative but for - the
latter to go before the Committee fully
and frankly to say all he can forthwith.

General Tracy said to-day the Com-
mittee hoped to end the whole thing
this week. Mr. Moulton and Mr.
Peecher, and on€ or two minor witnesses,
were all.
